The
formal escort of the new iucumbents by
the ex-administration was particularly im-
pressive.  The Mayor and ex-Mayor
walked arm in arm, followed each by bis
official staff. It looked a little like con-
querors and captives, and the dramatic
smile of the departing officers could have
been no expression of the humiliation in-
separable from such a defeat. Why
should this not be so? The administra-
tion of Mr. Wiltz is of the same politics
with its snccessors. Why was not one of
them renominated by their party? Why
bave they Leen swept out with all their
official following? The inference is inevi-
table. They were not, in the opinion of
their party, indefensible. It is in vain,
therefore, to say that men calling them-
selves Democrats are any more exempt
from fault or blame than if they bore any
other political designation.

Nor are we left without record evidence
that the retiring administration has fallen
under the reproach even ot its friends.
No sooner hag the ceremonial of depart-
ure and possession taken place than the
new administration proceeded to make a
minute inventory of the state in which
they found the officinl premises. In doing
so they found them in very bad repair,
and the publication demonstrates the in-
capacity of the late administration, as we
propose subsequently to show.

The message of Mayor Leeds admits
very general causes of embarrassment:

We assume control under circumstances
of the most embarrassing natore. This
community, once 80 Pprosperons, has, by
years of misgover and uptl 3
been brought to the verge of bankruptey.

The Administrator of Finance, however,
files a bill of particulars, which implicates
the late administration for an especial
share of responsibility, and holds them
responsible as having known their mas-
ters’ will, and did it not:

Surrounded on all sides by embarrass-
ments of no ordinary character; with em-
)loyes, material, men and laborers unpaid
or a series of months—the fire department
reduced almost to a condition of bank-
ruptey and disruption—with the threatened
extinguishment of the city lights—and with
every other creditor of the city reduced to
want.

The dopreciation of the city obligations
can not be attributed to past failure to
meet its interest goymenta as they have
heretofore been able to provide for them.
A vicious credit system forces the city to
pay exorbitant prices for everything re-
quired for its use, has greatly aided the
rapid increase of our burdens.

The ex-Administraters can not have had
as much ability as their successors, or
they have been wanting in those high
qualities which their successors possess.
In either case there is a positive charge of
incapacity. Employes unpaid, material
purchased at exorbitant prices, the fire
department bankrupt, the street lights
threatened with extinguishment; all these
imply official incapacity, because it is af-
firmed that the new comers can, by doing
what their predecessors did not do, repair
these disasters. The plan proposed by
the finance committee is to collect buck
taxes rigidly and to find out at this late
day what John Randolph, halfa century
since, announced as the philosopher’s
stone, “Pay as yougo.” The word now
is to settle up.

The question must be fairly and squarely
met.

Wo are, therefore, compelled to solicit
payments by all the means in our power.

In the present crisis we can mno longer
extend indulgence to the debtors of the
city.

This, at least, is a plain rebuke to the
past Coungil, and a. positive notice to the
tax resisters and delinquent:

The Mayor, however, takes the some-
what different view of the cause of corpo-
rate embarrassment. Hesays:

This community, once so prosperous, has,
by years of misgovernment and oppression,
been brought to the verge of bankruptey.

And adds that this has been caused by
legislation which -has taken from the
Council the control of city affairs. This,
with personal respect to the Mayor, is a
political dodge; it is an attempt to throw
upon the Republican State administration
respousibilities which we have shown
originated in municipal mismanagement.
What is the city debt? $23,000,000.
What is there to show forit? Is there
any investment which produces interest?
None whatever. This debt is the accu-
mulated extravagance and improvidence
of a quarter of a century. The outgoing
administration has added its item. This
floating and unpaid debt impending over
the new administration must be met or—
funded. The Bee began the apology that
the embarrassment of the city treasury
commenced with the police organization.
We believe every one has agreed that the
police as a standing army is by no means
a suceess, DBut every one also admits
that some police is necessary. Whatever
excess the present system may have cost
over a proper appropriation is a legitimate
economy, but this excess can not relieve
the burdens of which Mr., Leeds com,
plains. Mr, Wiltz has also filed the same
excuse for the deficiencies reported by
the sama committece. He says to lis
colleagues:

Your hands were o tied by unfriendly
State legislation that you were without the
power to relieve the city from enormous
expenditures, You found her bound for
the puyment of the interest on a stupendons
bonded debt.

