SALE OF THE BATTURE.

nbm The city of New Orleans has among

other sources from which to mest the ex-
travagant expenditures of the past received
the proceeds of batture sale, The Missis-
sippi has generously bestowed upon the
city, according tothe City Surveyor, about
112 squares, worth many millions of dol-
lars, and the city has appropriated the
river water and retailed it to ber thirsty
citizens, But the sale of batture has never
been properly utilized. The city should
have sold this property in lots on ground
rent, 1t would thus have furnished o the
purchaser a perpetual loan of his lot cost,
at simple interest, and would bave reserved
the right to distrain for rent upon the
tenement erected upon the property. A
citizen then with five hundred dollars
might acquire a batture lot worth five
thousand dollars and erect a business
Luilding on it. The city would thus Lave
a revenue collectible without suit, and if
it wisned to realize Ly saleor loan, it could
either hypothecate or secll the mortgage
lien,

The advertised sale of bature and other
city property in payment of the Gaines
claim reminds us of & specimen of early
fraud, which shows that rings are no
new invention among us.

A stranger might be eurions to know
Low the city of New Orleans becoraes in-
debted to Mrs. Gaines as warrantor on
the title to property claimed by her. The
tradition, in short, is this: The represen-
tatives of Clark, the testator or intestale,
father of Mrs. Gaines, sold certain lots
now within the city limits. They were
purchased on speculation and resold
to the eity municipalities at an
advance, and as we bhave heard,
for the sum of §40,000. This pur-
chase was duly eonfirmed by ordinance,
but baying been vetoed by the Mayor on
the ground of defective title was passed
over his objections. Years afterward the
heir of Clark recovered possession on the
same ground affirmed by the Mayor's
veto. Now, after half a century the city
is required to sell its property to make
good the loss sustained by the dishonest
ring which purchased property under a
notoriously defective title. We doubt if
the old river can make ground fast
enough to run a city whose municipal
morality Las been so yotten, and whose
accumulated extravagance now foots up
$23,000,000 without & dollar of interest
bearing investment to 2id in meeting its
annual obligations.

INFALLIBLE.

We have been told, for some months
past, that the Republican party was com-
posed of politicians whose ouly object was
the occupation of office. 'We have learned
from speeches and printed columns that
a set of disinterested patriots were pre-
pared to enter the public service, bringing
in all the integrity which existed iun this
age of dilapidated morality. It was not
to have been supposed that these patricts
could have been induced, except upon
compnlsion, to accept any office. Logic-
ally, it might have been anticipated that
writs of impressment into public service
would have been executed, and that the
inspiring sight would have greeted our
eyes of citizens called to office struggling
to escape from the custody of a force
dispatched to imstall them in office
against their protest and resistance.
Undex these self-denying doctrines of
the opposition, the Democratic em-
ployes of Mayor Wiltz suight have ex-
pected to continue in office from the sheer
repugnance of their Democratic fellow-
citizens to occupy the offices, Upon this
last possibly the mnew incumbents seem
positive. In looking over this new organ.
ization, we can see very few of those
Democrats who have been employed by
the late Democratic administration. They
thus seem to have been repudiated by
their own brethren, either for personal or
official deficiency. It would be, indeed,
proper for them to demand some testimo-
nial from their successors explanatory of
the causes which led to their wholesale
dismissal without a character. But we
have seen no such reluctance to enter the
public service. There has been no con-
scription to serve in office. We are, in-
deed, compelled to employ a double nega-
tive to describe this fact. *It” is, *‘on
the contrary, quite the reverse.” Theoffice
seckers come as the blackbirds to the corn
pile, or the ravens to the carcass. Therush
is enormous. Every man who bore a
torch or earricd a transparency—except
perhaps tha colored persons hired on that
service —appears to have a ticket in the
official lottery. The drawn numbers
have, however, been very capricious and
come chiefly into the hands of the club
ofticers. We note the recurrence of
names constantly connected with the most
violent politics.

The Administrator of Improvements,
we are told, held quite a pleasant levee at
which he “had some four or five hundred
petitions and solicitations before bim for
consideration."

As we know of no miracle by wkich the
great number of the hungry can be filled
with the five loaves and two small fishes,
we await the fulfillment of other pledges
by which the debt, taxes and expendi-
tures of the city will be reduced, and hon-
esty, peace, order and prosperity restored.
This we havea right to expect. The infal.
lible party can do no wrong and commit
no error, They have assumed control of
publie affairs, and others can not dare
criticise or complain of their adininistra-
tion under pain of social, political, or pos-
sibly- Mtal exile.

GOES BACK ON A PARD.

Doth the Picayine and the Bee denonnce
one Rudio, a Frenchman, who, after the
manner of that people, considered assass
sination a remedy for political abuses,

We have explained that he who is a

| subject of a government to which he is

not a party may be indulged in acts of
violence which will alone free his country
from the yoke imposed by a despot. He,
however, who is a citizen of a republic is
bound by his own contract to seek none
but lawful means of changing an admin-
istration or amending a constitution.
Upon this reasoning alone has been based
the justification of Brutus and Tell

Possibly Rudio and his associates—one
of whom 'was that famous Red Republican,
Orsini—might have believed that Napo-
leon had owed his election to what Dr.
Raspail called lz boite a fond dowuble, ox
what the Fusionists will recognize as the
breech-loader ballot-box, purchased by
them of the patentee November, 1872.
‘The correction of these election returns
by Rudio and Orsini would have been im-
proper if they considered themselves mem-
bers of the French empire. In France
and among Frenchmen the act may be
viewed differently.

