It is possible, however, that she Return-
ing Board may view this matter in a difter-
ent light, and gonclude to throw out the
returns, on the ground that no fair election
has been held In Sabine parish, and recom-
mend that a new election be held.

After finishing the canvass of the returns
from Sabine, the board took up the returns
from St. Mary and cgnvassed them. A
member of the board took occasion to re-
mark, in » cssuat way, while the canvass
was going on, that the returns showed a
woful lack of competency on the partof
returning officers, He said it wae very
evident that many ot the irregularities that
appear in returns are the result of the ap.
peintment of incompetent men a8 super
visers, commissioners and clerks of election.

Mr, Arrpyo pointedly said to the board,
in regard to the returns from St. Mary,
that they were very loosely made. He was
not disposed to object to the returns, but
he thought thatif the returos of parishes
were to be vitizted on account of irregular-
ities of this kind, St. Mary could not escape
that fate,

and fair eleoti such as ihe law contem-
plates, was not held there on the second of
November last. The statement is a long
one, and contains an array of facts that do
not speak well for the cause of popular
government. It is substantiated, under
oath, by two of the commissioners ot elec-
tion and & number of citizeus of the parish
of St. Martin.

At the conclusion of the reading of this
paper, Colonel Lowell aaid that in consider*
ation of the fact that the third and twenty-
sixth sections of the election law had been
clearly and flagrantly violated at the elec.
tion in 8t. Martin parish, he would ask that
the returns from that parish be thrown out;
and that the Governor be notified to ordera
new election.

President Wella ruled that it would not
be proper to act upon Colonel Lowell's eug-
gestion at this time; that it was the duty of
the board to canvass the returns from St.
Martin before the board and hold them,
together with such other evidence as might
come in ite posseesion for the future con-
sideration and decision of the board.
The returns from St. Martin were then
canvassed, with the understanding that
after the board had beard all that was to
be said on both sides it would come toa
conclusion as to what ehould be done in the
case.
The board was about to canvass the re.
turns from 8t. Tammany when, on motion,
it adjourned until ten ¢'clock this morning.

A Confederate picket sings
in the distance, “My Maryland.” The
paioting, the moonlight efficts and the
wusic wake & fine opening for the piece.
Phiisp Biighis a naturally drawn eharacter.
He is of the regulzr army, and before the
war had martied » Bouthern Jady. At the
bresking out «f the sebellivn his wite de
serts him, returns to her home, gete
divoreed and takes her maiden name, She
is Belle Lamar, and ficst appears in the
opening sceus as a Confederate spy. She
has iofatuated Marston Pike, meots him
according to eignale, Lue prowised to marry
Inm, and learning of expected dispatches,
gives information to Confederate oflicers
and has them intercepted. Jiigh arrives to
comtnand the post, end as an old friend
relates to Pike the story ot his domestie
misfortunes, wentioning the nume of the
woman he had married. During this zeoital
sidearrive and announce the eapture of the
dispatches, and finally report tha arrest of
the Confederates enguged, and with them &
woman, JFikeis made to write an order for
courtmartial. The scene here is Intensely
dramatic; It is ® husband dictating the
death warrant of a lady to her lover, both
uncenscious of the identity of the offender,
until she staggers In, with diaheveled hair
and torn dress, nnder guard, to confront
them both, This is the climux of the first
act, which is most artistic snd stiong.

Subsequent scenes show the husband's
stroggle between love and duty. Hede-
cides to go vn with tho trial, and the eourt
refuses to render a verdict. Bligh gives
the lady a pass throngh the lines, w hich she
transfers to Pike, row & prisoner for trea-
son, and remalns, herself, to besaccused ot
working upon her husband’s feelings to
save her Jover's life, About here, the play,
which prontised 80 much, drops to exceed-
ing tameness, The charaoter of Belle is ene
thoroughly disagreeable, und galns no syme
pathy from an nudience, Deserting one
Union officer, for being such, and promising
to marry aunother, as a raward for treason,
loses her a place amoovg noble women, and
mukes her of as litile intercat as the Belle
Boyds and Pauline Cusbmans who figured
in the war, It istrue, she deolares, st the
end of the play, she never loved othe= than
Bligh, aud bher acts had been to test him;
but the freling i4 that the s*ory is too trans
parent, snd the play, without a good senti-
meng a6 it olose, ends wits the firing of
guna,

The Confederate officers Introduced In
the piece ate pearly for pictorinl nes. But
few words are put in the woath of Jackson
and they are temperate and ebaracteristio
of the wan.

It must
also be said that to the Count’s represcnta-
tions of these matters at Washington was
attributed the removal of General Butler
from command in this department, as the
news of Banks® appointment to the com-
mand 1@ November, 1862, was first made
known to the French legation, and came to
Butler through Confederate sourcea,
