The Démocratie »ftorneys who practice 
before th* Returning Board recently made 
much ado About tho affidavit of Mr. T. S. 
Barton, in which Mr. Bonham, of Carroll, 
and another party not named, were repre­
sented as being engaged in tampering with 
th« returns. Th» sprightly limbs o f the 
law first above mentioned filed tlii» docu­
ment, and ut once tuuved for judgment. 
But the Returning Board not being in such 
a hurry as tho attorneys, considered the 
matter awhile, and finally permitted the 
following affidavit to b«i filed, which pots 
an entirely different facs npon the matter:

State of Louisiana, parish ot Morehouse.— 
Personally appeared before me. the under­
signed authority, Samuel W. Riley, a resi 
dent ot this parish anil State, who being 
duly sworn, deposes and pays that he spent 
the evening, from seven to eight o’clock, 
with Mr. Georg« O’. Beuharo, at his board­
ing house, No. 15!» Jackson street, on Fri­
day. November It», 1871; that he called there 
in accordance with a previous engagement, 
made in the morning of the same (lay, and 
for the purpose of procuring Mr. Bonham's 
assii-tauoe in making out bis accounts for 
services as registrar, and those of his clerks, 
as well as comparing inj returns with the 
law to see if it had been complied with in 
every way, and if Lis pajinrs were in due 
fjini; it was tound that lie had not brought 
along the sworn statement ot the clerk ot 
the court, and the following morning, as 
per e n g o u e m e n t .  Mr. Bonham and m.tselt - 
called a t the office of the -State registrar 
and stated the case to him for his advice, - 
which was to leave what returns he had iu 
some safe «Lice iu New Orleans, and return 
at once to Morehouse, procure the ml-sing 
paper and send it down; deponent asked 
tlie State registrar it he could send the 
paper to Mr. Benhaiu and have him to 
attend to it, and he replied ‘»Certainly; ’ 
immediately lipon Motiving this advice l 
took such returns as I had brought, !U"lv Vn 
company with Mr. Ben hum, went fo the 
Auditor* office, and lodged them 
in his vault, tubing the Receipt of 
his chief clerk, Mr. Shultze, for 
the same; that evening 1 left for home, 
*»’.d on tho seventeenth of November 1 
mailed, iu a registered letter to Air. Ben- 
ham, the necessary paper to make nty 
returns complete, requesting lnra to get the 
package from the Auditor's vault, and turn 
tiie completed returns over to the Returning 
Board, which 1 iiud was «lone on the twen­
tieth of November, as per receipt now in 
my posîession.

Deponent Was received by Mr. Benhatn at 
his boardinghouse on -Jackson street, in the 
front piiilor, and we sat at the centre table 
while the. doors and windows were all open, 
and during my stay persons (either ladies or 
gentlemen) were constantly going or com­
ing—either in the Iront or back parlor: de­
ponent mak« s tbi- affidavit because he is 
informell that one T. 8. Barton has made an 
affidavit to the effect that, on this particular 
evening, ho saw Mr. Beuham at this same 
jffaee. with another person, engaged in tam­
pering with the return« troui Carroll parish, 
when it will be seen bv the foregoing that 
such is not. the case. Ii Mr. Beuham had 
only been anxious to serve himself, he 
would not have called my attention to the 
defect in my returns from Morehouse, be­
cause defective returns would have aided 
bim greatly, as the pariah went against
