“  ANOTHER APPEAL 

The Democratic party of this State 
in a minority of from twenty-five to tbi 
ty thousand. That this minority can not 
rule the majority is their cause of com­
plaint. To remedy thi3 evil they send 
forth frequent and touching appeals to 
the President of the United States, to 
Congress and to the people of the North 
in general, not confining themselves, how 
ever, to prayer, simply, but resorting to 
labor as well. For instance, in 18? 
they made a powerful attempt to carry 
the State in spite of the well known and 
strong majority against them, to defeat 
which they thought it only necessary to 
possess themselves of the Republican 
machinery, run by the Republican engin 
eer. His services they obtained—on 
terms—with the express proviso that he 
should .so use the engine as to override 
the will and rights of the Republican ma­
jority which had confided so much power 
to his discretion, and carry the schemers 
into office. The patriotism, resolution 
and skill of the Republicans of the State 
foiled this plot, and ever since there has 
been kept up a constant whine on the part 
of the defeated plotters. With a view to 
future efforts they immediately organized 
a new* association, in addition to the 
many already existing, called the Com 
mittee of Seventy. To give weight to 
this association they placed among its 
numbers several respectable and venerable 
citizens, exempt by age, character and 
position from active political efforts, 
and to secure efficiency, some ambitious 
and zealous partisans—respectable like 
wise. The work of the committee soon 
devolved upon a few of the latter, whose 
ordinary avocations left them ample 
time to devote to political matters. From 
them, directly or indirectly have issued 
the various ordors by which the Demo­
cratic party of the city has been governed 
for the past two years, as well as others 
not belonging to any party, but 
influenced by sufficient motives. From 
them, likewise, the various addresses 
to the President, etc., mentioned 
above. Their latest effusion is the “Ap 
peal to the People of the North,” pub 
lished in yesterday's paper. In this dis­
ingenuous document nothing is said about 
the violent and unjust tactics by which 
the Democratic party have endeavored to 
carry the recent election, having learned 
by their experience in '72 that fraud 
alone would not work. No mention 
is made of the organized attempts 
of the White Leaguers to intimidate the 
colored Republicans of the parishes, and 
to compel the resignation and departure 
of legally elected Republican o f  rials on 
pain of death. Not a word about the 
cold-blooded and treacherous massacre of 
six innocent men, induced upon promise 
of safety to entrust themselves to the 
mercies of these political marauders. 
No allnsion to the fact that these bloody 
tactics were not the result of a sudden 
outbreak, but were deliberately adopted 
in order to induct Democratic officials 
before the «lectio*» that they might use 
the laws complained of for the benefit of 
their own party.

The fact is, and the Northern people 
can not be wholly ignorant of it, that it 
is not so muck unjust laws aud op­
pressive taxation that the Democratic 
pafty, through their representatives, 
the Committee of Seventy, complain 
of as the fact others than themselves ad­
minister the law» and collect the taxes. 
Let them once get into power, and imme­
diately the laws would become wholesome 
and the taxes dwindle in theiv proportions. 
The former would wot be repealed nor 
the latter lowered.

On the whole, the Democractie party of 
this State is welcome to all the comfort 
they can get from such complaints as this 
and similar addresses. They do not alter 
facts; they simply misstate them, aud 
sooner or later the truth is always knows.

With characteristic zeal the ButteHn, 

commenting on social equality, a bugbear 
not included in the civil rights bill, and 
the manner in which little oolored chil­
dren have been thrust from the public 
schools, is swift to become more aggres­
sive against the public rights of the col­
ored man, and to declare: “We have now 
but one moro duty to perform, and that 
is to secure a return to the system of star 
cars on our street railways"

It must be gratifying to a people to be 
able to say, *‘We have but one more duty 
to perform,** and that so trifling a one as 
only to prevent dark complexioned peo­
ple from paying tor aud receiving a ride 
in any fire cent street car, run by public 
companies competent to regulate their 
own affaira.

