There bas 
been a rumor for some days that the Demo 
crats meant in clue time to capture the 
colored vote, and the Republicans, seeing 
this invitation, naturally concluded that 
the perfidious and fatal work had begun, 
b'or, in their present demoralized condition, 
were they reassured by Mr. Kansier’s ear­
nest protestation that nothing should 
swerve him from the path of duty and Re­
publicanism, and that be was just then en­
gaged on a letter politely declining Mr. 
Wood's invitation: not that he objected to 
Mr. Wood’s society, but that his political 
course hail long been q£.ah as to make it 
embarrassing to Mr. Kansier to visit or dine 
with him.

The .Mississippi Leve«.
The marvelous fertility of the delta of 

the Mississippi, in length extending from 
Cape Girardeau, in the State of Missouri, to 
the mouths of the river, a distance of up­
wards of 500 miles, and having a width 
varying from twenty to eighty miles, has 
been so much written about that it scarcely 
more than necessary to allude to it now. It 
is impossible to estimate the agricultural 
capabilities of this region. The great, and, 
indeed the only obstacle in the way of its 
complete development is the destructive 
inundations to whieh it is subjected. The 
groat liver, swollen by the melting snows 
of the far North and Northwest, and by the 
heavy spring rains of the intervening re­
gions. after passing in its course the rocky 
biufis and tough banks that confine its 
floods above the Grand Chain, breaks over 
its banks below these solid walls, and sub­
merges many millions of acres of the rich­
est lands on the North American continent. 
Can the destructive effects of these an­
nually-recurring floods be counteracted by 
human skill? The ablest engineers of the 
country have rendered an opinion in the 
affirmative. At present, less than one-sixth 
ot the whole area of the territory ha* been 
conquered for purposes of cultivation. 
SVbat the valu» of the products of the 
whole country subject to inundation would 
be if cultivated, can be estimated from the 
results obtained.

The protection of this Vast and fruitful 
country is an object which can not be at­
tained by individual or local effort. It is 
not » local matter, but a  work of national 
importance.. ' Many millions ot dollars have 
been expended by the government to assist 
in the construction of railways to open up 
the vast elevated plains of the far West, 
and this expenditure Waa justified on the 
ground Chat these Works were of a national 
character, and possessed a national import 
anca. How much more important the pro 
Section of the inundated Mississippi delta 
is to the growth and increase in wealth ot 
the nation. We peed oof atop to inquire «t 
present.

The strict «ofistrilctîonist» o f tb» old 
Democratic clement, even, are forced tn ad 
mit that a comprehensive levee system is 
work of the first importance, and does not 
eonie under the prohibition» of national aid 
ta  in te n d  improvement schemes. The gen 
eminent alone can inaugurate and carry oat 
a  complete system of works to accomplish 
the object. A considerable portion of Mis­
souri, in the southeast, a  large area of Ten­
nessee, and the whole eastern border of 
Arkansas, and the western margin of Mis 
eissippi are liable tooverflow. These States, 
individually, can not project and carry ont 
»system of improvements for th« protection 
of their territory adequate to  the necessities 
of the case, and they are prohibited by the 
fundamental law of the republic from'com 
bined action. To project a general system, 
therefore, will require the intervention ®t 
the general government. Louisiana, a  cob- 
sidenble part «f Arkansas and » goodly 
portioa of Mississippi are now comparatively 
valueless territories, because of the danger 
to be apprehended from the floods of the 
riv»E If once permanently protected from 
this danger, there is no estimating the in 
orease in value and the immensity of their 
productions. The wealth of the nation con­
sista io the prosperity of ite citizens; and 
Shis region, for the fnost part a wilderness 
now, would speedily become the most pros 
perons and the wealthiest section of the na­
tion. ft would pay to do this work.

The Congress of the United States will be 
wrged, as it lias never before been urged, to 
undertake this work at an early day. The 
government might make some return to the 
Southern people for the large earn collected 
from them as a tax on cotton, by building 
th««« levee». As Captain Eads is engaged 
in a vast and important project in the inter­
est of the people ot the Mississippi, he might 
acquire favor with the people of Louisiana. 
wbt>. singularly enough, have looked with 
distrust on bis plan for the improvement 
ot the mouth of the river, by incorporating 
the two great project* into one system, the 
complete protection of the river and the 
removal «if obstructions to its navigation 
We throw these remarks out merely as sug­
gestive of what might be accomplished.— 
Ht. ijouis Hijiublican.

B ow  L et’s  H a v e  th e  T ruth .
Speaker Blaine bas appointed Messrs. 

