As for
Franee, thg Voltaireanr sentiment of the
country wil? hardly permit her to venture
upon the Quixotie ftask of proppling up the
Vatican for the sake of avenging Sedan,
Like Louis Napoleon, the ope way attempt
t0 gain recguits among the anuthern Catholic
trermans, and, like s«'apo;mm. he may see
his designs frustrated by the union of all
Germans i the interests oi Teutonie pre-
ponderance,
