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MESSAGE OF THE GOVEEHOB
The message transmitted to the Legis- 

lature which yesterday assembled is more 
important than any gubernatorial docu 
meat that has ev e| been laid before a 

. Louisiana Legislature. It is almost too 
much to ask of the opponents of the present 

1 administration a careful and impartial 
perusal of this State document. But what 
their prejudices may deny, their purses 
may accord in the way of attention and 
conviction. The rate «f taxation has 
beta reduced twelve mills, and this in the 
face of the fact that previous Legislature, 
had left a legacy of heavy obligations that 
have been met and provided for.

The message opens with allusions to the 
disastrous crevasses that have swept away 
the productive industry of a largo portion 
of the State. The aid received from other 
State* is freely acknowledged, and to 
Massachusetts is offered the gratitude of 
the State.

The collection of taxes for tbe past year 
shows a small deficit, but the depressed 
condition of all business will sufficiently 
account for this,

The recommendation to tbe effect that 
tbe funding board should be composed of 
the presiding officers of tbe Chamber of 
Commerce, the Merchants* Exchange, the 
Cotton Exchange and two other citizens, 
calls for immediate action.

That portion of the message suggesting 
the abolition of fees as attaching to clerks 
of court, portwardens, flour inspectors, 
hay inspectors and harbor masters should 
claim the im mediate action of those who 
represent the taxpayers of the State, by 
virtue o* .he if promises of reform. As a
f*’-;‘afer mea sure of reduction of expendi­
tures, the General Assembly is asked to 
scrutinize its own expenses, and to cur* 
tail its force of pages and clerks,

The whole message is fraught with sug­
gestions of economy, and leaves to tbe 
Legislature no chance for evading the 
pending issues of material reform.

In relation to the levees tbe views of tbe 
Governor are practical and aim at a re­
storation of a thorough levee system by 
equable taxation and national aid. The 
duty of repairing old levees, which bis 
excellency would impose upon riparian 
proprietors, is more than compensated by 
shipping facilities and tbe saving of 
wharffige.

WHAT THE MERCHANTS THINK.
The local politicians of the Democratic 

party have never been able to discover 
but two causes for the depression of their 
interests.
