THE WEAKNESS OF VIOLENCE.
The result of Monday’s struggle i» the 

House ought to convince the Democ­
racy that violence ©tteu fails to ac. 
complish its object fron* jta own in­
herent Weakness, The Democratic 
members found themselves Unexpect­
edly in n minority upon assembling, 
and at once essayed to  supplement 
their inferior strength by force, As J in  
Phelps, who was* an eye witness, tiatd In 
the session ef the congressional committee 
in the evening, “ The Conservatives at­
tempted to do an  Unlawful act.*" This 
Illegal appeal to force fcaturally invited 
force to meet it, and the weaker party, the 
one clearly la  the wrong Vu* obliged to 
yield.

The entire record of th# proceedings of 
the earlier part of the session show there 
Was something which the Conservatives 
wished te conceal. la  b® case was a fair 
test vote permitted; At th* rery outset, 
and as if in pursuance o f an agreed plan, 
th» unusual motion was made to choose a 
Speaker pro tern. The presiding officer 
of the House for the time being, Mr. Chief 
Clerk Vigers, declined to entertain the 
motion, when it was put by one claiming 
to be a member, amid considerable con­
fusion, and by him declared carried. Mr. 
Wiltz was nominated and voted for in the 
same hurrah manner, and before half the 
members had time to take n'breath, be 
was In the Speaker's chair with gavel in 
hand, claiming to be temporary presiding 
officer of the House. From this Jhoment 
until something like order was restored by 
the second advent of General De Trobri- 
atul the roll of members furnished fhe 
chief clerk by the Secretary of State was 
entirely ignored, and its legal custodian. 
Me,  VigCts himself ejected from the 
House. The rules which usuaHy govern a 
political mass meeting were then generally 
adhered to* Whenever n tnotiod w*s sub* 
inltted. It was put by the <;haif and de* 
elded According t<j the superiority of the 
volume of Uolso tuade by the Voter*, la  
this matitier One Conservative member gift* 
ed wltha gooclset of lungs could drawn the 
voices and consequently outrofs a  dozen 
quiet Republicans, Wha Were nnder the 
impression that in a  parliamentary sebse 
all voice* have the same calibre and that 
aq affirmative mildly spoken counts as 
much on the journal as one reared out aa 
loud as to awake all the echoef. Repealed 
attempts were made by J it. Lowell and 
other experienced parliamentarians tahave 
the roll called, so that something Jika ac­
curacy could be secured in the votes upon 
organization^ The presiding officer com­
mitted the serious error of ruling the 
propositions out of order, an l continued 
to conduct all the proceeding* upon the 
acclamation principle.

According to the list, ns sent iu by the 
Secretary of State, there were fifty-two 
Republicans and fifty Democrats present 
who were entitled to seats, with one Re­
publican t Mr. Cousin, of St. Tammany, 
abducted), and three members of the op­
position absent. We ars not informed 
whether the latter were all out-and-out 
Democrats or not. Possibly one or two 
of them are what is known as indepen­
dents. Dot it was obvious that it 
would bs necessary to resort to 
extraordinary tactics to enable fifty 
voter* to organize a House in opposition 
to fifty.tw<A and that nnder the circum­
stances it would never do to appeal to the 
official roll sail Another very serious 
error which the Conservatives fell in to . 
was (he ignoring of the official list pre- , 
pared by the Returning Board, and fur- ' 
uished te  the chief clerk. This list was 
the only prime facie credentials the mem­
bers could show for their authority to or­
ganize the House of Representatives, ami 
it could never be legally organized with­
out a strict compliance with the forms 
prescribed by law. lienee, the body over 
which Jit. Wilt* presided was without 
any legal power to do any act. The 
claimants to seat# which were admitted 
derived no authority from the declaration 
that they were entitled to  their seats. 
They were therefore Intruders, ©bstinciing 
the work of organizing the House, And 
as they were sustained in  their position 
by fores, it became necessary to invoke 
the assistance nf greater fores to wust 
them. Thus the Democrats were again 
taught that a resort to violence uses vexed 
and exposed their own weakness.

careful consideration. It can not be de­
nied that in this State, in Alabama and 
Mississippi, there exist armed organiza­
tions other than militia. There are those 
who believe such organizations have 
caused a deal of trouble. The remedy 
proposed may appear to many to be a 
harsh one, but we ask only that the peo­
ple at large look at our condition as it is, 
and apply the enrative most needecP.

PISTOLS AND BOWIE K NIVES !N  tH E
