Amid the mass of gloomy evidemce from
New Orleans it ia pleasant to find one man
who triea to take n cheerful view of the
sitnation, and who does not ascribe all the
evils of Luwmanity to Republican rule. J. H.
Oglesby testitied that in his opinion the
tinancial condition of the New Orleans
businras men waa better now than at any
time during f.ve years, that the people are
more econvwical and do less business on
credit, that erops are raised more cheaply
than formerly, and that a notable feature
of the times is the increacing number of
swall planters, These are gensible views
and founded i reasom. No one can viat
New Orleana withous being struck with the
evideucen of a fuir businesa prosperity.
Men and women are well dreesed, money 18
spent freely, amusements are liberally
patronized, and there is no visible evidence
of the prostration and poverty of which we
bear 8o much,  Doubtless the trade of New
Orleans has fallen off ver{ sensibly from
the time when she was the only cotton
market of the Southwest and had & virtual
wmonopoly of the whole Mississippi valley
commerce, Now she divides the cotton
trade with Mobile, Vicksburg, Memphis
and other places, und her comwercial im-
gnrtnue #s n depot of supplies for the

linsisaippi valley 14 materially affected by
the various railroad lines which bave been
opened during the last ten or fifteen years,
penetrating the South in different direo-
tions and opening up new lines of commu-
nication with the wseaboard and new chan-
nels of trade, Thus thers has ensued a
permanent diminution of the vast business
jorwerly transacted in New Orleans, and
of the enormous profits of her cotton fuctors
and importers, To these causes must be
udded the upturning ot society by the war
and the complete revolntion In the planting
business sod other trade interests. The
pumber of large and wealthy planters is
much lesa, that of small ones mnch greater,
there Is more economy in planting and less
prodigality In the marketing ot crops and
squandering of the proceeds. In short, New
Orlosos is no longer and never will beagain
the uudisputed sistress of the Southern
trade, the sule entropot and depot for the
Miasisaippi valley commerce,

But does it follow that New Ocleans has
loss all Ler business or eommercial advan-
tuges! By ne means, ller geographical
advantuges ure unquestionably very great,
and whils businesa will never come to her
a8 easily hereafter as formerly, there is no
reason why the city should nog bave o very
large and profitable trade, All that is
needed i3 enterprise und sagaeity on the
part of her people, & willingness to adapt
themweslves to the new orderof things and
to utilize such advantages s nature and
eircumstanees have placed withia their
reach. Bt her business men were 1o use a
tenth part of the energy and enterprise
practiced in Northern cities the trade of
the city could be enuvrmously increased.
The trouble ia they spend all their time in
calling on Jupiter to help them, without
onee putting their own shoulders to the
wheel., They have not made the slightest
effor: toadapt themselves to the new sita-
atien, to master ite commercial Learings, to
understand the efiects of the substitution
of free labor for elave, of emall
farmers for wealthy planters, of economy
and close management for prodigality and
waste, lestead of recoguizing theee great
chauges, nud she shifting of the channeis of
trade by the opening of new railroads, and
wisely adapting themselves to the new order
of things, they prefer to spend their time
moaning, grounieg and eursing the governs
went. Because wenlth does not tlow in
upon theut in & steady stream, as formerly.
they talk about the utter prostration of
business, and etervally damn the Repub-
lican party for causing their ruin. The
business of New Orleaus s not utterly pros-
trated, nor are her business mwen ruined.
In spite of their utter lack of enterprise
and sullen refusal 1o ueceps tha situation,
the city isin a fairly prosperous evndition,
and its business might be immeasurably in-
creased by the use of intelligence, sagacity
and enterprie. But it seems idle to look
for these qualities, or in fsct for anything

Congress und the people i their propers
light, will show thut the White League
entered into a dizbolical plot to capture the
Legislature of the State at all huzarda, lo
this they wero prevented by federal author-
ity, and the usual avalanche of Demoeratic
spleen comes thundering through the oppo-
sition press, und with is tho old ante-bellum
fawiliar ery of *'rescrved State rights.,” It
wus u sorry duy for Louisiune when jte
State capital was removed to New Orleans,
In the light of recent events that city ia
swiayed by a mob an furious as the Puaris
Commune, General Sheridan vnderstunds
the people with whom he is dealing, Hia
stateruent that there aro localities in this
departwent “where the very air has been
iwpregnated with assassination for eeveral
vears” s the truth, and the peovls know it
The President and Cabicet coufils fu his
wisdom, and in the belief “that all acts of
his buve been and will be judiciou=" So
will the loyal wen of the country. Louis-
ana needs a mun of nerve and discretion,
Sheridan is equal to the emergency.

