Local Intelligence.

I n t h e  W o r k h o u s e .—Over a hundred 
poor specimens of poor humanity are domi­
ciled iu the Workhouse, and as there -is 
nothing for them to do in that institution, 
they do it vigorously. There is a  little 
blacksmith and carpenter work to be done, 
the lilack Maria and the charity wagons’ 
horses to he attended to, which prisoners 
are called on to look after, but beyond tha t 
there is no employ nit n ',  unless washing and 
< eauing up can be called employment. 
Among the prisoners may be lound repre­
sentatives of almost every profession. The 
reporter called out a fellow who was 
booked as a printer, but as there ex ­
isted some doubt about the tru th  of 
tha t assertion, the prisoner was asked 
a tew technical questions, such as 
noue but a real simou pure could pos­
sibly answer correctly. The bird replied 
quite correctly to all interrogatories except 
the last, which was: "How much per thou­
sand ems did you receive a t the last place 
von worked ?” "Two dollars and a hall.” 
Ju s t then a keeper wanted a man iu the 
back yard to take a  cold bath, and the pre­
tending prin ter was the person wanted. 
Prisoners resort to all manner of tricks to 
obtain their freedom, but thev occasionally 
run against a chicot and stumble.

The entire Workhouse, as a building, is 
dilapidated, anil the inmates are but little 
better oil than paupers who steal an uncer­
tain living on the levee. All the inner 
woodwork is rotten. There is no c lo th iu j or 
bedding, and tbem aster warden is unable to 
provide for the actual necessities of crimi­
nals or unfortunate* There is not a mat­
tress in ike place, and an insuf­
ficient supply of blankets. H alt a 
dozen bales of straw  and a few dollars’ 
worth of ticking or common cotton would 
alleviate the wants of the miserable in ­
mates. who suffer tortures every cold night. 
An expenditure of fifty dollars for raw ma­
terial would be a  real charity, and the 
prisoners could make the bedding Them­
selves. There are less than tw enty five 
womeu in the place, and the men find little 
else to do than to exchange rascally expe­
riences, as they stand in small gangs in 
warm corners. The three charity wagons 
can be called wagons, simply because they 
are not elephants of something else. Ad­
m inistrator McCarthy would doubtless keep 
the house in much better condition, if the 
Council would perm it him, and if be finds 
th a t he can not better things, it is to be 
hoped th a t he will advise the adm inistra­
tors to abolish the institution altogether. 
Under the present system the Workhouse 
is an expensive nuisance, notw ithstanding 
a com petent gentleman has charge of it. 
Should he be perm itted to conduct the 
place according to his ideas, the city would 
receive au income; a t leust the cost would 
not be great.

P in e s  H a n d e d  in .—Judge Evans, First 
Municipal Police Court, returned fines as 
c illectcd last week amounting to $70: Judge 
Sta-s, $52 ‘>0; Judge Adams, $10. The 
others have not been heard from.

F e m e s  o r  B u r n in g  C h a r c o a l —Cast 
evening Vincent Carollo, a native of Italy, 
fortv-tive years old, was found dead in his 
room, No. 107 Conti street. There were 
plain evidences th a t he hud made a char­
coal lire and closed doors and window- 
tightly  th a t Iresh air could not enter. I t  is 
supposed th a t he intended to commit sui­
cide.

P o u n d e d  to  D e a t h .—Henry G ertier was 
yesterday knocked down on Felicity street 
between Laurel and Constance, by two men 
who are unknown and who immediately 
escaped. He lived only a lew minutes, and 
was unable to make any explanations hi 
lore expiring. Only one person witnessed 
the transaction, and he was so confused 
th a t he could not furnish any further in 
formation than is here given.

C a r  C o n d u c t o r  A lm o st  C r u s h e d  to  
D e a t h .—E arly yesterday morning as 
Mobile freight tru inof cars was about going 
out Mr George Suckard, or Turcofte, the 
conductor, accidentally fell from a car and 
fell on the track. A truck  ran over his right 
arm autl leg, crashing them to jolly. As 
soon as possible he was sent to the Charity 
Hospital, where it was lound th a t his in­
juries are likely to prove fatal. I t  is next 
to impossible to explain liow the accident 
occurred, hut as no one is blamed it is likely 
that the lault rests with the unfortunate 
young man.

A n o t h e r  V ictim  ok  C o a l  O il  —John M. 
Tracy, a three-year old son of Denis Tracy, 
ot Palm yra street, who was badly burned 
by an explosion of coal oil a Je w days ago, 
died Tuesday morning from the eifects of 
his wounds. He was a bright little child, 
and the pet of a once happy home. The 
mother, who was also burned ill her eftorts 
to save her daughter, is recovering.

