Four members of the national House of 
Representatives, the majority of a commit­
tee appointed to investigate political affairs 
in Louisiana, arrived Thursday night and 
took rooms at the St. Charles Hotel.

Their names arc: George F. Iloar, chair­
man, of Massachusetts; William A. Wheeler, 
of New York; William P. Frye, of Maine 
S. S. Marshall, of Illinois.

The committee held an informal session 
in parlor P, St. Charles Hotel, yesterilay 
morning, when a line of action was agreed 
on. Attorney General A. P. Fieid, General 
11. J. Campbell and .Mr. John Ray appeared 
lor the Republican side, and Messrs. F. C. 
iJacharie, R. Ji. Marr, D. C. Labatt, Charles 
Cavanae, J. H. Kcnuard and H. D. Ogden 
lor the Democrats and White Leaguers.

It was evident that tiie members of the 
committee had posted themselves to a con­
siderable extent.

It was agreed that counsel for both sides 
be requested to make known their wishes, 
and the meeting was adjourned until one 
o’clock.

About one o’clock the doors were opened. 
Judge Hoar made a formal explanation to 
the counsel on both sides, stating the causa 
of this investigation. He said that this 
committee, ft- majority being present, was 
prepared to bear from gentlemen who ap­
peared for either side. Messrs. Kacbarie 
and Marr stated that they were prepared to 
prove that there was no violence or intimi­
dation in the election of 1874: also, they in­
tended to show that the Returning' 
Hoard had falsified election reports; 
could show that there was no
ostracism because^ man was a Republican; 
they were prepared for a thorough investi­
gation, to show the real condition of affairs 
in this State for a long time past: they in­
vited a complete .investigation and wore 
prepared to prove that they were not the 
barbarians some of the press has repre­
sented; they could also show that Unired 
States troops actually intimidated white 
people in the country on election day; and 
that colored Conservatives have been in­
timidated by Republicans.

Colonel Field spoke for the Republicans 
and gave the committee an outline of the 
points tLey expected to bring out. 
would prove that from the time of the Col 
fax massacre there has been intimidation 
up to the fourth of November, all directl 
chargeable to the Democratic party; they 
would be able to produce -John McEnery 
speech, which asserted that this was a white 
man’s government for white men. Many 
parish officers have been forcibly driven 
from their homes simply because they 
were Republicans; others have been 
kept in prison. They would produce 
country newspapers which advise un 
lawful proceedings; officers have been 
watted on by mobs who forced them to re 
sign their commissions and depart; six 
ueh officials, on their way out of the State 

wete murdered near Coushatta, and yet 
not a single person lias beer prosecuted for 
those crimes, and it is not likely they ever 

ill be: the White League is not a char: 
table association, nor yet a police organiza- 
ion. It will be shown that the White 

League is a military society and that our 
merehapts contributed money to purchase 
firearms.

On the fourteenth of September the 
White Longue overthrew the State govern  
inent and assumed possession of the seyeral 
offices. It will be shown that 10,600 more 
votes were polled in this city than should 

ave been, and nine-tenths of those votes 
were given by the Democrats, etc.

Genera! Campbell read the following out­
line of the proposed line of policy of Re­
publican counsel:

First—That at the late election there were 
not less than 10,000 lit publican voters wbo 
were eitht r intimidated or driven from the 
polls, er forced to vote the Democratic 
ticket" by organized violence, murder and 
assassination, this intimidation being ex 
e.rted especially— By the Col lax mas 
saciv By the Coushatta massacre .‘1.

Second—That the White Leagua is 
armed and organized conspiracy against 
tiie State government, and is confederated 
with kindred organizations in other States 
and has for its object the overthrow of the 
reconstructed State governments and the 
virtual annul!nit nt of the constitutional 
amendments relating to negro suffrage; and 
one of the dangerous effects of the White 
League is the renewal of the old spirit of 
hostility to the government ol the United 
States.

