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THE LEGISLATURE YESTERDAY.

Nenate.

Tats body was called to order yesterday
at 12 M., by Lieutenant Governor Antoine.
The roll was called by the secretary, and
there being a quorum present the Senate
proceeded to busineas.

Tae journal of the previous day waa cor-
rected aud adopted.

A meassage from the House waa received
asking the concurrence of the Senate toa
conourrent reeolution relative to the sus’
pensicu of Anthony Drayton, clerk of the
Fiftaenth Judicial Distriet Court of Louis-
iana. A transcript of the proceedings in
the case was aleo sent to the Senate.

A message from the House was also re.
ceivad, asking the concurrence of the Sen-
ate to House bill No. 20, an act making an
appropriation for the payment of the mem-
bera and salariea of the officers and em-
ployes aud contingent expenses of the Gen-
eral Assembly of the State of Louisiana, for
the regalar session of the year 1375, and
prescribing the wanner in which the same
ahall be paid.

A cemmunication from the Auditor of
Public Accounts informed the Senate that
in his report for the year 1874, the name of
Mr. O. Dalshoussaye, Sr., State tax collec.
tor for the parish of St. Martin, appears as
a defaulter for the sum of $19,315 6). The
sum of §675 31 of this amount, the Auditor
says, has been made good by return of his,
Delahonssaye's certified delinquent tax
list, and the balance settled satiafactorily
to the Auditor.

On motion of Senator Allain the commu-
nication of the Auditor was ordered to be
spread upon the journal of the Senate.

Senator Kelso gave mnotice that he in-
tended to introduce a bill to be entitled an
act to carry into effect the purposes of the
donation by the United States of publio
lands for the benefit of agriculture and the
mechanic arts, and to establish an agrieul-
tural and mechanical college in the State of
Louisiana, and legaliza donations to such
institution.

Senator Stamps, according to previouns
notice, introduced a bill to be entitled an
act for the better protection of persons and
property iusured; to provide for the ap-
pointwent of a State insurance inspector,
aud to regulate his otfice and compensation
by a pro rata assessment upon insurance
companieg.

The bill, under a suspension of the rules,
was read a second time and referred to the
Committes on Agriculture, Commerce and
Manufactures.

Seunator Alexander, acoording to previous
notice, introduced a bill to be entitled an
act relative to habitual eriminals, and pro-
viding for the expulsion of the same from
withia the boundaries of the State, atc.

The bill, under a suspension of the rules,
waas raad twice and referred to the Judiciary
Committee. :

Senator Kelso introduced a bill, accord-
ing to previons notice, to be entitled an act
to secare landlords in their privilege on
furniture or property for rent, and to pro
§20t tenanta from costs and charges.

The bill, under a suspension of the con-
stitutional rules, waa read twice and re-
ferred to the proper committee.

Senator Gla introduced a resolution,
which lies over under the rules, authorizing
the appeintment of a special committee to
proceed to the parish ot Carroll and exam-
ine the books and papers of the State and
parish tax collector and treasurer of said
parish, and make such a report thereon as
the law requires; said committee to have
full power to send for persons and papers,
and take such testimony as in its judgment
may be deemed necessary to securs the
ends of justice.

Senator Cage obtained the unanimous
consent of the Senate to take up the ITouse
concurrent resolution suspending Anthony
Drayton, clerk of the Fifteenth Judicial
Diatrict Court. It was read and finally
concurred in by the Senate.

Senator Allain, chairman of the commit-
tee on contested election cases, submitted
a msjority agd a miaority report in the
casa of Hon. John Gair, comtesting the
seat at present occupied by Hon. John E.
Breaux

Senator Young called up House bill No.
29, an act making an appropriation for the
payment of the mileage and per diem of
members, eotc, The bill, under a suspen-
sion of the rules, was read twice and refer-
red to the Finance Committee.

Speaker Hahn called the House to order
yesterday a little after twelve o'clock, and
tifty seven meambers responded at roll call.

Mr. Ray presented papers in the contested
election’case of the parish of East Felici-
ana and asked that they be referred to the
Committee on Elections. It was so ordered.

A notice was given by Mr. Demas of s
intention at a future time to introduce a
bill *to abolish the present charter of the
city of New Orleans, and to provide a form
of government for the city.

