Mr. P ostmaster—There was a boy 

brought to onr Orphan House on the 
twenty-fifth of last November by Bishop 
Divan, of Albany, New York. He secured 
him from a Mrs. Kenny, a missionary at 
Havana. The child was found in a circus 
in  Cuba, and by the authorities taken from 
them for abuse, and delivered to the Ameri­
can oonsul. He gave him to the missionary 
to fetch to the States. 1 have just learned 
that the circus company took him from the 
Doorhouse in your city. Said boy is five or 
aix years old, with high, broad forehead, 
light eyebrows, hazel eyes, brown hair, 
rather straight built, fair complexion, and 
has the appearance of good parentage; 
ways his name is Charley, and used to ride 
In a earriage with his mother before the 
eireua woman got him. He says he bad a 
baby sister. Can yon set on foot an inquiry 
in  relation to this boy l If he was taken 
from the poorhouse by the circus oompany, 
that fact can be found out. If you can find 
out anything about this boy, it will be 
gratefully received.

Th e  Same O ld Story.—We are again 
called upon to obronioie the fall of a young 
maa from a high position of trust and con­
fidence through his unfortunate desire to 
live fast and occupy a place in society 
beyond h\s means. The ease is that of P. 
G. McKinney, late clerk in the office of the 
Crescent Mutual Insurance Company. He 
““ been connected with the company since 
I87v, and was always esteemed as a yonng 
man of good character, although, as before 
stated, showing a strong predilection for 
“fast” living. About two weeks ago, how­
ever, the president of the oompany insti­
tuted an investigation into the affairs at­
tended to usually by this young man, and 
found him considerably in default. We 
learn that when first discovered the de­
falcation amounted to some thousands of 
dollars, but when charged with the dis­
honest act McKinney acknowledged it, and 
made restitution of all except. $750. He 
has since left the city.

He was under the influence of liquor. As 
he had fallen among a lot of old glass bot­
tles it is probable that that is what cat him. 
He was removed to the Charity Hospital. 
His wounds were pronounced dangerous.

A ssault.—Louisa Hollins is charged by  
Julia Edwards with assaulting her with a 
razor, with intent to take her life. Lonisa 
was arrested for this offense on Spain street, 
Tuesday afternoon.

The attention of a policeman was called to 
the suspicious circumstance, and soon 
tbereaiter it was discovered that the gro 
eery' of A. Duoo, coiner of Dryades and 
Terpsichore streets, had been entered, $50 
cash taken from the drawer, a few articles 
of merchandise abstracted, and a cask of 
wine and a barrel broken open. The con­
tents of the latter covered the floor. Mr. 
Duco found it impossible to enter the 
front doors, owing to bars and boxes 
placed on and against them by the thieves 
to prevent any intrusion from the outside; 
he did, however, effect an entrance through 
a back gate and door. There being no 
evidence of a forcible entrance, it is sup­
posed to have been the work of a 'skilled 
band, or of one thoroughly acquainted with 
the premises. This is the third time within 
twelve months that Mr. Duco has received 
the attentions of thievish and malicious 
persons, and it is to be hoped that a clue 
may be found to secure their proper pun­
ishment.

SCHOOL BOARD.

T*» Text B—k  QsisMsa Battled.
President H. C. Dibble called the board 

to order at half-past seven o’clock yesterday 
evening, in the office of Division Snperin- 
tondent Boothby, and said that some two 
years ago the City Council passed a resell! - 
tion giving the Sohjool Board the chamber 
of the Conneil in which to hold its meet­
ings. For seme unaccountable reason the 
secretary of the Council had to night re­
fused to open the chamber, and consequently 
he would suggest that tome member move 
to adjourn.

Mr. Ipgraham said that before the board 
adjourned he wonld like to have the text 
book question decided. It was a question 
in which a large number of people were 
interested, and he would like to have it 
settled.

President Dibble ordered the calling of 
the roll, and the following members re 
sponded:

Messrs. Dibble, Billings, Carey, Dmnont, 
Gandet, Glaudin, Ingraham, Ray, Stamps. 
Shaw and Tracy.

Mr. Dumont moved to reconsider the vole 
by which the resolution was adopted at the 
last session of the board by which Watson’s 
Independent series of readers was diresled 
to be substituted for the Wilson series

Mr. Billings asked if the president had 
any information as to the number of the 
new books that had already been intro- 
duoea on the strength of the action of the 
board at its last meeting.

The secretary read a recapitulation, 
which showed that about 1300 of the new 
books, altogether, bad been introdnoed.

Mr. Stamps said that he would have no 
objection to the reconsideration, but for the 
faot that in the Seventh District, where he 
resided, the Independent series were in nse 
long before the adoption of those books by 
the board. He wonld not object to the old 
books being retained in the schools, if those 
now in nse in the Seventh District were not 
disturbed.

