militia were riding around the eountry 
making arrests; they arrested Mr. Cos­
grove and others; the arrests were for 
the Colfax massacre; some white men 
fled tbe country; no one knew who was to 
be arrested; on election day was at tbe 
Pineville and Alexandria polls; Captain 
Snow was in Pineville with eight or nine 
men; the soldiers walked around the streets 
negro* voted as suited them; over 100 
colored men voted our ticket in Alexandria; 
Mr. Moore said he would not bire men who 
would not vote for him; a petition to tLat 
end obtained but half a dozen signatures 
and tbe project was abandoned ia Alexan­
dria; any amount of laborers ean be em 
ployed in our section to-day; men will not be 
questioned as to how they voted; there never 
was a White League or other secret associa­
tion ot white people in Rapides parish in 
1874; the Colfax and Cnushatta affairs 
affected some people in oar parish; the two 
races in our section have always been on 
friendly terms; tbe Caucasian condemned 
tbe Cousbatta massacre; the Alexandria 
Gasette is a Republican paper; I have a 
list of the murders in onr parish committed 
since 1868: an armed body of colored 
men in Grant parish took out a 
man and murdered him; (witness here 
related the ourrage by Hump Hander- 
son on the person of Miss Laconr); Miss 
Lauour' is now insaue; that affair oc­
curred in May, 1873; there was considerable 
excitement and a feeling against tbe ne­
groes before the Colfax affair; tbe assault 
on Miss Laconr occurred alter tbe Colfax 
massacre; some residents of Rapides were 
at the Colfax affair; took tbe list of murders 
in most cases from tbe official record; there 
were fifty-seven homicides; seventeen were 
whites and forty negroes; there were only 
three convictions; one man got Penitentiary 
tor life, but escaped; one is now in the 
Penitentiary and tbe other oonvicted man 
was pardoned by Governor Kellogg; 
when Lloyd Shorter, a leading colored 
politician, was killed, the country was 
disturbed and the Metropolitan militia was 
sent there.

To Messrs. Hoar and Wheeler-FWe have 
had but little law since 1868; Needham Wal­
ters, whose name is in the list, was killed 
in Gi\;nt parish, and Mr. Philips has been 
prosecuted for the killing; Governor Well’s 
family has never been ostracised nor has 
he been to any great extent; people do not 
associate with DeLacey or bis colored wife; 
we do not believe in miscegenation: the

Farish debt, January 6. 1875, was $34,584 70;
exonerate the police jury from the blame; 

the $10,000 school fund deposited in tbe 
Freedman’s Ilauk created a bad feeling 
among the negroes, causing them to 
desert the Republican party; a colored 
meeting denounced tbe action of the Re­
turning Board; resolutions were passed to 
that tfiVcl; a Democrat wrote tbe resolu­
tions; the meetiug adopted a resolution 
declaring that nobody but white men bad 
b»en intimidated at the election: November 
14 we bad a publie meeting at night, 
attended abont equally by blacks and 
whites; it was a jubilee meeting over our 
success in carrying tbe State, hut we did 
not kuow that tbe Returning Board would 
have a say; I claim that the Democrats 
at last election carried the State
by 5000 majority; at tbe other
State election our majority was greater, 
notwithstanding the fact that many colored 
people have since joined our party; have 
lost all confidence in President Grant; if 
Kellogg and all his officials were removed, 
Louisiana would immediately begin to 
thrive; we had no connection with tbe 
White League of New Orleans, and we bad 
no White league; do not know of any dis­
loyalty on i be part of oar people toward 
the general government; Grant’s failure to 
aet in the Arkansas and Cuba cases, and 
aotiDg too much in the Louisiana case, 
caused people to lose all confidence in him; 
the feeling in my section is that the United 
States government has no particle of right 
to interfere with onr affairs; think that in 
order to get rid of Kellogg and bia'dishon- 
est officials the people would accept an or­
der from tbe United Stat-es government 
for a new election, or even a provisional 
government.

To Mr. Hoar: Question—In the election of 
1872 yon had the aid of Governor Warmolh 
and other Republican leaders, had you notf 
Answer—I always regarded that aid as in­
jurious.

Question—A considerable number of col 
ored voters in Rapides voted lor McEnery 
in 18727 Answer—I don’t think it.

Question—Throughout tbe State? An­
swer—No, sir; I think not. (

Question—Is it y onr opinion yon bad more 
or iess colored votes in 1872 tban yon bad in 
18741 Answer—I think we had less in 1872 
tban in 1874.

