“Oa the first of December, 1873, Mr, Sum-
ner introduced into the Benate a supple-
mental civil righta bill. It was substantially
the House bill of 1872, which had been
referred to the Committee on Revision of
Laws, and not afterward reported. Mr.
Sumuer’s bill, which occupied his mind at
the time of his death, was referred to the
S Judiciary C ittee, on motion,
Jannary 27, 1874,

Subsequently, April 14, of last session,
Mr. F. T. Frelinghuysen, of New Jersey,
offered a substitute to the Sumner bill; it
recvived various amendments and finally
passed the Senate, twenty-nine yeas to
sixteen pays, after a session of twenty
hours. Inthe House a bill, similar to thut
of Mr. Bumner, waa ditcussed at various
times when brought up by Mr. Batler or
Mr. Morey. The Houe by referring and
adjournments dodged the isaue and the bill
waa tabled.

The bill which passed the Honse yester-
dsy, reported by the Judiciary Committee,
and called an original House bill, is, wit!
the exception of cla relating 1o com-
mon schools and publie institutions sup-
ported by general taxation, and to ceme-
teries so sopported, the same as the
substitute bill offered in the Senate by Mr.
Frelinghuysen.

It will undoubtedly become a law. Al-
though it is not all that was hoped for by
many colored men, or designed by Mr.
Sumper, it is still & strong bill for the
rooog~itien of the rights of all men. It is
