The State House.
The queation of the removal of the seat of
government has been, so far as the House
of Rep tives is d, definitely
sottled by a vote of 50 to 6 in favor of what
is known as the State Housa bill. This bill
consists, in brief, of an appropriation of
$250,000 for the purchase of the St. Louis
Hotel, to be used as a State House, and
authorizes the Governor, Lieutenant Gov-
ernor and Speaker to mako the contract.
This action on the part of the House is
not only to be regretted, but it will be diffi-
cult to find any reason to justify it. Itis
not disputed that- there is a necessity for a
State House, and the weight of opinion is in
favor of its location in New Orleans. But
the site chosen is not an advantageous one.
The building is not suitable, many of its
disadvantages being already apparent. It
is Detween crowded thoroughfares in the
heart of busineas, when it should be removed
as far as possible from them. The only halls
that can be used for the Legislature are
inappropriate, were never intended for such
purposes, and are deficient in acoustics.
Many other irremovable disadvantages
could be mentioned in regard to the rest of
the apartments. but enough is shown for a

strong argument against the proposed
purchase,
The d is also excessives

The Legislature, no doubt, is not ani-
mated by any consideration ot tenderness
for the purses of theae proprietors, and this
scheme is, perhaps, the moat feasable that
has been preeented thus far. The Baton
Rouge advocates can not at present com-
mand the necessary two-thirds vote to re-
move the capital, and some means must be
devised for the coming year.

It will bo noticed that there was some
talk in the Democratic caucua yesterdsy
looking to a renewa! of compromise nego-
ciations, There is no doubt that the Re-
publicans would be glad to see the Demo-
cratic members occupy their seats snd
participate in the work of legislation. The
Republican members have gone so far as to
publiely, in the shape of a written state-
ment, express their regret at the absence of
their colleaguoes, and, in inviting them to
return, Lave pledged themselves to co-
operate with them in ull measures of reform
and practical relief to the State. But the
Republicans bave now good reason to be
suspicions of any advances or promises on
the part of the Democratic members. Those
gentlemen adopted a proposition one week
ugo, which contained two prominent fea-
tures.

It will not be necessary. To ehow this it
is only requisite to refer tosome facts in the
bistory of the hat peripatetic loeati
of the seat of government. Prior'to the year
1850 the Capitol was in New Orleane, occu-
pyiog during the later years the building
known as the old Charity IHoepital. This
was built in 1515 on the site now occupied
by the Mechanics’ Institute, and purchased
by the State in 1831

The constitution proposed by the conven-
tion and adopted by the people in 1345 con,
tuined this provision:

ART. 112, —The General Assembly which
shall meet atter the first election of Repre-
sentatives under this comstitation, shall,
within the first month afeer the commence-
ment of the seesion, designate and fix the
seat of government at some place not less
than sixty miles from the eity of New Or-
leans by the nearest traveling routs.

In accordance with this, Baton Rougs was
selected and a State ITouse erected. This
action on the part of the State left it pos-
sessed of valuable property in New Orleans
withount having any special use for it. It
never having baen the praotice of the State
to make money by selling it possessions, it
proceeded to give it away. For the purpose
of a donee the nearest at hand waa selected,
which had been created by the following
charter:

An act to incorporate the Society of Me-
chanics in the city of New Orleans.

Secriox 1. That H. M. Dobbs, Nicholas
Sinnot, Moses Duffy, P, K. Wagner, Hugh
Care, W. Liddel|, John Vesey, Martin Gor-
don and J. F. Miller, and all others who are
or may become thembers of the association,
be and they are hereby ivcorporated under
the name and style ot the New Orleans
Mechanio Society, and under that name
shall have per;;euul euccession, and shall
be capabie at all times hereafter of taking,
receiving, 7 ing and p g and
enjoying all kinds of estates and effects
whateoever, whether real or personal, to an
amount not exceeding $200,000, and the
same to sell, grant, convey and dispecse of,
snd also to sue and be sued, plead and be
impleaded, in all courts and elsewhere, and
to have a common seal, and the same to
alter, break and renew at their pleasurs,

Sec. 2. That the wembers of the said incor-
poration shall have power to make and es-
tablish a constitution or form of govern-
ment, which constitution, when duly made

Thia proves conclusively that a compromise
with them ia impossible. They have re-
fused to bind themsclves to refrain from
making an attempt on the State govern-
ment, which they very well know could
not eucceed, and it is not recasonable to sup-
pose that tbey would stand idly by and
allow &n opportunity to pass to make a
point where there was a rcasopable pros-
peet of suceess, This action on the part of
the Demoorats bhas fally exposed their
hand, and the Republicans can now very
plainly see that by 2 oomprom'fm 'tlmir
opponents would take everything in sight,
while they would give nothbing.

