A TAUNT OS A CHALLENGE FOB REF0BK.
We attributed some days ago a disposi­

tion on the part of the Bee to waive the 
question of abstract legality as to the 
State government, and accept the sub­
stantial reforms for which the Democratic 
party has been so clamorous. The argu­
ment of the Bee to prove that no possible 
result of the next presidential election, 
with forty-three Republicans to twenty- 
eight Democrats and two Independents, 
can be effected by steady resistance to the 
Republican State government, the utter ab" 
dication of all representative rights by the 
city of New Orleans and the Democratic 
interests of the parishes, until 1877. In 
its yesterday’s issue the Bee makes another 
point. It is that the legality of the acts 
passed by the Republican Legislature 
has been heretofore acknowledged. That 
notwithstanding the alleged injustice 
“these acts have been imposed upon the 
community; that these acts are to-day 
obeyed by all, or at least recognized as 
obligatory by all.”

The inference is added that the present 
Legislature, though in the Bee's opinion 
no more legal than its predecessor, will 
find the same acquiescence in its acts as 
in those of its predecessor. This recog­
nition of the inevitable is more obvious 
in the remarks addressed to the Repub­
lican Legislature. ,,

First it is charged with timidity, ap­
parently because if the new election bill 
which Senator Edmunds moves as a sub­
stitute for tho caucus bill should be 
adopted, the Conservatives would have a 
majority, owing to the “negroes turning 
their backs” on the Republicans, and then 
the Republicans in the present Legisla­
ture would have something dreadful, 
though unexplained, to apprehend; there­
fore “this timidity accompanies the Leg­
islature in all its deliberations.” We 
really can not see anything particularly 
scary to an American in this very remote 
possibility. We should suppose that when 
present power is threatened with future 
responsibility, it would be most natural 
for present power to disable future re­
sponsibility. “Hold on boys,” cried a 
Georgia major during a night attack by 
Indians, “hold on till daybreak, and we’ll 
give ’em h—31!” “But,” replied the In­
dian leader, Weatherford, we’ll give you 
h—11 before daybreak !”

We can see no reason for timidity or 
hesitation on the part of the Legislature, 
nor can we admit, with the Bee, that “they 
do not dare to take any initiative for 
reform.” Still less do we admit that the 
propositions of reform which they have 
presented are really not in earnest. The 
Bee has surely never read the passage of 
reform measures, nor has it examined the 
bills which will accomplish so much for 
peace and economy.

But we have given reasons heretofore 
why the Bee is a sincere economist. Its 
constituency has suffered infinitely from 
tho war between capital and labor. Capi­
tal cut oil by apprehension of civil war, 
the sugar planters can not receive the aid 
from factors indispensable to sugar cul­
ture. The laborer prefers the simpler 
and more certain crop of cotton, and the 
cotton money goes above Canal street. 
We believe tho Bee is sincere in its wish 
for reform. It is a good property, and 
with a regular and thriving business 
community, need depend very little upon 
the ephemeral profit of politics. So, hav­
ing admitted the probability that the acts 
of the present Legislature may by hook 
or by crook come to be obeyed as have 
been those of the preceding Legislature, 
the Bee begins 4o taunt the Republican 
Legislature with not having done what we 
have assumed the Bee really wishes done.
It begins by quoting some supposititious 
Republican invitation to the Democratic 
members to “come in, and upon our 
honor we will vote with you upon all re 
forms necessary to the good of the State.”

It is natural perhaps that the Bee 
should deny to any Republican any sense 
of sincerity, but is its explanation of 
this timidity logical? If the reasoning 
be correct that the acts of the Legislature 
will be submitted to as those of its prede­
cessor, where is the necessity of more 
members ? The necessity of a quorum is 
au imaginary and futile objection. The 
Republicans claim a quorum, and who 
can look behind the journal record of the 
Legislature ? Suppose the Bee were to 
admit tho theory that there may be some 
honest men in the Republican party; 
suppose it concede that there may be 
some men so sensible ns to know that the 
corruption fund of State and city patron­
age is the true cause why Republicans 
are persecuted and Republican prin­
ciples denounced, can not the Bee 
see that such sensible Republicans 
want more members, not to get 
a better quorum than they have, but 
to command a sufficient majority to ex­
ecute the reforms which the Bee may de­
sire in the sublimity of its principles, and 
which the sensible Republicans desire not 
only for principle but for the interest of 
the Republican party. Does the Bee per­
ceive that if the Republicans have quorum 
enough to get their pay, or to secure the 
protection of the federal government, 
they have no other need of additional 
members than to secure Iona file reform, 
as against all dissenters ol whatever 
party.

