committee of investigation. There is no 
necessity for such a committee. All the 
acts of the court are matters of record, 
and have been made public. The legality 
and effect are apparent on their face, and 
subject to revision by higher authority. 
Not one of them but has borne the Pit 
of adverse comment by bitter partisan 
foes, and all proclaimed as in the interest 
of the government.

This is a natural method of attack by 
political enemies, but now it is claimed 
one of these acts calls for investigation by 
those included in the denunciation of it. 
Briefly it is this: When the government 
was in extreme peril by a rebellion in 
the middle of last September, with a scat­
tered militia, a demoralized, unpaid po­
lice, a depleted treasury kept empty by 
the Democratic policy of tax resistance, 
on motion of the Attorney General Judge 
Hawkins issued an order transferring 
$60,000 lying idle as an iuterest fund to 
the militia fund. This was essentially a 
measure of the government for its own 
preservation. By this means it performed 
its first duty and protected itself. In the 
judgment of the court the government of 
the State was justified in using for its 
benefit funds that had accumulated for a 
minor purpose and devoting them to a 
higher one. It was a judicial act in ac­
cordance with and even commanded by 
the oath the judge took to support the 
government

Whether this act or order of the court 
is construed to be within or beyond the 
power of the court is a purely legal ques­
tion to be settled either by revision by the 
court itself or by the Supreme Court. If 
illegal the latter tribunal may soon have 
occasion to decide so in the case of the

A PORTION OF OUR CITY INUNDATED.

We lee-n from a number of citizens 
living in the rear part of the Fourth Dis­
trict that in consequence of the vere 
heavy rains that have recently taken placy 
here and the neglect of persons having 
charge of our draining machines a large 
portion of that part of onr city known as 
the “Garden District” is now suffering 
from inundation of a most ruinous and 
inconver-'ent character. It is asserted 
that neither the Carrollton nor Melpo­
mene street draining machine was work­
ing on Sunday, and the consequence is 
that the rear pait of the city from Magno. 
lia street, New basin, to Cairollton is 
under water—in some places as much as 
three feet. Mr. Davis, who is a property 
holder and the agent of a good deal of 
property in that district, says that some 
of his houses, located on First and 
Claiborne streets, can only be reached 
by boats. Now, if this condition of 
affairs has been allowed to come upon the 
people that inhabit that portion of our 
city, composed as they are in the main, 
of our industrial classes, through the 
neglect of city officials whose duty it is to 
look after the draining machines, and, if 
possible, prevent overflows, it is but right 
that it should be known in order that the 
responsibility may rest where it properly 
belongs. It is the duty of the City Sur­
veyor to see that the draining machines 
are always in order and prepared in times 
like these, when heavy and long continued 
rains are upon us, to drain off the water 
that accumulates in the rear of our city.
If he neglects to do this he subjects the 
people there, or at least that portion of 
them who live in the district where the 
draining machines have not been kept 
working, to inundation, and that leads not 
only to depreciation of property, but 
often to sickness and bardsUps that are

If the chief of the Department of Im­
