Our Southern exchanges are filled with
invitations to settlers to try the soil of the
Soutb. The tide of immigration has been
temporarily turned back from the West b;

the ravages of the grasshopper, the difficul-
ties of irrigation, and the exceesive cold of
the winters. So the section that once was
darkened by slave labor holds out golden
allurements to men of muscle and cspital to
try their fortunes in the land of sumshine.
The Governors of nearly all the Southern
States have taken up the matter in their
messages, urging that agencies be estab-
lished at the North to turn the attention of
foreignera and men of Northern birth to the
inducements their sections cun offer. Goyv-
ernor Coke, of Texas, reminds the Legis-
lsture that with 240,000 square miles of ter-

ritory, their population is oaly 1,250,000. The
Lone Star State has but five sounls to the
square mile, where New York has nipety-
six and Maryland seventytwo. With

a rich soil, varied productions, superior
wmineral resources, and s fine climste, there
is no reason, eo the Governor thinks, why
wise legislation, and a liberal comprehen-
sive policy may not build her up into
grentness and power equal to tha"ot the
Northwest. Governor Stearns, of Florida,
congratulatesthe Legislature on the advance
already made by that flourishing little State,
and looks forward to a population of
1.000.000 and an aggregate wealth of
$500,000,000 at the close of the century. He
takea the citizens of the State to task for
not making more widely known their ma-
terial advantages of #oil and climate.
