Senator Sramps opposed the bill, on the
ground that its passage would do great
injustico to the very large class of poor
men who always paid their taxes, whilo
rich men evaded that duty, and finally
came before the Legislature as sapplicants
for relicf from penaltics and fines their
failure to comply with the law bad in-
curred. ‘He hoped the Senate would not,
by passing the bill, thus diseriminate in
favor of the rich delinquent wnd against
the poor but honest taxpayer and supporter
of the government,
Thé Senate refused to suspend the rules
in order to place the bill on its third and
final geading, and as a oconseqguence it was
foroed to take its place upon the calendar.
Benator Brewster called up an act direot-
ing the clerks of the parish courts through-
ouf the State, the parish of Orleans ox-
cepted, to record the proces verbal of the
P dinga of s' inquesta and of
post mortem exswminations, providing pen-
alties for neglect or non-comp lianos thersto,
and fixing the foe of recording eaid pro-
ceedings, ete.
After some debate, a suspension of the
rules wore obtained, and the bill finally
passed the Senate.
The. bill makes it the doty of the clerks
of parish courts throughout the State,
except in the parish of Ocleans, to keep
-| suitable book which is to be known as the
“book of inquesta,” to ba kept open to pub-
lic inspection at scy time during office
houra. Itia made the duty of the clerk to
inscribe or cause to bo inscribed in this
book the proces verbal of the proceedings
of any inquest, or post-mortem examination,
held by the parish coroncr, or coroner pro
tem., or by any person acting io that
capacity or condnctivg & post mertem
examination; and in case of failure to do
this the bill imposcs, as & penalty, a fine of
$25 for each caso of such negloct or non-com-
pliance with tho law, to be collccted from
the person who hos thus failed in his duty.
For performing this duty the parish clerk is
to reccive u feo of $250 for each proces
verbal, cte., so recorded, which is to bo
paid vut of tha parish treasary.
House bill No, 99, an act for the relief of
H. J. Twitchell, late tax collector for the
parish of Red River; R. A. Dewees, late
tax eoliector for the parish of De Soto; D.
H. Boult, Sr., late tax eollector for the
parish of Natchitoches, and their sureties,
was called up by Semstor Twitchell, and
under a suspension of the rules finally
p2esed the Senate.

The bill to create a board of inspecto:

the duties of the board came up as the
speeial order of the day. It wae presented

notice, and, under & suspenmon of the
rales, read twice and referred to its appro-
priate committee. The bill was favorably
reported upon by the committee. It came
up onits second reading and excited con-

Senater Andurson denied this charge. He
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seeond seotion of it to prove that he was
correct.

This was objected to by Benator Burch.

Senator Anderson, continuing his re-
marks, said he had been requestcd to intro-
duce the bill, and had done to without read-
ing it—not baving the time to do so. Bat
the bill had been referred to s committeo
and received a favorable report. This fact
was rufficient to socure for it his favorable
consideration. The bill had also been priut-
ed and laid upon his desk; and npon reading
it he discovered enough in the second sec-
tion to authorize a contradiction of the
charge that it is intended to create a mo-
nopoly. He said trom arecding of the second
seotion be was satistied that it was intended
only to create & board of inspectors and
moasurers of lumber, timber, ataves and
al! merchaatable wood stuff, whose duty it
#hall bo to inspect and measure the same
when called upon to do 2o by persons in-
terested, and not othérwiso; for which
work they sball give a certificate of inspeo-
tiog, and classification, when
80 required; said certificate to be recoguized
in all cases of law and controversy, and as
such shall also be recognized when attached
to bills of lading, of exchange, drafts and
all other financial or pecuniary obligations.
This expreasion of the objects of the bill be
deemed sufficient to authorize him 2o con-
tradict the charge that it was & mon-
opoly, He regarded it aa a bill intended
to facilitate the operationa of business men.

After some farther ‘debute the bill was
indefinitely postponed.

Benate bill No. 55, sn act entitled an act
‘to amend and re-enact an aot creating a
board of Btate emgineers, approved Febru-
ary 24, 1871; ulso seetion two, paragraph
one, of act No. 4 of 1871, approved Febru-
ary 20, 1871, relative to the appointment of
& commisgion of engineers; alao section one
of act No. 27 ot 1871, approved February
23, 1871, relative to the appointment of &
commigaion of persons, etc., came up a4 the
special order of the day. Thia bill caused =
good deal of discussion, during which it
was contended by Senator Bluat and others
who favored it, that it was a reform meas-
wre, i h as it proposed to abolish
several cflices, thereby making a saving to
the State of over $20,000 aunnually.

