istic letter to a friend:

The journey was a little too mneb for me. 
Oh, that dreary, dreary ride of ennui and 
pain. How we rattled and banged for days 
and days over wearying plains, and then 
climbed the lon£ reaches of desolate hills, 
in the teeth of icy blasts, make remem 
brance a nightmare. And how I have 
worked here, stimulated to effort by the 
warm, sympathizing hearts of this 
wondrous people. I remember your 
telling me once that crossing the Rocky 
mountains seemed to enlarge human 
nature, making a Californian out of a  
man as a grizzly bear might be supposed to 
be made from our little brown fellow. 
They nearly killed me. kind hearts. I had 
a  physician lour and five times a day, was 
carried to and from the theatre, while be­
tween the acts we had a procession with an 
almost lifeless body carried to and from the 
drepsiDgroom. Hut, how their enthusiasm 
stimulated me! When acting or called be­
fore the curtain I seemed full of rare old 
wine.

1 am better to day, and have been for a 
long drivo. I got out of the phaeton when 
we gained the beach and sat myself down 
nnder the hot sun, and basked like any 
little animal. The weather is simply per­
fect;-while yon are shivering in ice moun 
tains, I. in the open air, draw in great 
mouthfuls of health giving, delicious air, 
and giving in return a mouthful of pain.

We have had two earthquakes and a fire. 
The last 1 did not mind to any disagreeable 
extent. I am used to that article, bavin, 
been burned out twice at midnight. But I 
must confess the earthquake* ieft me very 
cold about the lips and shaky in knees and 
elbows. Much as I fear lightning, I prefer 
heaven’s artillery, however loud or crashing 
it may be, to this ague in the earth. It is so 
horrible to feel the solid, everlasting earth 
giving way under one. Think of the thin 
crust, on which we bustle out our little lives, 
with the world of molten fire beneath.

On Saturday night, or rather morniDg, 
for it was half-past three, we were awaken­
ed by the cry of fire. We are on the top 
floor, with but one stairway, and the fire 
was at the head of the first flight—pleasant 
that to one who does nut believe in crema­
tion. I was equal to the occasion. I told 
H. to take the jewel ease, and I seized 
my birds and dog. Couldn’t help laughing 
a t the absurd idea that seized me, that, if 
we did cremate, we would appear before 
St. J*etor with all our household goods. But 
assistance came, and the fire was extin­
guished, and, returning to bed, I slept that 
sleep of peace and innoceuce that comes 
from a matinee and night performance.

I have visited the Chinese quarters, been 
in their eating houses and their opium dens.
I was received with high honors at their 
theatre, and taken behind the scenes. 
What a sight! They had one small depart­
ment to serve as wardrobe room, green 
room and general dressing room. The 
place was crowded with men, no females 
act, you know', the men taking female 
parts. What are dear Mrs. Stan­
ton, Susan and Dickinson, that this ig 
permitted. A number of actors were 
changing their costumes, and the cool in­
difference, not to say gravity, with which 
they stripped themselves to the bare 
brown skin in my presence was startling. I 
had some difficulty in finding a nook 1 
could fix my eyes on without being shocked. 
While 1 stood looking about me, so as to 
avoid male chemise in the abstract, one 
almond-eyed gentleman approached, and, 
smiling, asked :

“ You-ee act eel"
I nodded in the affirmative; whereupon 

he shook his brown little hand from out his 
lung, flowing sleeve, and extended it to me 
with a genuine American grasp. The man­
ager then remarked:

‘‘Ell muebee big act-ee.”
And every actor present, more or less 

dressed, nodded and smiled, and 1 nodded 
and smiled back again.

1 then visited the kitchen, for, mon ami, 
the Chinese actors live in the theatre, at <1 
their sleeping-dens, pah, I sicken as I think 
of them. The leading man receives $<00 
(gold) a year and his rice. Happy thought! 
Why not engage Mr. Hector Buskin for two 
thousand a year and his liquor, or Helen 
Lofty and her boquetsf 

And now, kind heart, adieu. Next week 
I do not act. Only think of it—no dresses, 
no wigs, no rouge, no rehearsals, no fear of 
critios (!), no tear of failure through utter 
prostration. I go to the mud baths of Santa 
Barbara to see if, like Antsus—was that 
his name—I can gather strength from 
touching mother earth. Would I could send 
in my letter some of this sunshine, some of 
this delicious air. But I send kind remem­
brances. with the prayer that they may be 
the same.—Chicago Tribune.

lina amended the charter of Wilming­
ton bo a« to divide the city into three 
wards, each ward to elect three alder­
men, and these aldermen to choose a mayor. 
Two of the wards have in tbe aggregate 550 
voters, 410 of whom are whites and 140 col­
ored. The third ward has 3000 voters, find 
t£250 of these are colored.. This ward sur­
rounds on all sides the other two wards. 
The two white wards with 550 citizens each 
enjoy the privilege ol a voting place, while 
the third ward, and its total of 3000 persons 
entitled to the ballot, embracing a negro 
citizenship of more than two-thirds of tbe 
number, are cramped into four places for 
balloting. By this arrangement 390 white 
voters in the wards where they are in the 
majority can elect the mayor and the city 
government beyond the power of tbe re- 
maininiDg 3140 electors to prevent such an 
outrageous violation of republican ideas.
