The New French Censtitution.

We give below the text of the new French
constitution, adopted KFebruary 26 by the
French Assembly, by a vote of 425 yeas to
254 naye:

Crause 1. The legislative power is ox-
ercised by two assemblies—the Chamber of
Deputics and the Senate. The Chamber of
Deputies is elected by universul suftrage,
under the conditions determined by the
electoral law. The compesitions. made by
nominations and funetions of the Senate,
aro.as follows:
