Curious Tree*.
Just beyond the Darbonne of Calcasieu 

river, in the parish of Calcasieu, is a white 
oak tree, about two and a half feet in diam 
eter. There are no branches lor twenty- 
five or thirty feet up. Abont twelve or 
fifteen feet up a pine limb, or part of a pine 
tree, six or eight inches in diameter, and 
twelve or sixteen feet long, runs at right 
angles through the oentreof the tree, stick­
ing out about the same distance on either 
side. It tapers a little to one end, where 
are two or three knots, giving it the 
appearance of a tree top. The oak, 
where it passes through, is grown 
closely around it. The pine is rich in 
turpentine, and will not decay. There is 
no fork or hollow in the oak; but it has 
the appearance as if a hole had been made 
and the pine stuck through, after which 
the oak closed on it by growth. The ques­
tion is, how did the pine get through the 
oak, or the oak round the pine! In Mallet- 
woods there is another white oak, of con­
siderable size, that divides into two prongs 
abont one and a half feet from the ground, 
which, after running up like a pair of bow 
legs, about fifteen leet, unite in one round 
compact stem. The prongs are about one 
and a half teet in diameter, and where they 
unite above, the tree is larger than either 
of them, but smaller than both together.
A man can walk between the two prongs, 
and the tree stands on a land boundary 
line. Forked trees are very common; but 
the question here is, how did the two 
prongs unite so perfectly into one stem 
above.

The droves of Morocco,
The groves of rose trees and the flower 

faims ol Morocco are said, by a recent trav­
eler, to exceed in extent and value those 
of Damascus, or even those of the valley of 
Mexico. The general climate of the coun­
try is very favorable to this kind of culture. 
Swept alternately bv the breezes of the 
Atlantic and the Mediterranean, and tern 
pered by the snows of the Atlas ranges, tho 
degree of heat in Morocco is much lower 
than in Algeria, while tho soil is exceedingly 
fertile. To the date palm aad to orange 
and lemon trees the climate seems to be 
especially suited, the dates of Tatilat having 
been famous even from Roman times. The 
orange plantations are ot great extent in 
various parts of the country, while olives 
and almonds are also staples exported in 
large quantities. Seeing that this fertile 
land, ly ing within five days' steam of Lon­
don, produces so much vegetable wealth 
under the most barbarous cultivation, it 
appears extraordinary that European enter­
prise dees not in such a climate seek profit­
able employment for its over-abundant 
capital in its application to the develop­
ment of such vast resources, so clotc at 
hand, instead of going to so far a field as 
Australia or America.— The London Garden.
