Murder In Terrebonne.
One of the most brutal and cowardly 

murder* which ho* eVer been chronicled in 
thia quiet parish was perpetrated ou the 
sixteenth instant, on the Houma Branch 
railroad track a few miles from this place.
It appears that two laborers both colored, 
had some altercation about tbo merest 
trifle and, as usual, hard'words were freely 
passed. One ot the men, named Joe Morris, 
after the talk bad evidently been quieted 
and the work resumed, took his spade and 
elylr struck Robert Jones a blow on the 
aknll directly over the left temple. The 
victim sank immediately beneath the blow 
and was only able to articulate tbo words, 
“You oughtn't hit me.”

The blow was given abont 3 P. M„ and 
tbo murdered man lived nntil half-past ten 
that night. The coroner called a jury the 
next next day, and after investigating the 
facts rendered a verdict that Robert Jones 
came to his death from a blow gived with a 
spade in the bands of one man, by name, 
Joe Morris.

Morrie, meantime left these parts and has 
not since been heard from. The blow was 
so severe that the brains of the victim upon 
the least motion would gusli out of the 
nostrils. After the inquest, his body was 
buried by the side of the railroad track.

We learn that the murderer. Joe Morris, 
was recently from New Orleans, where he 
had committed same act tor which he was 
obliged to flee. Whether Morris was liis 
name or only an assumed one we can not 
state. He ie of black complexion, thick 
set, rather low, stontly built and has small 
pox marks on one or Doth cheeks.

The victim, Robert Jones, was a oniet 
inoffensive, hard-working man, about 
twenty-three years of age, and was working 
on the railroad to earn enough to p.tf his 
fare home to Virginia, of which ho was a 
native.—Terrebonne Re}>ublie<in.
