TO the Honorable President and Members of tbe 

Senate:
1 submit for your advice ami consent the 

pardon of Samuel M. Williams, now con- 
lined in the Purish Prison of this city, under 
sentence of imprisonment for life for mur­
der. The circumstances attend ing the com­
mission of the crime of which Williams was 
convicted were of so peculiar a nature as to 
convinoe the executive of the propriety of 
commoting tho sentence of death originally 
passed upon him to one of imprisonment. 
The mother and relatives of tho man whose 
life Williams took have since united in an 
earnest appeal for the unconditional release 
of the condemned man. Petitions to the 
same effect haue been presented to me from 
Governor Ames, of Mississippi, ex-Governor 
Wunnoth, ex-Governor Ilahn, a large num­
ber oi clergymen and church members, 
most of the State and federal officers aud 
several thousand citizens of New Orleans.

Though fully impressed with the necessity 
of a very sparing exercise of the pardoning 
power, especially in cases of capital convio- 
lion, I deem the representations made in 
this case, taken in connection, w ith the 
feeble condition of the prisoner's health, so 
weighty that I feel justified in submitting 
for your action the pardon of Samuel M. 
Williams.

The Grand Duchess Maiie of Russia has 
recently made a marvelous purchase in tho 
shape of a bedroom garniture of point 
d’Alencon lace, wbieh was originally man- 
Vfactured for Mario Antoinette. The ap­
proach of the revolution prevented the un­
fortunate Queen from becoming its possess­
or. It was afterward bought by Napoleon I. 
as a bridal present for Marie Louise and was 
again sold after the Hundred Days. After 
mapy vicissitudes this regal piece of finery 
has at last found its way into royal hands 
once more. It comprises a set of curtains, 
a counterpane, and six pillow-covers. The 
lace is as fine as the finest flounces over 
worn by a royal bride, and the pattern rep­
resents baskets, wreaths and clusters of 
roses and lilies in high relief in the delicate 
net which forms the background of that 
most splendid of all modern lace, the 
point d'Alencon. The price paid for 
this marvelous garniture was only 
25,000 francs ($5000). It has never been 
used, none of its possessors since the 
•lays of Marie Louise having ventured to 
display such a pitceof royal extravagance, 
therefore it may be considered as a great 
bargain for its new purchaser. It was 
suggested that it might one day return to 
France in the possession of a new Empress, 
the Grand Duchess Marie being tho lady 
to whose daughter it was recently reported 
that the Prince Imperial was to be be­
trothed. But the Grand Duchess unfor­
tunately has no daughter, which i3 a slight 
impediment to the projected union.”
