bill, with certain amendments not speci­
fied .on the journal, in committee of the 
whole. This bill, so amended, was com­
municated to the Senate.

2. House bill No. 175 was referred to 
the Senate Committee on Finance, which 
reported it back with a schedule of amend­
ments. The Senate adopted these amend­
ments and passed the bill. The House 
refused to concur in these amendments, 
and appointed a committee of conference 
with the Senate. This joint committee 
reported back, each to its own house, 
certain amendments to the bill, which 
were adopted by each bouse. To ascer­
tain the authentic text of the appropria­
tion act it is only necessary to take the 
bill as it passed the House and apply to 
that bill the amendments reported by the 
joint committee of conference.

We are aware it is said the Senate 
claims that all of its amendments from 
which the committee did not recede 
were adopted. We can not view the 
question in that light. The House chair­
man reports a schedule of specific amend­
ments. This is adopted by the House. The 
Senate in like manner adopts the same 
report. This schedule of amendments 
upon the bill as passed by the House 
would seem to be the true text.

This question, however, was of conse­
quence only to the presiding officers of 
the two houses, and to the executive, 
their official signatures beiDg indispensa­
ble to the legality of any act.

The true point of interest is now 
whether and in what manner the act which 
received these signature has been 
changed from the text accepted by these 
officers. The inquiry again subdivides 
itself as to the authority of any officer to 
vary the expressed will of the people. We 
are concerned to see any officer of the 
State claiming that the act providing to 
meet the obligations of the State or any 
items thereof should not be promulgated 
because it contains items in his opinion 
“unconstitutional,” because they are not 
in his opinion “necessary to carry on the 
State government,” or because on the 
same authority they are “donations otit- 
right. ”• Whatever respect we may accord to 
the outside opinion of any one,we can not 
consent that they shall be regarded as of 
superior authority to the Legislature.

IS IT A COMPROMISE OS A CAPITULA­
TION?

ihe Bulletin having maturely consid­
ered the situation has come to the con 
elusion that it will permit members of 
the caucus to go into the Legislature. 
They will be, therefore, furnished with 
6uch a document as enables a Shreve­
port darkey to go about without danger 
from the members of the White League 
It will be simply “pass the bearer,” with 
the rubric of some chief of sections, and 
the memorable sealot the skull and cross- 
bones thereto attached.

The object of the anti-compromisers is 
very obvious. It is to occupy a position 
which may enable them to make further 
trouble.

It has begun 
by assuming that there is to be an imme­
diate reorganization of the House, wliie 
will admit the election of opposition 
officers and the appointmeut of commit­
tees. It is to be apprehended the Pica 
yune Will assume that this was a term of 
the compromise, and by insisting confi 
dently on this theory the whole opposi 
ticn may take it np and endeavor to 
persuade his excellency the Governor 
that he is bound to state this condition 
in a special message. We have 
heretofore explained that the object 
of the special session is the enactment of 
certain measures of reform. The opposi­
tion have always held out the idea that 
this was the only political object they had 
in this life, but if those who protested 
against the compromise as illegal can 
swallow their owif protest and come into 
a House which they have denounced 
illegal, the inference is unavoidable that 
they do so to overthrow the organization, 
seize on the House government, proceed 
to the execution Of their partisan vcd- 
detta, and so involve New Orleans in pro­
longed troubles.

It is very important that this cup shall 
pass, or be postponed as long as possible.

From what can the committees .of con­
ference derive authority to touch the bill 
which may have been communicated by 
the Legislature to the Governor ? A com­
mittee -of conference is a special agency 
to adjust a difference between two de­
liberative bodies. It is composed by each 
of the bodies conferring from its own 
members. Separate, neither of those 
committees can act on the subject re­
ferred to them. The special service per- 
formed, the joint committee is dis­
solved by each body and its members 
functus officio. It can have no power or 
pretense to manipulate the very act which 
has superseded its own brief authority. | 
Upon what reading of parliamentary law 
from Coke to Cushing they could imagine 
themselves authorized to cut an appropri­
ation up or dowD we can not conceive. 
We hope they have not done so. Hut the 
subject grows still more mysterious under 
the torchlight of the Auditor.

The bill as it came from the Legislature 
was sent to the executive with a verbal 
statement “that the appropriations which 
it contained were in excess of the rev­
enues.” From whom and by whom was 
this message sent. Who had this anther- 
ity of verbal injunction upon the solemn 
act of the law? We deal with anonymous 
agencies, blit in the same interview we 
find a sentence pregnant with significance:'

After the adjournment of the Legislature 
they (meaning the .Senate and Hoase par­
ties who werelooking after the matter) of­
fered to the chief clerk of the Auditor's 
office to put that particular appropriation, 
making him an allowance, in the bill.

