THE 8PEAKEB AND HI8 RECORD.
We are indebted to the French language 

for a new and expressive word. The 
term "transfugee” seems to signify one 
who runs across from one place or party 
to another without having a fixed domicile 
jn any. Such is what the Btc thinks 
Speaker Estiiette. it says he was “one of 
the eight transfugccs of the Legislature of 
McEnery, who, in the session of 187', 
went to join the j  s> mo J.ej': l>'J. .re he- 
iogirte” in - onsequen- e of the imputed 
influence of Senator Anderson to whom 
the Lee applies some bad names—Mr. 
Estiiette was eh cted to the Legislature 
by the * onservatives ami Republicans as 
against a White League competitor, or 
perhaps without any opposition. This is 
a second case of transfugery, and is, ac­
cording to the Bee, a political immorality 
which virtually leads to the commission of 
the crime of compromise. It is this habit 
of transfusing, which, beginning as with 
boys with staying out at nights, and 
reeping in at the window after every­

body has gone to sleep, creates a hardened 
indifference to family sentiment, which 
may lead in after life into tho Penitenti­
ary, or some legislative body, ns fate may 
determine.

Then the Lee pursues this transfngee 
into the House of Representatives of 1875, 
where be voted for tho resolution never 
to return to the Legi-lature except with 
Mr. Wiltz as Speaker, and the House as 
it was adjourned on the fourth of Janu­
ary.

Estiiette did nothing more than Mr. Ex- 
Mavor Wiltz himself did. It can not 
have been forgotten that the prot -st of 
Mr. Wiltz and about twenty-seven others 
was appended as a part of the com­
promise, and if these gentlemen 
found themselves afterward sitting in the 
Legislature under a compromise which 
th y denounced as illegal on principle, 

only see one way in which the de- 
nuu-iation of M e Estiiette for having 
don-.' the same thing can be justified. 
That way is, that there is a body of gen­

The tide of public opinion wafts retire 

sentative men just as the ebb and flow 
ol tho tide will bear lighter objects 
and fro, according to its fluctuations.

To fill out with 
and abu* -he popular current because 
goes counter to the wishes of him to 
whom it has given political action woul 
be no more sensible than it was in King 
Canute to belabor the North Sea, 
Xerxes to cast fetter- into the Hellespont 
wo believe it wa-.

Mr. Wiltz was borne by a tide of in 
tolerance into a conspicuous position. 
He was chosen a- Mayor. He was sub 
seouently and by the same sentiment 
proposed for Speaker of the House. He 
now denounces public opinion because it 
has receded to a more lational view 
Public sentiment is like the element to 
which we have compared it, and the 
depth of the trough is exactly in propor 
tion to the height of the wave. This is 
alike a law of ethics as of physics, and 
Mr. \\ iltz need not rave because the wave 
which bore him to office ha« subsided to 
a comparative calm.

Mr. Wiltz complains of those friends 
who deemed him fit for place at one time, 
but who do not consider him an appro­
priate officer at another The people have 
done precisely the same thing. Clay 
Douglas, < ’alhoun and Webster complain 
ed of just such treatment, end some 
of them reproached their friends as bit 
teriv for not doing the impossible as Mr 
Wiltz can possibly dc. Mr. Wiltz next 
charges that his defeat was accomplished 
by Governor Kellogg, General Sheridan 

1 the Republican party. We infer that 
he means that Governor Kellogg con­
trolled ‘ the lower bran L of the Legisla­
ture by personal influence with the mem­
bers, brought to bear on the floor of the 
House.”

This is mi indirect imputation upon'the 
political associates of Mr. Wiltz, because 
this personal influence, if exercised with 
the Republicans, could not have affected 
the right of Mr. Wiltz to the vote of Lis 
own party. We have seen no other inti­
mation that tho Governor employed any 
personal influence to change a Democratic 
or Conservative vote. We can very well 
understand why Governor Kellogg may 
have desired a compromise Speaker, lie 
has been pnrvued for more than two years 
by the most unrelenting endeavor to 
scandalize and annul his official authority, 
aud to drive him tc resignation. He 
withes a peaceful and permanent asser­
tion of his right. For this he advocated 
tbs compromise, and by the election 
of a Conservative .Speaker he has 
secured such recognition. What would 
Governor Kellogg have had to expect from 
Speaker Wiltz? Nothing but a renewed 
and a formidable endeavor to annul bis 
commission. Mr. Wiltz. can not have for­
gotten that on the fifteenth of September 
last he, as Mayor, published a proclama­
tion in which he said:

After enduring for nearly two years the 
control ot usurpers. their acts of tyranny 
have at length called lor resistance.

