SCHOOL BOARD.

The Board of School Directors held an
adjourned meeting Jast evening. Present,
Hon. . C. Dibble, president: Saperintend-
ent Boothby, and of the old board Messrs.
Billings, Carey, lograham, Longatreet,
MeCarthy, Shaw and Tracy.

The president stated there was not a quo-
rum, but suficient to admit members, and
presented a communiestion from the Ntate
Board of Elucation.

It gave the ivllewing changes in the
board: Hon, I%. L. Lynch, in place o1 (. H.
Thompson, term wxpired: Alfred Bonrges,
vice 8. C. Russoll, resigoed; J. C. Hartzel,
vice W. ti. McCounell, term expired; J. A,

Masicot, viee J. 8. Clarke, resigoea: T. B,
Stamps, reappointed.
Another communication, already pube-

lisbed in the Reruntican, relative to reduc-
tion of expenses in the schools of this dis-
triet, was read.

Mr. lograhamn woved that the matter be
referred to & special committes of five.

[ Mr. Billings ir the chair |

Judge Dilblo said Le bad been thinking
of the absolute necessity of reducing the
expenses at least thirty-three per cent. At
the present rate of receipts and expena:.
tures $100,000 would be inarrears. Five
wonths were behindhand o 1871, and two
in 1505, The expensea were less than aver
before, and the ratio per bead was not
greater than in any other city in the cunn-
try. Before the adoption of the present
system the amount appropriated by the
city wus §150,00v more than 18 at preaent
realizad. While tiere was no just eanse of
complaint, yet something must bs dous to
reduce expenses within reoeipts. The sys-
tem was to expend all the tax and theo run
iondebt. The remedy was to termina te all
contracts with teacbera July 1. Two hun.
dred and 1ifty thoosand dollars is ull that
can be realized; $!30,000 is the expense.
To terminate contracta for three months,
and repew them on the reopening of the
schoole, wonld save nearly $90.000. The®
salaries are not Ligh, and the diticulties of
reducing them almost insuperable. Their
number it is almost impossible to reduce,
The suggestion of termination of contruots
wus the only one the judge deemed prac-
ticable.

Mr. Pinchback considered the proper way
to bs to stop the pay duriog the vacation,
a8 this, he thought, was the only city whicn
paid daring that time. Hedid not eonsider
it necersary to refer the matter 1o & com-
wittee, but wan'ed to settle it then. It was
in the interest of the teachers ensbling
the board to pay them in cash for the
actual! months, instead of serip at eighteen
cents, which the Ntate Lad to pay deollar for
dollar for, and save the State 00,000, e
offerad & series of resolutions, whick were
then discussed.

Mr, lograhamw witbdrew his motion

Mr. Shaw stated the causo of loss of reve-
nue was redaction of assessment wod failure
of collection. Tais measure did not meet
the neces~ity, hat was more like discharging
a laborer Saturday night to save Lis Sunday
pay.  Vacations were notan act of grace to
the teachers auy more than Saturdays zod
Sundays. The salaries were annual and
only divided monthly for convenience. The
board was deticient £75000. To meet this
there oughit to be some otber way thav &«
reduction of sularies.  11a thousit the way
wua L0 examing the budget of expenses,
reduce it to the lowest point and divide the
balaues among the teachers, The reducton
of teachers is pot the remedy, for the num-
berisnot too large. Dividing all it gets

My attention Las been called o 8 proposed
enactment for the con ation of the pres-
ent General Assembiy of Lonisiana for the
protection of wild game in this State, and
the ouly wonder ia wy mind is that suck a
law bas not found itA way to our statute
books loug ere this, ‘Lhe importance of the
#120ject, the preservation of wild guwe, cun
scaroely be overrated aud is fully evidereed
by the j=eious carve muanifested by the lawas
and customis of the hali civilized and even
barbarous people from time immemorial,

I1in the earlier ages of the world, when
wankind woere “few und far betseen,” when
the primeval forests atiorded an ample
range sud almost impenetrabls shicid to
“the wild beasts, towls of the air and creep-
ing things atter their owa kind,” it was
deemed necessary and politic to moke soma
provision against their wanton and unneces-
sary destruetion, mueh wors neccssary is
it to institute needed protection 2 gainst im-
