Colonel E. D. Frost, general manager, 
and S. E. Carey, general passenger agent 
of the New Orleans, St. Louis and Chicago 
railroad, now come to the front and an­
nounce that by starting oyer their line 
passengers can be carried to New York 
from this city for $35, and that the fare to 
Philadelphia, Washington, Chicago, St. 
Louis, and other important points, will be 
at correspondingly low rates. The travel­
ing public can scarcely ask for more reason­
able terms; and the reduction comes at a 
time when cheap fare is best appreciated—a 
time of the year when many of our people 
desire Ho go North for a change of climate, 
and have not too much money to go with.

Senate.
Tue Senate met yesterday aad imme­

diately went into executive session, which 
lasted until one o’cleck.

After the executive session the roll was 
called and twenty-nine Senators were an 
nouneed as present.

A communication from the executive was 
received and read, urging immediate and 
favorable consideration of certain meas 
ures for the relief of tbe city of New 
Orleans.

Messrs. Lowell, Beasley and Elliott, a com. 
rnittee from the House, appeared before the 
bar of the Senate and informed that body 
of the action of the House ia impeaehin 
State Auditor Clinton.

The report of the special committee ap’ 
pointed to investigate the affairs of the 
office of the State Auditor of Public Ac 
counts came up as the special order of the 
day.

Senator Wharton moved the adoption 
the report.

Senator Ogden said he found on his desk 
the report of the committee appointed to 
examine the books and accounts of the State 
Auditor, lie said he regarded it os a very 
thorough and searching document: one that 
had been made by a responsible committee 
of tbe Senate with reference to the financial 
afiairs cf the State. He found that this 
report was accompanied by documents, and 
was compelled to assume that so far as 
the report extendc, the statements made in 
it were uncontradicted. Therefore, he said 
he should be compelled, with regret, to vote 
for the adoption of it. The members who 
compose the committee, he thought, de 
served the highest compliment for the man 
ner in which they have pursued their inves­
tigations, and for the spirit of independence 
which they have displayed in bringing to 
light the acts of mal-administration on the 
part ot one of the highest officials' in the 
State.

Senator Burch expressed himself opposed 
to the adoption of the report at this time 
because, in his opinion, it would be pre­
judging the case, and that, he said, is con­
trary to all law and usage. The guilt or 
innocence of the person accused will be 
ascertained upon the trial of tho case. 
The Senator said he ahonld vote against 
the adoption ot the report of the committee 
at this time—not because he believed tbe 
report to be untrue, but simply for the 
reasons lie had already stated. He be 
lieved that il the Senate now adopted the 
report it would be tantamount to declaring 
the person accused guilty, and that he 
was opposed to, especially as the 
Senate will, sitting in its capacity as a high 
court of impeachment, have to try tbe case. 
Tbe Senator further said that if this report 
should be adopted it would be declarin 
tbe gentleman guilty, no matter how much 
evidence he might bring to prove his inno 
ceuce. He thought it would be time 
enough to take action when this ease is 
brought before the Senate sitting 
high court ot impeachment. The Senator 
thought no argument could be produced to 
satisfy him to the contrary, and said he 
would never consent to become a party to 
the prejudgmect ot any man. He de­
sired to be placed on record, not 

one willing to have this matter 
put off indefinitely, hut as one willing at 
the proper time and place to enter fully 
into its merits. He could not, therefore, 
vote to adopt the report at this time, and 
preferred that it be laid upon the table, 
subject to call. He did not intend to make 
the motion, but preferred that it should bo 
done.

Senator Young moved that the report be 
reoeived, and called the previous question 
on his motion.

Senator Wharton said be would vote for 
the adoption of the report at this time 
He thought the further postponement of it 
would certainly show a want of confidonce 
in the committee, and viewing the matter 
in the light- of justice be did not think the 
adoption of the report at this time would be 
prejudging the ease, for he could safely say 
tbe statements embodied in the report 
would be inlly substantiated at the proper 
tinfe. He tbonght the report should be 
adopted in vindication of tbe action of the 
committee. He would therefore vote to 
adopt the report.

