To amend and re-enact sections two, six 
aDd fourteen of an act entitled an act 
to incorporate the town of Plaquemine, 
in the parish of Iberville, approved 
February 20, 1867.
S e c t io n  1. Beit enacted b y  the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly con­
vened. That the second section of an act 
entitled an act to incorporate the town ot 
Plaquemine, in the parish of Iberville, 
approved on the twentieth day of February. 
1867, be amended and re-enacted to read as 
follows, to wit:

“SecJJ—Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the inhabitants residing within the said 
limits of thb town of Plaquemine are 
hereby deolared a body politic and corpo­
rate, by the name and style of mayor and 
selectmen ’of |the town of Plaquemine, 
and by that name they and their sue 
cessors shall forever be iu law capable of 
sueing and being sued, ot defending aud 
being defended, of impleading and being 
impleaded in all courts or places of law 

hatsoever, and in all manners of writs 
actions, and may have an official 

seal, and alter the same at pleas­
ure, and shall have the right of 
purchasing, receiving by donation, hold­
ing and conveying any estate, real and per­
sonal, for the use and benefit of the said 
town, and of raisiug money by tax, aud 
bv the estaolishment ot ferries and tolls, 
and of farming and leasing them out to the 
highest bidder, for the improvement ol the 
town and maintenance of the police thereof, 
and for the purpose ot making and keeping 
up the levees and roads in aud around 
the same, and for the erection and re­
pairs of public buildings, and the prosecu­
tion of other works which the said corpora­
tion may deem necessary for the use ot said 
town, and real and personal property 
within the corporation of the town ot 
Plaquemine, and all persons, firms aud 
corporations within the said co poration be 
aud the same arc hereby exempted from all 
taxes and licenses levied by the parish ot 
Iberville from and after the first day ol 
January, 1876; provided that the town ol 
Plaquemine shall be liable forth© expenses 
in  a il oriminial cases originating within iis 
oovDorate limits, and the, clerk ot the dis­
trict court and the sherifl of the parish ol 
Iberville shall collect their fees in such 
cases from the corporate authorities of the 
town of Plaquemine, and not from the 
parish of Iberville.” , .

And that section six of the said act bt 
amended and re-enacted to read as lollows,

t0‘38ec. 6. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the mayor ol the said town be, and lie is 
hereby invested and clothed with all tue 
powers and attributes of a justice of the |>eace 
for all criminal matters originating within 
the limits of said corporation, whioh shall be

the boundŝ  of his jurisdiction, and shall 
have exclusive jurisdiction therein; and it 
shall be his duty to sign or veto all by-laws 
and ordinances passed by the board of 
selectmen of said town; bat in case of 
veto by said mayor the selectmen, by _ 
vote ot two-thirds, may pass a by-law or 
ordinance in opposition to the veto, and 
the same so passed shall be a law without 
the signature of the mayor; that it shall be 
his duty to see that ail the by-laws and 
ordinances are faithfully executed. The 
mayor and any two selectmen shall form t 
quorum for the transaction of business. 
The board of selectmen shall meet on their 
own adjournment or at the call of the 
mayor, and may fine each other for non 
attendance and neglect of duty iu a sum 
not exceeding twenty dollars for any single 
offense; that the said mayor and select­
men shall have power from time to time to 
pass any by-laws and ordinances in writing, 
not inconsistent with the laws and constitu 
tions of this State and the United States, 
as they may deem proper in relation 
to public markets, levees, streets, alleys, 
highways, banquettes or sidewalks in said 
town; to cuttiug canals and ditches for 
drains, or filling them up, or keeping in 
order, and improving the same; in relation 
to disorderly conduct and nuisances in gen 
eral; to a town watch and patrol; to 
wharves and ferries, or anything whatsoever 
that may concern the good government 
and police of said town; to make, ordain 
and impose such fines and penalties for a 
breach ot their by-laws, rules and ordi­
nances as they shall think proper, but not 
to exceed the sum of fifty dollars for 
a single offense, to be sued for and recov­
ered before the mayor, the amount of all 
said lees so recovered to be put into the 
treasury of said incorporation for its use 
and benefit. The mayor shall preside at 
all meetiugs of the board of selectmen, and 
decide questions of order arising therein, 
but shall not be entitled to a vote in their 
proceedings, and shall receive a salary, to 
be fixed by said board, provided no extra 
or additional compensation be allowed for 
presiding at the mayor's court in criminal 
matters."

And section fourteen of said act be 
amended and re-enacted to read as follows, 
to wit:

Sec. 14. Beit further enacted, etc.. That 
it shall be the duty of the mayor and select 
men to choose a town constable, who shall 
attend the mayor's court and the meetings 
ot the board of mayor and selectmen, and 
serve such citations, subpena and writs, 
warrants, judgments and orders as the 
mayor's court and the board of mayor and 
selectment are authorized to issue by tbis 
act, and to do and perform, all and siugu 
lar, the duties imposed by law upon consta­
bles in this State, for which he shall receive 
a fixed salary, to be determined by the 
board of mayor and selectmen, in lieu ot 
all fees and emoluments of every kind and 
description whatsoever.”

Sec. 2. Be it iurtber enacted, etc.. That 
all laws or parts of laws contrary to and in 
conflict with the provisions of this act are 
hereby repealed, and this act shall take 
©fleet from and after the first day ot Jan­
uary, 1876.

