O pposition  to  the  bill, recen tly  passed a t 

'b e  e x tra  session, for th e  re lief o f delin ­
q u en t ta x p ay e rs , con tinues to  pour in to  the 
th e  execu tive departm en t. Y esterday Mr. 
B row n, th e  c ity  A d m in istra to r of Public 
A ccounts, addreesed  a  note to  th e  G overnor, 
requesting  him  no t to  sign th e  bill, as, 
should i t  becom e a  law , i t  w ould work g rea t 
'n ju s tice  to  the  h o n e s t tax p ay ers  and  the 
g rea t body  o f the  people who w ork and  
ind irec tly  p ay  ta x es  in th is  city . In  the  
estim ation  o f  m any  th e  b ill w ill benefit 
none b u t the  tax -resisters  here, who 
banded toge ther, ra ised  m oney to  em ploy 
law yers to  defeat th e  collection o f taxes 
th rough  legal process, pa tron ized  political 
organizations th a t  openly preached rebellion 
aga in st th e  governm ent: an d  having  con­
tin u ed  th a t  course u n til they  have become 
delinquen ts to  th e  tune  of $2,000,000 or 
$3,000,000 now s tep  fo rw ard  an d  ask  to  be 
relieved of th e  pena lties th a t ju s tly  a ttach  

to  such conduct. H av ing  enjoyed the  in ­
te res t on m oney fo r th ree  o r four years th a t 
Ehould have been paid  iDto th e  public 
tre a su ry  of our c ity  so th a t i t  could pay  its  
em ployes in  greenbacks instead  o f certiti 
ca tes  ot indeb tedness th a t  d id  n o t bring  
fifty  cen ts on th e  do llar, these men 
th rough  th e  a id  o f th e ir  D em ocratic rep re ­
sen ta tives  in  th e  L eg isla tu re  would now 
sh irk  th e  penalties, and  th u s  dishonestly  
pocket m oney th a t  has iu  rea lity , been 
filched from  th e  em ployes an d  cred ito rs ot 
th e  city , th e  m en who have w orked uuen 
th e  s tree ts , th e  teachers th a t have  ta u g h t 
in  our public schools, the police, eto.

W e know  th a t th e  b ill fo r th e  relief of 
d e linquen t tax p ay ers , as i t  w as first pre ­
sen ted , w as in tended  to  benefit a  c lass of 
tax p ay e rs  who rea lly  deserve relief. W e 
refer, o f course, to  tax p ay ers  living in d is ­
tr ic ts  of our S ta te  th a t  w ere overflowed la s t 
year. M any o f  them  had p lan ted  crops 
th a t  w ere destroyed  by  th e  overflow. 
This u n fo rtu n a te  circum stance rendered  
them  unab le  to  pay  th e ir  taxes, 
and  the bill in  question , as o rig inally  in tro ­
duced, w as for th e  re lief of th is  c lass only. 
B u t ou r D em ocratic friends in  the  L egisla ­
tu re  ava iled  them selves o f  the opportun ity  
to  am end th e  bill so as to  le t in the rich  ta x  
resiste rs  o t th is  c ity—men who do  not 
s tan d  in need of cha rity , and  a re  n o t de ­
serv ing  ol a n y  re lief ia  th is  shape from  the 
governm ent. I f  we could see how our 
friends in th e  coun try  parishes could obtain  
re lief u nder th e  bill, aud  a t  th e  sam e tim e 
sh u t ou t these rich  ta x  resisters, we should 
like to  see i t  become a  law ; b u t if  they  are 
to  be benefited by  it, i t  w ould be well th a t 
some o th e r w ay  be devised to  relieve the 
ta x p ap e rs  in the  oveifiow ed d istricts.

Legislative Mileage and Per Diem.
New Orleans, A pril 29, 1875. 

