converted into silk, or into u texiure so
nearly like silk us to defy all ordinary in-
spections aud tests. The results of this
Kﬂu-vn—uf which the Frenchman alone
i the secret—had already been exhibired
by sample to a limited number of munufac-
turers snd experts at the Sonth,

A fow persons, accordingly, were led to
believe in M. Muagner und his prooess.
Awong others was a Now Orleans agent of
Mensrs. Seligman & Co., bankers, of this
city. The ehemist bad applied for'a patent
at Wusnington and in several European
countries to protect his process, but Le had
no capital wherewith to work it, An ar
rangement was made with Lim on bebalf of
this firm that Le should cowe on to New
York to develop his process, that they
would supply him with preliminary fands,
and that so soon as he conld convines them
that the manufacture waus practicable on an
extended scale un ample amount of eapital
would be forthcoming, to take a purtuership
in his invention or to purchase the right of
using it within a determined area.  The Do,
