Nt Johm Rowing Club,

The third annual regatts of the St. Jokn
Rowing Club took plece yesterday. The
weather was pleasant, the skies were clear,
and gentle breezes blew across the old
bayoun and fanued the thousands that lined
the banks of the plecid St. John. At leset
7000 persons were in attendance. From the
top of the Pelican boat lLouse floated the
pennsnt of defiance. Gracing the rool of
the St. Jobn club house floated gayv streaw-
er8, and sbove all the buuting that denoted
that championship dwelt within. Frowm the
two boat houses gay throngs looked anx-
iously sfter the conteatants. Upon the si:ell
read the whirl of wheels wus continuous,
The bright spring day and excitiug sport
kad wrought the nerves of every one up to
the highest pitch. The friends of the Peli
can Club were giving long odds on theip
favorjtes, but the St. John Clab #tood
steady and showed up well,

The first wus & mile race in heats, con-
testants being members of the Si John
Club. The race wus for the chutopionship
of tha club, and the conrse was from the
boat house down the bayou and return in
single scull outrigged boats. The entries
were Robert 8. Day, R G. Musgrove, K. H.
Mitehell aud B. Tremoulet. A start was
effected at twenty minutes past foar o'clock,
Musgrove and Day competing for first hest.
The stroke av the start was forty-two to the
minute, with Mr. Musgrove slightly iv the
lead. At the bridge Mr. Musgrove led a
full length. Mr. Day now nulling a steady,
reguiar stroke and secwed in o lair way to
overhaul his opponent. Nearing the buoy,
Day dashed out but pulled injudiciously.
He ran into the bavk filty yards from the
stuke buoy and capsized. Mr. Munsgrove
won the Leat quite easily in 8:45,

The second heat brought ocut Messrs.
Mitchell and Tremoulet. The contest was
short, sharp and accisive. Mitchell took
the lead and won without much efiort in
4:42%, beating his opponeut ten lengths
and room to spare.

An intermission was now given and then
the pair oared race was rowed. After this
the third heat of the firet race was con-
tested,
teking part.

At start the competitors plied their cars
ot thirty-eight to the minute. At the bridge
Musgrove puton a little steamn and drew
away two lengthe. Mitchell now piungod
heavily, but his style of rowing lost Lim
power while it gained no speed. Mr, Mns-
grove kept steadily on his way at an even
thirty-+six and camwe under the string io £:57,
beating his opponent ten lengths.

The second race was started on time. Toe
Pelican crow were the favorites. Below 15
appended synopsis and sum mary:

It will be seen by those who know the
ouramen that the erew of the St. John Club
ave all light weighta. The strong arms and
yerves of steel that belong to Dickson and
Richardson xre wanting in this aguatic
tournament. Musgrove has tarned Lis
ashen spear ot other opponents, and worked
Lis victory in other fights. Small wonder,
then, that the datk blue shoald fall betore
the deep red. Not detruacting from the
merits of the Pelican Club, justice demands
thut u word be said in praise of the St. John
crew. Their rowing, for light weighta, was
unexceptionable, and the heavy pull forced
on them by the opposition alone broke
them down. Starting out with a pacé of
forty-four to the minute, the Pelican crew,
with good jndgment, foreed the stroke
throughout. The St. Jobn crew injudi-
ciously yielded to the challenge, and

took up this termfic stroke. At the
bridge the 8t. Johns led a fall
length, working away at forty-itwo

to the minute. The Pelican crew were
rowing in splendid form. Thelight weighta
were still in the lead. Going down the
straight reach the Pelican crew puton
spurt and on the clore turn passed the St.
John club, but in brushing past the oars of
each boat tipped. Turning the stake buoy,
the Pclicans were four lengths ahead and
rapidly drew away pulliog a quick thirty-
four. Charidet, who was rowing No, 2 in
the Pelican erew, was putting in his work
in superb style. The red stresks were
plashing the water just enough to mova the
boat and carry no dead weight. The finish
was 4 hollow victory for the Pelican boys,
a8 they had one minute and twen!y seconds
to spare. Time—23:5, under an easy pull
of twenty-eight to the minute.

