DEFAMING THE HEPUBLIC, :
We are certainly glad to see any Demo-
cratic journal endeavoring to convince the
public that they can administer the com-
mon government to more advantage than
the t offivial i bents. We con-
side; it a legitimate argument that the
Repulyicans are to a man dishonest, cor-
rupt and incompetent, that the Democrals
are a peculiar breed of people, endowed
with the Lighest attribates of intellect
and kuowledge, and esempt from all
human frailty. It may be éven
claimed for them, as for the other
Bourbons, that thongh temporarily de-
prived of the government by intrusion of
revolutiopary principles, their divine and
hereditary right to rule entitles them to
reoccupy the power and patronage which
can righttully belong to no other. These
are all legitimate political arguments.
Upon proof satisfactory to the American
mind, that these several propositions are
true, the Democratic Bourbons should
and will be recalled and recrowned in the
full enjoyment of all and singuiar the
rights, privileges and franchises of which
the Republicans bave deprived therdf.
While, however, we concede the right
to usp such argnwment as will prove the
Democracy the best gnides and governors
of the people under tlhe constitution, it
does not follow that we should approve
of an argnment or an exposure going to
prove republican government a failure.
This is precisely the tone and tenor of
much Southern declamation against the
Republican party. For, if a majority of the
Awerican people persist in choosing gov-
ernors who oppress one-balf of the people
and corrupt the other, if the English
and French people, undera different form
of governmen!, ucither suffer from op-
pression nor taxation, the inevitable infer-
ence is that the republican government is
s failure, and the monarchical or papaj
government a success.
Why, however, can not our Democratic
coutempoririss commend and defend the
republican principles of government ?
Wby can they not praiss this principle,
and contend that they alonecan give it its
best effect? History shows, it is true, that
the Democratic adwministration of Mr.
Jefferson Davis was partisan and monarch-
ical; that it disregarded every doctrine of
representative government; that it an-
nulled its coutrnct of military service with
the soldiers, and of currency with the
people; put the cities under the most rigid
military rule; fixed the waluation of all
property and produce useful ix the prose-
cution of the war; assumed control of all
transportation: in fact governed entirely
by martial law. It will be found that
such genuine Confederates as Governor
Joe Brown of Georgia, General Robert
Toombs and Hon. Alesander Stepliens de-
nounced the favoritism and despotism of
the Davis administration, and their writ-
ings and spesches will be found mora con-
demnatory of that administration than the
most viralent States rights editorial in the
New York Wor'd agaiust the adwministra-
tion of President Graut. DButall this does
not prove a republican goverument to be
wrong or defective; it would only show a
maladministration and disregard of this

principle, which ought to be corrected Ly
the removal of one aduiuistration aud the
clection of a better,

Let our contemporaries abrse the Re-
publicans but let them cease to testily
‘ngninst the republic. The Republican
party will shicld the constitution, and re-
ceive on its own body the poisoned 1
siles directed ngainst that sacred instru-
went.

Already Lave the sad effects of these
intense sectional conflicts raised hoves in
the partisans of monarchy and hierarchy.
One chief effect of this violence was the
war.  Assiguing to each section whatever
responsibility we may, still it is not right
to seize on the accumulated debt of the
war and charge it on republicanism. It
must be remembered that the blessad
monarchy of Eagland owes a larger
debt than we do with even less to
show for it. It should never be forgotten
by an American of revolutionary descent
that the ehief foundation of this Britisi
debt was inevrred in the endemvor to suly
gate our ancestors, The rest of it repre-
sents chietly the blood and gunpowder
of continental wars for preserving the
balance of power in Europe. That is, in
maintaining such an equilibrium of po-
litical forces that the erown should neither
be shaken from the brow of Britain nor
seeptre made to tremble in her band.
d of Mulplaguet, Blenheim, Ramillies,
Oudenarde: of Bunker's Hill and York-
town: of Copenhagen, Vimiera, Bajados,
Salamanca and New Orleans. These are
the treasury receipts of the English mon-
archy for the Dritish debt.

