R esponsibility  Som ewhere. — Captain 
Jacob Gray, of the mounted police, last 
Friday sent a notice to Coroner Chastant 
that there was a dead body at the New 
Canal lake end, the captain supposing that 
this ended his duty. * He had directed a 
patrolman to remain in the locality where 
the drowned was found, in order to direct 
the coroner on his arrival. Hr. Chastant 
did not go, probably believing that it was 
not in his bailiwick. Captain Gray yester- 
pay reported to Superintendent Banger the 
situation of affairs, at the same time stating 
that the Jeff erson parish coroner had held 
the inquest on the body of Patterson.

This has opened an old controversy, 
which now assumes a new phase. Before 
Carrollton was annexed to New Orleans 
the line of Jefferson parish was hut a short 
distance above the New Canal lake end, 
and when our coroner heard of a case in 
that vicinity he asked very few questions, 
but traveled out as soon as convenient; he 
had fees then. Now coroners are on a sal­
ary, and, therefore, are not as prompt in 
responding as formerly. By some it is con­
tended that the lake end of the New Canal 
is not in the First or Second Districts or in 
the parish of Jefferson. According to the 
new lines that point may be in the Third 
District, which being the case, Coroner De- 
Blanc, for the lower districts, should be 
called on to perform duty there. Dr. Chas 
tant makes a point that he did not respond 
because the locality was not mentioned by 
the police, but Captain Gray is positive 
that his report stated that the corpse was 
at the lake end of the New Canal. The 
sooner tins muddle is settled the better 
An inquest was held by Coroner Gaudct of 
Jefferson parish.

A Soldier  T ired  of L ife .—Yesterday 
Mr. Richard Blossman was at the Second 
District ferry, when his attention was di­
rected to a man dressed in the United States 
military uniform. The straDger was near 
the water, and stripped himself, as ii about 
to tako a swim. Mr. Bloesman from the 
first suspected that the man intended to 
drown himself; therefore called a policeman 
and notified him. but the officer did not 
agree with Mr. Blossman. In another mo- 
xuenr the soldier was in the water and out 
of sight, coming to the surface once, and 
then disappeared, drowned.

The man’a age appeared to be about 
thirty years, and it is thought that he is 
the person who furnished the Bulletin with 
an account of 'an intended movement to 
burn Richmond, Virginia, during the civil 
war. There was nothing abfmt the clothing 
to indicate who the man was.

H o w  to  B u ild  Up th e  R e p u b lic a n  P a r ty  io  
th e  S o u th .

Some writers, who gauge party principles 
by success, are busy devising plans to seduce 
the Democratic ex rebel portion of the 
South into voting the Republican fieket. 
The task undertaken is to bribe the enemies 
of the Republican party to desert to it—to 
so change Republican policy as to remove 
all objections to it on tlia part of the people 
who undertake to destroy the government 
of the United States because of the success 
of the Republican party, and who have 
steadily fought against Republican policy, 
even by violence, since thf-ir rebellion was 
overthrown. To conciliate such people, 
what has the Republican party to offer 
whioh will not be a virtqal abandonment of 
Republicanism! How can its enemies be 
conciliated except by Republican surrender? 
This is the problem, and we confess the 
prospect is not flattering.

The New York Times is somewhat of a 
. moralizer in this matter. With the abridged 
vision of a politician, it sees that Democ­
racy rules most of the Southern States, and 
jumps to the conclusion that the only way 
to overthrow that rule is to attempt to 
divide the Democracy—rather than to 
build up Republicanism on solid principles 
It says:

“Once remove from the politics of the 
South the passion and prejudice aroused by 
the quarrel over the negro’s rights and the 
Democratic party must lose many of its 
best members, who have been in sympathy 
with it only on that one question. Tie 
Republican party can win what tbe Democ­
racy loses, if it is rightly handled, and, 
from all appearances, there is much more 
chance of its being so handled than the 
Democrats like to admit.”

This calling the war of the rebellion, and 
tbe fight for equal rights which lias agitated 
the country since the war closed, “the 
passion aud prejudice aroused by the quar­
rel over the negro's right,” is characteristic 
ot tbe mere politician. The statesman, the 
true. Republican from heart aud principle, 
on the contrary, regards the issue between 
the Republican aud Democratic parties a3 
something more than the ‘‘passion and pre­
judice aroused bv the quarrel over the 
negro's rights.” If the negro has been the 
central object in American politics for the 
past twenty tears it has not bteu because 
he was essentially a lovely ohj-ct to be con 
tern pi a ted, nor because he has more tights 
than the white man; but because in him 
the common rights ol American citizens 
were trodden under foot; because iu him 
the Republican party and the Unit; d 
Slates government have espoused and de- 
lecded the rights of all humanity. The 
Beniiment of the Republican party is not 
negro philanthropy, but human justice. It 
is a white man’s question; it is all men's 
question. We ask not what*ie the color of 
tne man whose rights ere invaded; vro only 
ask, Is he an American citizen? If he is, 
we assert that the American flag should 
protect his rights wherever it waves. If, in 
order to conciliate ami divide tbe Demo­
crats of the South, it is necessary to aban­
don these principles, we for one say that 
we would rather the Republican party 
would remain eternally in tho minority in 
tbe South.

