OUR OUTLET TO THE TROFPICS.
It is a very great merit of the Jepty that
its effects will be manifest at an early
period after ity' commencement; and as-
suming that the guccess of the' principle
in 80 many pridoipal rivers in Europe will
assure 8 similar result here. ye may sketch
some of the cunsequences that must fol-
low a depth of navign.ﬁon adeguate to
any tonn;ge that is or that may be ew-
ployed in commerce.
All the theories of improved outlet
commerce to which our attention has been
called relate exclasively to the commerce
between the West and Europe,; We will
anticipate, therefore, the transportation
of bulk grain and other produots, and the
importation of Western 'comsumption to
any extent necessary tb cdrry thit com-
merce to its. utmost value and extent.
There is another office, however, to be
achieved by the completed jetty to which
we do not think the attention of the Wesg
and the Western capitalists has been ealled.
There is an inmense national demand
in the countries south of the gulf of Mex-
ico, and an equal pecessity on the part of
qur Western interior, for the products of
those foreign countrics. We pay for onr
tropical products at lenst one hundred
and sixty millions of dollars, silver and
gold, annually.
We should be able to psy a great dml
of this balance in oar own productions,
This would be the case but for an impedi-
ment which the West ean remove. - It will
be found that each of the tropical €oun-
tries adjacent to the United States raiscs
a great part of its revenucs by an exces-
sive tariff on such articles as the Western
Btates chiefly produce for export. Spain
protects the farmer of Ca'alonia by a duty
of .eight dollers, gold, on each harrel of
flour, and forty cents on evers'bushel of
Amuﬂct\n corn. Every variety of hog pro-
duct is taxed in like manner.
There are similar duties imposed $n
other tropical countries, and &5 4 conse-
quence the Wost is cnmpd’ed to take
provisions to Llurope, and elicounter the
heavy competition ul lmsm. Austria aud
Ireland, when bat for thes
duties on our own confincut a purge de-
mand for thesa products conld be had at
ourown doois. W hope, therefors, our
friends in the*West wiil use their infla-
ence with the govornment to secnre such
a modification of these trade treat
taay lead to the attraction of trade to and |
