Local In te llig e n c e .

Metropolitan Aid and Benevolent 
Association —Sunday afternoon over 100 
members of the Metropolitan Police, who 
have formed the Aid and Benevolent Asso­
ciation, met at Harmony Hall to consider 
the adoption,«)! a constitution and bv-laws. 
The committee appointed to consider the 
matter reported a t length and nearly the 
whole afternoon was taken up in discussing 
the numerous articles proposed. The con­
stitution and by-laws submitted were or­
dered printed and copies distributed at ail 
precincts. As eoou as the constitution has 
been printed and examined by all officers 
the president pro torn., Officer John A. 
Brett, will call a  meeting for the election of 
officers for a permanent organization, who 
will serve for one year.

Four K itchens B urned —Early Sunday 
morning a kitchen belonging to the bouse 
No. 21GMi Bayou road, owned by P. A. Char- 
bonnet, was destroyed by lire. The flames 
caught the kitchens of the next hou.ee, those 
of Messrs. Arry, Sarapuru and Connant. 
They were all insured.

Stolen Cotton Sam p les.—Several weeks 
ago the police were called on to look after 
persons who stole cotton samples and sold 
them to dealers in junk. Au officer not in 
uniform was posted to watch a suspected 
place, and he caught three of the raiders. 
When they were before the municipal 
judges their employers got them clear, and 
so the work was for nothing. At live 
o’clock Sunday morning Officers Phillips 
and lioonan found two hundred pounds of 
waste on Baronne, near Union street, so 
waited for somebody to claim it. Kobert 
Armstrong, whose clothing was covered 
with lint, was found lounging in the vicin­
ity mentioned, and was arrested on suspi­
cion that he stole the cotton.

Death of Dr . C. P. Ames.—Last Satur­
day Dr. Ames was at police headquarters, 
apparently in usual good health and humor. 
He saluted his friends and acquaintances 
with kind words and genial smiles, as ever 
ready to do a friendly act for anybody in 
in need. Sunday evening he retired, feeling 
too unwell to attend to bis duties. During 
the night he was attacked so severely that, 
he felt compelled to send for physicians, 
and then informed them that bis liver was 
enlarged so much that it was the cause of 
his prostration. He furnished the informa­
tion too late, and soon after daylight yes­
terday morning he breathed his last breath. 
He was barely thirty-two years old, but had 
gained a very fine professional reputation. 
Indeed, just before Dr. Stone died he 
said to à friend that he considered Dr. 
Ames one of the most thorough anatom­
ical scholars he had ever met, and 
the foundation of that knowledge was laid 
in our State University. Leaving here he 
went to Massachusetts and entered Har­
vard Medical College, graduating in 1808, 
which he returned to New Orleans and 
began to practice medicine and surgery, 
taking an office in Algiers, where he gained 
the good will and friendship of everybody. 
The poorest and lowost never appealed to 
him in vain, for he always listened to calls 
in charity's name. In iS70 he leit his sub­
urban practice and accepted a position as 
city physician on the Metropolitan Police, 
which position he held with honor. Police­
men esteemed him as one of their best 
friends. Socially the doctor was intimate 
with but few. but that lew learned to almost 
love him. In disposition he was gentle, 
ever sociable, always ready for anything 
pleasant, and prompt in responding to calls 
tor kindly acts. He will be greatly missed 
by many besides bis relatives. He leaves a 
family. The f'uueral will take place this 
evening from the corner of St. Charles and 
Melpomene streets

P rofertt H olders in Council.—About 
a hundred property holders held an ad­
journed meeting last evening, Mr. A. 
Mitchell in the chair. The principal busi­
ness was to adopt governing rules. The 
main objects of the association are to re­
duce taxation and to recujierate the condi­
tion of things generally. It is intended to 
reduce city taxes to one and one-fourtb per 
cent and the State to three-fourths. Each 
city ward will have a union, which will be 
entitled to two delegates, which delegates 
will form an executive committee, and only 
real estateowners will bo entitled to mem­
bership, and the dues are fixed at ten cents 
per month. A resolution to appoint a com­
mittee to effect a postponement of proceed­
ings against delinquent taxpayers was laid 
over. A suggestion was made to appeal to 
the city Administrators, but a loud remark 
that those officials are not friendly to prop­
erty holders elicited applause. A remark 
which smacked of repudiation was cheered 
and a member deciaied that be had no 
faith in the men they had elected to 
office; “ in fact, the Administrators had 
gone back on them.” The meeting ad- 
jonrned until next Tuesday evening.

During the session a member in a back 
seat took no interest in the proceedings, 
hat was greatly absorbed in perusing the 
list of delinquent taxpayers. He probably 
found his illustrious name in that to-be- 
continued and disconnected story.

