It is not his first visit, of course, as several 
prominent and respeotahle citizens can tes 
tify to their sorrow. During his recent 
brief sojourn ho succeeded in figuring as the 
victim ot two or three public castigations, 
besides private snubbiags innumerable 
The ball was opened by Major V. A. Ryan 
who met Barrett on the corner of Canal 
and Royal streets and vigorously dusted 
his coat with a cane, as in part coinpensa 
tion tor having signed the major's name to 
a.telegraphic dispatch ordering a certain 
bank box, with valuable papers, to be d 
posed of in a manner which was not to the 
likin r of the owner of the box and contents 
la noticing this affair, the New Orleans 
Bulletin gave a short chapter of the man 
history, which, though truthful enough 
did not please the subject of the notice. 
Barrett, therefore, armed himself and called 
on the editor for satisfaction. Fortunate! 
for the ends of justice, the "fighting editor 
happened to he in. and he conveyed a very 
appropriate apology to the blustering Bar 
rett iu the shape of a vrell slapped face 
Having retired from the Bulletin office with 
what he deserved, if not what he came for 
the next we hear of the hero of this sketch 
iie was figuring as a badly defeated party 
n a controversy with a hack driver.

Barrett generally introduces himself into 
a strange place as a newspaper man. and is 
always ready to back up his claims to that 
distinction by the production of numerous 
letters. A careful examination of his ere 
dentials, however, will excite suspicion in 
tlio mind of the most amiable and charita 
Die. There is a striking similarity in the 
styles o: cbirography and some confusion 
of the names of the writers and the offices 
to which they purport to belong. But lie 
has succeeded in deceiving many people by 
these spurious papers, and gained credit 
which he knows well how to turn to geod 
account. lie has lately, we believe, been a 
little cautious of taking such liberties. The 
last instance of the kind we can now recall 
occurred in Washington two years ago, 
when he caused to be published a paragraph 
stating that “J. F. Barrett, Jr., editor of 
the New Orleans Picayune, is lying daDger 
ously ill at his hotel in Washington." The 
Picayune was then under the editorial 
charge of Colonel K. B. Khett and Captain 
II. It. I)iii. Barrett never had any Conner 
tion with that or any other New Orleans 
paper, if we except the little engagement 
he had a week or two ago with the editor of 
the Bulletin

It not a member of the press, however, 
the reporters of nearly all the papers 
throughout the country have been busy 
with his fame, as the subjoined extracts 
will show:

[From the New Orleans Times 
John F. Barrett, Jr., hasreceiveu another 

thrashing, the Third, we believe, Mnce his 
arrival. The last inliictor of condign pun 
ishment is said to be a cabman, whom be 
secured tor repeated trips to the Lake with 
u female accomplice, and to whom he was 
indebted $50.

The fact that ho has walked these streets 
three weeks without being apprehended, 
we regard us the most scathing reflection 
upon our police management that has 
occurred iu years, and his preteuse of in 
tluence with the Republican party is z 
harsher criticism upon Republican party 
managers, personally and otherwise, than 
their worst enemies have ever made 

John F. Barrett, Jr., came to New Orleans 
in 1ST:;, claiming to be the agent of the 
Associated Press. Mr. Sitnonton, tho gen 
e»al manager of that institution, pro 
uouneeil that assertion a tabiication, stat­
ing in a letter to Mr. McDaniel, the agent 
here, that, no such person had been con­
nected with the service during his adminis­
tration. which, at that time, had continued 
seven years. ‘ t * *
'From  11*0 Aliany, New York, Express, November 

28, 1874.;
in Albany Barrett is pretty well known, 

and thoee whom he has swindled and lied 
about—and they are numerous here—would 
like to have him put in an appearance in 
Albany for a short time.

