THE CITY FINANCES.
The Picayune has a patent poster head­

ing announcing that the premium bond 
scheme has been approved and indorsed 
“at a meeting of bank and insurance 
presidents, bondholders and members of 
the City Council. ” Upon perusing this 
report, we find it to consist of a parlor 
meeting, at which the secretary of the 
treasury explains the merits of his plan, 
and receives for it the sanction of the 
various interests cited in the headiD 
The secretary made an exhibit of the 
financial condition of the city. It exposes 
a sad state of affairs, and will, we think, 
disabuse the popular mind of the idea so 
sedulously cultivated during the election 
canvass that the Republican party is ex­
clusively responsible for all the debt and 
all the taxes of the State and city:

L There is a bonded debt of $22,240,- 
150; a certified debt of $305,275; a float­
ing and judgment debt of $1,409,227: 
making a total of $24,020.652.

This is accompanied with a statement 
of the aggregate debt and liabilities of 
the city at the date when the present ad­
ministration came into power on the first 
of January, 1875, from which it would ap­
pear that they have been enabled to pay 
off the certified debt debt from $506,020 
down to $305,275, and to reduce the 
floating debt from $1,929,585 to $1,409, 
227, thus showing that from their petite: 
economies the administration has managed 
to pay the truly fortunate holders of these 
lower grade debts $721,083; this within 
six months. It is no part of our province 
to scrutinize the legalitv of these pay 
ments, yet when they precede the declara­
tion that the city can not pay her bonded 
debt: when they are accompanied by an 
exhibit that there will be a deficit of half 

million in the year, the reflection is 
irrepressible that it is better to stand in 
the shoes of a claimant in that buoyant 
class of obligations known as “floating,” 
than to stand in the gaiter boots of lime, 
Rosalie Maenhaut, backed by the law of 
1852 and the diplomatic demand of His 
Majesty Leopold II., several Dutch syndi­
cates and the maranatha of, the bond­
holders’ association against all defaulting 
States in general and Louisiana in es­
pecial.

We, however, leave this subject for the 
investigation of the bondholders, to which 
lugubrious category we do not belong.

2. The more immediate object of the 
treasurer’s levee was, however, to procure 
for the premium bond scheme the indorse­
ment of certain high financial authorities, 
and the Picayune placards the entire sue 
cess of his effort. The explanatory dis­
course of the secretary does not, we con­
fess, solve the difficulty of the situation. 
His first proposition that “the finances of 
the city were in a desperate condition” 
was carried without a division. The di 
tinetion made visible by the city attorney 
between a gift enterprise and a prize lot­
tery was accepted as the gospel of an 
attorney’s opinion in favor of a rich client 
should always be. The naive comment 
that it was simply “a scheme to decide 
whom among the city bondholders is to be 
first paid” by lot, followed by the innocent 
remark that the precise amount to be paid 
in prizes was adjusted to “divest the sys. 
tern of its gambling character” is a truly 
weak effort to deprive the bondholders of 
the plea that the whole scheme is not 
based on the immoral consideration of 
“a gambling” transaction and therefore 
void as contra bonos mores. At this stage 
the explanation makes down into a dia­
logue and the secretary is subjected to 
cross questions by the assembled finan­
ciers. President Kohn asked if the suit 
instituted by the bondholders under the 
act of the twenty-third of February, 1852, 
would not afiect the plan. The secretary 
bounded over this hurdle without touch­
ing a twig. He thought not, “because 
measures had already been taken by 
the bondholders to inaugurate a meeting 
this (Friday) evening to contest this suit,

This lottery logic should have satisfied 
every one, and seems to have done so. 
But the secretary communicated this con 
elusive and triumphant intelligence that 
the first bond creditors “will only get 
three per cent” of their interest—which, 
by the way, is like to be just that much 
more than some others will get at the end 
of a lifetime. The opinion of the attor­
ney, then, given through the medium of 
the secretary, can not be settled in 
manner so flippant, nor can we discuss 
this subject with the light or space avail­
able at present. Suffice it to remark that 
the secretary has not read or quoted the 
whole of the section to which he refers. 
This sum of $600,000 was to be raised by 
a special tax on land and slaves, but the 
rate per cent of the tax in each municipality 
was to be in proportion to its share of the 
consolidated debt. This debt was as­
signed to each of the three municipalities 
according to the value of their respective 
assessed values of rerd estate. To ascer­
tain, then, how this $600,000 would be 
promised, for it would be necessary to as­
certain the relative proportion of the 
property within each of these old munici­
pal districts and apportion the sum among 
them accordingly, we fi-ar the secretary 
has been a little precipitate in twopropo-

