A four column critique of ' ‘Sherman’a 

Memoirs,” which appeal, d in the Nun this 
morning, shows an unusually thorough 
knowledge of the history of the Western 
armies, and doubtless owes its inspiration 
to the editor, whose opportunities lor obser­
vation were rem arkably good. I t confirms 
•our own previous impression, that General 
Nucrtuan lies made the great blunder ot his 
Die in ventilating the peculiar views, claims 
aud grudges which comparatively few 
people knew him to entertain. The main 
feature of his work, his claim of the exclu­
sive credit of the plan of campaign which 
be carried out in his justly famous "match 
to the sea,” is thus disposed of by the S u m  

"Upon I ho statem ents and documents 
contained iu his tuemoiis it appears that 
Sherman is entitled to the credit of pro­
posing, as well as ot conducting, the march 
to the sea. I t is unquestionable, however, 
th a t the idea iu various forms had beefl 
suggested previously, hut he first gave it a 
practical shape; und it is a curious fact that 
up to the lust moment he reserved the privi­
lege and considered the desirability of going 
to Apalachicola, on the Gulf of Mexico, 
instead of to Savannah on the Atlantic. It 
is also the truth tha t this alternative, if 
acted upon, would have carried his army 
almost as completely out of the theatre of 
war as if it had marched to the borders of 
L ike Michigan. Indeed, he could have 
done nothing which would have inflicted 
less injury upon the enemy, or more fully 
neutralized the efl'eot ol his victorious 
march to Atlanta. His decision to go 
toward Savannah was judicious and in 
s tric t conformity to the rules of war, since 
it gave him wliat military men call interior 
lines in reference to Hood and Lee. In 
other words, it put it within his power to 
form a junction with Grant, anil absolutel 
to prevent Hood from lorming one with 
Lee, and a t the same time to devastate the 
enem y’s country, break up his lines of com 
Tounications and destroy his arsenals aud 
depota ol supplies.

xUe inarcu coward Savannah was. there 
fore, right, but it should not have extended 
to th a t point, nor, in fact, further in that 
direction than Augusta. Indeed, the time 
expended in and about Savannah was tim e 
lost, since the occupation ot Augusta aud 
the continuance of the march toward Grant 
would as certainly have caused the evacua 
lion of Savannah as the match from tha t 
place toward lialeigh a t a later day com 
pellod the evacuation of Charleston. I t  
was a mistake, because it enabled John- 
«on to recall from Alabama all tha t was 
left of Hood’s broken battalions, and by 
uniting them with the other detach­
ments of his widely extended command, 
to concentrate a respectable army in the 
Carolines and interpose it between She! 
man and Grant. Had Johnston been more 
prompt in taking advantage of the op 
portunity, or could he have gathered a 
force sufficiently strong to check Sherman's 
subsequent march, it is difficult to 'see how 
the la tter could have corrected his blunder. 
There would have been no recourse left 
him but to commit a still' greater blunder, 
namely tha t of transporting nis army to 
I’etershurg by water, and thus removing it 
for the time consumed in the voyage entire! v 
troiu the theatre or war. As it was, tlii's 
U tter movement was contemplated both by 
Sherman and Grant, as shown by the me­
moirs, aqd was only abandoned when it 
was discovered that it could not be com­
pleted in less than two months. There is 
nothing in the reports of either to show 
that they or have ever seen since the real 
danger they would have thereby incurred, 
or the advantages tha t Johnston might 
have gained. Sherman shows by Grant's 
own letter tha t the la tter did not favor the 
march to the sea while Hood's army was 
advancing against Thomas, but he does not 
make it clear tha t the original suggestion 
of that movement was not made bv Grant.

This is a criticism founded on the'best ac­
cepted accounts of the campaigns referred 
to, and will be ncquiesccd iu by most of the 
soldiers of the W estern armies whose nred

seined their judgm ent. Beyond all this, we 
know tha t should General Grant so la r de­
Hart from his habitual reticence as to state 
nis view of tho matter, it would be found 
and proved tb a t be, on several occasions, 
developed almost exactly the plan of the 
lino of operations adopted by Sherman, in 
conversations with various‘persons. The 
writer of tins article remembers very dis­
tinctly tlist in June, 1802, General Grant, 
then in Corinth, Mississippi, told seveiai 
listeners what would be his way ot ending 
tho war. Iu the course of this conversation, 
which was suggested by tho fact tha t Gen 
oral Hulleck hail just been summoned to 
Washington as General-in-Chief and tha t 
General Grant was assigned the work of 
clearing out the rebellion down the Missis­
sippi. the writer beard General Grant say, 
in substance;

“ My plan will be. first, to capture Vicks 
burg from the rear, and then Port Hudson, 
and thus acquire the free use of the Missis­
sippi river lrorn its sources to its mouth. 
This will divide the rebel territory, and pre 
vent supplies and reinforcements lrmu 
going to the rebel armies east of the Mis­
sissippi. Then it will be time to bring tbe 
W estern armies into active cooperation 
with the arm y of tbe Potomac, which can 
do nothing but hold fast the best rebel army 
iu \  irginia. I would move an arrnv right 
across the middle ol tbe Gulf States to 
some Atlantic seaport. Savannah or Charles­
ton. and then be ready to co-operate with 
the Army of the Potomac.''

Substantially tbe same plan of operations 
was indicated in a very elaborate letter 
sent by General Pope in 1882 to tlie War 
Department, which is now on file and can 
he seen by any visitor. Doubtless other 
Generals made like suggestions at tbe same 
time. I t  was Sherman's glory tba t he had 
the chance to do what others proposed. The 
lustre of tha t achievement caii never be 
dimmed, even by ShermaD's own extrava­
gant and unjust claims.—,Yetc York Mail.
