THE BLOATED BRITISH BONDHOLDER.
The British capitalist is not, perhaps, 

unlike another transatlantic potentate. 
He fancies the world regards with awe his 
financial absolution or anathema. So he 
has announced that he will convert his 
Louisiana bonds under protest into other 
bonds of the same State at a face discount 
of forty per cent. This proclamation is 
connected with a notice that he will con­
tinue to clamor for the odd forty per cent, 
and will cause his own certificates of claim 
to be quoted on the Stock Exchange, 
pretty much, we imagine this last as 
the prophet perambulated the city pro­
claiming "woo unto thee, Jerusalem 
and announcing "the cities of the South 
shall be shut up and none shall open 
them The bondholders denounce our 
funding act as an arbitrary act of spolia­
tion," and are of opinion that an injurious 
discredit will attach to the act which will 
‘‘hamper'all "private and public enter­
prises

The vindication of Louisiana consists 
solely and sufficiently in her entire ina­
bility to pay th« obligations incurred in 
her behalf. It is a sad state of things, 
hut it is so. .The Hibernian inquiry 
•Why did ye dieV" is not more fruitless 

or useless than to ask why did not Lou­
isiana pay the full face and interest of her 
bonds ? There was long an inexorable 
opinion in I n gland that the best way to 
enable a man to pay his debts was to de­
prive him of every atom of property and 
lock him up in the Fleet street prison. 
An uofortunate or improvident man was 
punished precisely as a criminal by con­
finement and dishonor. Why, then, 
should the British bondholder continue 
to apply this analogy to the indebted 
State ? Apparently it had been more wise 
to say, "You can not pay all this debt 
now: postpone the full payment until you 
are ablo. We will aid the restoration of 
your credit. ” 1’ossibly Louisiana might 
have been encouraged and enabled to bor­
row of somebody else. Louisiana, how­
ever, has been figuratively put in the 
Fleet prison. She has become a docketed 
bankrupt, and may consider the unwise 
and unkind attempt to compel her to do 
what she can not, on pain of being posted 
as a defaulting debtor in every exchange 
in the world, as exonerating her from any 
extraordinary effort to do mote in future 
for her detainers.

Individuals looking at the condition of 
a debtor crippled by misfortune might 
reason thus This State from her own 
fault, or that of others, has been involved 
in a war which cdosed her ports nearly 
four years. A reversion in the political 
system took Irom her citizens more than 
three hundred millions of that which was 
taxed as property. It converted this prop­
erty intw free men, only responsible for the 
taxable property which they themselves 
hold. The value of other taxable property 
has been incidentally affected by this 
change. Incidentally, also, the chief city 
of this State, once commanding the tx- 
lnsive monopoly of all the trade of nearly 

a million of square miles, with a popula­
tion of from fifteen to twenty millions, has 
been cut off from a great part of this 
trade; and from this and other causes n 
rate of growth perhaps surpassing that of 
auy other city in the Union has been ar­
rested, and is perhaps on the decline.

A creditor with sympathy or good sense 
would reason thus: It is better for me to 
rid than to crush the debtor. There is 
much of fertility, of commercial resources. ;
1 will aid this debtor, nnd.while rendered 
letter able to pay something on the debt, 

gratitude may come to the aid of obliga­
tion. The British bondholder displays 
none of this practical wisdom. We ex­
pected nothing from bis sentiment or 
sympathy.

To the credit

However curious it may seem to these 
bondholders the reduction or even ex­
tinguishment of the public debt of Louis­
iana would so far improve the private 
credit of the ci^/ens as to render such 
limitation of public credit, peihaps, the 
most effectual means of restoring our 
social prosperity.

THE BRAZIL TRADE.

We are pleased to see that Mr. Lads 
and his friends in St. Louis are impressed 
with the importance of the trade between 
the cities ot St. Louis and New Orleans 
and the port of Kio. It has been now 
several years since St. Louis was compli­
mented by the appointment of or.e of her 
prominent citizens as minister to Brazil. 
To this appointment New Orleans, through 
her merchants and representatives inCon- 
gress, gave her hearty and efficient aid. 
Somehow the service of this minister was 
not productive of any increased interest 
or enlarged amount of commerce between 
the two countries. The minister resigned 
ar.d the commerce remained very much as 
it had been and now is. Perhaps there is 
no more curious perversion of natuial 
trade than that of our coffee trade with 
Braz.il.

