THE CENTENNIAL AT THE SOUTH.
The Southern Confederacy represented 

two distinct sentiments. The first re­
garded a State as a corporation consisting 
of officers only, and in which the stock­
holders. the people, had no voice. It was 
conscientiously believed that every com­
munity should be governed by its virtue, 
its intelligence and its property. These 
interests represented and were embodied 
in the ruling class. The education pro­
vided for by this sentiment was found in 
colleges and classical academies alone. It 
hud no system of common schools. It 
did not recognize commerce nor the me­
chanic arts, but maintained that the 
highest standard of human excellence 
was to be found in agriculture, and that 
the material, social and political welfare 
ot agriculture could be best maintained 
through the agency of slave labor. It is 
not surprising, then, that this sentiment, 
essentially aristocratic in its theory, should 
regard the condition of such foreign gov­
ernments as enjoyed the ease and elegance 
of a nobility, the decorous orthodoxy of 
a religious establishment, with the sta­
bility of a standing nrmy and a drilled 
police, should have appeared a very de­
sirable state of society. The party which 
represented this sentiment had maintained 
the doctrine that a State could enjoin a 
fedend officer from executing any federal 
law within the jurisdiction of the State 
when the authorities of the State should 
have pronounced such a*la\v inconsistent 
with the federal constitution. This was 
called nullification. It was defeated as alike 
unreasonable and unjust in claiming that, 
a party to a contract, as the State was al­
leged to be, had a right to obey or annul 
its own contract at its own discretion. 
The party representing this sentiment was 
defeated even in the South, but subse­
quently renewed its alliance North and 
South by interpolating the term State 
rights upon the title of Democracy. The 
Northern and Southern members then 
united under tLo style and firm of “The 
State Eights Democracy.”

The concern worked very well until a 
question arose as between the people liv­
ing upon public ’and iff their innate and 
sovereign capacity to adopt their own in. 
stitutions and the right of Congress or of 
the State to prescribe their institutions

by Colonel Robert Tyler, of Alabama, to 
Governor Kellogg on receipt of a commis­
sion as centennial agent for the five States 
of Alabama, Georgia, Mississippi, Louis­
iana and Tennessee.

Robert Tyler is the son of one State 
Governor and the grandson of another. 
Both of these 'progenitors were actors 
and advocates in the formation of the 
federal Union as well as in the two foreign 
wars which maintained it. John Tyler, 
Jr. was, if we mistake not, a “Republican 
of 08,” one of those who defended in­
dividual liberty against sedition laws, and 
other aristocratic ideas of that period.

Colonel Robert Tyler was a secessionist 
of the conservative class to which we 
have referred. He now accepts recon­
struction on the basis of the soldier and 
the patriot. Here is his own language:

1 have accepted the appointment with 
pleasure, being convinced that the niana- 
g r- ot the international exposition and the 
Congress of the United States have design­
ed the meeting at Philadelphia as the cele­
bration ot a great national and historical 
even: dear to us all, and that the proposed 
gathering distinctly tends to cultivate in 
favor ot peace, union and nationality, in­
dustrial progress and prosperity, a sent.i 
meat of fraternity and reciprocity among 
the co equal citizens of all parts of our vast 
country. On carefully reading my com­
mission l find that my principal duties are: 
Fust—To encourage such a feeling as has 
been above described, in forgetfulness, as 
tar as possible, ot our recent collisions, by 
turning to the memories of a glorious past 
in which we all have an equal heritage, 
ami to the contemplation of that future in 
which we possess a common and most im­
mediate and commanding interest.

\\ heir we contrast this sentiment with 
the stubborn and malevolent persistency 
manifest in the attempt of the nullifica­
tion wing of the Southern Democracy to 
reopen the issues and repeal the decisions 
ol the war, we have a right to assert that 
an alliance formed with one common in­
terest, but with two opposite motives, is 
tailing apart. All combinations against 
the restoration of the Union in spirit will 
dissolve aud disappear, and the recur­
rence of the centennial date of our inde­
pendence will find none who openly dis­
sent from the entire vindication of all 
that was predicted and promised by the 
men who founded ami fought for the 
American republic.

But it was the beginning of 
earnest work for independence. The en­
gagements at Lexington and Concord had 
been ail on one side. A! Bunker Hill the 
British found tlieinielves pitted against 
men who meant business. The Generals of 
that day did not write books, and to this 
time the question who commanded the 
American forces at the battle of Bunker 
Hill Is in dispute. Putnam aud Prescott 
were both on the field as colonels and giv­
ing orders, while General Seth Pomeroy 
was found in the ranks with a muaket. 
Warren had been appointed a Major Gen­
eral three days previous, but not having 
received his commission he came on the field 
wi:h a musket as his only staff'. It is 
probable that a portion of the volunteers 
placed themselves under his command, and 
he died with those that died there. Every 
officer and man on the ground was impelled 
by patriotism, and there was no delay on 
account of rank. Even the colored troops 
fought nobly, for we are told that a negro 
man named Salem made the best shot of 
the day. Major PiL-airo, of the Iiritiidi 
marines, who had been second iu command 
at the Lexington march, mounted the para 
pi t exclaiming "the day is ours h tlein 
drew a bead <-n bim and said it was no*, 
firing a shot which mortally wounded Pit­
cairn. No one wishes to deprive Boston 
ot its pleasures and sources of patriotic 
pride. It was not possible to move 
Bunker and Breed’s Hills and the monu­
ment into -the city proper, so Boston swal­
lowed Charlestown, with its historical rem­
iniscences, monument and all, by extenumg 
the circle of the Hub.