Mr, Wiltz persists in protesting that
+4t wasnot the whisky I drank but the
cheese Ieat.” That “stupendous public
debt” was founded by his great grand
Creole predecessors of the several munici-
palities. It has been rolled up from that
day like a snowball, and when the floating
debt of Mr. Wiltz comes to be settled, it
will perhaps add agother coat to the
mass,

Mayor Leeds, however, recomamends
these specific reductions:

The pask tax should be abolished; the
school tax should be taken off, or the
management of the public schools remitted

to the city, with control over the expendit-
ures; the pdlice should be %hoed in charge of
t

the niqa‘uve ment, and the printing, drain-
gce an oﬂhlﬂ regulated
y the Counclle”™ -

“Taking off thé school tax” is a pretty

1 radieal ‘measu
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and we are Burprised
that it is not coupled with an economy of
street lights; the moratand physical dark-
ness of the people being, in our opinion,
equivalent evils. Bat even' if all these
minor econormaies be carried out, the reduc-
tion of expenditures would not be mate-
rial. To stop the schools and drainage
might render the payment of official sala-
ries more punctual, but we would prefer
education and health even to the gratifica-
tion of the officials.

There is, however, a notable difference
between the policy of the financial de-
partment and that of the Mayor. While
the first gives notice that the taxpayers
must settle, the Mayor says:

As regards the collection of the hack
taxes, I advise a wide discretion. While
thers may be many who are able to pay these
taxes, yet there are by far a greater num-
ber who have not done 8o from inability.
It taxation bad been just and equitable, if
it bad been a moderate levy, upon a fair
assessment, a prompt payment should be
demanded-at all costs; but the tax, as is
well known, is 8o excessive as to awount in
many cases to absolute eonfiscation; and it
is therefore no wore than just to extend
such indulgence as the public interest will
justify, when inability to pay exists.

As each Administrator is independent
in his department we apprebend that the
taxpayer must be content with the sym-
pathy of the Mayor at the sherifi’s sale of
the Administrator of Finance.

We desire to see reform effected in the
city administration, butto attribute all
the embarrassizents to political opponents
is error as well as injustice. DBetter look
at the true causes, Mr. Leeds. You may
put a bit of eourtplaster no larger than a
nickel over a bullet wound. This in con-
cealment not cure. Better probe a little
deeper, Mr. Leeds. Better put on the tax
tournequet, and get together some finan-
cial styphes. The political excuse may
work bully with the clubs, butit won't
cut off coupons worth a cent.

There are some measures of economy
upon which we shall keep our eye. The
resale to a personal monopoly of the
water of these poor people would be a
great wrong to humanity. The sale to
monopolists of the wharves of the city
would be ruinous to free commerce. Mo-
nopolies of meat, light and water are
very profitable, no doubt, to the big-
bugs that get them, but neither should
have a place in the economical schedule
of a just and jndicious city administra-

tion.

PREPARING FOR THE ONSET.

The newly installed Administrators
evidently do not intend to stand up to an
empty rack. There is a good supply of
fodder in the hands of the people, which
is about to be “solicited,” as indicated
by the address of the new members:

We are, therefurs, compelled to solicit
payments by all the means in our power.

When we recall the means of “‘solicita-
tion” which the law has placed in their
hands, we can be at no loss to understand
that an unpleasant request has been
couched in the softest language compati-
ble with a fair understanding of the
course to be pursued. The hardness of
individual cases is fully recognized,
though softened as much as possible with
the expression of official regrets, which
is something of a concession, though
not enough to offset the bardship
of paying a long delayed tax out
of scanty means. The first princi-
ple of reform which the new admin-
istration announces is the inevitable de.
termination to make delinguents pay up.
1t surely did not need a weary canvass
or the expenditure of torrents of abuse
of Kellogg and other Republicans who
are nots responsible for one dollar of city
indebtedness to announce such a plan of
reform. Had thess same officials, when
they were merely citizens, exerted them.
selves in the right direction 23 they did to
secure their own nominations at Grunes
wald Hall, the work of reform, according
to their ideas, might have been accom-
plished by this time. Had any pressure
been brought to bear upon the Wiltz ad-
ministration, it would have been more
vigorous, and the back taxes now due pro-
portionately reduced in volume. Orifa por-
tion of the factions that go tomake up the
Mosaic compound which boasts itself
anti-Radical, had ceased to whine at the
distresses of people in whom they had
ouly a contingent interest, in the shape
of a vote, the collectors of the late ad-
ministration would have left behind them
a much better reputation for official zeal
than they are likely to enjoy. But the
trick of announcing a thing which ad-
dressed itself to the hopes of the idle,
avaricious and the dishonest as publie
opinion, paralyzed the efforts of the sere
vants of the people. Collectors were
falsely called public robbers, and a tax
resister had as much honor in the fra.
ternity as the most successful erib
crackers in the days of Jack Shepherd.