Having, then, stated the act of Rudio,
it becomes proper to examine in what it
differs from the doctrines taught by the
Bee, Picayune and Shreveport Times, and
from the deeds enacted under these teach-
ers. We have bad an invasion of men
from several parishes, who, on pretense of
reforming an official appointment in an.
other parish, have put to death more than
fifty men. This invasion was unlawful,
because no civil process can be execnted
within one jurisdiction Ly a posse sum-
moned from another. The same unwar-
rantable doetrine was carried out in the
Coushatta assassination of parish officers.
A force was organized and armed, on the
especial and repeated suggestion of the
Dee, to superintend the elections and to
secure by force the elcction returns
which should, in the opinion of Dem-
ocratic committees, have been eertified
by the board. When we add to this the
open recommendation of the Shreveport
Tines to 'kill” obnoxious opponents if re-
turned, and the attempt some two years
since to assassinate the Governor of Lou.
isiana in the open street, we ean sce mo
difference between Rudio, who attempted
to assassinate the head of the French gove.
ernment, and the man who attempted to
kill by pistol shot the Lead of the govern-
ment of Louisianna. Both were secret
attempts to change an admipistration by
assassination. We can not see in what
the doctrine of Orsini and Rudio differ
from those which have prevailed in Lou.
isiana, except in what we have stated to be
perhaps excusable in a subject, but by no
means pardonable in a citizen. It may be
a practice amoug Frenchmen, but there
has never been a case of vacating an
office by assassination in the State govern-
ments of one of the Nor thern or Southern
States founded by English speaking aud
English thinking people. Thuggery and
assassination are imported remedies for a
political grievance.

We, however, hope for better things.
We trust that the American mode of ef.
fecting changes, just illustrated Ly our
election, which has taken power from one
set of citizens and transferred it to an-
other, may prevail even in Louisiana,
Forty millions of people have voted, A
government armed with men and provided
with money has acqnieseed in the will of
the people, who may be even supposed to
have rebuked that government. Such is
the glory of America. Itis scen nowkere
else.

We are pleased that contemporaries
have seen in another the dangerous and
despicable nature of a doctrine which has
been taught and enacted here, They
now denounce assassiration as a remedy
for politicul wrongs. Let them continue
todoso. Had they held the same just
doctrine for the last six months, the vote
terrified from the polls by threats to «kill”
end “‘discharge” men for the crime of
opinion might have presented a different
result,

We think the Bec should apologize to
its conntryman, Rudio, and the Picayune,
having seen such a heinous example,
should return to the American mode of
conducting a canvass, and of abiding by
results until they can be changed by a
full, fair and free election.

TEE AGRICULTURAL AND MECHANICAL
COLLEGE,

The Zullstin whose unpleasant mission it
seets to be o assign evil motives to all its
opponents, finds fault with the adminis.
tration of the Agricultural and Mechagi-
eal Board for preferring to purchase, as the
site of those schools, a solid property near
the ecity, a part of which belonged toa
member of the board. We Lave no de-
fense for the practice of officers or fiucia-
ries buying or selling subjects confided to
them, As in this case the motives appear
good and the precautions adequate egainst
imputations of wrong, we publish the ex-
planations 28 shown as by one of the
board over his own signature,

The act of the Legislatuxre, very unfairly,
in our opinion, fixes the location of
these colleges in a country parish, It
thus denics 2 third of the people pay-
ing five-eighths of the State taxes a right
to domicile within their municipal limits
an institution founded and endowed by
the federal government for the education
of all. The board, regarding New Orlcans
as the only place where a mechanical col-
lege could be established, wera desirous
to secure the location of the farm and
workshops as near together as possible.
Tke State owns some 200 acres at and
around the monument of Jacksen's vies
tory. It is proposed to entrust the guard
of that unfinished yei dilapidated struc.
ture to the labor cadets of Louisiana.
There is another body of land belonging
to the city, occupied in part as a national
cemetery. These two tracts are adjacent,
but not adjoining. The interval is bheld by
amember of the board. It constitute less
than a third of a tract of six hundred
acres of river alluvion with swamp timber,
with a front on the street or river, accessi-
ble easily from the city. To comply with
the law and to receive so large a tract at
the price of paying but for ome-third ot
its quantity was deemed Ly the board an
object of importance to the city. It was
foreseen that, in connection with the pur-
chase, was the imputation applied Ly the
Bulletin; the stipulation was, therefore,
made and acceded to, that, while the
advantage of this purchase was ob-
vious to all, the transaction ,should
be made so open as that no sus-
picion of official wrong could attach to
those who conducted it. The valuation
of this lot was, therefore, entrusted to the
last Mayor of this city, an authority
deemed honest and impartial. The board
bad to lose the bargain or accept the im-

putation. "It could.secure.the one and
meet the other. In vindicafing its motives
it was materially aided by the fact that
the member of the board who held
the key lot to this parchase had been for
some years the custodian of the whole
federal donation, had invested it in State
bonds, and had returned it, enhancedin
amount above the face and interest of the
donation, even if scaled according to the
terms of the fanding bill. Itisadded in
the vindication that the transaction has
been terminated by the withdrawal o' the
key lot, not however in consequence ot
the imputaticn on the proposed purchase.
1t is to be hoped the board will find some
other property convenient for the purposes
of this important trust, and that the Legis,
lature will tuke off the unreasomable re-
striction which prevents New Orleans from
establishing even the workshops within

Ler limits.