It does not appear that the Committee 
of {Seventy are in  fiivor of reviving such 
an old-time infringement upon the rights 
of citizenship, tong since happily done 
away with: but those regulators of public' 
opinion do not interpose even in behalf of 
the privileges of the colored Democrats 
who have only their wounded feelings 
and certificates of having voted for a 

bite man s government to show for party 
services rendered.

It requires a great strain of the imagin­
ation to make a mule car appear a place 
of social resort, und to state that social 
equality is accomplished by the mingling 
of different nationalities, religious beliefs 
and colors in a public conveyance, is a 
weak invention of the enemy.

and colored laborers in street cars. A man 
can not become an aristocrat in traveling 
at an expense of five cents.

The vexing question of star cars was 
long ago settled by the advice of a mili­
tary commander who acted as arbitrar 
between the people and the railroad com­
panies. The companies were glad to 
make all cars equal. Their object was to 
make money and accommodate the pub­
lic. They could not appreciate the 
soothing custeftn of sending two cars six 
miles to take home one colored aud one 
white man late at night, when one car 
could do the service as well, provided the 
colored man was well dressed and gentle­
manly enough not to object to riding with 
the pale skin, who might be a shabby 
loafer.

Heaven knows there are troubles 
enough in this unhappy city; but the star 
car business has long been in a quiet 
grave—a thing of the past which fed upon 
prejudice and died with few mourners— 
and an attempt to revive it again at this 
time by a journal which claims to be the 
mouth piece of the White League faction 
can only be regarded as strife-stirring 
and mischievous in the extreme.

ANOTHER ADDRESS FROM THE COMMIT­
TEE OF SEVENTY.

Were the people ot the United States 
less intelligent and patriotic, and not law- 
abiding, they might be misled by the self- 
constituted “Committee of Seventy,” 
which has been endeavoring for the last 
three or four years to direct the political 
affairs of this State. In the past the ap­
peals of this famous junta have been con­
fined to Louisiana, and have, served to 
keep alive the elements of discontent in 
the bosoms of a large portion of that 
class of white people who formerly wor­
shiped at the shrine of a relic of barbar­
ism. When the military and civil leaders 
of the “Lost Cause” were compelled to 
abandon their attempt to establish a 
Southern Confederacy in a portion of the 
territory embraced within the United 
States of America, it is almost certain 
that the gentlemen who compose the 
Committee of Seventy, or a large major­
ity of them, were quietly pursuing the 
paths of peace. The soldier's life had no 
charms for them. They were content in 
time of actual war to keep down their 
combative propensities, and deemed their 
duty well performed in sympathizing with 
those who were undergoing the hardships 
of a soldier's days spent in their behalf. 
When the war was over the non-com 
bative Southern sympathizer—be who had 
remained quiet and peaceable in bis cozy 
horn« when the conflict was raging 
fiercest—became sullen and refused to 
recognize the results of the Contest, while 
on the other hand many soldiers who had 
done gallant service in the cause of the 
rebellion stepped forward and tendered 
the» support to the government aud the 
measures inaugurated by Congress for the 
reconstruction of the South.

These men. and thousands like them 
who Were killed on battlefields, had of­
fered their lives in defease of the cause 
they had espoused; but when that cause 
was lost, and they had laid down their 
arms, they, with comparatively few ex­
ceptions, accepted the results of the war 
with an honest intent of again becoming 
good and useful citizens of the American 
Union.

But unfortunately this Was not the ease 
with the great majority of the non-com- 
bative Southern sympathizers—the tnea 
who remained at home in time of war. 
They have been making what they would 
doubtless call a valiant political fight 
against the results ot the war. Such men 
deem it an outrage to be compelled to 
submit to the authority of the United 
States government, and would al any 
moment invoke foreign interference in 
their behalf if by doing so there was a 
possibility of gaining jt. We donot mean 
to say that the gentlemen composing the 
Committee of Seventy are seeking 
foreign interference now, unless, 
indeed, they consider they are doing 
so in calling, in their last address, “ the 
attention of the people of the United 
States to the additional wrongs and in­
dignities under which the once free people 
of Louisiana are now suffering.’*

Our object now is to call attention to 
the fact that the Committee of Seventy, 
whose representative character should be 
well known to the country, are actually 
engaged in a small rebellion, not only 
against the majority iu this State, but 
against the State government aud the 
government at Washington.