George F. Roar of Massachusetts, Wheeler 
of New York. Frye of Maine, Foster «f 
Ohio, Phelps of New Jersey, Robinson ef 
Illinois and Potter of New York as a select 
committee to investigate the affairs of 
Louisiana and the condition of things in the 
Southern States.

This is a  strong and weighty committee. 
I t  has indepenee, character and ability. It 
is made up of men in whose honesty, fair 
ness and juddment the country has eonfl 
dence. Mr. Hoar is emphatically a man 
with a mind of his own. Mr. William A. 
Wheeler is one «t the soundest and truest 
men in Congress. Mr. Frye is above the 
average. Mr. Foster is the plucky little 
fellow who iought Butler and Sanborn. Mr. 
Phelps is rather precocious and ambitious, 
and has the habit of writing his name Wil­
liam Walter; but he is certainly given to

Slain speaking and will cover np no wrongs.
Lr. Clarkson Potter is an able and fair rep­

resentative of the minority. Mr. Robinson, 
the other minority member, is the least 
known of the let, and the only one about 
whom there can be doubt. The conclusion 
of such a body, based upon a searching 
examination, must be respected ana 
accepted. If the country can not trust such 
men, it can't trust anybody.

Now, then, with so excellent a committee, 
let us get to the bottom ot this business and 
bring ont the whole truth. What is the 
real state of the case in Louisiana ? What 
are the real facts about the Southern out­
rages l What is the real temper of the 
Southern people ? What is the real nature 
of the situation and what the true remedy 
to be applied ? We have groped long 
enough amid contradictions and contusion 
and uncertainty. There have been some 
commanding facts which clear-headed ob­
servers, capable of just discrimination, have 
accept' d as significant of general tenden­
cies. But at the same time there has been 
snch a din of misrepresentation, such 
clangor of contradiction, that the country 
has scarcely known what to believe or 
whether to credit its own senses. What it 
wants is to get behind this cloud of bewil­
derment ana down to thé hard pan of tacts 
A statement to which Messrs. Hoar, Wheeler 
and their colleagues will pnt their names 
will carry the confidence of the people.

We hope, therefore, that this committee 
will take hold of the question in thorough 
earnest, and give us the truth, wherever it 
may point or whatever side it may tend to 
help. The matter is too grave to be treated 
as a mere shibboleth ot partisanship. It 
presents a profound problem, vitally affect­
ing the prosperity and well being of the 
country. What ought to be done in the 
Louisiana business ? What are the general 
relations of the two races ? What are the 
facts about the reported outrages, and how 
far do they reflect the general temper ! In 
a word, what is the truth about the South­
ern question and what action does it re­
quire ! If the committee will examine and 
review this subject in a candid, dispassion- 
ionate and statesmanlike spirit, it will ren­
der incalculable service to the country.—

Relative to “The New Orleans and Rio 
Janeiro Steamship Company,” to provide 
them a charter and to facilitate and aid 
the construction of steamships and other 
veseels for carrying on a direct trade with 
the empire of Brazil, from the city of New 
Orleans, Louisiana, to Rio Janeiro and 
other Brazilian ports.
S e c t io n  1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of. Representatives in General 
Assembly convened, That “The New Or­
leans and Rio Janeiro Steamship Company,’’

named peoMBs: George H. Rea. of St. Louis, 
Mimonri: Adolph Schreiber, A. K. Miller. 
James T. Tucker, A. F. Elliott, O. F. Va­
lette, Y. G. de l’Isle, Charles J. Carrière, 
Alphonse Bebet, Silas Weeks and Joseph 
Fry Mogridge, all of New Orleans, Louisi­
ana, their associates and successors, by 
subscription, purchase, transfer, or suc­
cession, are hereby created a body po­
litic and corporate, for the purposes and 
with the privileges aa herewith set forth, 
in deed and in law, to be known by the 
name, style and title of “The New Orleans 
and Bio Janeiro Steamship Company," 
and by that name shall be able to sue and 
be sued, implead and be impleaded, and 
shall have have perpetual succession; and 
make and have a common seal; and the 
said corporation ia hereby authorized and 
empowered to carry by steamships the 
mails, freights and passengers from the 
United States of North America, via the 
port of New Orleans, to the West India 
islands, and the various ports and rivers of 
eastern South America, and especially to 
the ports of the empire of Brazil, and vice 
versa to New Orleans; to issue warehouse 
certificates (on receipt of merchandise 
signed by the agent of the company), which 
shall be negotiable and tranaferrable by in­
dorsement; to make and execute mortgages 
and issue its bonds secured by the property 
of the corporation: to build, own, possess, 
receive, purchase, charter, sell, mortgage 
or pledge steamships and other vessels, 
with their appurtenances and all necessary 
machinery; to acquire by purchase, lease or 
otherwise, all neoessary property, real 
and personal estate, warehouses, wharves, 
houses, landings, dogks for repairing and 
building vessels, railroad track connections 
with warehouses and landings, und also all 
other necessary appliances for receiving 
and delivering, storing, loading and dis­
charging freights and merchandise of all 
kinds from or into said steamships, vessels