I¢ matters not whether Kellogg righttully
or wrongfally occupies the executive chair,
he was the representative of all constitu-
tiopal sutbonty in Louisiana las: Septem-
ber, when he was wttacked by a mob of
Copservatives and driven from the State
House, If there was fraud and corruption
on the part of Republicans in the vperation
of the Returning Board that declared him
elected, there was much mors fraud snd
corruption on the part of the Conservatives
at the polls, The Cunservatives, by their
own act, made the returns such as to re-
quire all the psagacity of the Returning
Hoard to sort the genuine from the fraudu-
lent votes, and to tempt the partizanism of
itsa members to tamper with them in party
protection, What the result really was no
person was ever able, or ever will be sble,
o determine. Under such circumstances,
Kellogg had a8 much right to the office us
anybudy else, and baving obtained posses-
sion, waa the executive authority of Louisi-
uns, when attucked last September, and the
attacking party, therefore, made themselves
eriminals in the eyesof the law, ne engaged
in sedition agzinst the Jawiol authority of
o State.

In the suberquent eampaign and election
they organized into White leagues for pur.
poses of intimidation and frand, in defiance
of law and lawful authority, Murder,
arson and well nigh anarchy iollowed from
their operations; the power and authority
of the execntive of the State was defied;
United States officers nod soldiers were
threatened, and lile and property made
unsafe, Whether their opponents bave
been engeged in political fraud is not a
queation in thie conneetion. ihey, at least,
have been engaged not only in political
fraud but also in open criwe, ou my exten
sive a rcale as to set al detiancs all law and
all authority.

Geperal Sheridan is warranted in desig-
nating and treating them as banditti. All
inquiry into their wrongs and all sympathy
for them in consequence of any wrong they
way bave suffered must be suspended until
their oriminal career is finisbed and etoned
for. It is nonsense, and worse for the Demo-
crutio papera to salk abous hatred toward
the whites of the South by the Republican
party; no such hatred exiats, or ever did
«xist, only in so far as the conduct of Beuth.
ern white people brought down upon them-
selven the condemnativa of just and eandid
judgment, and ro slock hininamty by their
enormities a8 to swaken the feeling com-
pluined of, We de not justify or apologize
tor any wyong that Southern Republicans
14y have dope, but it is impossible for us
to find in our hearts any syapathy for
people who ontluw thousancs by erime,
create aparchy in a great State, and make
assassination the cohsequenco of free
tLought and tree action.

Neither the events conaected with the
Louisiana l.egislature uor the aggressive
attitude of General Sheridun will allay the
appreliensions to which the condition ot the
South has given birth, So far as General
Sheridan’s indignation at the brutal and
outrageous conduct of the rebel outlaws is
econcerned, it does honor to his heart, but
his remedy, summary and pochaps soldier-
like, does but little credit to his judgment,
In saying this we do not io the slightest
acck to palliate the offensen which called
for the impulsive General's proposition.
Nor do we desire to disguise the fact that in
the precedent sct by the presence of federal
bayonets in a State lLegielature there is
danger, Primarily it shows the weakners
of tho State government and the strenzth
of rebel sentiment, nnd poiota to the dan-
gzerous necessity of more action of the same
kind on the part of the general government.

A pecnliar aspect in exhibited in the tono
of the Northern Democratio presa, Every
little sheet of that ilk now howls in the
wake of the larzer enes aver the great ont-
rage, and yet {from the beginning of the
trouble they have been assiduously at work
to conceal the murders and outrages perpe-
trated by the rebels. The revolutionary at-
tewps in the manner in which they sought
to organizas and get eontrol of the Legisla
ture, i appreved. A legislative mob, with
pistols drawn in hand, comes in for no
word of condemnation. All the bully and
swagger, the murder of prominent ofliciala,
® reign of terror under threats and action,
all these are passed over by the Duneratio

ress, and ita vials of wrath are reserved
or some fancied or real error on the part of
the government. Lot it be edmitted that
the Southern pmp’o bave grievances, does
the fact justily the methoda by which they
bhave sought to remedy them! Have not
those very methoda been the means of
mwaking matters worsa! And does pot the
encouragement and sympathy given them
by @ partisan press neeessatily lead to a

Let it be admitted that there was chosen
legally a majority of Democrats to the
State Legislature, yet in the way chosen to
get the Lagislature into the control of that
majority lay the germs of trouble, There
wis o appeal to justice, it was bally
and force and intimidation from the bey
ning.

General Sheridan sees elsarly that thess
breeders of riot munst be extirpated before
there can be any gnarantee of a republican
form of government for all the ciizens of
Louisiana. Once and forever crushed, and
there would remain a chance for the growth
of that kind of manhood without which
self-government is un impoeeibility. When
the voters of that State are absolutely se-
onre in the expression of their opiuions,
they will take pains to bave opivions, and
to seek reasons for holding them. Now,
the mnegro witnera at Vicksburg tells the
whole story: *We vote,” sait bo to the
congressional committee, *on the stronzest
eide,” Men never will becoms fit to rule
themselves until this terrorism 8 abolished,
and the dominant force in the State is
exercised Yo protect alike the weak and the
strong, the minority and the majority.

It the cotton brokers, insurance inem,
bankers and elergy of New Orleans would
devote themselves to forwarding the realiza-
tion of thess obvious trutha, they wouid
belp their friends and themselves far more
than they will by abusing Sheridan and
making common cause with “the banditti”
who form in “armed White Leagnes” and
*who murdered men” in Noew Orleans *on
the fhurteenth of last September,”