The heroic action of Mr. Phillips, 
facing a Democratic mass meeting 
Faneuil Hall, called to denounce the Pres­
ident and Sheridan, and speaking good 
strong words for them, and for the Repub­
licans of the South, excites much comment 
in the Northern press. The folio win; 
from the New York Mail:

The apparition of Wendell Phillips a t 
the Boston indignation meeting, last night, 
was not a welcome sight to these who “got 
up’’ the meeting. They know Phillips of 
old, in Boston. He is an unsuppressible 
sort of man, who does not stay put down, 
even when overwhelmed bv ■, i.^stile ma­
jority  of clamorous voice:. He has an ugly 
way of striking back a t his assailants, giv­
ing them dangerous thrusts with tlie keen­
est of stilettoes. Moreover, there is some­
thing about the atmosphere of Faneuil Hall 
tha t seems congenial to the veteran cham­
pion of tiie oppressed, and makes him s-e.m 
entirely a t home and master ot the situation.

His unasked participation iu the meeting 
last night was. the conspicuous feature of 
the evening's demonstration. All th a t was 
said by the rest of the speakers only served 
as a background for the principal per­
former. "W here McGregor sits is the head 
of the tab le"—and in a meeting held in 
Faneuil Hall about Louisiana affairs Mr. 
Phillips must be the chief figure, if he ap- 
p ea rsaf all.

His off hand speech showed the a rt anil 
resources of an old earnpaigner—who had 
hardened his intellectual and moral muscle 
by repeated contests, single-handed, against 
mobs and hostile majorities. In one mo­
ment he broke down the sham tha t the 
slgnejrs of the call for the meeting repre­
sented the highest intellect and best senti­
ment in Boston. The call had to travel all 
throe gh the adjoining towns and cities to 
swell its proportions. In the absence of 
Dans, and Bigelow, anil Abbott, and B art­
lett, the legal profession is not here. In 
the absence of the merchants of the city, 
with half a dozen exceptions, the commerce 
of Boston is not here. In the absence of 
every clergyman who votes in this city the 
pulpit is not here.”

So the meeting was not "the voice of 
Boston,” but of a small part thereof. As 
for the assumed “ legislative body,” it was 
simply a mob. W hat was the situation

"The Legislature was fugitive from its 
own hall, and there was nothing but a mob 
in the eyes of the law. A mob in the eye of 
the law. and no Governor but Governor 
Kellogg. Hiss, if you please, but produce 
the m aster of parliam entary law tha t will 
deny any of my propositions. The Gover­
nor of the State was left alone, and he said 
as he was hound to say to the United States 
troops, who were then in charge of the 
peace of the city. They hail gone there in 
September, and ss the President had not 
seen tit to withdraw them, they were Iaw- 
iully there. He sends for the soldiers, and 
says to them, “Turn tha t mob out of the 
State House," and I say. having for twenty 
years studied tha t point of constitutional 
anil oarliam entary law—I say tha t General 
De Trobriand and General G rant complied 
with evi ry requirement of the constitutional 
law of the United States."

The old agitator has evidently lost none 
of his old powers.

The Philadelphia Rullelin says:

Tlie people of Boston are fearfully and 
wonderfully made. No weathercock tha t 
ever spuu upon its axis could be more easi­
ly "blown about by every wind ot doc­
trine” than are the fickle Hubbites. I t  is 
in the nature of hubs to tu rn  ro und ; and 
Boston, Hub of Hubs, does honor to its 
name and nature.

When the rebellion broke out Boston 
blazed with patriotic fervor. When Sumner, 
with his sickly sentimentality, asked to 
have the proud tlags ot Massachusetts ob­
literated and dishonored, Boston ecreained 
with anger anil threatened and denounced 
its idol. When its idol opened its mouth 
and made laces a t its worshipers, down 
they went a t its feet, begging forgiveness 
for its patriotic memory. And when W en­
dell Phillips, one of Boston’s prime pets, 
comes bravely out, in Faneuil Hall, refusing 
to abandon his liie loug principles, or to he 
made the tool of the Democratic party and 
the ally of the White Leagues, Boston 
howls at him with cries the sound of which 
is like a distant echo from the judgment 
hall of old Jerusalem.

It wa-<'a brave thing that Wendell Phillips 
did, last night: as brave a thing as he ever 
did in qli his life; and it is easy to see. even 
a t this distance, th a t Boston blushed even 
while she tried to choke him down. It is 
easy to see tiiat in such a throng there were 
many men whose consciousness of their 
own subserviency was reached by his 
courageous words; men who, even in the 
heat and excitement of the hour, could not 
quite forget that President Grant and 
Wendell Phillips were standing on the side 
of the persecuted blacks of Louisiana, while 
they were helpiug to bind the only hand 
tha t can protect and deliver them.

To this day there are many men who look 
back with tingling cheek to tha t December 
day, fourteen • years ago, when free Phila­
delphia ate Southern dirt in Independence 
Sijuare, a t high noon, and drove George 
William Curtis from Concert Hall a t night. 
Such things could not be done in Philadel­
phia now; but Boston and Faneuil Hall are, 
to-day, where Philadelphia and Independ­
ence Hall were then.

There never was a more specious or de­
ceptive phrase upon which the changes 
have been rung by traitors, rebels and 
criminals than the clamor about violating 
the constitution.