Third—That the pretended Wiltz organi 
zation of the House of Representatives on 
the fourth instant was a revolutionary 
mob and entirely destitute of legality, and 
was part of a conspiracy to overthrow the 
entire State government."

Fourth—That the White League press, in 
the plainest and most outspoken manner 
advocated assassination, murder, revolution 
and resistance to the authority of the 
L'uited States.

ral Campbell had handed in their written 
report e f  what they intended to prove, the 
committee requested the Conservatives to 
do likewise, but at a late hour last night the 
request had not been complied with.

Yesterday was another dull day at the 
State House. No quorum was present 
the. House. Many reasons are given for 
this fact by the knowing ones; but it is very 
clear that when there are but two ir.erhbers 
more than a quorum acting in the body, it 
is likely to be broken by accident at any 
time. The gentlemen absent yesterday 
were Messrs. Lane and Wilson, of East 
Baton Rouge, and Souer, of Avoyelles 
The fact that Messrs. Lane and Wilson 
absence broke the quorum Wednesday 
gives some plausibility to the rumor 
that the absence of these gentlemen is 
intentional. It is said that there is 
a difference of opinion between these gen 
tlemen and Senator Burch as to the pri jer 
person to till the office of tax collector of 
their parish, and that the Representativ 
delegation is on a “strke” for the purpose 
of forcing the appointment of their favorite 
How much truth there is in this story we 
can not say. If it is true, however, it 
strikes us as being bardly a fair way of 
accomplishing their object. The House has 
no power over the appointment or confirm 
atiop of officers, and it is not right to pun 
ish that body for acts over tvhich it has no 
control.

We tear that if they 
adhere to this determination they will sacri­
fice their mileage and per diem on the altar 
ol their patriotism, for it is not at all likely 
that the Republican majority will ever feel 
generous enough to expel the men whom 
they have voted in and seat their opponents.

TH E LEGISLATURE Y E STE R D A Y .

Suprem e Coart o l the U nited S ta tes .
The following case was disposed of on 

the eighteenth instant:
Fo. 562. The Union Insurance Company 

of New" Orleans, plaintiff" in error, vs. Ken- 
nett & Bell.—In -error to the Circuit Court 
ot the United States for the District of 
Louisiana. Mr. Chief Justice Waite an 
nouuced the decision of the court, disrois 
sing the writ of error in this cause for the 
want of jurisdiction.

Superior D istrict Court.
JUDGMENTS.

In the suit ot Hypolite Belloeq re. the 
State ot Louisiana, iudgment was rendered 
against the plaintiff with costs. Mr. Bel- 
Ivv**-’ ^ow ot ^ “rY> wa* the owner in 
1866 ot a square of ground in Algiers, par 
ish ot Orleans, occupied by him as a res­
idence, a dairy for the sale of market 
vegetables, and the reception and sale of 
animals for slaughter. The State, through 
its proper agents and engineers, located 
anil constructed a line of levee through 
and on this square, to protect the rear 
lauds from oveiflow. Its construction 
necessitated the tearing down ot buildings 
and improvements. Plaintiff" claimed that 
this square was ruined and rendered worth- 
*089, Lis business and residence were de- 
stroyed, and he has been unable to renew 
bis termer highly profitable business; also,

act Pas8e<i February 24,
18* 2, he was granted the right to sue the 
State for damages, leaving to judicial de- 
£fro1-'natian the amount. He claimed 
" lo.ooO as compensation for all losses. The 
act claimed to have been passed does not 
appear to have become a law, and tor other 
reasons plaintiff’s claim vzas not sustained.

In the suit of J. A. Donnelly & Son vs. 
the Merchant’s Mutual Insurance Company, 
judgment was rendered in favor of the 
jffaudiff for $1270 and $72, with interest at 
five per cent from October 1, 1873, until 
paid.

W liat Senator M orion Thinks.