Mr. Stewart gave notice of a bill abolish-
ing the board of harbormasters and port
wardeus of the city of New Orleans.

Notice was given of other bills of minor
importance.

A communication from the Auditor was
recewed in regard to the account of O.
Delahoussaye, Sr., tax collector of St. Mar-
tin parial. stating that Mr. Delahoussaye’s
name had appeared in his list of tax col-
lectors as delinquent. The unsettied bal-
anoe had been made good.

Mr. Hunsaker presented a resolution in-
strocting officers, employes and committees
to farnish & detailed account of expendi-
tures made by them.

Mr. Guichard offered an amendment re-
quiring the different heads of departments
of the State government to hand in their
annual reports. The resolution and amend-
ment were adopted.

Mr. Hunsaker introduced House bill No.

21, in relation to the public administrators
throughout the State. Also, House bili No.
25, to amend article 162 of the Code of
Practice, which bill provides that in certain
cases a wan may be sued in & civil case out.
side his own judicial district. Also, House
bill No. 25, to amend act No. 73 of 1871, in
relation to the levy of taxes in the city of
Naw Orleans, and to restrict the lien of the
city of New ()rleans and the State for taxea.
All these bills were, under a suspension of
the rules, read twice and referred to tue
Committes on Judiciary.

Mr. Drury introduced Iouss bill No. 23
to defer for five years the assessiug and
collecting ol the city park tax in the city of
New Orleans. It was referred to the Com-
mittee on Retrenchment and Reform. Also,
House bill No. 31, providing for the creation
of a salary fund from which to pay the con-

titutional oflicers of the State. Referred
to the Committee on Ways and Means,

Mcr. Triplett introdueed House bill No,
37, to prouibit the buying and selling of
produce iu the night time. Referred to the
Judiciary Committee,

Mr. Johnson introduced House bill No-
39, to enforce the existing law in relation to
organizing a wilitia throughout the Siate.
Referred to the Committee on Militis.

Mr. Butler introduced IHouse bill No. il,
to prevent the sale of intoxicating liquors
on the Sabbath day. Referred to the Cowm-
mittea on Agriculiure.

Mr. Souer introdaced House bill No. 44,
making an appropriation of $22,000 to pay
the mileage and per diem of the officers,
mombers and employes of the Returning
Board, and their contingent expenses.
Read twice and referred to Committes on
Appropriations.

Mr. Maris introducad House bill No. 17,
a joint resolution providing for the appo:nt-
ment of a committee of three from the
ilouse, and two from the Senate, to inquire
into the alleged organization of illegal and
revolutionary societies in the State of Louis-
iana. Read three times and finally paseed.
Thia bi!l is intended for the benefit of the
White League. :

A FEW MORE REVELATIONS

TESTIMONY OF GOOD WITNESSES

Tie sixth day's proceedings opened with
a small audience, all the committee, attor-
nevs and witnesses present.

Lieutenant Charles De Rudio, recalied—
According to my beliel the great causs of
complaiut on the part of white people of
the St. Martin section of ¢ountry is because
the negroes are guaranteed equal rights by
the government; 16) fumilies were driven
away by planters because of politios; these
facts have been published in the local
papers: oniy last Saturday quite a number
of colored peopls were eent off; there ia a
turbalead spirit among the whites; they
told the colored men that ina few dava
they would “fix them,” as the troops
would soon be removed: last elaction day
the blacks were not permitted to vots as
they were inclined: heard of four negroes
who were shut up on the night before the
election to prevent them voting; thers were
other similar casss; had not the soldiers
been thare the negroes wouid have had no
chance at all; before the troons arrived
blacks could mot register; aa it was, they
bad ozly three days in which to register;
there ia a White gus in St. Martin par-
18h: @aaw some of them armed on election
day; they had a caunon that they got
out of the bayou; they aeized and took
arws trom b of colored people; know
that only from general rumor: [ asked some
white men why they acted as they did; they
said they had been in the army and knew
how to obey orders; never saw any violence
wyself, but heard of numerous instances;
there i3 little disposition to punish white
Conzervatives for xilling or injuring negroes:
negroes ars punished tfor erimes; a colored
man's arm was broken, and a doctor refused
to eet it because the man had no money;
somebody paid the fee, and the arm: was set;
white Republicans are ostracised; white
Republicans have been refused bread for
money; Demoecrats complain that Repub-
iican omficials are dishonest; I found the
Republican officers good men; Republicans,
white or black, would not be liked as
officers, whether honest or not; the White
Leaguers do not associate with Rae-
publicans; the juries generally were
composed of a majority ot colored men;
I think that witbout the troops the
United States marshal could not have made
arrests; did not actually see colored men
intimidated; the White gue association
[ deem to be both political and military ia
its character; I gathered rhat much from
two officers of that organization: I am not
preiudioad against the peopls of St. Martin.