Petitions were offered in favor of the new 
books.

Mr. Billings said he had examined the 
books previous to the last meeting, and he 
had favored the introduction of the new 
reader, as a better book, and he had no 
reason to change his mind. He understood 
that the old books were all worn oat, and 
the pnpils would have been obliged to buy 
new books in any event.

A vote was then taken on Mr. Dumont’s 
motion to reconsider the action of the last 
meeting, resulting of follows:

For reconsideration—Messrs. Dumont. 
Uudet, Glaudin, Ingraham and Shaw—5. 
Against recomideration—Messrs. Billings, 

larey, Rey, Stamps and Traey—5.
President Dibble voted for reoonsidera- 

ion, and the original resolution was de. 
dared before the board.

Mr. Traey said that he wonid like to hear 
some good reason why the action of the 
last meeting should be reconsidered. He 
had heard no reason yet for the reconsider- 
tion, bat that of impeenniosity, of which we 
hear so much and see so little.

Mr. Stamps said that it had always been 
a question as to which book agent should 
get in his books ahead of the other, and 
not which was really the best book. He 
desired to see the question definitely settled 
and moved that the resolution be indefin­
itely postponed.

The vote resulted as follows:
Yeas—Messrs. Dumont, Gandet, Claudio, 

Ingraham, Shaw and Stamps—6.
Nays—Messrs. Billings, Carey, Rey and 

Traey—1.
Mr. Tracy suggested the board reimburse 

those people who had purchased the new 
boobs.

Mr. Shaw offered the following resolu­
tion:

Resolved, That the teachers of the public 
schools be authorized and requested so to 
organize their classes as to utilize the 
school books at present in hand of both 
kinds, without requiting further changes. 

Adopted.
Mr. Ingraham asked what was the mean 
g of the resolution which bad been 

adopted at the last meeting, authorizing a 
second examination of candidates for the 
High Schools. He complained that fair 
treatment was not accorded colored can­
didates.

Mr. Ray said his son had made two at­
tempts to attend the High Schools and had 
on each occasion received ill treatment. He 
wonld aillingly vote to close the High 
Schools.

Mr. Gandet offered a resolution authoriz­
ing certain repairs to the Leontine School, 
which was referred to the committee on 
schoolhouses.

TBe Political Horizon.
The intelligent Washington correspondent 

of the New York Qrapkit famishes the 
following political predictions:

The statement of Charles Francis Adams, 
given in a letter to the Nation, that thq 
Republican majority in Congress is now a 
“Rump;” that it does not represent eilher 
the country or the party; that it is certain 
to do what it should not do, and leave un­
done what- should be done; and that the 
election of a Democrat in 1876 is morally 
certain, has attracted a good deal of atten 
tion here, and brought to light the fact that 
there is a number of presidential schemes 
in hand in the Republican party based 
upon very carious and contradictory 
theories. Practical politicians see that 
it is Congress which has got into trouble 
with the country. The President’s late 
message shows that he realized the diffi 
cnlty in the Louisiana case when it 
first came up; that he then warned 
Congress to take some action that 
wonld be wise and prevent a great scandal 
to the Re publican party. But Congress 
would not act, and has not acted until this 
day. The President has had to deal with 
Btaie 01 affairs which he did his best to pre­
vent. So in the financial question, the 
President in all his messages, in all his 
acts, has been on the side of good currency, 
of the restoration of specie payments, and 
of a financial system which would insure us 
a chance of taking part in the commerce of 
the world. Bnt Congress in the past has 
been remarkably stupid, and has always 
done the wrong thing at the wrong time. 
In the Credit Mobilier scandal and the 
Pacific Mail subsidy scandal, again, it is 
Congress which has achieved all the un 
popularity and brought shame upon the ad­
ministration of the party. Curiously
enough, the corrupt and stupid fellows who 
have got the party into trouble are disposed 
to blame the administration for their own 
shortcomings and the disfavor in which they 
are held by tbe country. Although
two-thirds of the present House have 
beeu left at home by the recent 
elections, still the hallucinations the 
suffer under are not enred. It is understood 
that the presidential candidate of the con 
gressional faction is Speaker Blaine of the 
“rump'’ of the Republican party, which 
has brought the party to its present con­
dition. A plot is now afoot to put him 
forward as the candidate to rope in the 
so-called Liberal Republicans, and it is 
understood that the New York Tribune is 
to be the organ of this new congressional 
combination. Foster and Phelps, having 
done all they could for the Democratic 
party in their late report on tbe Louisiana 
troubles, are to be the high priests of this 
new congressional party. Indeed, the 
Louisiana committee was packed, it is 
said, by Blaine, in order to give all tbe 
aid and comfort {possible, not only to 
the anti-adniimstra-tion, bnt also to the 
Democratic party. These people have some 
wild notion that a certain set of Demo­
crats and Liberal Republicans can be 
brought to break away from the Demo­
cratic party and uuite with the Blaine Re 
publicans, and so elect a President. It is 
obvious, however, to practical politicians 
here that to-day President Grant is the 
strongest man in the party. There is 
nothing yet to prove that he is not strong 
with the people. What Congress has done 
is no fault of his. He has been in accord 
with public sentiment on all the great ques 
tions of the day. Tbe reaction, such at 
there is, will inure to tbe benefit of the 
Democratic party; not at all to the coa 
gressional taction which has injured tbe 
administration. It is the Democratic party 
which has been made strong by tbe recent 
elections, and not the congressional 
ramp or the Liberal Republican party. 
And it is well understood here that 
Speaker Blaine, if he should secure 
the nomination, would be compelled to run 
on the congressional platform, and would 
be visited with tbe condemnation that, tbe 
country has passed upon Congress. It is 
doubted here if he could carry a solitary 
State—not even his own Maine. It would 
seem there ought to be brain enough in the 
Republican party to save it. It still has a 
vast organization, unlimited means, a large 
experience, and habits of dealing with 
public affairs; but there is bo dispnting that 
the present organization of Congress is 
exercising a deadly effect on the fortunes 
of the party. Tbe leaders can not “rise to 
the height of this great argument.’’ But 
from present appearances there will be an 
aotive canvass lor Speaker Blaine, with tbe 
Tribune as his organ—or rather a sort of 
dispute between the Tribune and World as 
to which shall have the organship of the 
incoming administration..