Answer—1 do not attempt to accuont for i t  
Governor Warmutb bad a way of doing 
things which did not suit me.

Question—Do you not belieTe there was 
in Rapides parish a fraudulent oount for 
McEuery of at least 900 voier? Answer—1 
would rather you would excuse me from 
answering that question.

Question—If you do not answer it yon 
will see the inference that may be drawn. 
Answer—You can draw your own infer­
ence.

Question—Don't yon think, before start 
ing wbatyon admit to have been so objeo 
tionable a step as, under ordinary circum­
stances, tbe founding of white man’s party 
would be, wi'b its tendency to stimulate 
those race antagonisms, from which you 
have suttered so |nuch, you ought, at least, 
to have informed yoursell whether in your 
own parish there were 900 colored Vinos 
cast for tbe Democratic ticket in 1872? 
Answer—I bad a pretty general idea of t.he 
way the eleotion of 1872 was conducted, 
without goiog into detail.

Question—From that general idea, were 
there 900 colored votes east ior McEnety. 
or were ibey fraudulently so returueuf 
Answer—Weil, the general idea I had upon 
tbe subject was that Governor Wurmoth 
bad a way of doiug things which was not 
exactly fair

Question—I also understand that in tbe 
pansb of Natchitoches in 1S72 the oolored 
registration w.s 1875, and the vote for 
Kellogg only fifty fiv. 1 If i hat be so would 
you not infer that eiiher 1820 voters must 
have refrained from voting or that the re­
turns were fraudently luude.f Answer- 
Well, Mr. Pieison, who was Warmoth’s 
supervisor, was on tbe stand, and he can 
tell you bow it was done.

Question—Do 1 understand you to say 
that the official votes returned or counted 
for McEnery in 1872 were to a large ex­
tent fraudulently returned and counted? 
Answer—I can not say.

Question—Do you believe that the votes 
returned or counted for McEnery in 1872 
were to a large extent fraudulently re­
turned? Answer—I expeet there was some 
irregularity.

Question—Yon believe that? Answer— 
If you prets me on my oath, yes, sir. I 
preferred not to answer the question be­
cause I bad nothing to do with the polities 
of that year.

Question—Don’t  you think this, that if 
an intelligent Conservative white man like 
you believes that tbe vote returned ami 
counted for McEnery in 1872 was to a large 
extent fraudulently returned and counted, 
it is a little steep to take np arms and 
plnoge tbe State into civil war for the sake 
sake of establishing that man in office? 
Answer—I have always believed that the 
white men were in a majority, and in spite 
of the frauds of Warmolh in* 1872 the white 
people honestly carried the State.

Question—Do you think the returns on 
eitner side were sufficiently authentic to 
base a revolution upon? Answer—The offi­
cial counts and returns were uot.

Question—Then if the count on neither 
side was to be relied upon, how would you 
have bad President Grant act so as to get 
at the result? Answer—I don’t believe he 
could have donq it. 1 blame Congress more 
tban the President.

To Mr. Wheeler: Question—What eou’d 
Congress have doDe 1 Answer—It could 
have sent down a committee.

Question—Do you suppose it wonld have 
been practicable for a committee of Con­
gress to have gone over your State, parish 
by parish, and settle the lact of all the 
claims of fraud or intimidation and deter 
mine what would have been the result of a 
fair and free election going behind the re­
turns of both sides f Answer—I think not.

Question—Then what wonld you have 
had Congress do ? Answer—Restore the 
status as it was before Durell issued bis 
midnight order and let tbe people fight it 
ont themselves.

Kditor Republican:
Through tbe kindness of a-friend I have 

received a copy of the REPtmLiCAM for 
Jannary 14, in whioh 1 find the following 
inquiry:

Please oblige an ardent inqnirer by asking 
tbe New Jersey papers where was Mr. 
Phelps during tbe war, and in wbat manner 
did he identify himself publiely with athe 
Ropnblieau party I

Part of this question 1 ean answer, but 
part of it, all bough a sitiaen in the district 
that gave Pbelps an opportunity for mis­
chief, I can not. He ie a yonng man, com­
paratively nnknown, and bat for his wealth 
estimated at from $6,000,000 to $20,000,000, 
would probably have remained so. He is 
not a Jersey man, bnt a New Yorker, who 
has a residence on the New Jersey side of 
the river. The question where he was 
during tbe war was frequently asked by 
myself and others on the stump last fall 
but whether be was in Enrope to play gen 
tie in an and evade the draft,'ar whether he 
was yet in boarding school, acquiring tbe 
ednoation neoea-ary to practice “statesman 
ship” among the onsophistieated and oon 
fiiiing rustics of N9w Jersey, has never 
been satisfactorily answered.