Sec. 3. That it ehall not be lawful for
this incorporation to apply their revenues
to sny other than charitable purposes, and
the promotion and improvement of me-
chan arts. This law shall be in force
for and during the term of twenty years.

Approved February 17, 1321,

The charter of this association was ex-
tended, as appears by the following extract
from an sct supplemental to ‘‘an act to in-
corporate the New Orleans Mechanic
Society, passed February 17, 1821," ppreved
March v, 1833:

Sec. 5. That the charter of the said so-
ciety be continued for the full term of
thirty years from and after tbe expiration
of the act of incorporation of said society.

In the original act of incorporation it is
provided that none of the property acquired
by the association shall be used for any
other than charitable purposes. Unless the

iation has disobeyed this prohibition
it is difficult to say what use 1t Las made of
its property, but the Attorney General
might find out. To this association the
State donated the building deseribed in the
following extract from an act to provide for
the disposition of certain public property in
the city of New Orleans, approved March
21, 1850:

Secrrox 1. That the Governor of the State
is bereby authorized and directed to trans-
fer and deliul;hb the New O

the titution adopted in 1852, pr d
the site of the Capitol by the following
clause:

ART, 107—The seat of government shall
be and 1emain at Baton Rouge, und shall
not be removed without the consent of
three-fourths of both Houses of the General
Assembly.

The exigencies of war and the destruc-
tion ot the Capitol by fire caused the
removal of the seat of government to New
Orleans, and at that time the Legislature
would have unanimously voted that Baton
Rouge was not a good place to meet in.
Our present constitution, adopted in 1868,
contains the following, a less stringent rule
by one-twelfth being considered suflicient to
keep the State House in its place:

ART. 131. The seat of goveroment shall
be established in the city of New Orleans,
and shall not be removed without the con-

sent of two-thirds of the members of both
h of the G 1A bly.

It was eatablished in New Orleans on the
very spot from which it had flown to Baton
Rouge, and until a year ago the State paid
a large rent for the property it had donated
twenty years bafore. It never should have

left it.
Long before the State House was removed

to the St. Louis Hotel, namely, on the
seventeenth of February, 1871, the charter
of the association expired by limitation, and
the title of the land donated reverted to the
State. A careful examination of the statutes
fails to show the State has agam divested
herself by a second renewal of the charter,
Even if there now stands between the State
and the land a g of the
the title of the third possessor must fall
with the failure of the consideration for
donation, and the want of the creature of
the law to execute the charitable purpose
commanded.

Beyond all tnis is the fact that the as-
sociation has broken every condition of its
existence, and forfeited the title to every
portion of its property except in the sole
point of receiving all it can get. What are
the charitable purposes to which its rev-
enus has been applied? It has indeed builded
the brick or stone building, but where are
the lecture room, the cabinet of natural
history and of me#hanical inventions that
should be contained in its walls! How
many aunnal courses of lectures has it
maintained! How mauny mechanics enjoy
the priviteges of the library and attend the
discourses on physical ecience and the
mwechanical and sgricultural illustrations?

By the fourth eection of the act of 1850
it is the duty of the Governor of the State
to take possession of the building and im-
provements on the land granted by that
act, which are, by its negligence, forfeited
to the State.

This will obviate the necessity of either
purchasing or hiring the St. Lounis Hotel or
any other building. The Governor and the
Legislature can be easily and comfortably
established in their old quarters, and it
would be absurd to retain the hotel merely
for the accommodation of the subordinate
officers, unlees at a greatly reduced rent,
When the Senate comes to consider this
bill, these conli‘ntiunn will, we hope,
have their due weight.