But the Bee really wishes these reforms 
because it tries to push the Legislature to 
their enactment. It says:

FRIENDLY ADVICE FROM THE BRIDGE 
1 The following, from the St. Louis Globe 
of the seventeenth instant, is respectfully 
referred to our Chamber of Commerce. 
Perhaps a suitable apology is due to St 
Louis for the presumption of the R e ­

publican  and other friends of the canal 
and common sense:

The New Orleans R epublican  has dis­
covered that a board of army engineers 
once reported the bridge at this city to be 
an obstruction to navigation, and it puts 
those worthy gentlemen to shame by re 
printing their report. We notice it be 
cause the people of St. Louis bad almost 
forgotten that the bridge was an obstruc­
tion. We have to go to New Orleans to 
learn such things, and, in return, we can 
only wish that the New Orleans people 
would occasionally come to St. Louis amt 
learn some of the ways by which sensible 
men succeed in their undertakings. That 
city, which can not undeistaud why its 
prosperity is passing away, has fought 
harder against the improvement of the 
mouth of the river than it would have done 
against a proposition to,block it up lor 
ever, and is apparently dete-mined tf 
enjoy no prosperity that can possibly be 
averted.

monopolies? Why don’t they suppress the 
sinecures? Why don't they change the laws
which oppress the city and ruin the people? 
In one day all the abuses could be erased, 
and hope could be restored to e v e ^ |^ ^  
It' reform appears to them so indispenffir 
ble, as it certainly is, why do they not 
profit by tho occasion, aDd take to them­
selves the exclusive honor. They may be 
certain that no one will contest the legality 
of a good which they wish done. It is un­
common that anything good, useful, profit­
able or honest should not be accepted, no 
matter from what quarter it may come. 4

We thus interpret the position cf the 
Bee:

1. It believes the acts of the present 
Legislature will be admitted and sub­
mitted to as legaL

2. It really wishes reform but is not 
allowed by the party leaders to accept it

St. Louis has almost forgotten that the 
Eads bridge is an obstructicA to the 
navigation of the Mississippi, and yet 
New Orleans has not entirely forgotten 
the fact. How strange! St. Louis, bound 
up in itself and in its bridge, wonders 
why other communities, out-of-the-way 
settlements, outlying villages, so to speak 
like New Orleans and the little villages on 
the upper Mississippi and Missouri 
should not have almost forgotten it.

Let us send some carefully selected mem 
bers of our Chamber of Commerce to St 
Louis to be enlightened, by the savatjs 
to be found there, and to return as mis­
sionaries to instruct our people as to their 
real wants. We feel that we need a better 
knowledge of our wants than we have at 
present, and we are obliged to think that 
St. Louis is the only proper place to go to 
for instruction.

It is hard to be charged by such au au 
thority as the St. Louis Daily Globe with 
not understanding why the prosperity of 
our city is passing away, but we must bear 
up under the charge. It is hard to think 
that we have fought harder against the 
improvement of the mouth of the river 
than we would have done against a pro 
position to block it (the mouth) up for­
ever. Yet we must plead guilty to the 
charge—in all honesty. We have been so 
blind as to want no mouth to the river, 
but in lieu of it a caual, in which, until 
our eyes were opened by our St. Louis 
friends, we firmly believed. That we 
have not fought against blocking the 
month of the river is entirely due to our 
faith that tho government of the United 
State would give us our canal—we were 
foolish enough to think so. For enter­
taining this notion thirteen members of 
our Chamber of Commerce have already 
apologized in the name of the Chamber. 
It is to be hoped that this action will, at 
aDy rate, pour oil upon the feelings of the 
daily Globe from which it is hoped the 
unguent may spread over the whole of St. 
Louis.

Since we can do no better, of course we 
must submit to tho blocking up process 
prescribed by the Illinois and St. Louis 
Bridge Company, and certified by the 
stockholders of the bridge. We are a 
little unwilling, but then, you know, that 
makes no difference. What right has a 
little one-horse town to set up its opinions 
against St. Louis. When we get big and 
proud, we will prescribe for the improve­
ment of the upper Mississippi and Mis­
souri, but until wc grow a little we will 
not attempt anything of the sort but let 
our big neighbors, twelve hundred miles 
away prescribe for us.