Benator Cage viewed the bill different] %
aud pronounced it  bad one, O:her Sena-
tors tovk the same view, and after some
further discussion the Senate agreed to lay
the whole subject matter upon the table.

A call for executive scssion being made
and daly seconded, the Sonate was cleared
of all but membera.

After exeoutive ion, &
from the Governor was received and read,
trausmitting for the approval or rejection
of the Senute, the bond of Aatoine Da-
buciet as State Treasurer, excouted in se-
cordance with Section 3765 of the R evised
Statutes.

On motion of Senator Barch, the Sanate
received and approved of the boud.

The Senate theu adjonrned to meet this
morning at eleven o'clock.

House of Representatives.

The House was called to order at a auar-
ter past oleven o'clock, with Speaker Hahn
in the chair. y
A message was received from the Senate
asking the concarrence of the House in
Senate bill No. 126, changing the maoner in
filling the office of Governor in case of a
vacany, and announcing the concurrence of
the Senate in House bill No. 60, in relation
to the Louisi Leveo Company.

Mr. Lowell called up the follywing reso-
lution:

Regolced, That from and after this day,
Saturdsy shall be tho day for the introdue-
tion of all resolntions, except by unani mous
oconsent of the louse; be it also

Resolved, That the House now proceed to
clear the culendar, in regular order, of all
Benate and House bills,

The first resolution was amended by the
addition of Monduy, and both were
adopted.

In accordance with this resolution the
House commenced work in earnest by
takiog up Senate bills on first reading. A
large ameunt of business was done without
much disenssion.

The Senate bill, of Mr. Brewster, repeal.
ing the act making tha fourth of March a
legal holiday, was referred to the Commit-
tee on Judiciary.

The Senate bill, from th® same gentle-
man, repealing the aot waking Mardi Gras
a legel holiday, was finally passed, and gocs
to the Governor for his approval.

Tha House bill, making an appropriation
of $19,000 to pay the expenscs of the Re-
turmng Board, cansed some discussion, in
which Messrs. Sartain, Stewar! and Ray
participated, all of these gentlemen oppos.
ing the bill.

A motion being made to recommit the
bill for the purpose of reducing the amount
appropriated from $19,000 to $14,000, and
the yeus and nays being culled, not enough
members ded to their to con-
stitute a quorum.

After vainly sending the sergeant-at-arms
after absent members the House adjourned
until to-day at eleven o'clock.

the White League Democrats are in aotual
armed rebellion sgainst the United States.
The organization hus not laid down its arms
or disbanded, 88 ordered by the President
in bis September proclamation. The arms
were taken by force from the Uuited States,
and are held in defiance of and used against
United States authority.

The magoanimity of the national govern-
ment in offering to treat with these rebels
is thus wade apparent, and the important
fuot ascertained that when it comes to actusl
fighting the Northern Democrats and 8outh
ern Union men will go precisely as they did
in 1861—with the Union.

putting thew down in a wuy that will keep
them dowa forever, aud without an hour'a
delsy. .

The war Democrats are, in fact, keeping
themeelves in the background. They, like
all good Republicans, prefer a peaceful sot-
tiement, but if worse comes to worst they
will, as before, be found on the right side.

Well informed Southern Republicans es-
timate themoedizto avaiiable foree of the
Whitr Leagne throvghont the South at about
100,000. The organization could perhaps
put that number of well drilled armed men
into the field quicker than the national gov-
ernment. But the Union eiement in the
South, white and black, is a thousand times
stronger thap in 1861,

The best informed Congressmen and
others here are of the opiviou that in spite
of the cdds agninst them the White Lesgue
Democrats will precipitate another rebel-
lion nnlers Congress re-epacts the habeas
corpus law. The White Leazue Damoerats
now visiting this city, and thers are quite &
number of thew, do not secin to realize that
their party is hopelessly divided in the
South, while in the North their wing bas
not even a foothold. They wercilesaly put
down all purty dissensions at home with
the bayonat, torch, revolver or bowie knife,
and think as & matter of course thut sll
Northern Democrats are with them to the
bitter end.

Were it not & party measure Very many
of the most respectable -Demoorats would
vote for the habeas corpns aet. It seems to
be generally admitted that upless this sil-
important measure is revived the White
League wing of Democracy will precipitate
avother rebellion.