Who are the “parties” who look after 
the legislation of this State while it is 
passing from one constitutional depart­
ment of the government, and is awaiting 
the action of another? Who are “the 
parties” who can put into a bill awaiting 
execulivo signature an item of appro­
priation which teas "net in the Mi either 
as i! passed Hi Senate or House.” It was 
not even in the bill as received from the 
executive or as returned by the Auditor.
If, then, this item be in the bill as pro­
mulgated, the inference is inevitable 
that “the Senate and House parties,” 
who were looking after the matter, as 
they offered to put iu this appropriation, 
did so.

The great moral of this subject is that 
no officer or other person has any right- 
to tamper with the acts of the Legisla­
ture. “As the tree falls, so must it lie.” 
This poiut of officie.1 jurisdiction must be 
settled beyond question. If there be, 
then, a ring of blackmailers who inter­
cept bills oi} their passage between the 
legislative halls and the executive office 
and retail variations in the text to insert 
the wants of the lobby, the people will 
wish to know who they are. The "Repub­
lican party will never tolerate such'a sys­
tem, it it exists a system w-hich realizes 
wealth for the ring, and leaves the Repub­
lican party and press to bear the odium 
reeking from deeds of iniquity, perpe­
trated, it may be, in great part, by its 
political opponents.

We do not doubt the executive and the 
Auditor can readily prove that they have

sores of public disorder. It certainly will 
not be wise for the business people of 
New Orleans to irritate those chronic 
sores anew.

We refrain from saying more until the 
arrival of the gentlemen from New York, 
woo will open the seals of compromise. 
This was the cause of the split between 
the Ditchers and the Conservatives. The 
one demanded the reinstatement of Air. 
Wiltz, the other a session of reform under 
the then existing organization.,

We can well see 
that when the Conservatives shall tell the 
Democrats “You find that we have re­
instated you in position to do all that you 
could have done had you held the House 
yourselves,” then the reunion between 
these wings will be for a few moments 
complete, and only to be broken by a 
casual dispute about dividing the spoils 
which have been thus jointly conquered.

Until the official promulgation of the 
compromise we shall be silent. If that 
document shad secure a “limitation” of 
the legislative action to the schedule of 
subjects stated in the proclamation, or to 
such measures as both parties shall agree 
upon, our object of reform and order will 
be attained. If, however, we find even 
the Picay me creeping from its own posi 
tion, to get within range, as soon as the 
truce shall terminate, we shall deny that 
tue reorganization is either a term or an 
agreed consequence of the compromise, 
and advise our friends to stand to their 
arms until they shall know whether they 
are to sign a compromise or a capitulation.

politics to heed the warning voice given, 
They thought the possession of the rod 
of empire in a declining State and 
city of more importance than a resuscita­
tion of trade, the industrial pursuits and 
honest enterprise, and have been rigidly 
pursuing that thought, while the citizens 
of St. Louis and other cities of th^ great 
West, engaged in more profitable pur­
suits, have been building railroads into 
Texas as a means of increasing their 
wealth. Nor have the businen, 
men ol Texas been blind to the examples 
thus set them. They have seen the faults 
of the business men of New Orleans; their 
lack of enterprise in matters appertaining 
to business, caused possibly from an over­
weening desire to rule in matters of state 
rather than in matters of business 
and in contrasting their conduct with 
the wise course pursued by the busi­
ness men of the West have come 
to the conclusion to attend strictly to 
business, while, at the same time, en- 
joying all the political rights that are pos­
sessed by other citizens. In this mood 
the business men of Texas have not 
neglected railroad enterprises that were 
necessary to aid :n the growth of business, 
Railroads are stretching out from Houston 
in various directions. A railroad to Austin 
has been in active operation for over a 
year. There will soon be railroad com­
munication between Houston and San An- 
tomo. There is already a railroad to the 
Brazos from Houston, and one from 
Houston to Galveston. If we mistake not, 
there are already six railroads leading 
into Houston. This certainly looks like 
business. And yet the business men of 
Houston are not content. They are 
stretching forth their arms for more busi­
ness. According to a correspondent who 
has recently written to the Times of this 
city, they are determined to have railroad 
connection with New Orleans. They 
have recently had a bill passed through 
the Legislature of that State which pro­
vides for the speedy regrading and bridg­
ing of the railroad from Houston to the 
Sabine. This work is to be completed by 
the first of May, 1870, and the road is to 
be in running order by the first of De 
cember, .-I81G. The correspondent in 
question says the people of Houston are 
determined to have a railroad from that 
city to the Louisiana line. Now, if the 
people of New Orleans, who are no less 
interested in railroad connection with 
Houston, werejustas determined, itisvery 
evident that it would not be a great while 
ere that connection would be completed. 
This is a matter well worthy of the serious 
consideration of our property holders and 
business men generally, for with the es­
tablishment of an early railroad connec­
tion with Texas must come at no distant 
(Lay an increase of trade, and with it a 
corresponding increase in the value of 
property.