Governor Kellogg and the other State 
authorities having been driven by force 
from their duties, were denounced as 
usurpers, and proclaimed guilty of 
tyranny. Y.e < o not think Governor 
Kellogg is a vindictive man, nor 
do we suppose ho would visit 
upon Mr. A/iltz any injustice; but. as Mr. 
Wiltz lias reiterated the same opinion of 
the illegality of the State government, in 
ids protest against the compromise, it 
was scarcely io be expected that Governor 
Kellogg would wish, or indeed refrain 
from opposing tho appointment of .Mr. 
Wiltz to a position in which he could 
ren \y the expressions an 1 acts which he 
La.-, never disavowed or recanted. It is 
not usually the case, that when one 
man denounces another, and puts a 
pistol in his pantaloons to kill him, 
that the party in peril will afford a posi 
tion or provocation to his < nemy to 
carry out his purpose.

1 he popular 
tide his washed Mr. Will, up to high 
water mark and floated him back again to 
very low water mark. It may wear him 
politically cut by this process. He should 
not complain. It is r. way th- political 
waters have with them. Governor 
EmIWJJ®*-]!' itlier raised these waters 
nor did he cause them to abate. 
General 8'heridan aud Marshal Packard 
are equally innocent of these tidal 
movements. How could either of these 
last named officers have influenced the 
friends of Mr. Wiltz to desert him? It 
would he attributing to those friends a 
retractal of abuse of which we do not 
believe them capable, because we credit 
them w.th the merit of entire sincerity.

Mr. Wiltz will perhaps retire, like 
Aehillcs, to his tent. The refusal of a fair 
capture, or of a high grad-' of political

promotion, would alike disappoint and 
enrage an ambitious leader. We may 
expect Mr. Wiltz to be too much exas­
perated to resume his accorded rank 
at present, but we may suppose 
that when the White Leaguers
shall be in straits, and driven
to their ships by the Republican Trojans, 
a deputation will wait in line and make 
such appeals to the politician and his 
pride that Mr. Wiltz will once more- array 
himself in armor, don Lis helmet, draw his 
t-rrible sword, present his impregnable 
buckler, and stride into the front and fierc­
est of the figh:. We expect to demolish 
Mr. Wiltz many time . and will always find 
it the more easy to do so if Le shall permit 
himself to occupy positions which separate 
him from the popular support which can 
alone sustain any sti.'esman.

A M0EE CEGERFUL PROSPECT.
There was an unmistakable improve­

ment in public feeling manifested yester­
day. Tho election cf Mr. Estiiette by 
the combined Liberal and Republican 
vote showed that the representatives of a 
majority of the people the voters 
ready to harmonize for the public good. 
In this connection it is but just to remark 
that the rejoicing was not confined to the 
Republican side. The Conservatives, es­
pecially those known as Liberals, were 
quite as much elated, and justly .so-

General Beckwith is a native ol Ver­
mont. He graduated from the Military 
Academy at West Point in 1850, and as 
second lieutenant was attached to the 
First Artillery, and first saw service in 
Florida in a campaign against the Semi­
nole Indians. The outbreak ol the war 
against rebellion found him on duty as 
chief depot commissary at Washington, 
aud he was appointed captain in the 
subsistence department May 10, 18c,1, and 
in September of the same year was made 
a major.

In January, 1862, General Beckwith 
was appointed colonel in the staff' de­
partment of the army under the act pro­
viding for additional aids-de-camp. In 
1864 he became chief commissary of the 
military division ol Mississippi, and 
on the staff of General William T.
Sherman engaged in the campaign 
to Atlanta, Savannah and in the Karo­
linas. Much of the success of the 
famous march to the sea depended upon 
his co-operation with the commanding 
general, for the art of feeding an army is 
as great as that of handling it in battle.
The soldier can not long keep his cour­
age up on an empty stomach. A man’s 
patriotism is apt to grow thin, with his 
haversack in the same condition. We 
have seen how General Beckwith did his 
duty upon the most trying occasions. His 
hard tack aided the tact of General 
Sherman, and he received unqualified 
praise from that officer, and for meri­
torious services in the field he was ap­
pointed Major General by brevet.