Senator White said he would vote against 
the adoption of the report, because be un 
derstood it was to be made the basis of ar­
ticles of impeachment to be drawn up in the 
Honse, and in that case tbe Senate would 
have to try the cause; and lie, as a member 
of that body, therefore could not vote to 
adopt the report.

Senator Robertson said he would vote for 
the adoption of the report, and in so doing 
he did not think he was prejudging the 
case.

Senator Blackburn declared be would 
vote against the adoption of the report at 
this time, for the reason that it was only 
partially read yesterday, and he had not 
had time to examine it as thoroughly as he 
ahonld like to ido. He wonld say nothing 
as to the justice or injustice of the state­
ments contained in the report, bat felt him­
self compelled to' vote against the adoption 
of the report.

Senator Allam said he would vote against 
the adoption of the report, because he had 
not read it, and had only heard a part of it 
read. He fully concurred with the Senator 
from East Baton Rouge in the opinion that, 
by adopting the report at this time, it 
would be prejudging the guilt of the person 
accused. He would, therefore, vote against 
the adoption of the report.

Senator Brewster said he wonld vote for 
the adoption of the report because he con­
sidered it his duty to do so. He did not 
consider that in doing this he was working 
an injustice to Mr. Clinton. The adoption 
of the report did not, in his estimation, 
necessarily imply what tbe final action of 
the Senate would be in regard to it.

Senator Sypher said he would vote 
against the adoption of the report, yet he 
honored the condnct of the committee and 
thought they deserved credit for their labor. 
He wanted to vote intelligently, and as he 
had not yet heard the report read, or read 
it himself, he must vote against the adoption 
of the report.

A vote was then taken and the report was 
adopted by twenty yeas to fourteen nays.

A communication from the Honse in­
formed the Senate that the reorganization 
of the Honse had been effected by the elec­
tion of new officers.

Senator Anderson, from the Judiciary 
Committee, reported unfavorably on tho 
bill giving tho Fourth, Fifth and Sixth

District Courts of the parish of Orleans 
conearrent jur sdiction with the Superior 
District Court of the same parish, A 
minority report was also submitted, signed 
by Mr. Ogden, favoring the passage of tire 
bill.

An aot to relieve delinquent taxpayers in 
certain cases in the overflowed districts of 
the State was called up,- amended and 
finally passed tbe Senate.

The bill as originally introduced was in­
tended to relieve only sneh taxpayers as 
had suffered by the overflow of last year; 
but as amended, if it becomes a law, it will 
relieve all taxpayers that are subjected to 
penalties ahd other costs for non-pa j meat 
of taxes, provided said delinquent taxpay­
ers pay their taxes by the first of next 
November.

A concurrent resolution received from 
the House suspending Charles Clinton, 
State Auditor of Public Accounts, was 
ordered to be read. While it was under 
consideration the Senate adjourned.

H onse o f  R epresentatives.'
As soon B3 the roil was called and tbe 

journals dispose of, Mr. Lowell called up 
the report of the previous day relative to 
the accounts of the Auditor and Treasurer. 
He accepted the amendment of Mr. Kidd 
that the resolution should be directed only 
against the Auditor, and addressed the 
House.

Mr. Lowell—Once again, Mr. Speaker, the 
Republican party of Louisiana is called 
npon in the discharge of its important 
duties, to ask for tho impeachment of one 
of its own leaders, a Republican official 
high in office, of high crimes and misde­
meanors. In the examination of the ac­
counts of the Auditor’s office, in obedience 
to the command ot this House at its regular 
session, your committee felt called upon to 
do its whole duty in the examination of the 
accounts. I believe we have performed that 
duty fully and fairly. The results of 
that examination force us to offer 
the resolution of’impeachment which has 
already been read to tbe House. They are 
articles of impeachment by a committee of 
the Republican party against one of its own 
officers, It is a serious thing to prefer 
charges against a man which, if proved, 
would almost destroy his citizenship. But 
after having thoroughly examined the books 
of this officet, after tbe most searching iu. 
vestigation by competent experts during a 
period ot three months, and with every dis­
position to make a report favorable to the 
Auditor, we are compelled to do so.