Whereas, Inasmuch as R. A Dewees, late 
tax collector for the parish ol De Soto was 
most foully aud brutally murdered by a 
body of men banded together unlawfully 
on or about the twenty-ninth day of August, 
1874; and the person of the said R. A. De- 
wees was robbed of all the moneys collected 
by the said Dewees as tax collector afore­
said and belonging to the State, since his 
last settlement with the State, say on or 
about the tenth day of July, 1874, being 
the second quarter tor the year 1874, was 
stolen and carried away by the murderers; 
and

Whereas, Inasmuch as a body of men 
banded together unlawfully, in the parish 
of Natchitoches, resisting the lawtul State 
government, did by threats of violence 
take from D. II. Boullt, Sr., tax collector of 
the parish ot Natchitoches, the tax tab­
leaus for the years 4867, 1868, 1869, 1870, 
1871, 1872 and 1873; also the delinquent lists 
for same years, and all the other books and 
papers belonging to the office, except the 
assessment list for 1874, all being the prop 
erty of the State, on or about the eighteenth 
day of September, 1871; that said Bouilt, 
tax collector, has been unable to collect 
taxes in said parish ol Natchitoches on 
account of the unlawful taking of said 
tableaus, books, etc., since his last settle­

Jtenolred, That the Auditor of Public 
Accounts is hereby authorized and required 
to giant and give to D. II.

powerless to protect and maintain its 
officers, and all of the tableaus, books and 
papers belonging to the tax collector's 
office at Natchitoches were taken by torce 
and threats of violence, of which said 
Boullt was tax collector.

1873. That said tableaus, books, etc., be­
ing still in the possession of parties un 
known. That said D. H. Boullt having 
settled with the State for the second quar­
ter. being the month of July, 1874, anil the 
said tableaus, books, etc., being forcibly 
taken from him on the eighteenth Septem­
ber, 1874. he is hereby relieved ot any and 
all responsibility to the State as tax col­
lector. That his official bond be and it is 
hereby canceled and his sureties hereby 
discharged from liability to the Stare, and 
that the quietus issued by the Auditor of 
Pu olic Accounts to said Boullt, late tax 
collector aforesaid, shall be evidence in the 
courts of this State of the final settlement 
with the State; be it further

Resolred. That this joint resolution do 
have effect from and after its adoption and 
passage.

o incorporate the town of New Roads, in 
the parish of Pointe Coupee.

S ec t io n  I . Be it enacted by the Senate 
and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly con­

ned. That the inhabitants of the town of 
New Roads, as hereinafter defined, be and 
they are hereby made a body corporate hdiI 
politic by the name of New Roads, and as 
such can sue and be sued, plead and bo 
impleaded, and shall possess ef right a 
common Beal.

S e c . 2. Be if further enacted, etc.. That 
the limits of said town shall be as follows: 
Begining at a point on False river, opposite 
the courthouse, the boundary shall run a 
half mile each way from the point opposite 
th e  courthouse along the river, and a haif 
mile from the river back.

S e c . 3 Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
the municipal governin“nt ot said town of 
New Roads shall consist of a mayor, who 
shall be ex officio justice of the peace of the 
town ol New Roads, aud three councilmen, 
any two of whom, with the mayor, shall 
constitute a quorum for the transaction of 
business. No person shall be eligible for 
the office of mayor or councilman unless he 
be a qualified elector and reside within the 
limits ot said corporation. The said mayor 
and councilmen shall be elected by the 
qualified electors of the town of New Roads 
and hold their offi e for a term ot twoyear.s.

Sec 4. Be it further enacted, eto.. That 
the first election for mayor and councilmen 
shall be held at the town of New Roads on 
the first Monday in June, one thousand 
eight hundred and seventy-five. Then all 
the legal voters within the limits of said 
corporation shall meet at some place as 
may be designated by the magistrate re­

siding in said town, and shall then and 
there proceed to elect by ballot a mayor 
and three councilmen, who shall hold their 
offices for two years, or until their succes­
sors be elected and qualify. The said elec­
tion shall be held after ten days notice by 
public advertisement, and it shall be pre­
sided over by any acting magistrate of the 
parish of Pointe Coupee, anjk at all subse­
quent elections the said mayor and council, 
or a majority of them, shall preside, after 
ten days notice of said election by publio 
advertisement.

Sec. 5. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
the said mayor and councilmen shall have 
the following powers, to wit: First, to lay 
a tax on all taxable property within the 
corporate limits of said town, not to exceed 
the parish tax upon the same property; 
second, to impose tines for all breaches of 
this law or ot the ordinsnees passed by said 
board, not to exceed fifty dollars, and to 
sue for and collect the same for the use of 
said town; third, to remove all nuisances, 
to impose taxes on the sale of spirituous 
liquors by retail ou billiard tables and u d j  
species of plays or games not prohibited by 
law, provided said tax shall not exceed one 
hundred dollars on each; fourth, to appoint 
a treasurer who shall be collector of taxes, 
a secretary and such other officers as may 
be necessary for the administration of said 
town, and to require front them bond and 
security for the faithful performance of 
their duty. They shall also have the power 
to suppress riots or unlawful assemblages 
and all breaches of the peace; to make ar­
rests and impose fines in the same way as 
justices of the peace may or can de. They 
shall make by laws for the government of 
said town and have power to repeal or 
modify the same.

Sec. 6. Be it further enacted, eto., That 
the mayor, councilmen and other officers of 
said corporation may receive such compen­
sation for their services as may be deter­
mined liy the boord.

Sec. 7. J4e it further enacted, etc., That 
this act shall take effect from and after its 
passage.