Editor Republican:
In a  recen t issue o f th e  B ulletin , th e  

ed ito r ot th a t jo u rn a l seem ed bothered  
abou t leg islative mileage and  per diem. l ie  
could no t te ll w hy H om er, in  the  parish  of 
C laiborne, should be p u t dow n in th e  legis­
la tive m ileage schedule so m uch fa rth er 
from New O rleans th a n  V ienna, in  the 
parish  ot Lincoln; and  he ‘‘w ondered” 
w hether the publication o f th e  Iliad  a t  the  
form er locality  had  any th ing  to  do w ith the 
d iscrepancy. I do no t know  m yself p re ­
cisely how th is is, and  am disposed to  won 
d er a t  it  a  little  also; h u t I do believe it  
couies o f a  D em ocratic precedent—which, 
like our m iserable levee system , w as en ­
grafted  upon our political economy “ before 
the  w ar,” to  enrich  the  faithfu l of th e  true  
and  ancien t D em ocratic household. I f  I 
m istake uot, i t  lias been a  D em ocratic ru le  
alw ays to  reckon m ileage from poin t to 
poin t by th e  longest eligible rou te ever 
traveled ; and  a  tim e honored ru le  of th a t 
d isin terested  an d  unselfish p a rty  to  m ake 
all such m easurem ents w ith a  lox skin, w ith 
th e  ta il th row n iu for good count. Thus, 
from H om er to  New O rleans, v ia  Shreve­
port, th e  d istance for which legislative 
m ileage is allow ed, is not too m uch, and  it 
was a  rou te  o ftener th a n  n o t traveled  
in form er days, and  w as established  
bv D em ocratic usage; w hereas, from 
V ienna, only th ir ty  miles th is  side o f 
H om er, th e  d istance  for w hich mileage 
is allow ed to  New O rleans is h u t little  over 
one-half, reckoning via M onroe, th e  rou te  
uniform ly traveled  from th a t  point. I  say 
th is  is a D em ocratic precedent, and  perhaps 
should be changed. And also as to  con 
gressional mileage. 1 recollect very well 
when in  Congress 1 was allow ed mileage 
by a  rou te  m uch longer th a n  the one I 
traveled , and  w as to ld  th a t it  w as from a 
preceden t estab lished  iu beha lf o f D em o­
cra tic  R epresentatives from m y d istric t, 
who had preceded me. So i t  can be seen 
th e re  is no Republican trick  in all th is, and 
no sharp  prac tice on the  p a r t of the Hom er 
Iliad.

B ut now , w ill th e  ed ito r o f the  B ulletin  
inform  the  public how and wliy it  is th a t 
the  D em ocratic R epresentatives from my 
parish , and  liv ing  in the sam e tow n, have 
been allow ed m ore pay  in tbe  recen t e x tra  
session than  I have) The mileage, I suppose, 
has been reckoned th e  sam e, h u t th e ir 
vouchers w ill show th a t  they  have heeD 
allow ed $8 m ore per d iem —th a t is, one day  
more pay th a n  your hum ble servan t. A nd 
so in regard  to  th e ir  pay for th e  regu lar 
session, in which th e y  d id  no t serve. They 
w ere allow ed each $8 m ore pay  th a n  
I received, n o tw ith stand ing  I ’ served 
th e  en tire  te rm . I t  m ay have re ­
su lted  from  the fac t th a t a  Dem 
ocratic com m ittee m ade th e  reckoning lo r 
th e  H ouse, w hile in the S enate th e  estim ate 
w as th e  w ork of a  R epublican  com m ittee. 
Be th is as it m ay, th e  discrepancy exists: 
e ith e r th e  D em ocratic m em bers of tho 
H ouse from C laiborne have received too 
much pay, or th e  gen tlem an  from  the 
tw en tie th  senato ria l d is tr ic t has not r e ­
ceived w hat w as justly  due to  him ; and 
although  it is a  very sm all m a tte r, I should 
like to  have  it explained , since sm all m at 
te rs  seem to  be th e  o rder of th e 'd a y .

him  as an  officer, for in the discharge o f his 
du ties as such  he has alw ays been p rom pt 
an d  correc t, an d  has alw ays given perfect 
satisfaction . W e d oub t no t b u t th a t  in the  
d ischarge o f his du ties as ta x  collector he 
will give satisfaction  in every  sense ot tho 
w ord.

A lte r  a 
long iliness she qu ie tly  passed  aw ay, aged 
n inety-one, b u t sue has lived  to  a  noble 
purpose, for she le ft behind h er no less 
than  194 children , g randch ild ren  and g re a t­
g randch ild ren . W hat a  legacy to  her 
coun try !

C entreville  w as la st F r id ay  the  scene o f 
a  desperate  encounter, which resu lted  in 
the dea th  o f a  m an nam ed Thom as, from 
cu ts indicted  by Thom as J .  S tansberry .

W e learn the  particu lars  from an  eye 
w itness to  th e  tragedy . I t  seem s th a t the 
tw o men, who lived on Bayou Sale, some 
tim e since had  a  difficulty ab o u t stock , b u t 
th a t Mr. S tansberry  supposed i t  all am ica­
bly arranged . L ast F riday  Mr. Thom as, 
who had  been em ployed on N orth  Bt*n<l 
p lan ta tion , s ta rted  for Texas. He w ent to  
C entreville to  ta k e  the  boat, an d  if it  had 
been on tim e th e  m eeting would no t have 
taken  place. W hile w aiting  Mr. Thom as 
w alked in to  Mr. T odd’s store, and  there 
seeing Mr. S tansberry , his passion overcam e 
liis judg m en t, w hen lie drew  a pistol, sav ­
ing. “ Now we find b e tte r  se ttle  th a t diffi­
cu lty ,'’ and  aim ing a t  Mr. S tansberry , 
snapped  tlie pistol, bu t it d id  not d ischarge. 
Seeing th e  danger lie was in Mr. S tansberry  
ca lled  out, “ Close q u a rte rs ,” and  rushell 
a t bis an tagon ist. As be neared  Thom as, 
th e  la t t t r  agaiu  snapped liis pistol, hu t fo r­
tu n a te ly  it refused to  discharge, as before; 
b u t when the men closed, th e  pistol was 
placed nea r S tansberry ’s breast, and  d oub t­
less would have k illed  him, had  he not 
knocked th e  h and  of his adversary , when 
the  ball passed over his shoulder, lodging 
in th e  w all. Then, in self defense, Mr. 
S tansberry  d rew  a  large knife , and  tw ice 
plunged i t  in to  th e  body of his u n fo rtuna te  
assailan t. The blade en te red  on the  left 
side, below the  hea rt, aud  p ene tra ted  near 
the backbone. Mr. Thom as staggered  be­
hind th e  counter, again a ttem p tin g  to  fire, 
w alked a  few steps, when he fell dow n and 
died alm ost im m ediately.