A claim of foul was raised by the St. John
Club crew, but at eleven o'clock last even-
ing no decision had been reached. Without
entering into the merits of the case, it must
be said that the Pelicans were rowing in
their proper place, and if their oars did
touch the epoonbills of the St. John crew, it
was detrimental alike to themselves and
their adversarics, The championship pen-
nunt will therefore tioat only at half mast
on the eummuit of the St. John Club boat
house, while it stream &aloft at Pelican
headquarters. *

Mexican Trade Regulntions,

Deputy Collector E. P. Chawmpiie, of the
Customhonse, has kindly furnished us copies
of edicts of the Mexican governwent in
relation to veessels in ballast arriving at
Mexican porta from abroad. The firat,
dated January 2%, and known as creular
No. 22, is as followe:

As cases are frequently occurring of the
arrival at porta of the republic of vessels
in ballast proceeding from toreign ports
without the document they sheuld brieg to
aceredit the mods of their clearances, and
which should be anthenticated by the Maxi-
can eonusul or agent, or by those o7 some
friendly nation, or failing these, by two
merchunts at the port of departure, the
President has been pleased to order me to
state to you that the cblizations iwposed
by the thirty tirat article of the avancel on
captaing of vesse's of presenting their
mapifest, in triplicate, for certification by
the Mexican consul or agent residing a: the
port from which the vessel sails, or e the
ahsence of such fuuctionary, by one of o
iriendly untion, or tailing this, by two mer-
chunté, is to be understood not only in
regard to veseela bound to onr ports with
werchandise, but alao to those that comw in
ballsst. T cowm®nicate this to you for
your information and the corresponding
eficcts, and in order that you should give
this circnlar all possible publicity, to the
end that in any event ignorance cen not be
pleaded,

Railrond on the Andes.

Herry J. Schenck, enginesr of the road,
furnishes the following interesting informa-
tion in & recent lotter from Lima:

The Callao, Lima and Oroyo railroad has
no ¢qual in the world for skillful engineer-
ing snd cost of comstruction. The com-
mencing point is at the city of Callso, on
the coast of Peru whence it runs north and
east and termioates at the town of Oroyo,
on the east eide of the Andes mountains,
there waking close connections with the
head waters of the Amazyn river, thereby
making speedy conveyance und cheap
transportation  for commerce sand the
truveling public across the continent of
South America, avd wvoiding the long
and perilous trip agound Cape Horo.
T'bis pigantic project of scaling the mighty
Andes by rails wuas firet projeoted and
is uow being carried ous by Henry Meiggs,
the railroad king of South America, tuunel-
ing mountaing of s0lid granite, and sapanping
efrezws snd passes at Leighta from thirty-
five to 252 feot above their bede, almost
irrespective of cost. Some idea way be
formed of the cost of construciion where
oparutions were commenced ou a level with
the sea and in & distance of 104% miles the
bed of the reud has attained the unparal-
leled height of 15,615 fest above the level
of the sea, and in thay distance passing
through fifty-eight tunnels measuring from
200 feet to 4737 feey in length. The entire
length of the road is only (3€ miles, but 1t
cost £37,350,000 in American gold.