Before our Democratic contemporarics
give up the republican and representative
principle, and invite the restoration of
wonarchy or hierarchy, it would be better
for them to consider the evils of other
forms of governments, as shown by that
to which we fear they have little 1e-
ferenca-— history.

If npon & contest as to which party can
best carry out the priuciples of Washing-
ton and Jefferson and Adams, the Demo-
cratic party shall be fonnd the most com-
petent, we s be with the Roman patriot,
proud that “Rome has better soldiers than

elves,” If the Republicans shall be
ated apon the argument that Reg
government is a  failure,
we may apprebend that the first dnt
Demoeratic  adainistration e to
treat for terms of reannexation and re-
newed obedfence to some of those divine
and perfest governients from wkhich our
ancestors tlod, and whose attempts at re-
newed domivation thedsbave resisted
those forms of government which modern
and uln.lul Demseracy seems to think so
much better than our own.

Is it, then, a Dewmocratic issne that this
“is nof the best government the world
ever knew?” Let us know Democratic
opinion and purpose. If this be nof the
best government, then it will be the duty
of the people to adopt the goverument
which is best. What do our Democratic
opponents recommend? Will they im-
port a temporal or imperial ruler? Shall

cumb. If the trinmphant claim of Demo-

THE WANT OF ENTERPRISE.

TLe Rervnricax has often since the
war taken occasion to remind its readers
that a want of enterprise on the part of
the merchants, business men generally
and property holders of New Orleans has
been one of the chief enuses of its gradual.
decline; and now it is compelled to point
to further proof of the fact—one that
now stares the people boldly in the face,
It is asserted that we have in our midst
very large number of unemployed per-
sons who are anxiously seeking cuploy-
ment to keep starvation from their doors.
It has been estimated that this army of
idlers from compulsion nnmbers well on
to 20,000, and it is positively known that
they make no extravagant demands, but
bold themselves in readiness to do an
honest day's work for such payas will afford
them the means of obtaining the common
necessaries of life. Without meaning to
encourage or justify the distinctions that
some of the New O:leans press have en-
deavored to establish between our old and
new citizens, we will say that this army of
uon-producers is made up principally of
old citizens, laboring white men whose
sympathies and prejudices were early
enlisted on the side of the rebellion, and
who helped materially to fill up the ravks
of the regiments raised in Louisiana. The
condition of these men and their families
was bad enough at the close of the war,
but by continuing, after the war had been
crushed, to cling to the fortunes and tench-
ings of the wealthy clusses that farnished
the leaders and brought on the war, their
condition has been gradually growing
worse, until it has reached a point that
demands some kind of immediate relief,
In the past, dating from the commence-
ment of the work of reconstruction in the
South, these men have done the next
best thing to fighting for the Southern
Confederacy—they have voted the Demo.
cratic ticket whenever an opportunity
presented itself. For théir faithfulness
in this direction a few huadred have oe-
casioually been accorded the privilege of
working on our streets at wages, if the
pay had been given in cash, barely suffi-
ient to clothe them and keep them and
their families in bread and meat: but
when this pay had to come in scrip that
did not commaud fifty cents on the dol-
lar, because the rich Demoeratic property
Lolder would not pay his taxes, the benefit
of the privilege of working on the streets, in
the public schools and on the police must
be considered a very doubtful one. And
yet that privilege is now denied a great
many and a wide extended charity is
sought to be obtained to give relief to an
army of many thousand involuntary
idlers, men and women, young and old,
who stand ready to work at repsonable
rates and thus aid in restoring prosperity
unot only to themselves Lut to all who are
in any business in our city. Now, it may
be asked, what substantial aid can pos-
sibly flow from any relief that is given in
the way of charity alone? That wonld
relieve the sufferers for a short time only,
and would take from the wealth of the
State in the hands of individuals while
it would give nothing in return but the
satisfaction of knowing that a small tem-
porary relief had been afforded those who
araon the eve of starvation because they
are not furnished with work. It is very
plain that if our capitalists, business men
and property holders were men of brains,
enterprising, sagacious and progressive,
they would find soma way of putting this
large army of laborers at work that would
uot only prove a blessing to them and their
fawilies, but a source of profit to their
employers and wealth to the State. Men
that would step forward in establishing
works that would afford labor, and with
braius suflicient to inaugurate and ma-
ture them successfully, would indeed
prove public benefactors in Louisiana,
and would be deserving of the highest
public honors that can be rendered by the
State to well deserving citizens. Such
men would become deservedly popnlar
with the great mass of onr people, and
would possess mors substantial elaims for
their suffrage than can be elaimed for the
simple reason that they are Democrats.