What less than this abandonment of the 
rights of American citizenship can be 
offered to the Democrats of the South to 
woo them over to Republicanism! Would 
we not have to offer them much more than 
this! We say yes, because the question has 
been tested’. * Under Andrew Johnson's 
policy concession toe^-rebels was the order 
of the day. The attempt to protect Repub­
licans in tho South was not only aban­
doned, but tiie Southern whites were given 
to understand that tho administration re­
cognized their rights as “State sovereigns” 
to regulate their domestic institutions as 
absolutely, and upon the same principles 
that they did before the war. And 
they did" so regulate them with a ven­
geance. We all know what barbarous 
codes of labor laws were enacted by 
them in all Southern States. The “quarrel 
over tho negro’s rights” was thus abandoned 
by the federal government. Dal the Dem­
ocratic party lose many of its “best mem­
bers?”

After assuming that this abandonment of 
Republicanism wiH divide the Democratic 
party, we are asked to believe that “the 
Republican party can win what the.Denioc- 
racy loses if it is rightly handled.”

It we “handle the party 
right,” if the wires are deftly pulled, if the 
organization performs its artistic jugglery 
iu a captivating manner, tbe nation will 
follow in blind admiration. No, no. Par­
ties are not so built up and held together. 
Forty millions of people can not be “han­
dled” by politic.ians. The old Whig party 
tried that in the South, and what did policy 
without principle do for it? How did it 
succeed in trying to be more Democratic 
than the Democratic party? It died the 
death of all temporizers and policy mongers. 
It was well “handled”—in fact, like some 
sick kittens.it was handled too much.

If the Republican party were so ba«e as 
to copsent to betray its followers in the 
South, and to abandon all pretense of pro­
tecting the common right of any citizen 
who does not vote the Democratic ticket, 
it could not thus succeed. It would ie 
damned to eternal infamy if it so repudi­
ated its grand record as tho champion of 
hnman rights. The “policy” would be 
suicidal. It would be a virtual abandon­
ment of the Republican party. It would 
ba to repudiate the war, to return to the 
palmy days of slavery, to restore the 
dogma of State sovereignty, nullification 
and secession, as sound national policy.

The first step in tho direction of concilia­
tion at the expense of principle would be 
the signal tor the formation of a new party, 
in the hands of new men, based upon the 
same old principles, more radically ex­
pressed, to be more inflexibly adhered to 
and fought for until triumphantly vindi­
cated. The organization may be betrayed 
and wiped out, out our principles they can 
not destroy, thank God! They are a part 
of the life of American citizens; for them 
they have given blood and treasure untold. 
We do not measure the value of these prin­
ciples by temporary successes—as we did 
not estimate the ends of our war to pre­
serve the Union by the defeat ot our arms. 
The abandonment of principle and the sub­
stitution of truckling policy might win us a 
temporary success, but such vic ories are 
equivalent to defeats. For, once a party has 
abandoned its moral principles it is dead 
forever. Our history is full of these vic­
torious disasters, won by party prostitu­
tion.

There is a way which seemoth unto man 
right, but the end thereof is death. We 
would rather see the old Republican party 
go into a ton years' minority with its right­
eous principles adhered to, and its flag lull 
high advanced, than to see it retain power 
by sacrificing these. We would rather this 
old ship would go down with its celors 
nailed to the mast, than to see its colors 
hauled down and the flag oi its enemies 
substituted.—Buffalo Express.

Senator Anthony’s Views.
The New Yo{k Graphic has interviewed 

Senator Anthony since his return from the 
South, with the following result:

United States Senator Henry B. Anthony 
was at the Gilsey House last evening. He 
had jaet airived from New Orleans and the 
South, where he accompanied Colonel 
Thomas Scott and the senatorial party for 
Mexico, visiting on the way back from 
Washington to New York the venerable 
Senator CameroD, at his Riverdale farm of 
Lochiel.

“IIow did vou find Cameron ?” asked the 
Daily Graphic representative.

“Quite hale and full of spirit. He is a 
noble old fellow, as hospitable at home as a 
baron, and be travels with the equal 
spirits of a very young man.”

“Did Major Ben Perley Poore go on to 
Mexico ?”

“Yes; 1'oore said that if he started out 
and stopped short of the ebd of the voyage 
he would be called ‘The Mexican Tourist’ 
by everybody on Newspaper Row. So he 
went on with Scott ?”

“But you and the Senators generally re­
turned to Florida by the inland South?” 

"Yes. When we arrived at New Orleans 
Mrs. Morton was taken very ill. We also 
heard that yellow fever had broken out at 
Vera Cruz, and that it might be dangerous 
or subject us to quarantining. I suppose.” 
contiuued Senator Anthony, “that in reality 
we could have been transferred at Vera 
Cruz from the steamer to the ears without 
delay, and all proceeded safely. But we 
had set out too iate. The unity' of our 
• impany was broken up, and we returned 
through the Southern States.”

“Did you find any repose or good result 
oi the long peace alter the war there?”

“Not very much. We mingled with the 
old native people, and they assured us that 
everything was joyful except for the carpet­
baggers. Northern people resident there 
always said that except for the military 
they had no security of life or property. 
We*could not reconcile such opposite state­
ments, and went to the officers of the gar­
risons of the regular army, who were 
neither carpet baggers nor natives. These 
we inquired of at Charleston, Atlanta and 
other points. They told us, without pas­
sion or complaint, that their wives and 
families were never visited socially by 
the Southern ladies, nor did they receive 
any of tbe courtesies of intercourse 
common to civilization and always made 
the especial boast of Southerners. I there­
fore made up my mind that the feeling of 
the people oi tho South, at bottom, was 
resentful and their professions unsound. 
We heard at Charleston of a man who 
wanted to carry the United States flag in 
some procession through the city. He re­
sided on the Battery, among the aristocratic 
residences there. My informant, an array 
officer, said: "None of those dwellings are 
ever opened to the officers, and the man 
who wanted to carry the flag said his object 
was to have it said in the North that a 
native gentleman paraded with the national 
colors iu Charleston, and that capital might 
therefore eoiue to the place. I can’t say,” 
concluded Senator Anthony, “that I was 
convinced the Southern grievance was 
ended.”

The Daily Graphic representative told 
the Senator that in Columbia, South Car 
olina, the cold attitude ot the people toward 
the regular army, socially, was based upon 
the laet that the wives of the carpet-bag­
gers, who were not recognized by the Car­
olinians, visited the houses of the officers. 
It the native ladies went there they fell in 
with the enriched lamilies of the people who 
plundered them. Senator Anthony said 
that the idea that an officer could make the 
price of his company the rejection of some­
body else from his house^was a novelty. lie 
said, also, that the Southern debts were 
manipulated by natives, and that North 
Carolina—the representatively great debt— 
was made next to insolvent by Democrats.

The Senator from Rhode Island enjoyed 
himself chiefly in Savannah, where he had 
visited when a young man, and was wel­
comed after the lapse of years by old 
friends. He appeared to think more of 
Georgia than of any State he had visited. 
As to New Orleans, he said:

“That city seemed to ne to haves fftred 
more by the war than any place ot the 
South. Its levees, delta and trade with the 
West and the tributaries of the Mississippi 
are all seriously affected. They are trying 
now to give New Orleans a deep and re­
liable sea channel. I doubt if it will be a 
success. What can you think of a river 
where an island appears iu a night ami a 
ship runs aground upon it, add then is float­
ed off by the gases of decomposition at tho 
bottom?”

“Gases of what?” we inquired 
“Of the animal matter brought down and 

buried there. New Orleans, also, by the 
suicidal folly of tho war, cut herself* ft from 
the West, ot which she had been the mart, 
and the railroads built through the North­
ern States, from East ts West, have flanked 
New Orleans, so that we can bring cotton 
from Memphis to Providence by rail 
cheaper than we can carry it lrom Memphis 
by water via New Orleans. We consume iu 
Providence 100,000 bales a year, worth, in 
round numbers, $10,000,000. 1 suppose that 
New Orleans no longer has anything to do 
with any material quantity of that cotton. 
Besides, St. Louis, which appears to be the 
growing giant of the West, is drawing off 
the trade even of the Red river and the 
Ouachita, within the territories of Louisi­
ana, by a more enterprising steamboat sys­
tem. New Orleans would never have been 
set'led where it stands but for the mouth 
of the Mississippi. The river is now 
menaced with Ligh pilotage and towage 
and precarious outlets, while the railroad 
system of the North and Southwest flanks 
New Orleans all around, and supercedes 
the necessity of the river.”

“What did you thinic of Florida ?”
“Well, you know Senator Dennis, the 

Democrat, from the Eastern Shore of Mary­
land—a lovely man 1 He said he wouldn’t 
give his jar iii on the Chesapeake lor the 
whole State of Florida.”

“Then your impressions were not very 
sanguine of the recuperation of the South­
ern country ?”

The general view lia<l a depressing in­
fluence,” said Senator Anthony. “The peo­
ple who ought to lead in public spirit were 
sore on small points. The humble people 
were doing something, but the whole po­
litical economy appeared to be disjointed. 
There was little ot the equal dispersion of 
advantages and mental activity on things 
pertinent and practical we possess in tiie 
North.”

“Which city did you find most active?”
“I thought Charleston had t ie b stchan e 

in the South. It is a handsome place, will* 
a goodjuort and some spirit. Chamberlain 
is doing well there as Governor.”

With these hasty views our representa­
tive took his leave, regretting not to have 
had opportunity to speak mure at length 
with an intelligent traveler.