Trouble Among O ystermen.—Yestcr 
day, a number of men whose occupation is 
to rake oysters in summer in Barataria bay, 
and plant them lor winter demand, came to 
New Orleans, as they had been driven from 
tbeir quarters by old settlers who seem te 
dislike too much honest industry. Nearly 
all these men are Austrians by birth, 
diligent toilers at anything they undertake. 
Residents of Barataria have threatened 
them with violence if they continue their 
labors. The retugees will to-day make 
known their grievances, and it is likely 
that Superintendent Loan will take a hand.

The men were first assailed by a large 
number of persons, most of them from 
Chcniere Comanada, who carried shot 
guns. They cut the Austrians’ boat fasten­
ings and sent the skills adrift, then demol 
ished their cabins and destroyed the provi­
sions. Governor Kellogg will be waited on 
to day and bo informed as to the case, and 
the authorities ot Jeft'srson parish will be 
called on for indemnity. All that the suf­
ferers ask is protection while they are pur 
suing tbeir legitimate business, and the 
request should be promptly granted. It the 
sheriff of Jefferson parish can not keep 
down rioters in his bailiwick, then perhaps 
a few policemen might be serviceable. It 
is hoped that these men will find protection 
from some quarter.

G o v e r n o r  K e l l o g g .
While the compromise was still a subject 

of debate and the opposition thereto was 
poworlul in both parties and most bitterly 
denounced by some prominent Republicans, 
u visitor in New Orleans asked this ques­
tion: “Who is the author of this com­
promise !” A Republican opponent replied, 
with a sneer: “William Pitt Kellogg; it is 
his work.” Predictions of failure were 
common at that time. It was said the 
House would not make the changes re­
quired by the award. It was said the 
Senate would not do its part; that no power 
on earth or under the earth could unseat 
the members whom the congressional com­
mittee had decided against. A few days 
passed, and all these things had been done. 
The unseated members, both in the House 
and Senate, had given place to those to 
whom the award assigned seats. The com­
promise had been completed to the very 
letter. Then the same opposing Republican 
who had declared Governor Kellogg the 
original compromiser, said: “It must be ad­
mitted that Kellogg has shown himself a 
man of great strength and influence. The 
ws} in which he has carried through this 
adjustment is wonderful. I could not be­
lieve it possible. His success in this matter 
is astonishing.—ilrnroe Intefflgenctr.”

C o n d it io n  o f  A f f a ir e  o o  t h e  R i o  G r a n d e -  
W h a t  M i l i t a r y  l i e n  S a y  A b o u t  t l ie  
S i t u a t i o n —T h e  M il i t a r y  T e l e g r a p h .

S an  An t o n io , M ay  18,1875.
At the risk of being considered sen­

sational, I must state most unequivocally, 
that the complications on the Rio Grande 
are of the gravest character, and unless 
prompt action is taken by tlia central au­
thorities at the City of Mexico actual war 
will not be delayed much longer. 1 have 
the positive expression of ouiniou upon 
the views anil deduction of those who are 
best able to judge, and who hive no pos­
sible motive to exaggerate the gravity of 
the situation.

The truth is, that unleat something is 
done, either by Governor Coke or President 
Grant, the Nueces river will be the boun 
dary line between the two republics. The 
Rio Grande has become already a Mexican 
river. But to facts.

In my special abouta week ago 1 referred 
to the arrival of Generals Hatcli and Davis, 
the former, General E l  ward Hatch, being 
the officer in command at Ringgold Bar­
racks, who came in cinflict with the civil 
authoiities on this side of the river, 
through his zeal in punishing marauders 
and horse thieves who were backed up by 
their friends and abettors in official posi­
tion on our side, so to speak. The testi. 
mony of these officers and gentlemen 
of high standing can not be im­
peached, and is sustained and cor­
roborated by the statements of Bishop 
Manucy, the Catholic prelate, whose juris­
diction extends from Brownsville to El 
Paso, on the American side, and who is at 
present in our city. I have conversed with 
others, men of inlluence living on the Rio 
Grande, who were unwilling that their 
names should appear id print as giving in­
formation to the Grin yos, for lear they 
would be singled out by the knife of the 
assassin on their return.

These gentlemen agree substantially that 
the only solution to these perpetually re­
curring reigns of terror to Americans on 
the Rio Grande is to cut the Gordian knot 
by the United States takiDg forcible posses­
sion of the opposite bank of the Rio Grande.

It is now already unsafe for Americans 
to live in the vicinity of the Rio Grande, 
and hundreds of families have abandoned 
their homes and ranches, and are now 
camping out on the Nueces river. The men 
who brought to the Americans tlie first 
news of the last contemplated raid have 
been assassinated. 1 learn this from Gen­
eral Hatch himself. The population on 
this bank of the river is an intensely 
Mexican in sympathy and feeling as 
it is in race, and are only too willing to 
lend a helping hand to glut their tradi­
tional hate of the American. The United 
States troops are few in number and very 
much scattered. The juries and justices on 
this side of the river are for the most part 
Mexicans in full unison and consort with the 
authoritys on the Mexican 6ide, who are 
partakers of the plunder stolen from Texas 
When the Mexiaan authorities make a pre 
tence of arresting the red-banded bandits 
who have just returned from some foray 
into Texas, they are released because they 
claim to be Texans, and once on this side of 
the river they claim immunity as Mexican 
citizens.

This brief statement of the condition of 
things will make intelligible how it comes 
that the driving of Texas cattle into Mexico 
is carried on without interruption. If  tho 
United States officers succeed in overtaking 
the thieves before they can cross the magic 
stream, and attempt to punish them, they 
come in direct conflict with the civil authori 
ties. There are several indictments 
against General Hatch for murder, the 
murder having been committed by 
his soldiers in self-defense when fired’ on 
by Mexican bandits. There are United 
States soldiers in prison now on the 
trumped-up charge of murdering a Mexi­
can, who was killed by the thieves them­
selves.

Of course these proceedings will amount 
to nothing ultimately, but they answer the 
present purpose of the Mexican authorities 
very well—that is, to encourage the thieves 
to steal stock iu Texas to sell in Mexico.

Probably before this reaches you you 
will be informed by telegraph that the 
United States government has ordered 
heavy reinforcements to the Rio Grande 

At present there is very little of interest 
transpiring in the ancient city of San An 
tonio de Bexar. General Augur is in town 
and will remain here for about ten days- 
For General Augur the San Antonians have 
the liviliest sentiments of affection, his long 
stay of four years as commander 
of this department, with headquar 
ters at San Antonio, having given 
our people abundant opportunity to become 
acquainted with his many virtues and high 
social qualities. Our regret at his depart­
ure, however, has been mitigated by favor­
able impressions produced by his successor, 
General Ord, who is winning golden opin­
ions from all those with whom he is thrown 
in contact. To him it is in a great measure 
due that tjie establishment of a military 
depot at this city has beoome a fixed fact.

The government has let out a contract 
for furnishing the telegraph poles for the 
entire line of the frontier military telegraph 
from this point to the Rio Grande via the 
various posts. The contract price for fur­
nishing the poles is $2 75 per pole. Recent 
events have made the speedy construction 
of this telegraph a military necessity.

This afternoon the City Council has ac­
cepted tho proposition of the New York 
National Waterworks, and within a year 
this great modern improvement is to go 
into operation. BEXAR.

A called session of the police jury, by pe­
tition of twelve or more freeholders,’ was 
held with the following members present: 
U. Dessonge, first ward; Alexander Hun- 
stock, second ward; G. W. Watts, third 
war«1; L. Z. Gowers, fourth ward; S. T. 
Landry, fifth ward.

The board being called to order by the 
clerk of the Sixth Judicial District Court, 
when Mr. S. T. Landry pat fn nomination 
for president of the jury Alexander Hun- 
stock, pro tem.

On motion of Mr. S. Z. Gowers, Alexan­
der Hunstock was declared elected presi­
dent ot the polioe jury of Livingston parish, 
by acclamation.

’On motion of S. T. Landry the police jury 
adjourned until three o’clock.

Police met pursuant to adjournment. 
Present as before.

Mr. Gowers offered the following pre­
amble and ordinance, which on motion of 
Mr. Watts was unanimously adopted and 
passed:

W hereas, by as act of the Legislature of 
this State; approved June 4, 1872, entitled 
“an act to locate the seat of justice of the 
parish of Livingston,” the town of Port

Be it ordained. That until the first day of 

June, 1875, payment of city taxes may be 
made as folio we:

Taxes of I860 to 1870 inclusive, entirely in 
scrip, including interest on tax bills, and 
costs advanced by city.

Taxes of 1871, entirely in scrip, and for 
interest on tax bills and costs advanced by 
city, one-balf in cash, balance in scrip.

Taxes ot 1873. fifty cents per $100 in cash; 
balance $2 50 per $100, in scrip, and for 
interest on tax bills, and costs advanced 
by city, one half in cash and one half in 
scrip.

Be it further ordained. That by the word 
“scrip,” as used iu this ordinance, is meant 
registered judgments, certificates of appro­
priation, tax warrants, city money, jury 
certificates, coroners’ certificates, ta r  excess 
certificates, claims provided tor by ordi­
nance, to 1871 inclusive, with right of trans­
fer.