Let us give a leaf from his history. He 
first came to Albany in the campaign of 
1868 iu the capacity of a stump orator for 
the Democratic ticket, representing that he 
had been colonel or lieutenant colonel of 
an Iowa cavalry regiment during the war. 
That representation was undoubtedly a lie. 
Having plenty of brass and cheek he suc­
ceeded in ingratiating himself with some of 
the most prominent Democratic politicians 
iu the city, and was finally given a po-

ening letters, against John F. Barrett. Jr , 
sent to the grand jury. Mr. Barrett is now 
iu this city, and claims, er pretends to he, 
connected with various newspapers. He 
represented himself at New Orleans as 
agent of the Associated Press, until exposed 
by the agent in this city. Barrett claimed 
to hold the receipt of several Senators 
friendly to Kellogg for sums paid by 
Kellogg through him, but could never be 
induced to produce them. He did produce 
instead letters claiming to be part of a cor- 
respondence with Kellogg exposing certain 
Senators, but on sending the documents to 
New Orleans they were found to be ficti­
tious. A letter of John Malloy, chief of 
police of Albany, making inquiry after 
Barrett, who is "wanted” there, was shown 
Mr. Pbelps. It inclosed an article from the 
Albany A sprees, which stated that Barret* 
had been employed in the office of superin 
tendent of public instruction, and bad been 
discharged for theft, and that he had 
figured largely ia Albany as a confidence 
man.

Three weeks ago. or thereabouts, he re­
turned to New Urleaus. We first heard 
of him lurking about a prominent resi­
dence portion of the city, claiming to have 
in his possession a letter from Senator J. 1J. 
W est, in which that official very sensibly 
ad vises him to keep quiet. The next we 
hear of him ha is being caned by Major 
Kyan at the corner of Canal and Koval 
streets. The major accuses him of tele­
graphing in bis name, in transposed initials 
to the confidential agent of another person 
and thereby obtaining iroiu a private res: 
deuce letters and papers altogether private 
in their character. The Bulletin two ila 
afterward commented upon this episode 
with some asperity, and when JohnF. Bar 
rett, Jr., demanded an explanation here 
reived it in the shape of a box on the ear 
and some, say a boot toe in a less highly a; 
predated bur no less important portionof the 
body, from the editor and proprietor of that 
journal. Notwithstanding these discoura 
ing experiences we next hear of this ene 
getic young man blarneying the cook in the 
kitchen of a private residence. By rep-e 
seating himself as a New York reporter, 
in indigent circumstances, whoso trunk had 
been seized for board, and who is without 
tho means to obtain a meal, he procured 
comfortable meal, and to what extern pros 
ecuted his inquiries, we are at loss to 
imagine. The last episode is his untortu 
nate meeting with the cabman, an in 
dividual who, it is said, for three weeks 
waited for him at midnight, ready to per 
form one of the enormities in serious eon 
templation. and who alleges that he went 
unpaid. The solution of this brief biograph 
ical sketch resolves itself into one ques 
tion, do we pay a police something over 
halt a million dollars per annum to protect 
miscreants like Barrett, or have we no law 
which will cover his case? Must inoffensive 
citizens be daily and nightly harassed, or 
are they expected to take the law into the; 
own hands, and, if necessary, commit 
murder.

[From the Noiv Orleans Bulletin, May P.|
The press of this city was considerably 

exercised, soma time ago, to discover the 
identity of a person by tne name of Barrett. 
"John F. Barrett. Jr.,” as he somewhat 
pompously styled himself, who swaggered 
around Washington and New York exten­
sively, during the height of our political 
troubles, pretending to vast knowledge of 
public men in Louisiana, aDd assuming tt 
possess the most profound secrets concern 
mg events and men who were most notori 
ous at tlje time.

He flitted between here and Washington 
like a bird of ill omen, wrote the most scur­
rilous and false letters about the people of 
New Orleans and Louisiana, blackmailed 
numbers of persons upon various pretexts 
and finally, when he had run to about the 
length of his tether on that side of tho 
question, he became bold and aggressive 
threatened the men whoso dirty work he 
had been only too glad to do. ‘Meantime 
however, it leaked out that this tine fellow 
this blusterer and bravado, this lowest and 
most depraved specimen of the political 
vampire, was an ex-jail bird from Albany, 
New York. He was published as such in 
an Albany newspaper, and the article was 
subsequently reproduced here.

This fact, and tho further fact that be 
was systematically defrauding every in 
dividual verdant enough to be frightened 
by his threats or mislead by his plausible 
statements, had the effect of squelching 
him. and all his fine feathers were dragged 
in the mud. This fellow turned up here a 
short time 6ince most unexpectedly, and 
was soon found to be at his old tricks again. 
Going down to the Parish Prison to inter- 
iew Alexander Newton, who is there im­

prisoned, in order to get some points on his 
lormer pals, he met with an exceedingly 
warm reception. Newton seizing the occa 
sion to draw a most elaborate tongue- 
icture of Barrett, sent him out of the 

prison with a ilea in his ear, so to speak.
We think here is record enough to load 

down any ordinary man. But Barrett sur 
vives. and will yet turn up as the hero of 
some new adventure, unless he happens to 
fall into the hands of John Malov.

sition an copying clerk in the office of 
the superintendent of public instruction. 
From that position tie was subsequently 
discharged by Mr. Weaver, the Democratic 
superintendent, for theft.

Judge Cullorn rendered the following 
decision-

James Carran vs. Alex. Castamg.—The 
plaintiff being a mortgage creditor of the 
defendant for $1500, interest, attorney's 
fees, etc., took out an order of seizure and 
sale against the mortgage property, which 
is situated in this city. This property was 
sold and plaintiff has taken a rule against 
the city of New Orleans, and on the sheriff, 
to show cause why, on paving the taxes due 
the city for the year 1875 (say $150), the 
city should not give a receipt for ali taxes 
due by said property, and thereby exoner­
ate it from the onus of taxes due by Cas- 
taing on other movable effects. Carran 
tenders $150 for taxes due on the property 
which he purchased, but the city having 
failed or neglected to collect the taxes as­
sessed on other property belonging to Cas- 
taing, seeks now to compel the plaintiff and 
mortgagee to pay them before he can get a 
clear title to the property sold under his 
mortgage.

Section̂  twenty of the act approved 
March 16, 1870, provides “that the taxes 
assessed and levied by virtue of this acton 
the property, real ana personal, of any per­
son or corporation, are hereby declared to 
be a l\pn and privilege upon said property, 
to date from tne first day of August of the 
year for which they may be assessed, any 
alienation thereof or encumbrance to the 
property thereon notwithstanding, and said

lien or privilege shall exist ia favor of the 
city of New Orleans for the respective 
amount of taxes asseseed, until the same 
shall be fully paid, and the same shall 
be paid in preference to all mortgages 
and encumbrances other than taxes dua 
the State,” etc.

It is contended by the City Attorney thai 
this lien and privilege existing on the ob 
jects assessed, if not paid, exists with equal 
force and effect upon the real estate of the 
delinquent. To illustrate, if A hasacapi- 
itai iu trade of $1,000,000, which owes an 
assessed tax of $25,000. and also owned a 
house and lot assessed at $25,000, on which 
C held a mortgage antedating the assess 
ment ot the tax on the capital, B can not 
sell it under his mortgage and get a clear 
title on paying the tax assessed on the 
mortgaged property, without also paying 
in $25,000 assessed on A’s capital, or so 
much thereof as the propertv may bring.

I understand the law differently. "The 
taxes assessed aDd levied by virtue of 
this act and on the property, real or per­
sonal, of any person or corporation, are 
hereby declared to be a lien and privilege 
upon said property.” etc. I think the just 
and consequeutly the proper interpretation 
to give this language is,' "the taxes assess­
ed on the real property are declared to be 
a hen and privilege on it, and those assessed 
on personal property a lien and privilege 
thereon.”

This view is strengthened by the fact 
that the most powerful and promptly 
operative remedies are placed in the hands 
of collectors to enforce the payment ot al! 
taxes. Iu point oi iaot, I may say they are 
oppressive, if not tyrannical. Again, if the 
real estate is to be inevitably incumbered 
with all taxes on capital ot a personal 
nature, it must cease to furnish any basis of 
seenrity to lenders of money, and conse­
quently become, to a very eerieus extent, 
dead capital.

The power or authority to sell lanu for 
the paymant of taxes was never under­
stood to belong to common law, and there­
fore must exist, if it does at all, by statute 
law and must hence be special.' It must 
grow out of the sovereign perogative of a 
State and the very letter of the law. and 
must be strictly pursued and should appear 
to he so oa the face of the proceedings. 
Looking to the language of the statute au­
thorizing the collector to enforce the pay­
ment of taxes, I find it almost verbatim 
with that authorizing the sheriff to seize 
and sell under a writ of fieri facias.
. It need not be argued that under the fieri 
facias writ the duty ot the sheriff is first to 
seize the personal effects of the debtor. It 
has been remarked, and I think with good 
reason, that the evident intention of “the 
law was to make the tax a oharge upon the 
person of the resident” (see Blackwell’s 
Tax Titles p. 175); and the statute declaring 
it a lien on his property has no other effect 
than to secure its payment. The same 
author says: "It is the policy of the law to 
resort to tbe land itself only “when all other 
remedies fail to enforce a satisfaction of the 
tax.”

The person or personal estate of the de­
linquent is regarded as the primary, the 
land the dernier resort. The tax never be 
comes a charge upon the land until the 
other remedies have been exhausted. 
(Idem, p. 176 ) This is the principle which 
commonly prevails in the. absence of any 
special statue to the contrary. Privileges 
are strict! juris, and can not be extended in 
anycfse, nut more especially in one like 
this.

I am of opinion that the intention of the 
Legislature ot this State was to charge the 
property taxed with a lieu and privilege for 
tbe payment of its assessments; that it was 
not the intention to impose a privilege on 
any one species of property to secure the 
payment of taxes assessed on another. 
Were the reverse of this proposition true, 
as insisted upon by the City Attorney, i( 
would in very many instances impair the 
obligation of contracts and prevent the 
most ordinary use of private property.

Purchasers of property are expected to 
pay the taxes assessed on' it, not because 
the property owes them, but because the 
former owner owed so much on it. If the 
property owed the tax, an assessment in 
the name of one not the owner would au­
thorize its sale, and the cale would be valid. 
But such is not the law. 42 Missouri Rep., 
102. * ’ 

Any other construction would oblige the 
mortgage creditors of the delinquent tax­
payer to pay all the taxes due by him on 
every species of property before he could 
be permitted to collect his own debt, al­
though secured by a prior mortgage. The 
rule must he made absolute on the plain­
tiff’s payment of the taxes assessed against

An unusual interest is just now taken in 
the flag3 of all nations. The crowned heads 
of Europe have been in consultation, and 
banners in all lands have been hung on the 
outer wall. Sergeant Bates is still on the 
war path, urging foreigners to knock the 
stars and stripes from his shoulder. Mr. 
Lick, of California, has paid for a monu 
ment to Francis S. Key, fjr services ren­
dered the “Star Spangled Banner.” The 
North is in a constant stew of centennial 
patriotism, and North Carolina puts in a 
loyal oar. Jefferson Davis has madeatri 
umphal tour of Texas, advocating States 
rights and incidentally eulogizing the na­
tional colors to which he was onco fondly 
devoted. This may well be called the year 
of buntin g and memorial battling. Nor has 
the ephemeral flag of the Confederacy been 
forgotten.

Shreveport Times says:

We regret to learn that Harry Macarthy 
was guilty of very represensible conduct in 
leaving Shreveport. Among other sufferers 
are the members of the talented band that 
accompanied him, all of whom were left here 
by Macarthy without a cent of money to 
pay their expenses or get away on. If 
klacarthy had been unsuccessful wnile here 
there might have been some excuse for him, 
but he was well patronized and no defense 
can be offered.

Mr. Macarthy for many years has traveled 
on his reputation made by writing and 
singing the “Bonnie Blue Flag.” His home 
was in Indiana, but his heart was with the 
South, for he composed for Confederate 
soldiers an anthem which gained for him 
much popularity and some money, and his 
friends will learn with regret that he has 
allowed his glory to fade in Shreveport. 
His stepping out of that town may, how­
ever. be but the eccentricities of genius, 
and there may be an unborn Lick who will 
yet rise up and monument his remains. 
Shreveport patronized the singer tolerably 
well, but he was ungrateful enough to do 
ill. and has probably gone to T«as, where 
he will sing his little eongs am? tel! his 
little stories to more appeciative audiences.

Two years since a servant girl in Penn­
sylvania was sent to prison charged with 
stealing $200 from her employer.