Taliaferro the  “ security” for the debt 
would “rest only” upon the surviving 
coach horse, which which would be sad­
dled with the whole subsisting liability. 
It is probable also that the secretary will 
have to review his financial figures, where­
in he says that the limitation of this bond 
tax to real estate alone would' be equiva­
lent to a loss of three per cent 
to the bondholders. When the secre­
tary shall have begun to look to another 
subject almost as perplexing as his legal 
constructions of a corporation contract, 
to wit, the study of statutes, he will find : 
1. That slaves did not pay fifty per cent, 
of the faxes in New Orleans. 2. That 
the real estate in some of the municipal 
districts was much greater than in others, 
and that the greatest value held in slaves 
was not in those - districts in which the 
largest value of real estate existed. We 
throw out these suggestions, which the 
secretary is more interested in examining 
than ourselves, because it seems to us 
that he relies on a means of evading the 
bond debt of 1852, by devices that are 
rather shadowy than substantial.

We have looked over the list of his in 
dorsers. They consist of seven presidents 
of insurance and four presidents of banks, 
with several other gentlemen representiu 
also bondholders. We do not know that 
these gentlemen, whose profession it is to 
bet that you will not die within the year, 
or that your house will not be burned or 
your ship sunk within the same period, 
ire any especial judges of the financial 
policy proper to extricate a city from em 
barrassments, when the six Administra 
tors report them in “a desperate condi 
tion. ’ If the secretary of the treasury 
had taken the precaution to insure the 
city ship before running her on the rocks 
we should have more faith in the skill of 
these sagacious underwriters. With re 
spect to the presidents of the banks the 
case may be somewhat different. One of 
these institutions, and perhaps others, 
holds evidences of city debt, not bonded 
If the bond debt can be staved off, even 
for six months, much outstanding debt 
of this class may be provided for. It 
is perfectly obvious, then, ifiat each 
creditor of the city other than the 
bondholder has a deep and direct 
interest in persuading the bondholders to 
accept the fascinating tcmbola and leave 
the current revenues of the city to those 
who, having taken city obligations at fif­
teen cents on the dollar, would prefer 
having them paid off promptly at par. 
But where were the bondholders in that 
parlor ? One blast upon the bugle horn 
of Rodewald would have been worth a 
thousand presidents pledging absent 
stockholders. How does the secretary 
propose to compel Mme. Rosalie to take 
the chances at fifty years ? Who will bell 
the bondholders ?

We have a right to infer that the parlor 
conference has effected little conviction, 
when the Picayune in the same issue specu­
lates upon the possibility of an event which 
the secretary has shown to be impossible.
It says if the Maenhaut suit shall succeed 
“the city’s immediate liabilities would be 
reduced to the amount of the outstanding 
consolidated bonds—$4,380,000 or there­
about.” Should she fail, “the whole vol­
ume of city bonds, of all classes, would 
be so affected, directly or indirectly, as 
to insure the general adoption of the pre­
mium bond plan.”

While we do not see Low the de­
feat of the plaintiff bondholders some 
years hence can either now or then* 
dispose the other bondholders to 
accept the terms of Mr. Adler it 
is plainly perceptible that the I  icayune is 
shaken in its allegiance to the lottery by 
the hope that we may get rid of the rest 
of the debt altogether. The Picayune 
savs:

unite with its members in the decoration 
of soldiers’ graves. It is not the fault of 
the Republican party if papers like the 
Picayune speak of the honored custom of 
visiting the graves of soldiers as a Re­
publican excursion. Such journals unite 
with Raphael Semmes and Governor 
Smith in calling the centennial celebra­
tion a partisan affair calculated to ag­
grandize the Republican party, and there­
fore denounce it. We say that Union 
soldiers are most naturally at home in the 
Republican party. If Democratic editors 
are nettled at that and sneeringly speak 
of soldiers as Republicans, the Re­
publican party can stand it, for it is 
proud of such noble alliance; but as Re­
publicans we should never think of char­
acterizing the ceremony of laying flowers 
and dropping tears on the graves of Con­
federate soldiers as a Democratic festival. 
We have a language rich in simile and 
metaphor and need not disturb the quiet 
dead for expression of thought. Let us 
then Lave the centennial days and decora* 
tion days, and let them go for all they are 
worth, honoring the men who fought to 
achieve independence from the govern­
ment of monarchy, and honoring most 
the soldiers who fought against those who 
would destroy the Union which has been 
ours for a hundred years.

TEE FIRST BAPTIST CHURCH CASE,
According to the explanations given us 

by some of the officers of the First Bap­
tist Church, they are not entitled to so 
much blame for employing Copeland as 
the current newspaper reports make out. 
They certainly observed the customary 
forms ol caution, though perhaps did not 
scrutinize the evidence presented 
closely as they would have done had there 
been any grounds for suspicion.

The pretended clergyman furnished 
plenty cf letters, purporting to come from 
men of known standing and character. 
Among others we learn was one from Rev. 
Dr. Taylor, late pastor of the Coliseum 
Baptist Church, now of Frovidence, which 
was addressed to one of the members of 
the church here. It was represented to 
the elders of the First Baptist Church, 
that Dr. Taylor affirmed that any church 
would be fortunate in securing the services 
of the Rev. Mr. Copeland. This draft, 
among others, was duly honored without 
any inquiry as to its being genuine, or 
the identity ol the person claiming the 
benefits of the proceeds.

There is no doubt that the person who 
has recently created the little flurry in our 
theological circles, was, like many other 
artistically executed counterfeits, well cal­
culated to deceive. We are informed, 
however, that Copeland was not regularly 
engaged, but only taken on trial. At the 
time the exposure was made, he had only 
preached two sermons. He is represented 
as being a man of excellent ability, and 
a pleasing and earnest preacher.

DECORATION DAY.
The Picayune says:

We regret that our neighbor should at­
tempt to narrow the ceremonies of decor­
ating American soldiers’ graves down to 
the boundaries of any political party. The 
annual custom of decorating the graves 
of b nion and Confederate soldiers is ob­
served North and South. It is above 
ward club influence, and men of all pa 
ties and women controlled by no State 
central committees participate in the 
duties of the hour. There are men in our 
midst who were Union soldiers, and who, 
weakened by ostracism, and from motives 
of policy claim to be Democrats. They 
consider it unjust to be called Republican 
because they dare honor the graves of 
theif dead comrades with flowers and re 
membrance. Decoration day is not a 
Mecklenburg affair for sectional glorifica­
tion. It does more for healing the wounds 
of war than any gathering of the masses. 
Every year a better feeling is displayed. 
At the decoration of the Confederate 
graves in Alabama, officers and soldiers 
of tho Union army assisted with 
their presence, their music .and their 
flowers. When those who hold dear 
the memories of men who fell in 
either cause shall meet upon the same 
day, and make common and united work 
of paying floral tribute to brave men who 
yielded up their lives on American soil 
the day of decoration will be perfect in 
all intents and purposes. The Union 
man must always hold that the Con­
federate soldier fought for a wrong cause. 
But the soldier, as a soldier, knows that 
the war is over now, and the brave men 
of either army are his especial pride. Men 
who were not fighters during the war 
have striven to keep up strile. They 
will be driven to the rear in good time, 
and the soldiers will be allowed to honor 
their dead without the interference of 
quill drivers who never heard a shot.

To make ceremonies of decoration 
d. ys uniform it was necessary for some 
organized body to direct them. With the 
Grand Army of the Republic this was a 
self-imposed.duty. The Grand Army is 
not a political organization; it# object is 
for tbe social re-union of soldiers. It is 
not its fault if Southern soldiers do not

To put us in the position of uttering 
downright nonsense the Picayune takes 
the trouble of extracting the above sen­
tence from a paragraph it evidently did 
not relish as a whole. Freeeding the sen­
tence clipped from the R epublican  was 
originally in this paper one which con­
tained the information that certain advo" 
cates of free trade had ‘ ‘suggested that if 
whisky was relieved entirely from taxa­
tion frauds in its manufacture would not 
occur.” If the J’icayune, in its scissoring, 
had not divided the paragraph it would 
not be necessary to explain that the sen­
tence clipped, though nothing by itself, 
was in its place an extension of the idea 
making Democratic plans for cheap 
whisky seem somewhat absurd. The 
sentence as it reads in the Picayune is 
perfectly barren of reason or an idea.