Gur national consumption ot coffee 
may be set down at three hundred 
million pounds of which the pro­
portion of the population properly 
dependent on the receipt and distribution 
from New Orleans would be about one 
hundred and thirty million pounds. Of 
this our city received last year only about 
one hundred and thirty thousand sacks, 
or twenty-six million pounds; the remain­
der was delivered into our interior from 
Eastern Atlantic ports. When it is ob­
served that the voyage between Kio and 
New York or Baltimore is certainly one 
thousand miles more of distance and sea 
risk than between Kio and New Orleans, 
while the distance between New Orleans 
md Nt. Louis by rail is less than between 
the Atlantic ports and St. Louis -with the 
cheap transportation of the Mississippi 
river besides. Y\ hen it is rememlrered 
that St. Louis owns boats, barges and 
railroads w hich could conduct this com­
merce wiib New Orleans, and still pays 
freights to eastern rail, it is obvious there 
must be some special causes which have 
neutralized all these local motives and 
lacilities. fome of these causes wn will 
state —

of Louisiana and the 
Southern States should be placed the fact 
that the Kritikli cotton manufacturer made 
millions by the same war that disabled 
these States from paying their distant 
debts. It is now tradition that those 
manufacturers objected to the recognition 
of the Confederation because they had 
large stocks of cotton goods which wi re 
immensely enhanced in value by the ces­
sation of commercial intercourse with the 
cotton States, The profit of British good 
run through the blockade must been 
enormous, anil British statMB^k'tiied to 
re l ie v e  their d o p eu d e u i'O  cotton
S ta te s  by a futile .ffovt to supply
from India.

•\t the same Time other British interests 
took sides with the Fuion and continued 
to export to the United Elates all the 
goods and to employ in the carrying trade 
all the British shipping possible. YVe do 
not say that this or any particular part of 
it went into the pockets of the bondhold­
ers. but wv do say that England played 
neutral in our civil war and derived 
profit- from both sides, and especially 
from the cotton States. Let the bond­
holders strike t* general average and bear 
their share of a loss which has ruined 
their creditors and enriched their own 
countrymen. As for the damage to our 
btate credit, it is rtgarded here with 
great composure. Our people charge the 
failure of their fortunes upon •■vents be­
yond their contr >!. If they have lost all. 
it is natural their creditors should lose 
something als \ They regret to have 
been the agents of this incidental loss, 
and are of opinion that the most effect­
ual means to prevent it will betooontract 
no public debt in future. This determi­
nation was evinced by a limitation of 
their own power of public indebtedness, 
embodied in the constitution. They have 
very much the same idea of bonded obli­
gations expressed by jjfiat eminent Fug- 
lishmau, John Bade, i -q., who is reported 
to have said: "Is not this a lamentable 
thing, that the skin of an innocent lamb 
should be made into parchment? That 
parchment being scribbled on should 
undo n man [or a country of men]? Some 
say,” continues Mr. Cade, ' the bee stiugs, 
but 1 say it is the beeswax, for I did but 
set seal once to a thing and 1 was never 
mine own man since.”

The British bondholders need not think 
that the defamation of Louisiana will im­
prove the value of her securities, nor 
that a threat that she shall incur no fur­
ther debt will impair her peace of mi nd.

1. Vessels should load both ways to 
support a foreign trade. The principal 
article shipped lrom the United States to 
Brazil is flour. Of this it may be stated 
in general terms that Kit* imported in 
1873 three hundred thousand barrels, 
ol which Baltimore sent about seventy 
thousand barrels, Trieste, in Austria, 
about the same, and ports in the United- 
States and the west coast of South 
America the remainder. Of this flour 
New Orleans scut next to nothing, ai;J 
the flonr exports of St. Louis, if any, 
crossed the Mississippi and were exported 
from Eastern Atlantic ports Vessels 
going from the Atlantic ports in cargo, 
would. of cdurse, conduct the Brazil trade 
on better terms than ships going from 
New Orb ins to Kio in ballast to return 
with coffee. For this reason the coffee 
received at New Orleans is usually brought 
by vessels which have brought freights to 
Kio. They load with coffee to New Or 
êans and take out cotton, tobacco, or 

some other freight, foreign or coastwise. 
We have little or no direct trade with Kio. 
There is another advantage which New 
York possesses in this trade. A line of 
steamers, supported by a postal subven. 
lion of, we think, one hundred and fifty 
thousand dollars. These steamers, of 
course, take the passengers, specie, and 
any other paying commodities.

We do not blame St. Louis for sendin 
her Kio freights across the Mississippi, 
because w hen a shipper wishes to export 
any article he must have a ship certain to 
carry it abroad. This can be furnished 
by New York or Baltimore, but can not 1 
furnished here.

‘J. Measures necessary to secure the Kio 
trade to the Mississippi i ities. boats and 
railroads.

Wc begin by saying that it is not news 
karv to await any better water thau we 
have already. The Mississippi river and its 
outlets now afford better communication 
with the sea thau cither Baltimore or Rich­
mond, principal coffee ports An increased 
depth of water is, of course, invaluable, 
but we can employ the class of vessels 
necessary for the coffee trade to-morrow 
if we Lad the freights. It was once 
thought that the grain o! the Atlan­
tic Hope would keep better when 
floured than that produced in the 
West. There is every reason to believe 
that the wheat ot Texas and South Caro­
lina would bear exportation to and be- 
yond the tropics. This capacity to resist 
fermentation was of much more import­
ance when commerce was conducted * • - 
lusively by sail than at present, and 

Western flour could be now sent south ot 
the T. nited States and be consumed before 
it would spoil. We were told by Captain 
Pomeroy, who had been in the Amazon 
river trade for several years, that Western 
flour came over from England and was 
shipped into and up the Amazon. To aid 
in restoring this trade it would be proper 
for the whole valley to ask of Cougr. ss 
either a repeal of the New York subven­
tion. or an equal appropriation for a lino 
trom New Orleans to Kio. The govern­
ment has now a double daily mail service 
between all the principal cities of the 
United States and New « uleans. There 

no reason why St. Louis should send 
a passenger for Kio to New Y ork, when 
less rail RHuld take him to New Orleans.
Nor should the Western cities await the;r 
letters cr remittances via the Altantie 
cities. All the Western and Southwest­
ern cities on the Gulf of Mexico should 
unite iu a demand for a fair participation 
in these incidental commercial advan­
tages. There are many other measures 
of international intercourse iu which such 
a combination of effort would be valua­
ble, but we confine ourselves to the Rio 
trade at present. Not only are our river 
and lake cities concerned in this trade, 
but our lake and river navigation, and 
the railroad system along the whole val­

ley, with all tributaries and feeders. It 
can not. be long before the coastwise 
trade between the West and the tropics 
will be suspended by the inboard lines of 
rail and river. It is in the power of the 
statesmen, carriers and merchants of the 
valley to forward this great change in the 
channels ot transportation, and we hope 
they will cordially nnite to do so.

CHICAGO PROFFERS SYMPATHY.

They had an "off day” in the Chicago 
Times office last week, and, of course, took 
up Louisiana. All the country papers 
take us up when there is no local dog 
light to occupy them. No Louisiana was 
taken up in Chicago for the reason that 
there was no tire raging' just at the mo­
ment the little whirl of excitement over 
the one hundred and thirty-six columns 
of delinquent taxpayers had passed away, 
leaving, however, a tendency in the pub­
lic mind to look into figures, especially 
those pertaining to the financial affairs ol 
others.

The result is a characteristic medley ot 
truth and nonsense, fact and fiction, such 
as our own more enterprising Democratic 
papers published some years ago. It 
appears that the New York Financial 
Chronicle has recently got hold ot Mr. 
Weymouth's report, which was appended 
as exhibit W. to the report of the joint 
committee to examine the books of the 
Auditor and Treasurer. Under the ex­
planatory caption which implies an in­
quiry into the origin of the State debt, 
Mi Weymouth Las given nearly a faithtul 
abstract of a report presented by Governor 
Flanders aud Mr. Greenwood in the first 
year of Governor Kellogg’s administra­
tion. These two gentlemen made a pretty 
careful scrutiny into the financial affairs 
of this State, and reported not only every 
dollar which they found it really owed, 
but about thirty millions which never 
could iu any just sense lie regarded as 
debt at all. Our local wags at the time 
the report was published iu 1873 Used to 
say that Messrs. Greenwood and associates 
had found that what Louisiana really did 
owe. added to what she did not, made 
a heap of money. The Financial Chronicle 
and the Chicago Times are now palming 
off these old figures upon their readers as 
current news. The Times sentimentally 
calls the exhibit "Louisiana’s Jjoad,” 
attributes the fault to the carpet-baggers 
of course, and looks as virtuous as it is 
possible for a hardened sinner to look. 
The following is the summarized exhibit 
which makes the Times groen more than 
it does Louisiana, which shows where the 
burden i* the burden oil invention at 
least:

be in a hurry; he could wait They had 
only been out two days, when there would 
be no impropriety in their taking a week.

We have had 
two or three civil rights cases in our 
courts, but did not think it wort!- while to 
become greatly excited over them, and hope 
our Galveston friends will pull through 
this without being compelled to call out 
the army and navy. We have Governor 
Coke s word for it that all the Texans are 
perfectly devoted to the old flag. Let us 
hope they also include the law. of which 
it is the emblem, in their patrioti ■ devo­
tion.

Our existing financial plan has 
been embodied in the organic law, which 
has been submitted to and ratified by a 
large majority of the voters of the State.
It is as fit inly adopted and established as 
anything human can be, and we are rap­
idly putting things to rights. We have 
about $600,000 in the State treasury to 
meet the demands for interest, aud of this 
tin re will be a surplus to apply to the ex­
tinguishment of the principal. While, 
therefore, we feel sufficiently grateful to 
all our neighbors for the disinterested 
sympathy they offer, we hope they will 
not overdo it, as the mourning till, when