But these gentlemen have found cut the
true road to reform nt last. Let us not
ask why they remained so long in the
dark; why they waited Gll after they were
sure of their position before they told a
confiding people that the enly way to re.
form is to pay, and solicitations by every
means in their power will be resorted to.
We only file a caveat in order that pre-
ceding administrations, whose great fault
has been leniency and neglect of daty,
may not be ecensured too severely when
the inventors of this patent reforia shall
be roiling in wealth ¢solicited” in the
manner indicated. As  they have
just anounced their duty, we hope
they will discharge it. The Rervnricax
will mot eall them robbers, nor, as
we hope, will the filends of the
Iate administration form themselves into
tax resisting factions, and adopt fierce
resolutions against the *‘tyrannical op-
pressors of this people.” There will be
some disappointment and consequent
grumbling when a number of confiding
though superficial people discover that
their most cherished and trusted tax re-
sisters change their minds when they turn
from outs to ins. But there is no help for
people who refuse to think for themselves,
and we leave thesato await the approach
of the gentle “‘solicitors™ who will be sent
ott from the sheriff’s office with ‘‘means”
in the shape of writs. We shall be well
satisfied if men have been found at last
who are determined to make bad citizens

THE ONE MAN POWER.

The Picayure had some very just views
in regard to the superior wisdom of ad-
ministering a government by the repre-
sentative than executive discretion. Tt
reasons properly in regard $o the princi-
ple adopted in Mussachusetts of conferring
public duties rather on comwmissions com-
posed of several men rather than upon
single officers. In this we agree, but the
Picayune imputes tous a doctrine we have
never advocated whenit intimates that we
object to the outside government which
superintends the legal government of
Louisiana because it is edministered by
committees. Our opposition is that it is
an illegal attempt to supervise and eon-
trol by espionage and intimidation the
formal and recognized government of the
State.

We apprehend, however, that the polit-
ical friends of the Picoyune do mnot agree
with that journal, or members in depre-
ciating the exercise of discretionary powers
by the executive. We have have no hesita-
tion in saying that the executive of Lou-
isiana is endowed with some powers which
no other Governor in the States possesses.
We are satisfied that the patronage dis-
pensed by the executive is in great part a
source of responsibility and weakness,
and that it should be renounced or re-
scinded. But Las there been apy man-
ifestation on the part of the opposition to
reform this featurc? On the contrary, the
executive to whose action and influence
the accumulations of these extraordinary
powers is attributed was taken up as the
guide and champion of the Fusion-
ists. This very patronage was the
avowed reason for supporting him. When
the State government was taken by organ-
ized and armed assault, we hear no pro-
posal to abdicate this patronage, or abate
one particle of this power. Oan the con-
trary, the government is demanded with
the same extent. of patronsge and of
power as when it came into the possession
of the present incumbent. We hear in-
finite abuse of Republicans, but so far we
have had no indication of a purpose to run
cither State or city governments with less
officers or expenditure than those who
have occupied the coveted positions. We
should like the opposition to propose the
abdication of some State patronage. We
want to hear the abolition of the police
board and other eommissions, but no re-
form of this sort scems in sight at present.
In the meantime we record our approval
of any system which will destroy monop-
olies of power or of patronage.

Let the Picayune, then, show its hand
on the true relation between the executive
and the people. ©Opposition to' the one
man power isas old as the English re-
publicans, and should be the rule of all
modern and model Republicans.,