In pi oof of what is here said we quote 
the following extract Iron* the committee’s 
last address;

For two years We have been in vsin.ap­
pealing to the President and to Congress 
tor relief from the injustice, the oppressions 
and the robbery of a usurping State govern­
ment, placed over us by tbe private order 
of a drunken United States judge, written 
in bis chamber, and sustained by the United 
States army, brought hero beforehand for 
the purpose.

By the aboTe it will be seen that the 
committee makes a direct attack on the 
government of this State, and the execu­
tive, legislative and judicial departments 
of the government of the United States. 
Now. we can not say what the committee 
means Ly this, but it must mean some­
thing. Its object ia thus attacking a 
State and federal administration may be 

create political capital for the Presi- 
dential campaign of 1876. If that is all, 
the conduct of the committee may be ex­
cused; but if the committee intends to 
stir up rebellion ail over the country, 
as it has in this State, its conduct 
although it may fail in its purpose must 
be regarded as very reprehensible. That 
it may have some such object we are in­
clined to think from tbe fact that in its 
address it speaks glowingly of the •‘bril­
liant victory’* achieved by the White 
League on the fourteenth of September 
last. This the Republicans of this State, ' 
who constitute a large majority of its 
voters, regard a* ouo ot (ho greatest out­

rages «ver perpetrated upon a 
pud yet Ute Committee of Severniy, pre­
suming to speak for the loyal and law- 
abiding people of this country call the 
temporary success of the White League 
conspiracy over the government of the 
State a brilliant victory. And further on 
in its address the committee alludes to 
the presence of United States troops as an 
outrage in the parishes where organized 
bands of armed men had for months beep 
murdering Republicans in cold blood, for 
the purpose of preventing other Repub­
licans from organizing and taking part in 
the political campaign that preceded the 
election of November last. According to 
the committee, it was no outrage to mur­
der Republicans, but it was an outrage to 
send United States troops into those par­
ishes to assist the civil authorities in ar­
resting the murderers and preventing 
further acts of violence. The committee 
may believe this, but they can never make 
the people of the North and West give 
their sanction to this new and brutal 
mode of overcoming the rule of 
the majority. By acts of violence 
the Democratic party of this State have 
succeded in reducing the Republican ma 
jority several thousand Votes; but the 
presence of United States troops sue* 
eeeded in sufficiently checking the mur. 
derous work teff enable the Republicans 
to cast votes enough to gain a partial sue 
cess. In the parish of Orleans the Demo­
crats and their White League allies had it 
pretty much all their own way; but iu the 
country parishes the Republicans have 
been sufficiently successful to prevent a 
total defeat. The object of the Demo­
crats, as in 1872, was to go oat of this 
city with a sufficient majority to overcome 
the Republican Majorities it was believed 
the country parishes could give under the 
reign of terror inaugurated by the White 
League, The Democrats succeeded in 
raising their majority largely in this 
city,, bat failed to reduce the Re­
publican majorities sufficiently in the 
conn try parishes, and hence a defeat 
has followed that Was unexpected, thus 
rendering it necessary to try some other 
mode of gaining success. As a lost retort 
an attempt has been made to traduce and 
intimidate the Returning Board. This 
aceonnts for the undeserved attack made 
in the committee's last address on this 
body. But we feel that it is not necessary 
to speak farther of the committee’s at­
tempt to gain the confidence of the United 
States as a last resort of making good 
their efforts to restore the Democratic 
party to power in this country.