6 ec. ‘2. Be it further enacted, ete.. That 

the capital stock of said company shall be 
fixed at two million dollars, m shares of 
one hundred dollars, with power to said 

! company ta  increase the same to five mil­
lion dollars; provided, that no increase of 
new stock shall be issued until the previous 
two million dollars issue of stock shall have 
been subscribed for and paid up. Said 
corporation are hereby authorized to open 
books of subscription to the capital stock 
ot said company, a payment o f fire 
per centum on the amount of subscription 
shall be made a t the time of subscribing: 
the subsequent payments shall be made in 
such sums, at such periods, and under such 
regulations as shall be fixed upon by the 
directory; the stock ef said company shall 
be deemed personal property, and shall be 
transferred on the books of the company at 
such transfer office or offices as the directory 
may establish, and under such rales and 
regulations as they may prescribe; the stork 
subscription book shall remain open through­
out the year, with the exception of being 
closed ten days previous to the time of the 
biennial election meeting of the stockhold­
ers.

S e c . 3. Be it further enacted, ete.. That 
the legal domicile o r  place of business of 
said company shall be established at New 
Orleans, with the power to establish branch 
offices in other eities of the United States or 
in foreign countries; all services of protest 
or citation shall be made at said domicile 
upon the president of the company, o r. in 
case of his absence, upon the secretary; 
that this corporation snail have power and 
authority to hold, «Djoy and maintain their 
corporation privileges, hereby granted, for 
the term of twenty-five years trom the date 
of these presents, unies» sooner dissolved, 
as hereinafter provided.

Sec. 4. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
the original organizers of the corporation, 
as hereinbefore mentioned, are hereby «ni 
powered and authorized t<* serve and* hold 
their official positions therein until the third 
Thursday in February, 1878, when the first 
biennial election meeting of the stockhold 
ers of the company shall be held, to elect 
the necessary constitutional officer» for the 
followin'* two year», according to th« rules 
and regulation» of this charter and by laws 
The board of director» are fully empowered 
to make such rules, regulations and by laws 
for the government of its officers and em 
pioyes, and the management of it» busi­
ness, as they may deem necessary for the 
interests and welfare of the company; they 
may fill vacancies that may occur' in the 
board of dih-ctors; aud may in the name 
and on behalf of said company make such 
contracts, enter into snch arrangements, 
and do and perform all snch acts as they or 
a majority of them may deem proper, eon 
renient, or necessary, for the accomplish­
ment of the objects f o r  which tbq company 
is hereby created.

Sec . 5. Be it farther «nacted, etc.. That 
for and in consideration of the immense 
commercial importance, benefits and future 
greatness the organization of this direct 
steamship trade to Brazil will render to the 
whole Mississippi valley, and especially to 
New Orleana and to the State ot Louisiana, 
that the steamships of said company cm 
ployed in the line hereby established shall 
be exempt from wharfage dues for a period 
o f  five years.

Se«T. 6. Be it further eflaeted, etc.. That 
the mode of proceedings at meetings of the 
board of directors shall be in accordance 
with the governings and rulings of the by­
laws of this corporation. The signature of 
the president, with the countersign of the 
secretary and the impress ol’ the seal of the 
company, shall be binding on all matters 
within their delegated power» eu account 
and for this corporation 

Sec . 7, Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
the treasurer shall, when required, give a 
bond in favor of tbe president of the com 
pany for snch amount as the directory may 
determine upon, with two approved securi­
ties, for the faithful performance of his 
duties; he shall have the custody of all 
moneys belonging to the company, which 
he shall deposit in such depository or de­
positories aa the finance committee may 
designate.

The dredgeboat remaining on one side o f tb »  
channel for the  passage of another vessel »hall 
give the usual steam whistle signal for p -—‘"g to  
port or starboard, and this shall be responded to  
and obeyed bv the passing vessel, on the order o'!