Grave Senators and learned Congress­
men seik  to defend the most outrageous 
and crim inal-m urders th a t have ever dis 
graced civilization, by claim ing.that to at 
tem pt to at rest or punish the criminals, ol 
prevent tl eir repetition, is violating the 
constitution.

No. 294 S—Administration Series.
An ordinance fixing and regulating the 

charges for wharfage, levee ana other 
facilities afforded by the city of New Or­
leans to commerce:

S e c t io n  1. Be it ordained by the City 
Council of New Orleans, That as a reason­
able remuneration for the facilities fur­
nished by the city to commerce, such as 
building and keeping-in order the wharves, 
piers and levees, and other port expenses, 
ail vessels availing themselves ot such fa­
cilities shall be subjected to the charges 
hereinafter named, taking the tonnage of 
said vesssels as the most equitable anil only 
practicable form of making the charges 
uniform, iu relation to the size and capacity 
ot the vessels, and as the best means of 
determining the amount whieh should re­
spectively be paid by each vessel:

First—The charges upon all ships and 
other decked vessels and steamships arriv ­
ing from sea and landing or mooring at any 
wharf or pier in the city shall be fixed as 
follows: Upon all vessels of one thousand 
tons aud under, twenty cents per ton, and 
excess of tonnage over one thousand tons, 
fifteen cents per ton; on all steamships 
navigating the.Gulf of Mexico, or engaged 
in th a t trade, tiiteen cents per ton.

Sec. 2. That the same payments on ships 
or sail vessels shall be exacted as on steam­
ships, and collected by the collectors of 
wharfage dues, aud sfft ex tra charge of 
one-third these rates shall be paid by all 
sail vessels or steamships which may remain 
in port over two months, the same to he 
recovered before departure; and if they 
remain over lour months an additional 
charge ot one third these rates per term of 
two months from arrival to departure.

Sec  . That the wharfage dues on all 
steamboats engaged in river trade, which 
shall land or moor a t any of the wharves or 
piers of the city of New Orleans, shall he 
fixed as follows: Ten cents per ton if in
port not overlive days, anti five dollars per 
day a lter said five days shall have expired; 
provided, tha t boats arriving and departing 
more than once a week shall pay only five 
cents per ton each trip; provided, that the 
superintendent ol whai lingers ho authorized 
to allow steamboats laying up tor repairs 
during the summer months to occupy such 
wharves as may not bo required te r ship­
ping. at the following rates of wharfage, to 
wit: For thirty  days’ use of wharf or under, 
two dollars per day; all over thirty days, 
one dollar per day.

8 tc . 1. The levee or wharfage rates on 
bargee, steamboat hulls used as barges, 
tiatboats and other licensed vessels em­
ployed regularly iu the transportation ol 
merchandise on the Mississippi river shall 
he the same as those now charged for 
steamboats employed in the same business, 
viz: Ten cents per ton if in port eight days, 
and five dollars per day a lter said eight 
days shall have expired: provided, that 
barges arriving and departing more than 
once each week shall pay only five cents 
per ton each trip; provided, also, th a t this 
resolution shall not apply to barges, flat- 
boats and vessels that come laden or other­
wise to this port tor a single trip, to be 
broken up or their use as carriers of mer­
chandise to be discontinued at the end of 
the trip.

Sec. 5. The wharfage or levee dues on 
flatboats, barges, etc., fully or iu part laden 
with produce, materials or merchandise of 
any kind shall be as follows: Flatboats not 
measuring more than eighty feet, eight 
dollars; eighty' to one hundred feet, ten 
dollars; one hundred feet and over, thirteen 
dollars. On each barge measuring less 
than seventy feet and not over twenty tons, 
eight dollars; and on each steamboat bull 
used as a barge, twenty five dollars. And 
an extra wharfage shall be imposed at the 
same rate for every eight days therealter, 
recoverable a t the commencement of the 
ninth day.

S e c . 6 . That th e  charges mentioned in th e  
preceding sections shall be exigible only 
from such of saiti vessels as shall laud or 
moor a t the wharves dud piers furnished by 
tbe city of New Orleans.

Sec. 7. Tnat when said vessels shall land 
or moor in a part of the port where there 
are neither wharves nor piers, but merely 
the levee, with suitable conveniences for 
making last, the charge shall he only one 
dollar per day for steamboats: five cents 
per ton for every sixty days for ships and 
steamships; two cents per foot for every 
fiatboat; three cents per log for every raft, 
and three dollars ior each and every fiat- 
boat broken np for making cord wood, 
planks, etc., within the corporate limits of 
tlie city of New Orleans.

Sfu. 8 That all pirogues, or other crafts 
of from five to fifteen tons, trading with 
this city, shall be required to take out a 
license as heretofore provided by law, to 
wit: Twenty dollars for each of said ves­
sels; aud should the owner fail to take, out 
such license, he bIuiII pay a line ot fitry 
dollars, and he prohibited from using said 
vessel until the license be paid.