After interviewing Senator Morton, a 
correspondent of the New York Tribune 
submits the following statements, which 
throw additional light upon the plan of the 
McEneryites to subvert our State govern­
ment.

The (Question f t  tin E a r l;  Adjournment 
B efore  the S en ate.

In the Senate yesterday there was quite 
an animated debate on Senator Greene’s 
resolution fixing the fifth day of February 
next as the day of adjournment sine die of 
the General • Assembly. The resolution 
came up in its regular order, and Senator 
Greene urged its adoption. He said the 
condition of the State from political dis 
orders, overtljws, etc., was truly lament 
able; from these causes poverty had over, 
taken the people to such an extent tha 
they were nnnble to pay their taxes; and he 
thought the best thing the General As 
semb'y could do under the circumstances 
was to pass as little legislation as possible 
and do that speedily. An early adjourn 
ment he thought would not only be a sav 
ing to the State, but it would enable 
members to go home and go to work. Tire 
planting season jwas about to commence 
and he thought members could do better at 
home.

Senator Brewster also advocated an early 
adjournment. He was in favor'of members 
returning to their constituents and telling 
them why reform measures had not been 
passed: tlfat the failure to pass such mens 
ures did not arise from any indisposition on 
the part of Republicans to do" their duty, 
but was caused by a determination on the 
part of Democratic members to stand in 
the way of reform by refusing to take their 
seats. They had been sent here to aid in 
the work of legislation, and their absence 
was preventing the passage of such reform 
measures as they stood pledged to pass 
when they were before the people as can 
didates for the Legislature.

Senator Brewster did not want the reso­
lution referred to a committee, but wanted 
it disposed of by a direct vote of the Senate 
To remain in session until the end of the 
sixty ilaj s allotted by law tor the General 
Assembly to sit, without being able to ac. 
complish any good, he thought would be 
bleeding thp State without any good result

Senator Blunt did not favor an early ad 
jonrment. Members had been sent here to 
work ont an extendedfsystem of reform—a 
reform that would help to relieve the State 
and people of the embarrassments which now 
surround them. He was in favor of re 
dueing the pay ot members ono half if 
necessary, to accomplish the work mem­
bers of the Legislature had been sent liehe 
to do, but he was not in favor Of reducing 
the time fixed by the constitution for the 
sittings of the General Assemblj. He want­
ed the salaries and fees of all [officers cut 

own, and all unnecessary offices lopped off 
before the Legislature adjourneol.

Senator Burch considered the remarks of 
Senators who favored an early adjournment 
as a direct reflection upon the Senate. He 
would be in favpr of an early adjournment 
if thut course would really conserve the 
public iuterest; but he did not believe an 
adjournment without some legieiatioi look- 

to general reform would be the beet 
course under all tbe circumstances. So far 

the remarks of the Seilator from 
Ouaeliita were concerned, he did not believe
that members of the General

Northern State. * He believes there''will be 
a greater rear feeling in the North than in 
1872, and that the people will show an earn­
estness on the Southern difficulties that 
must be heeded. Ho referred to the late 
elections to show the tendency of the South­
ern people to support the old rebel element. 
He said he was informed by persons who 
bad taken the trouble to ascertain the facts 
that in the next House of Representatives 
there will be eighty six rebel officers and 
sordiers and twenty-two Union officers and 
soldiers. He had no doubt that the Forty- 
fifth Congress would be as largely Repub­
lican as the present one.

C l in t o n , La., January 17.—Just after 
dark on the fifteenth, three miles from 
Clinton, when three negroes with their wa 
gons loaded with shingles had gone into 
camp, they were visited bv a white man, 
mounted, who proposed buying their 
shingles. After a few words the white man 
pulled out a pistol aud shot two of the 
negroes, killing them. The other escaped 
anti gave tbe alarm. Prom evidence given 
at the coroner's inquest the jury came to the 
conclusion that the murders were committed 
by Lawson Blunt. A posse has gone in pur­
suit. *

It is now about time something should 
be heard from the “posse"" which went out 
to protect the murderer. The killing of 
these poor men was as coldblooded as any 
of the thousands of similar murders which 
have been committed jn this State. What 
has the White Leaguioi organized for pro­
tection—“such protection as the vnitnre 
gives the lamb”—done about it The St. 
Louis Journal, published in a city where 
some value is set upon human life, says:

Two negroes were yesterday murdered in 
cold blood by a white man in Louisiana 
And a ju ry  of intelligent indignationists 
throughout the country promptly brings in 
the satisfactory verdict, “Served ’em ri ®ht ”

Senator IsOgan’s Speech.
The speech of Senator Logan on “Self- 

government in Louisiana” has come to 
hand. It is a formidable document in 
length, anil, as it wouid occupy about four 
pages of the Tribune, i f  is manifestly im­
possible to print it. The telegraph has fur­
nished a !air summary of its contents and 
has given its general spirit, so that it is 
only necessary to glance at a few points in 
the ■‘embarrassment ol riches” not hitherto 
presented in tli tail, and of these the his­
torical seem to possess the most value, 
especially in the light of precedent.

At the time Mr. Logan delivered Lis 
speech the whole Bourbon party was clam­
oring against “the military usurpation,” as 
it was termed. General Do Trobriand ami 
liis fifteen soldiers were denounced on the 
stump, in legislative bull**, in Congress, and 
in tbe press, as the minions ol a tyrant and 
subvertersol popular liberty and constitu­
tional law, regardless of the fact that “the 
military usurpation” was inaugurated bv 
the Democrats themselves. Who made tLo 
first call upon the troops. Mr. Logan em­
phasizes this fact by placing the Democrats 
upon the record to the “military usurpa­
tion,” and cites some historical facts which 
will bear repetition. Over sixty years ago 
General Jackson arrested Mr. Loiiiallier, a 
member of the Legislature, who waH on- of 
the most troublesome ot his enemies, and 
then put the judge of the United .States 
court, who had granted tbe prisoner a writ 
of habeas corpus, in jail, and banished imu 
from the city. The Democracy eulogized 
the General tor the act, and afterward 
elected him President of the United Mates. 
In 18:>4 Franklin Pierce, the Democratic 
President o! the United 8rates, sent several 
soldiers and marines into the city of Boston, 
arrested Anthony Burns, a fugitive slave, 
aud returned him to the .State' of Virginia 
on a government vessel. In 1856, under tie  
orders of Jefierson Davis, Secretary of 
Mar, acting under the authority of a 
Democratic President, Colonel Sumner, at 
tiie head of the United States troops, dis 
pi-rsed both houses id" the Free State 'Lei. 
datura at Topeka, Kansas, by force, and 

this action was indorsed aud applauoeu 
by tbe Democrsi'-v all over the country, 
in Del General McClellan issued hi« on'e- 
lor tbe arrest 01 tiie Maryland Legisla­
ture, and the first opportunity that pre­
sented itself the Democrats ran him for 
President. These instances are sufficient to 
stamp the inconsistency of the Bourbon 
outcry over the use ot the troops in New 
Orleans. I'lrat point is now well settii-d 
and has already ceased to be used as a isc- 
tjjr m the Louisiana problem. The onlv 
uisnnction which a Democrat draws is as to 
whose ox is gored. If it is the Republican, 
the use of the troops is all right; if the 
Democratic, it is all wrong. When Wiltz 
called for the troops to disperse the police, 
it was all right. When Kellogg called for 
troops, it was all wrong. Even while the 
Bourbons "all over the country were claui 
oring against military tyranny, Wiltz called 
upon the President to reinstate him with 
the military, and it was all right. Senator 
Logan deserves the credit of having pi
the Democrats to the w’all upon this __
t i s u  and silenced tueii howling over the use 
of troops.—Chicago Tribune.