Captain James I. Gageby—To Mr. Frye:
Beloog to the army, and have been sta-
tioned in St. Martin parish since last Ooto-
ber: of the White League I learned from
observation that its object wasa political
one, to endeavor to place in power men of
their choice: Republicans believed that the
White League intended to carry the eiection
atall hazards; have heard that the White
Leaguers were armed; the effect was to in-
timidate colored men; was told that White
League meetings were open; before I went
there learned positively that thers was
intimidation; bad not troops been thare
election day negroes could not have voted
as they desired; many colored men did not
register, as they were afraid to; some were
discharged before and after election; ifa
man voted the Republican ticket he was
discharged; heard complaints againat Kel-
logg's officiale; wost of them are natives of
Louisiana; do not* think the Conserva-
tives therse would be satisfied with
any Republican official;: the whites
are not disposed to give the negroes legal
rights by any means; Colored De Blano,
a White League leader, told a United States
warshal that if white men were to be ar-
rested for discharging colored mem he might
as well bs arrested at once, for he would
discharge hismen who voted the Rapub-
iican ticket; he did discharge them imme-
diately afterward; that is the general senti-
ment awmong the whites; many wpegroes
worked on sharee, but most of them have
been cheated out of their dues: go farasl
bave learned no suita have been inatituted
to recover: it was believed that thers would
Lis a riot on election day; the supervisor of
eleotion requested my assistance at the
polls; [spoke to the leaders and the roen
who had gone tor their arms returnad with-
out them.

Cross examination—To Mr. Marshal: I
have heard that the elerk of the parish
court was indicted for murder; the men
who threatened to get arms on eiaction day
anid they did so becauss they had heard
that colored man were arming.

To Mr. Hoar—I think that the paopie of
St. Martin are wore violent in their oppo-
sition to the government than men are
generally, as politicians, in opposing their
opponents; the object of the Democrata is
to get their own men, whether good or bad,
into office,

Mr, Hoar annouced that counael must
bhand in a list of the witneasee they wish,
the parishes and the points expected to be
uuuli:‘, This course is neceasitated by a de-
gire on the part of the committee to make
an estimate as to future proceedings,

Lieutenant Colone! H. A. Morrow called
hy the Democrate—Been in the army aince
1362: for the last few months have been in
Now Orleans; waatwice appointed to inspect
the state of affairs in Louisiana, to see if
wors troops ware needed and to look at the
general situation; the feeling manitested in
the parishes of Claihorne, Ouachita, Caddo,
Lincoln, Jackson and other parishes, ac-
cording to my information, is not in opposi-
tion to the federal government; [ thick the
main causs of dissatisfaction is in conse-
quence of a belief thae they have twice
been defrauded 1n their elections; another
cause is that white people think that the
uezro should not have the position he has
been placed in because hie is not qualified for
high places: do not kuow about the char-
acter of Keilogg officials; I found that
wany peopie thought processes of co
been used to oppress thew; with few excep-
tions, I was assured that none of the negro'a
rights would be taken from him; have heard
men say that “the darkey must take a back
ssat:" | will furnish the committes a copy
of my report on some of the parishes; I
found that troops were needed in Claiborne,
Lineoln and Jae! parishes; [witness here
read a portion of hia report om Claiborne
parish, conoerning the troubles of Lieaten-
ant Hodgson]; it was diflicult to get a citi-
Zen te ugo the position of deputy marshal
at Shreveport; my idea of the character of
the people at those places ia that they
desirs peace restored; talked with a man
in Shreveport about the situation, and he
said he would bh d—d if Lo wounid raise a
crop of anything as long as the Kellogg
government existed; I thiuk the proper
remedy to cure the general existing de-
spondency would be to put natives in otiice:
there is sooial ostacism in Shreveport.

To Mr. Hoar—Did not talk much with
negroes in the country; I found that mone;
bad leen collected to sustain colore
schoola, but that it bad been stolen; did
pot find a disposition on the part of white
people to educate colored people.

To Mr. Marsball—The great desire on tha
part of nineteen-twentieths ot the white
people is to live in peace: many men said
they would prefer a wilitary rule to the
present government. _

To Mr. Hoar—I think if an boness Re-
publiean should settle among those people
and advocate his prineiples he would be
ostracised, at laast Republicans told me eo;
1 belisve that the inhabitanta of Louisiana
would submit to a free, fair and untram-
meied election; I think if a white men were
to cheat a negro out of his duee he would
lose caste; I mat Dr. Boult and he refused
to apswer my interrogatories on the ground
that the feeling was #o bitter against him
s fl Row.:vuhc:n‘ "lptpll" g
the editor of a Repu! ne , Mr.
H. Tunnard, told me that he belisved no

mand the resignation of some officers; in
July last the Republicans held a mnasa
meeting; maoy white men made suapicious
movewents, and Mr. Duplex, a white Re-
publican, was carried off: those ofticera were
told to resign on the sixth of Juiy or they
;vould t;emnanlainngnd; some of us were in
avor of the police jury resigning, and the
did resign; when on a steamboat, on m';
way to New Orleans, some men weat on
board and said they intended to fix me;
during the night the men were put off the
t; on July 25 we held a nominating
convention In our parish: armed men
were assembled in aroom in the town; I
understood that they were there to assassin-
ate usif we nominated a certain district
judge and district attornes; we did not
nominate those otticers then in consequence
of the threats; as soon as the convention
adjourned the delczates left for their homes,
believing that it was not safe for them to
remain in town; a few days afterward the
armed men appeared again and made the
tax collector resign; I waa told that ghers
was no objection to me; when I was in
Alexandria in August last & man
assailed me and said that all of
us would be strung up befors this
tronble was over; [ had to pay $25 fora
hack to go home in, apd I expeoted to be
killed; after that I was hunted and I be-
lieve white men wished to take my life, as
they said I had too much influence and was
in their way; they (the white men) told me
I must get out of the way; I thought I
would, rather than be kilied; I told them
if they attacked me I wounld try and sell my
life dearly; I resigned my position on the
achool board; they continually said they had
nothing against me personally; there were
regular meetings held by persons generally
koown as White Leaguers; did not dare to

The Adjutant General states that the en-
couragement he had previously recsived, of
organizing a good and efficient division of
the National Guard during the past year,
had been entirely overthrown. This fact
the offiver attributes mainly to the political
excitement of the year, as well as to the act
of the Legislature authoring the muster of
the Metropolitan police force asa purt of
the militia of tho State. We are informed,

Notwithstanding the notorious fact that

The disbandment of the first company of
City Guards, is annouced as having ocoured
on the first day of last October, “in conse-
quence of the little encouragement
given by the State, and the im-
poseibility of obtaining reoruits.” "The
Adjutant General, ss an incentive to
young men to enrol themselves in the
militia, recommends “that our State
Legislature will, at ita next session, pass
such laws as will exemupt all active members
of the National Guard from jury duty, and
from taxation in the sum of $1000 of their
real or personal estate. Such exemptions
are made in nearly every State where they
have a National Guard, and are considered
but a just reward for faithful services ren-
dered.”

The moral advantages of being a Louisi-
ana wilitiaman are thus set forth:

The burden of military service is as oner-
ous aa it is necessary; to many it is in itself
diatasteful, and to others it is objectionable,
a8 interfering with busainess pursuits or
social pleasures. To those who voluntarily
assume the duty, the remainder owe an
obligation which is too often ignored. It
should aiways be remem that the
pational guardsman haa entered into a se-
rious contract, requiring on his part a large
exren’dimn.ot time and money, and ia-
volving possible jeopardy of life and limb.
These are real sacrifices which should be
appreciated by those who ucnse them, and
Dot, 88 is too often the case, derided as a
vain monomania for wearing a uniform.
When the public witnesses the march of the
troops and their proficiency in every mar-
tial exercise, then should be recalled the
hours of patient endeavor and toil that
have produced such landable results
and captious opposition to the few civil
exemptions claimed by the citizen soldier
should bo eilenced.