CITY r4RDINAIICES— OFFICIAL.

A N ational T elegraph Compnny.
Sir. Williams, of Indiana, has introduced 

in the House a bill to incorporate the Na­
tional Uuion Telegraph Company. The cor­
porators are S. E. Paine, S. H. Rollins, 
Charles Stearns, J. Y. Libby, L. L. Millikon, 
It. B. Elliott, Preston Smith, John George 
and others. Tbe capital stock is $100,000, 
with fifteen per cent paid in under tbe rule 
for organization, Tbe hill is to give tbe 
right-of way over all post roads, including 
railroads; provides that, for the purpose of 
facilitating correspondence and enabling 
the signal service bureau to promptly trans­
mit reports, telegraph messages shall be 
received at such postoffices as the Postmas- 
tes General shall direct, and be transmitted 
by the company to any address on the lines 
of the company. It also provides that tl e 
charge for transmission of special telegrams 
to newspapers for each 120 words for each 
300 miles shall not exceed sixty cents, if 
sent at night, and ninety cents if sent dur­
ing the day. The Postmaster General and 
chief of signal burean are to be made ex- 
officio director t. Mr. Williams is sanguine 
of the success of his scheme, but it is almost 
too good ever to be true.

D eath e f  a  W orthy Officer.

Sergeant J. P. Champagne, of the first 
precinct police force, died yesterday at tw<f 
o’clock. He had been ill for some time, 
though it was not thought he was near his 
end. Deceased had been for ten years an 
officer of the police, and was held in high 
esteem by his associates and by the public. 
Mis funeral will take place to-day at three 
o’clock, from his late residence, No. 5-11 
Greutmen street, and will be attended by 
the police force in a body.

I saw anotice in yonr paper under the 
head o f,’Banditti,” which reflects upon the 
sheriff of this parish and the good people 
who live in it.

There were two colored men brutally mar- 
dred by Borne one, supposed to .be Lawson 
Blount. As soon as information was given, 
the sheriff of this parish, a colored man and 
a Republican, immediately attempted to 
arrest Blount. A posse was summoned and 
composed entirely ot colored men; they 
failed to find the alleged murderer.

Another posse, composed this tiino of 
white men who volunteered, went in 
search of Blonnt, and were unsuccessful- 
Since then posses composed of both white 
and black men have made almost unremit­
ting search for this man. The mnrder 
raises a storm of indignation throughout 
the parish among both black and white, 
and the escape of the mnrderer, who is a 
desperate character, and his concealment in 
the woods and swamps has neither been 
connived at nor prevented by the sheriff’s 
posse nor the people.

The allegation that the posse went oat to 
protect the mnrderer is a gratuitous insult 
to a conscientious officer and a number of 
lawabiding citizens of both colors who have 
used every exertion, by night and day, to 
briDg the assassin to justice.

A publication of the above facts wonld, 
under the circumstances, be bnt justice.