To tbe rest of the question I can reply 
witboDt doubt or hesitation. In all the 
great achievements of the Repnblioan party, 
daring the war and subsequently, Mr 
Pbelps bad neither part nor lot. Even his 
whereabouts at tbe time is nnknown to his 
constituents. Up to two years ago he was 
a man without a name and a record 
Happy for him had he remained so. The 
first we heard of Mr. Pbelps was as an office 
seeker. He wanted to go to Congress. Fail­
ing to get tbe “Liberal Democratic’’ nom­
ination, bis wealth enabled him to pack a 
popular convention of Republicans in his 
favor, and over the bead of known tried 
and true Republicans, a young and unknown 
political adventurer became the Congres­
sional candidate on the Republican ticket, 
In numbers, if not in principle, the Repub­
licans of the fifth district are strong, and 
he was elected by a majority of 2700 votes

In Congress he has distinguished himself 
prinoipaliy as a supple tool of the Bourbon 
Democracy. The Northern doughface, 
elass we hoped we had got rid of forever, 
revives in Mr. Pbelps. On every distinct­
ively Republican measure be never occe 
failed to vote with the Democrats. In 
every contested eleotion oase from the 
South he, with a pretence of non-partisan 
fairness, took sides with the Democracy 
and of the twelve Repnblioan renegades 
who defeated tbe civil rights bill Phelps 
was one. By this course he secured the 
good will of a large portion of the Demo 
crate in the district-, and it was seriously 
proposed last summer to make him the 
Democratic nominee, or to make no Demo­
cratic opposition to his re-election. The 
Republican party, tbe leaders of which saw 
“money’’ in such a course, and the rank 
and file completely befogged and befooled 
by tbe tricks of an impudent political 
mountebank, however made him its capdi 
date agaiu and hoped an easy viotory. Yet 
three week* before election it was thought 
doubtful if any man in the district would 
accept the nomination against him, 
so oertain was he of viotory. At 
this time a new element made its appear, 
anoo, and for my part in tbe movement, 
which is considered that of a leader, I am 
willing to take the responsibility. The col­
ored veto in tlie district numbers about 
1000. We are Republicans from principle, 
and always hitherto had vo ted for any and 
every candidate the party offered, but 
Pbelps, in view of his shameful record, we 
could not and would not support. To tbe 
consternation of the mere uolitioian, we 
raised the standard of revolt, and on the 
thid of November, when tbe votes were 
counted, the nearly 3000 majority of two 
years ago was nowhere, and Phelps was de­
feated, with a majority of seven against bim.

His reeent course in New Orleans proves 
tbe wisdom of our course. His position as 
yet gives him an importance his eharacter 
as a man does not warrant, but ’ let us have 
patience. After tbe 4th of March he will 
be like a bird I have read of. He will have 
to “roost lower.”

The Republicans of the distriot, till re­
cently bis friends, now utterly repudiate 
bim; aud tbe Democrats, though willing to 
use him as a tool while he remains in Con.

The civil rights bill then went over until 
to-morrow; and the House adjourned, to 
meet at ten o’clock.

Senate.
Mr. Morton, of Indiana, presented a 

memorial signed by 1500 colored men of 
Baltimore, depositors in the Baltimore 
branch of the Freedman’s Savings and 
Trust Company, asking for releif.

Mr. Boutwell, ot Massachusetts, from the 
Committee on Commerce, reported with 
amendment, tbe Senate bill to promote 
economy and efficiency in the marine hos­
pital service.

Mr. Pratt, ot Indiana, from the Commit­
tee on Pensions, reported with amendments, 
the Senate bill amending the pension law so 
as to remove the disability of those, who, 
having participated in the rebellion, have* 
since its termination, enlisted in the army 
of the United States, aud become disabled. 
Calendared.

A large number of bills were reported by 
the Committee on Claims, aud passed. The 
House bill for the relief of Octavia Lever* 
and her children was taken np and led to 
some disoussion. Mr. Scott said there were 
eighteen or twenty claims set on tbe list 
which might properly be called Southern 
olaims or claims arising out of the late war. 
If the Senate would give the committee fur­
ther time olaims of this class might be oon 
sidered to test the sense of the Senate. He 
moved that the time allowed can be ex­
tended one honr for tbe purpose of con­
sidering the class of claims referred to. 
Pending discussion the timo allowed the 
committee expired.