A WESTERN SECRETARY OF STATE,
Our diplomatists seem satisfied with 

the Monroe-doctrine as applied to tho ex­
clusion of any new despotism from repub­
lican America. They do not reflect that, 
if we leave to European merchants, man­
ufacturers, priests and publishers, the 
monopoly of commerce and education 
upon this continent, they will perpetuate 
the ideas of monarchical Europe as effect­
ually as a viceroy or a captain general 
could possibly do.

With the immense growth of production 
in the United States an[additional4market 
is indispensable, yet we find ourselves 
forced out from other States of the conti­
nent by treaty regulations, and by a sys­
tem of tariffs on each side that seem to 
have been enacted to repress instead of 
promoting commercial intercourse. For 
this cause the United States can not send 
its surplus provisions into other continen­
tal States, and those States can send very 
little of their raw material to us. Hence 
the annual remittance of more than a 
hundred millions of specie to pay for 
tropical products, which sum is at once 
forwarded by those who receive it to pay 
for European goods. Thus not only is 
the United States tributary to Europe for 
the millions of specie annually remitted 
to pay for imports and the interest on 
public securities, but nearly our whole 
payment for tropical goods goes to Eu­
rope also. We enjoy, therefore, the 
empty honor of keeping any neio European 
monarch off the continent, -while Europe 
governs the continent by her commerce 
and her ideas, and wo furnish in good 
part the specie to pay the continental 
subsidy.

This inactive policy should be aban­
doned. It will be impossible that the 
United StOTes shall ever acquire political 
influence with the people whose liberties 
she guarantees against the despotisms of 
Europe unless by intimate commercial in­
tercourse with them.

Our object in these general remarks has 
been to call the attention of our readers to 
the importance of such a system of 
treaties as will enlarge our foreign mar­
ket. What causes the stagnation in ’West­
ern trade and the excitement in Western 
politics ? The want of an adequate mar­
ket for this surplus and the consequent

decline in the price cf provisions. The 
Granger movement has been prodaced by 
the unequal proportion between the price 
of com and the railroad freight to market 
The West s\jffers from the absence of for­
eign demand. It feels more palpably the 
effect of local and general taxes, and it 
naturally charges upon the political party 
in power the responsibility for the de­
pression.

These Western farmers- bear heavier 
burdens than those who live nearer the 
sea. The limited market for provisions 
can be supplied by the Eastern producer 
earlier and on better terms than by the 
Western producer. There should be, then, 
a new demand lor the Western cereals 
created.

The West should then demand the 
State Department in turn. It has men of 
eminent ability; it has interests of infinite 
value. A Western statesman would at 
once endeavor to open a foreign demand 
for Western productions if it be possible. 
The European market can bo supplied 
from Northern Europe on better terms 
than from our Western States.

If then wo need more foreign mar­
ket—and the Western States are more 
interested in that market—why is the 
diplomatic department of the federal gov­
ernment so long withheld from the West ? 
For nearly a quarter of a century the 
cities of Boston and New York have alter­
nately held this important office. The 
capital and shipping interests have direct­
ed our treaty relations with the world 
and this trade would be conducted by 
Western steamboats, barges and railroads 
to the credit of Western merchants, mami 
facturers and bankers. The Western 
press should take up this subject and im 
press its importance ilpon the national 
administration.

commercial purposes. Now that the way 
has been opened by the action of the 
Chinese authorities, this diplomacy will 
find a legitimate field for the exercise of its 
best powers, especially that we have had 
the benefit of the labors of one of our 
own esteemed and valuable citizens in the 
interest of those people who have so long 
maintained a determined obstinacy for 
association and intercourse with foreign­
ers. There is nothing more significant 
and at the same time so instructive as the 
conclusion to be drawn from the history 
of the unforeseen advances to which refer 
ence has already been made.

Not only diplomacy was powerless to 
effect either of the objects now attained by 
the independent action of the Chinese 
government for their own ends, but these 
mmediate ends would have had no exist­
ence save for the efforts the Chinese have 
been making for more than twenty years 
past to create arsenals and steam fleets for 
warlike purposes, and with hostile rather 
than peaceable intentions toward foreign­
ers. The results so long desired in the 
interests of foreigners are due at last to 
the means taken by the Chinese to place 
themselves in a position to resist all at­
tempts on the part of treaty powers to 
secure them.

As we shall increase our intercourse 
and communication with these Asiatics 
and the country in which they live, new

EASTERN CIVILIZATION.
From west to east the civilization of 

the nations is slowly, but surely advanc 
ing, through the peaceful means which 
has made the peoples of western Europe, 
and of this country great and powerful.

Since the opening of Japan to the civil­
izing influences of the western world, 
that country has become thoroughly re­
volutionized in its government, laws, and 
foreign and domestic policy, through which 
it now commands the respect and admira­
tion of the other civilized nations of the 
earth. From being despised and con­
temned for their barbarism and isolation 
that people under the administration of 
wise ruler is progressing in the works 
that indicate the de sire on their part to 
become the equal of other enlightened 
nationalities. Its liberal foreign policy 
has brought with it, be nefits far exceed 
ing the expectations of the Mikado or his 
people, and as to the results of the civil­
ization of Japan beyond what has already 
been obtained, we may believe it will be all 
that the most ardent political economist 
might desire.

In addition to Japan, we now find that 
China, hoary with the years of its national 
existence and shrouded in its mantle of 
barbarism, inviting and accepting those 
means which will have a tendency to 
b reak the shackles that have so long kept 
the people in ignorance, and prevented 
their free intercourse with the people of 
other nations. Recent intelligence im­
parts tous the fact that the government of 
this country, under the pressure of a 
political necessity for rapid communica 
tion, has sanctioned an enterprise for the 
erection of a telegraphic line between the 
capital of Tokien and Amoy, on the coas- 
opposite Formosa. Under an equally im. 
perious demand for coal to feed their war 
steamers and transports, Li-Hung Chang, 
the Viceroy of Pechihli, has obtained the 
imperial sanction to work the coal mines 
near a place called Rung Ching, in the 
southwest of that province, with foreign 
machinery. Already an order has been 
dispatched to England for the purchase 
of the necessary machinery and the engage­
ment of engineers and skilled miners. No 
more important move in all its conse­
quences has ever been made by the Chinese 
—all the more significant and important 
that this movement has been spontaneous, 
and dictated solely by their own interests. 
Only in this way, and under such condi­
tions, can any signal advance be made 
at their own time, in their own way and 
or some essentially Chinese object, quite 
n dependent of any effort or assistance on 

the part of foreign States or foreign mer­
chants. It has been urged, in respect to 
the Chinese especially, that whenever the 
proper time should come for the opening 
of China to foreign intercourse, the initia­
tive would be taken by some energetic 
viceroy, who would secure the acquiescence 
oi the Peking government Such has 
been the history of the present revolution 
in a policy of non-intercourse, which has 
so long been obstinately maintained by 
the imperial authorities. How much is 
involved in these first steps is probably 
not appreciated by the Emperor and his 
ministers. But with a telegraphic lino in 
one province, and coal mines worked by 
foreign engineers and machinery in an­
other, it is impossible that railroads 
should not follow. China will then 
find herself compelled to move on 

an accelerated rate, by a law 
more irresistible than any force 

which could bo applied from without by 
foreign powers. Tho obstacles hitherto 
opposed by Fung Shung will disappear as 
suddenly and as completely as they have 
done now at the word of command, not 
only as it regards telegraphs, railroads, 
and mines, but in every other direction 
which progress may take. China enters 
into a new phase from this time, and 
these departures from a traditional policy 
dating backward a thousand years, will 
form an epoch in the history of the 
Celestial empire. Its foreign relations 
will, of necessity, be modified by in­
creasing demands for European and 
American agencies in the interior to work 
their mechanical appliances, and to assist 
in the development of the mineral re­
sources of the country, while there will be 
an increasing disposition on both sides 
to accept such modifications of the ex­
territorial danse in treaties as may re­
move one of the greatest obstacles to the 
fireewccess of foreigners to the interior and 
the right of residence for industrial and

A RED HOT POTATO.

And yet there is 
no doubt the factory is the better institu­
tion in the long run. We hope Mr. Clark 
will be permitted to continue his business, 
if for no better reason, because it is a 
good example—an oasis, of energy in a 
desert of idleness and consequent want.

Old Gunnybags whose four-story house 
and four or five acres of flowers, lawn, 
stone lions, etc., are located half way 
between Higby’s grain elevator and Fo- 
chelu’s ice factory came near falling into 
an apoplectic fit when he saw those 
‘nuisances” rising so near his sacred 

gable ends, but he has long since sub­
sided into sullen silence, and revenges 
himself by buying Northern ice and 
oting for Eads’ obstruction scheme in 

the Chamber of Commerce. The same 
hostility has pursued nearly every other 
attempt at enterprise in this city. Per­
haps the less distinguished citizens of 
Franklin street have been tarred with the 
Gunnybags stick, and take the occasion 
of Mr. Clark’s factory to show their blood 
and breeding.