Mr. Clinton oasts a reflection upon the 
committee and upon the Honse by statiDg 
in a  letter which appears in the morning 
journals that the committee’s experts were 
incompetent. The fact is that those experts 
have been book-kepers all their lives, and 
one of them is now engaged in business' 
here, and might probably be selected by 
the Cotton or Merchants' Exchange as an 
expert if, as Mr. Clinton suggested, the 
appointment of such should be left to them.

Mr. Pierson—I second the motion. It is 
high time the matter of the Auditor's ac­
counts was looked into. The investigation 
shows in this report that which ought to 
make every Republican blush for his party.
I hope the motion tor impeachment will be 
carried.

Mr. Sarlain championed the Auditor on 
the ground that he having asked for a com­
mittee w*as entitled to it and referred to 
that portion of the Auditor’s letter that 
stated the investigation had been made by 
personal and political enein ies.

Mr. Lowell indignantly denied that any 
member of the committee had been actuated 
by any motive except the desire to do right, 
and denounced in emphatic language the 
charge of personal bias.

The import was accepted, the resolution of 
impeachment, and a concurrent resolution 
of suspension from offioe, passed by a vote 
oi more than three to one.

From this time until its adjournment the 
House was occupied entirely in the business 
of getting through the forms of preliminary 
passage of bills, and the only interruption 
was on a private bill of Mr. Guichard.

Mr. Hahn said there bad been too much 
of this. It was needless and expensive. 
People came here to have acts passed which 
would be just as effective If passed before 
a notary public. Only last session an act 
had been passed which was merely a dupli­
cate of the act previously passed before a no­
tary. These acts cost the State largely in 
publication. Minors ask the State to emanci­
pate them when they could gj before the 
court with less trouble; This kind of legis­
lation should be discouraged.

Mr. Young said he concurred in these re­
marks, and gave notice that from this time 
he would oppose any such private bill, but 
as it had been the custom he would vote 
for the one under discussion.

Mr. Guichard thanked the member from 
Claiborne, but thought opposition cume 
with bad grace from other members who 
were in the House to-day when a similar 
bill had passed. This bill had been handed 
him by one of the members just expelled, 
and though requested to attend to its 
passage, he would not have done so if an­
other had not passed. He did not believe 
in such legislation any more than any one 
else, but he asked that the bill should be 
passed iu courtesy to the late member. 
The bill passed.

Just before adjournment Mr. Hill asked 
permission te make a personal explanation.

Mr. Hill said that the call of the previous 
question had prevented his saying anything 
on tbe expulsion of the four Republican 
members. He believed the extra session 
had been called to consider the adjustment 
and promote harmony and peace. As a 
member of the Committee on Elections and 
Qualifications he had been governed by the 
award, and had received the written pledge 
of Democrats that the House should not be 
disturbed. It was with this understanding 
he signed the report in favsr of seating the 
seven Democrats named in the award.

Several important bills and resolutions 
went over to to day, and the House ad­
journed.

A R em arkable Crime.
A curious and thus faflfinexplicable cafe, 

which may have a fatal termination, occur­
red yesterday afternoon in a house <>n 
Pennsylvania avenue. Tbe facts as given 
below, while they show conclusively that, 
an outrageous crime was perpetrated, fail 
to give .any real or imaginary cause tor n. 
and in the event of the death of the injured 
man, his plaib statement on the one side 
and the equally plain denial of the man he 
accnses, will combine to make this ease one 
celebrated in criminal annals. As is well 
known by frequenters of Pennsylvania 
avenue, tbe building on that street, near 
Seventh, formerly occupied by Lockwood, 
Hufty Sc Taylor, is uow undergoing exten­
sive repairs, 'the plasterers being engaged 
at their work in the second story. Yester­
day afternoon, about half-past four o'clock, 
tbe workmen were surprised and horrified by 
the entrance of a man whose head and 
face were oovered with blood, and who 
asked in a weak voice for a glass of 
water. Tbe water was handed to him, and 
in response to the anxious inquiries of 
the men, he' informed them that ho bad 
been assaulted and brutually beaten in tbe 
building. A glance satisfied' them that his 
wounds were serious, and one of the num­
ber was immediately dispatched for an 
officer, and in response Officers Daily and 
Laortpn were soon on the spot. The first 
moire was to secure the attendance of 
physician, which was done by calling in Dr. 
Cornelius Boyle, who dressed the wounds 
eight, iu number, in various portions of the 
head, several of them being of a very serf 
ous nature. Mr. Lawton was left in charge 
ot the wounded man, and Mr. Daily pro 
ceeded to headquarters and reported the 
fact. Detective McDevitt, who was on 
duly at the time, accompanied Mr. Daily to 
the building, and as soon as tbe doctor had 
finished dressing tbe wounds he inquired of 

' the wpunded man who he was. In reply 
be stated that his name was General Sut 

' ton. He was then asked who had beaten 
him, and he replied that he would tell all 
about it when he got a little stronger. 
Fearing that he would get weaker instead 
of stronger, the detective pressed him to 
tell, and he finally said that be had been 
assaulted by General Ross.

Leaving him in charge of Officer Lawton, 
the detective, in company with Offioer 
Daily, Btartleld in search of Ross. This 
part of the job was an easy one, for it was 
soon ascertained that Ross boarded in the 
Metropolitan, and- the number of his room 
being ascertained, the two officici&l soon 
knocked at the door. There was no an 
ewer to the rap, and it was repeated, when 
the door was opened by General Russ, the 
gentleman they were looking for. As they 
stepped into the room it was noticed that 
the General had just completed clotbing 
himself in clean garments, ahd the practiced 
eyes also discovered that there was a cut on 
one of the fingers of the right hand, which 
had but recently been wrapped with 
clean linen cloth. On a table was lying 
cigar case and some papers, which, on 
huiried examination, proved to be stained 
with blood. The object of their visit was 
made known by the officers, at which the 
General expressed great surprise, and on 
hearing the full statement ot the case as 
related to him and the condition of the 
wounded man, Mrs. Ross swooned away. 
After she had been returned to conscious 
neaa, the General was informed that be 
would have to accompany the officers to 
headquarters under arrest, which he did 

In the meantime Mr. Sutton had recov­
ered sufficiently to betaken to headquarters 
also, and while there he made a statement 
of the ease in thepreseneeof Superintendent 
Richards, Chief Detective Ciarvoe, Detec 
tive McDevitt and many others.

Sutton's statement was substantially as 
follows: He said that he and tbe accused 
were the best of friends, and had been for 
more than thirty years, they having served 
together in the Mexican war. Recently 
Ross had fitted up and opened the Metro­
politan billiard room, and he (Sutton) had 
invested in it, as partner, the sum -of $2000 
in cash. Yesterday afternoon they had 
played a friendly game of billiards, and 
about three o'clock Roes asked him to { 
with him and look at the rooms in the Loc 
wood, Hufty & Taylor building, ns be want­
ed to make an estimate for furnishing them 
He williugty complied with the request, and 
the two proceeded from the billiard room to 
the street, thence up stairs to the new build­
ing, inspecting and measuring the several 
rooms, all the while talking pleasantly.

Finally one of the rear rooms in the fifth 
story was reached, and there, as they had 
doue in the other rooms, they hailed to 
talk. Sutton held in his hand a small piece 
of paper and a lead pencil, with which he 
had been tigaring, and as he turned to look 
out of the window toward the Staton 
House, totally unsuspicious oi any danger, 
Ross dealt him a blow on the back of hiB 
head with a hammer. He turned instantly 
and grappled with his assailant, receiving 
a second severe blow. After that he does 
not remember anything until he woke up 
alone in the room, jtnd crawled down stairs 
to where the plasterers were at work. 
During the recital of the story R«ss 
stood by, an interested and attentive lis­
tener, and at its conclusion he remarked, 
with a voice which did not show tho 
least tremor, that “the man was crazy; 
he had not seen him during the day.” 
Subsequently Assistant District Attor­
ney Carrington arrived, and to him 
Mr. Sutton made a formal1 charge of 
assault and battery with intent to kill, 
which was duly sworn. In a conversation 
with the officers Sutton said that he could 
assign no possible reason for the act, and 
that as far as be was concerned he did not 
care to prosecute Ross; all he wanted him 
to do was to pay his expenses while 6ick, a 
period which he then fixed at about two 
weeks at tbe lurthest, but Dr. Boyle states 
that it is one of those serious cases about 
which a physician does not care to. express 
a hasty opinion.

After this statement had been made and 
the fact sworn to, fatten was removed to 
-Providence Hospital.

Ross was questioned as to tbe matter by 
the detectives, hut refused to say anything 
further than to make a positive and em
Shatie denial of all knowledge of the affair.
le-was looked up to await judicial action; 

and in tbe evening about nine o’clock bis 
son had an interview with him in- the pres- 
nce- of an official.

The room in which the deed was com­
mitted is in tbe fifth Btory, fronting on C 
street, and was formerly room No. 48 of 
the Metropolitan. It is about fifteen feet 
by eight and looks rather dilapidated. An 
inspection of the room showed conclusively 
that there had been a bloody struggle. 
On the floor in several places were pools 
of clotted blood, and the walls were 
smeared with blood. There was no weapon 
found, and, strange to say, no ope, as far 
as has been ascertained, either saw the 
parties enter or Roes leave the room. It is 
probable - that before the hearing takes 
place the officers will have discovered 
some tangible proof on the snbject.

He is spoken ot by those* who know 
him as a man quiet and mild in his de­
meanor, and one of the last to make an 
enemy or to provoke such an assault.

General Samuel Ross, tbe acouaed, is 
about the same age as Sutton.. He is about 
tive feet ten inches in height, of good built, 
grey hair and whiskers, tMtMV quick, 
nervous temperament. Like the wounded 
man, he, too, in on the army retiredlist. but 
with tbe rank of General. He has not been 
engaged in business for some time nntil bis 
recent venture in the billiard room, which 
was opened a few weeks ago. He is quiet 
in maimer, and proved by his demeanor 
yesterday that he is a man of nerve.— Wash­
ington National Republican.

The assumption of the 
character under such circumstances was an 
act of great temerity, it was bnt an imita­
tion, but it was perfection in its way. and 
one ot the must successful characterizations 
known to tho stage.. Mr. Wallace has re­
peated the personation many times since, 
and so well that it has been said that if ever 
Miss Cushman should play Meg MerrUie* 
for the last time, as it possible is she may, 
the character will still live in bis acting.

The Southern Claims Commission.
As the renewed term of tbe Southern 

Claims Commission is fast drawing near its 
expiration, - a general review of the origin 
of the commission, its aims, and the actual 
business it has transacted, can not be with­
out interest. The statement below is a 
summary of the official records, by which 
the public can readily form au opinion as 
to the wisdom of again renewing the term 
ot the commission. The political feeling on 
this pointps outlined.

The commission was established by a 
section in tbe army appropriation aot of 
March 3, 1871, and was to consist of throe 
commissioners, having'a salary of $5000 per 
year each, for two years. The jurisdidtion 
conferred on the commission waa very lim­
ited, and the teat of loyalty required of 
claimants who should come before it very 
severe, and iu consequence of their misun­
derstanding or their disregard of these two 
facts, the claimants and claim agents have 
caused a vast amount oi complaint ou the- 
part of Southern loyalists and the Southern 
delegation in Congress against tbe rulings 
and decisions of the commission. The 
proposition to pay any class of persons in 
the late rebel States fur property taken by 
the Union armies during their campaigns 
in ' hostile territory was strenuously op­
posed by both Eastern and Western men in 
the Senate and House,*and was only carried 
by a determined coalition of the Southern 
members, with a threat to blockade all 
legislation in which the East and West 
were interested.

The measure as finally passed established 
a commission of three members to receive 
and consider the claims of persons who 
were citizens of the United States and loyal 
to the government from the . beginning to 
the end of the rebellion. The claims were 
only to be for stores or supplies taken or 
furnished for the use of tb'e Union armies, 
and these teohnieal words 'were found to 
have such a limited meaning, that only a 
small part of the loss suffered by residents 
of the South, however loyal to the govern­
ment of the United States, could bo brought 
within their definition. They include corn, 
bay, oats and fodder, fed to the army 
horses and males; fencing and lumber 
burnt for fuel; horses and males taken for 
the artillery, cavalry or wagon trains; tim­
ber cut for fnel, quarters or fortifications; 
cotton used for hospital beda, and cattle, 
hogs and bacon, used in the absence of ra­
tions or supply trains; bnt not claims for 
compensation for the occupation of build­
ings and grounds, nor damage done to 
fields, fences, buildings or crops by the 
march or encampment of troops, nor the 
simple use or destruction of property of any 
kind for any purpose, nor the depredations 
or pillage committed by tbe troops in oaris­
ing off or consuming, as the case might lie, 
the horses and mules, and the cattle, hogs, 
poultry, or other food supplies of the people. 
Cotton, tobacco, or ether property seized 
and carried off to weaken tbe resources of 
the people and States in rebellion, was not 
included, nor the destruction of property to 
prevent its nso by the Confederates.

Tbe commissioners 'were to report their 
conclusions in each case to Congress, but 
there was no implied or direot promise to 
pay such claims as they should approve. In 
March, 1873, when the original term of the 
commission expired, Congress very unex­
pectedly refused to extend the tune for 
presenting claims, and thus out off a large 
number of the poorer and remoter, and 
possibly more meritorious, claimants, who 
had been waiting to seo if the original 
act was anything moro than a political 
device intended to catch .votes in the Presi­
dential campaign of 1872. Last session the 
House passed a bill to let in these belated 
claimants, but the Senate did not take it u] 
for consideration. In the two vest s grantei 
some 22,000 claims were file*, claiming an 
amount upward of $ G ,000,000. Of course 
to make up such a large number of 
claims and so great an amount of money, 
there mast have been a sweeping disregard 
of the limitations and conditions fixed by 
Congress as to the loyalty of the claimants 
and the.natore of the claims, and the com­
missioners have been now engaged tour 
years in sifting out the disloyal and neutral 
claimants from thpse who were loyal to the 
Union oause, and the claims that are not 
within their jurisdiction lrom those that 
are within it. They have made four annual 
xeports to Congress, embracing over 7GOO 
claims, allowing less than one-half in num­
ber and less than one-fifth in amount. They 
have still more than 14,600 claims to report

upon, but many of these are virtually 
abandoned by the claimants, who >*» not 
meet the present requirements as to loyalty, 
or are dissatisfied with the rales of valu­
ation adopted by the commission from the 
long standing oractioe of the army bureaus.

The term of the commission, renewed for 
tonr years in 1873, expires in Marob, 1877, 
and wiU probably not be renewed, and its 
unfinished busiuess will be postponed or 
transferred. The Southern Congressmen 
are opposed to it without distinction of 
party, and wish to abolish it, in the hope of 
getting something in its place that will dis­
tribute more money from the treasury in 
their section, and tbe leading Republican 
Senators and Representatives are opposed 
to distributing any money there in payment 
of war claims, and will vote with the South­
erners to abblish the commission. It is a 
remarkable circumstance that Tennessee, 
the first of the reconstructed States, has 
had a law in operation for the settlement of 
the claims ef her citizens since 1866, five 
years before the other rebel States were 
admitted, and succeeded last year in get­
ting tbe time for filing claims from that 
State extended indefinitely.—Aeio York 
Tribune.