T hus it will bo seen th a t on th e  p a r t ol 
Mr. S tansberry  it w as a  justifiab le hom i­
cide, ye t it  was indeed an unfo rtuna te  affair. 
The deceased, we believe, was a  na tive  of 
Tennessee, and had  been iu S t. M ary only 
abou t a  year. H e was a widower, w ith  one 
ch ild—a lad  of abou t eigh t years of age, 
whom he had  w ith him when he m et his 
untim ely  end. The whole fu tu re  o f th a t 
child  will doubtless be saddened a t the re 
m em braneo of the horrib le dea th  o t his 
la th e r, to which be w as a  spectator.

Mr. S tausberry  was arres ted , or w ent 
volun tarily  to  F rank lin , w h e r e ,  a fte r  an 
exam ination was m ade before Ju d g e  Tram , 
he w a s  dism issed from custody.

A fter the sad experience of la ° ty e a r  the 
p lan ters  on the  low er A tehafa laya  and 
ea stern  side o f the Teche have m osily  bu ilt 
protection levees, so th a t they  are now pre ­
pared  to  m eet high w ate r w ithou t fear of 
loss. A t G ibbin’s F o in t Mr. J .  I jg ^ p m  has 
his whole place enclosed w ith a  levee, and a 
d rain ing  w heel has been erected  a t  tbe 
Hugarhouso for convenience to  the engine, 
so th a t the surp lus w ate r which falls can 
he conveyed to th a t poin t in d itches and  
pum ped in to  a  canal which em pties o u t­
side. The m ost prosperous p lan te rs  ail 
along the ea stern  side of G rand L ake have 
m ade them selves secure aga in st overflow, 
and  we hope a ll will, as  they  can  easily  do, 
in m ost cases.

A fter p rayer the  public exam ination  o f  the 
bishop elect as to  h is ca ll and  du ties was 
proceeded w ith. Dr. J a g g a r  w as then  vested 
in the res t of the  episcopal hab it, w ith the 
usual service consequent thereto .

The Capture o f the Ringleader*.
The sheriff and posse retu rned  u t seven 

o'clock th is evening  w ith old man Conqei! 
and th ree  m ore of his sons, E dw ard , L aw ­
rence an d  Thom as. Tho posse num bered  
•about 100 men all arm ed w ith carb ines an d  
m uskets. They surrounded  the house and  
D eputy Sheriff Rhoades and  Chief of Police 
K elly approached i t  and  dem anded th e  
su rren d er of the Connells; they  refused and  
the  old m an, who is betw een s ix ty  and  
seventy five years of age, th re a te n ed  to  
shoot any  person who upprouclied w ith  
hostile in ten t, and  declared  he would die 
before he would be arrested .

T hree men w ere then placed a t  a  rea r 
w indow to  cover the  Connell’s, w hile an  
a ttem p t w as m ade to  b reak  in th e  fron t 
iloor, which was heavily  barricaded. Sev­
e ra l volleys w ere tired from the inside, 
while th is was tak ing  place, but no one w as 
hit. E very th ing  being in read iness, W il­
liam H opkins b a tte red  dow n tne door, and  
a  portion  o f th e  posse rushed iu, an d  over­
pow ered tbe Connells before any  o f them  
bad tim e to  fire, excep t the fa th er, an d  his 
shot did no t ta k e  effect.

They ail fought desperately , b u t w ithou t 
avail, and  w ere finally handcuffed and  
b rough t here . W hen tho  procession en ­
tered  tho c ity  th e  whole population w ere 
on the s tree ts  and  th e  exc item en t w as most, 
intense. L aw rence and  E dw ard , w ho fired 
the shots from th e  window which struck  
Officer U eibsenner, w ere held lor th a t cause, 
and th e  o thers, in d efau lt oi $5000 bail 
each, w ere also sen t to  prison. Reidgenner 
is s inking  rapid ly . Casey will p robab ly  re ­
cover, a lthough he has fourteen  bucksho t 
in bis body O ver a  dozen m uskets aud 
rifles, m ost of them  loaded, were found in  
th e  house ot th e  Connells a l te r  th e ir cap ­
tu re .