At a place which is situated between two
thriving little towns called Surco and Metu-
cupa wey be seen the same mountain tun-
neled twice, one tunnel being direcily
above the other at a digtanee of ninety or
100 feet. Passing this romantic pluce, still
usvonding a grade of 105 to 211 reet to the
mile for u distance of twenty-three miles,
and we reach that picturesque spot, termed
in Spruish “El Infiernillo,” meaning in onr
language “The Gutes of Hell,” o wluce
where npature has forwed an Opening
through the mountains, through which
passes the swift water of the river Riwac,
walled up by solid rock 1o & beight of over
200 feer adbove the bed of the river, pre-
senting o face a8 smooth asif cut by the
bands of skilled workwmen, °

Here wdy be teen a display of masterly
engineering in order to overcome this
colossal obstruction. In wany other places
where the maximum grade brings the bed
of the road to & point utterly impassable,
&n opportunity always presenta itselt for
an outlet by forming @ Usand retracing tho
already pussed over portion of the road
alongside of the mouutain until an eleva-
tion ia obtained wbrrchr a pass muy ba
effected. Av El luflernillo there was no
alwernative but ro tunnel the mountains
of voleanic rock or abandon the pro-
jeoted route. The work was at once
commenced on the south side of the
river, aud 4n order to push it more
rapidly &n entrance was commenced on
the river side, which was done only by
letting wen down from the tops of the
smooth faced walla by ropes, thereby sun-
porting themseives until they drilled aud
blas:ed a foothold and entrance. This dons,
the work proceeded rapidly with the aid of
the cclebrated diamond drill, And on tha
opposite gide of the river a repetition of the
sawe labor was soon commenced. The tpr
pels being completed, the fearfal ehasm was
soon kpanned by 8 magnificent iroe bridg.
It conpects the two taonels, viz: Nos 4!
and 32, at & beight of 200 fect above the bed
of the river, with cither end resting on nat-
ural masonry.

Agein on emerging from the opposite «f
side of the tunoel thirty two another great
obstacle presents igell. On the entrance
ol the sawe tunvel the bed of the river 13
200 feet below that of the road, and ouly o
few vards from the outlet of the s+id tutinel
the road bed falls several feet below the
river, thus an idea may be formed of the
tremendous full, avd with what rapidiy
the watera of the Rimae forco their way
through these mountsin passes. In order
to overcome this great obatucle a tunue! 2
pow being built, farge enough for a doublsy
team aud carriage to be driveu througi,
in which wiil be placed 30 barreis of
ruwdc-r at & single blust. for the purpose of

iowing down  the mountain, thereby
making a new bed for the river to pass, and
leaving the old bed with a small smonat of
excavation ready for the bed of the road.
One other ot 1000 barrels of powder was
used, creating a sensation similar to thay of
un earthguske for many wiles around its
vicinity. Here we leave “El Iufiernillo,”
that stupendous work of nature, utilized
and still more beautified by art, and wend
our way throngn uiready completed tun-
nels, over mountains and through river
valleys, until we at last reach the suwmit
of the Andes at a place called Gallera, the
bigheat pomnt of the road, viz: 15,645 feet
abuve the ses. Thia altitude in the bed of
the road, not to speak »f the muny hundred
fect of rock still towering above the tunuel
throogh which pasa the iron rails,

Doubtlees a great inany people living m
North America are under the mupression
that there is littlo or ne «now in this part of
the globe, but such is unt the case, as at
this point we bave perpetual snow. At this
ﬂuim the Jo- gest tunnel oo the road ia being

uilt, being 1140 mietres, or 4797 feet (Eng-
lish) iu length, which has been under course
of econstrrietion  for wbout twenty-six
wonths.  We expect to compléta it in abont
eight or ten wonths more, when the entire
line will be reudy for the rails. The gres:-
eat ohstuclo with which the laborers have to
conteénd with is the rarity of the stmos
phere: the pressure being only eight pounda
to the square inch. The state of affairs is
endured only by men of iron constitutions,
#0 to speak. With the aid of the diamond
drill, wihich considerably lightens the
work, we hope soon 1o ses the tunnel ready
for the rails.

From this point commences a gradun! de-
scent down the cast side of the Andcs
The
work hers being comparatively” light is
already completed. From Oroyo other im-
portant linea of road are soon to he built,
thereby opening ap one of ‘the richest and
most fertile countriea of the globe, a coun-
try heretofore without an ontlet, except by
mule back.