In the New England ‘States many pub-
lic men of distinction bave become so
by entering into laige enterprizes that af-
forded labor to the millions. Manufac-
tories of all kinds have been successfully
established there, and men like Banks,
Wilson (our Vies President), and many
others who have bear/connected with works
of this kind have been raised to stations
of the highest honor in pablie life because
they had first made themselves usefal, and
Ly that means popular with the laboring
ciasses. Otler men have made them-
selves jnstly popular by inzugurating great
pablic works.

We cite thess instances to show what
wen of brains and enterprise —progressive
wen—have done for other States; and to
renifibar people ouce more that
want of enterprise, aud possibly of brains,
on the part of our business men and prop-
erty bolders that is one of the chief
canses of the decline of New Orleans, If
this is not the case beyond redemption
there will be some among our business
wen and property holders who will step
forward at this most nuspicious time and
inaugurate means for employing the sur-
plus labor in our city, which can
be bad cheap; and if they desire

VOLUNTEER CENSUS TAKERS.

The Democrats having succeeded to
sowe extent in interfering .with the Re.
turming Board now propose to institute
a parellel census burean, with the view.
no doubt, to produce a series of statistics
as the basis for futura political wrangles
and 2 possible compromise or adjustment
by which a few more of the hungry tribe
will Le safely moored into comfortabla
berths at the public expense. We have
had for the past four or five months what
are krown as the election returns as found
by the Rstarning Board, and the *true
returus,” as found by ‘‘the people,” as
two or three score of ward politicians
throughout the State call themselves.
The next thing in this line will be dual
census returns, The State Registrar and
kis assistants are slowly collectivg the
facts for a legal count of the population,
while the Democratic parish committee
have taken some steps to send detectives
aronnd with instructions to find a differ-
eut result,

- How th¥® is to Le done does not elearly
appear. Nor have we heard where the
‘money is to come from to defray the ex-
penses. The merchants resolutely refuse
to be bled any further for the purpose of
keeping up political irritation and buying
good’ positions for persons who have
nothing but cheek in the way of qualifica-
tious. We are not so deep in the secrets
of the Democratic parish committee as to
know wherein they expect the “true re-
turns" to differ from the official count,
which is equivalent to an admission that
we do not know which column of the
census blanks is to be attacked. Whether
the Democracy is acting in the interest of
those who have a constitutional antipathy
for disclosing their ages, or whetler there
is to be another tussle on the color line,
is a matter of equal doubt and importance,
It may after all be but a Larmless picce of
impertinence on the part of the Demo.

The best way to head off any scheme of
machination is for the State Registrar and
his assistants to take extraordinary care
in the discharge of their duties. They
should not depend too much upon re-
ceiving correct answers on their blanks
from heads of households. They should
g0 to every house and patiently and dili-
gently elicit all the necessary information
tor the _purposes of the law. A gentle-
manly exterior and an iotelligent head,
combived with industry and & determina-
tion to discharge a very simple duty will
in nearly every case prove sufficient.
Numbers is the basis snd the only basis
of political power in this State. It is to
some extent the interest of every person
in a ward to have all the available
strength broughtout. No one, anywhere,
whether Democerat, Republican or neither,
has the slightest interest in concealing any
fact which a fuir count of the people
wonld bring out. We have confidence in
the interest if not the ability of our census
officers to discharge their duties properly.
Their findings will, as sworn testimony,
be entitled to more weight than the un-
ofticial compilations of partisaus sent ont
by the Democratic committee, for the
purpose, undoubtedly, of confirming an as-
sumed condition of affuirs. If our citi-
zems will render all the assistance and
afford ell the information required by the
census officers, they will have earned an
exemption from further annoyance on the
subjeet, and may without being suliject to
the imputation of clnrlishness, politel:
