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alw.<< a claimed the right to direct the votes 
of Catholics; untl they will do ao all the 
more in Cincinnati, if the Catholic Church 
is to ho benefited In places where the 
Catholic Church may he said to ii mrish. as 
in New York, there political corruption is 
most lirtuly entrenched.

The uneducated Irish ned German vot 
ties the hands and defeats the will of the 
cu'tured and patimtio citizens to rectify 
wrongs and n  form abuses. Could Tweed 
have plundered so enormously it it nad not 
tieen lor the Catholic vote ami the Catholic 
Church' The principles of the Republican 
party, which are the principles ot the moral 
and political honor and of national progress 
have hut little exptession in the face or the 
priest-led vote. The head of the Catholic 
Church claims temporal as well as ecclesi­
astical rule. The Pope once did. and still 
wants, to sway a sceptre, while he gov­
erns as n priest. A complex claim of this 
kind makes the Roman Catholic Church 
au institution both political and religiouf- 
As a religions institution, nobody will 
loterfc-re with i r, so long as it in 
rarlt-rea with no other religious body. 
But lbe Roman Catholic Cliurcu is a secret 
and oath-hound institution, pledged to put 
in force decrees and orders which always 
“trike at liberty, and always put the church 
before the nation's welfare. W hat shall we 
say. then! Is the church to  overshadow 
and dominate the State, and train up the 
children of the State to worship the uuist 
holy Roman lord, the Pope, and bis sue 
cessors * Or. rather, are we not called 
upon by every motive of patriotism, by all 
we hold dear, to keep wide open the gates 
of education tor our cbildten, to wIiohc 
hands are To lie transmitted our free institu­
te!..s, and which can only be supported by 
men and women of intelligence, who sym- 
patluz-w ith  the objects ol their establish­
ment. end who will guard th*-ir interests 
with a lealous care ’— 'The Republic.

The Catholic Church in the United States.
The adverse vole iu the English P arlia­

ment upon the Irish university bill, which 
broke up the Liberal ministry of Mr. G lad­
stone, was caused by a telegram from the 
Pone to the beads ol the Catholic Church 
in Ireland, directing instructions to he given 
to the Irish members to vote against llie 
measure, which they did, and the govern- 
ment was beaten. Mr. Gladstone dissolved 
tha t Parliament: and as the result of an ­
other election. Mr. Disraeli, a Tory, came 
into power. Mr. Gladstone’s discovery of 
the Pope’s interference in the political 
affairs of England filled him with indigna­
tion. He ielt, also, the danger which was 
likely to  ensue, and this led to the puhlica 
tion of his pamphlet, on the Vatican decrees. 
In which he warned the people of England 
of the designs ot the Catholic Church, 
tinder the domination of an infallible 
Pope—an alien power, notoriously without 
sympathy lor constitutional liberty, and he 
expressed the opinion, based on his own 
experience, tha t no English statesman would 
he able, if such interlerer.ee was permitted, 
to form a ju s t judgment of the political tu 
lure of the country. Dr. Manning, recently 
made an English cardinal by the Pope, 
strenuously denied the statement ot Mr. 
Gladstone; and the denial of Mr. Alauning 
was supported bv certain of the Catholic 
bishops. But in this country, where Church 
and State have nu connection, and whore 
the motive for concealment is less, on ac­
count of the implicit ignorance of the mem 
horship of the Roman sect the Bridgeport 
Standard  reports that Bishop Hughes, in 
ids address a t the laying of the cornerstone 
of St. M ary's Church, on the previous Sun 
•lav, used the following words:

“Pope Pius XX , sitting m his private 
room, governs a very large portion of the 
world, million.! of people standing ready to 
pbey his slightest command."

This language, it will ho seen, fully jus 
titles and confirms what Mr. Gladstone 
Mated.

The Methodist Adroeule—a journal seek- 
lug the good vl humanity—gives a  transla­
tion of the oath o f a  cardinal from the 
original Latin, which was omitted from all 
the reports ot the installation ol Cardinal 
MoCloskey, a t New York. The text is from 
1» oopy furnished to Lord Palmerston, Mr. 
Gladstone’s predecessor as Prime -Minister. 
Let it  ho remembered tha t Cardinal Me- 
Closkey. as an American citizen, commences 
by swearing allegiance not to ins country, 
hut to an alien potentate.

“ I, - — •—, cardinal of the holy Roman 
Church, do promise and swear, from this 
time to my life's end. that 1 will lie tiith tu l 
and obedient unto St. Peter, the holy apos­
tolic Roman Chureh, and to out most holy 
Lord, the Pope, and his successors; • * ’* 
tha t I will, h.v every way and by every 
means, strive to preserve, augment and ad ­
vance the lights, privileges, the authority 
• d the holy Roman bishop, our Lord, the 
Pope, and his before mentioned successors.
" ' * That I will seek out and oppose
(persecute and light against] onmi count a 
jurseeuturim el impmjna'uri mall heretics, 
schismatics against the name of our Lord, 
i lie Pope, amt liis before mentioned succei 
sere, with every possible effort."

It will he observed, in passing, that this 
remarkable document becomes more Con 
spicuous by leaving out all reference to 
God, tlie Father of all. aud tho .Savior, the 
Great Head of the Church on earth.

That the Pope, a loreign potentate, strip 
tied of his temporal power, for aliunda.it 
reasons, should he able to transform, on 
these shores, an American citizen into a 
prince, owing allegiance to tha t potentate, 
■uid confer the title, with the garments 
which are to distinguish him; t!*at he should 
he able to subject him to the terms of such 
au oath, which transfers the allegiance of 
that prince, though disguised in the ca r­
dinal, and directs the labor of his life to 
the interests ot “ our most holy lord, the 
Pope”—ought to fix the attentiou of men 
who have the interests of their country a t 
heart and wish its prospeiitv.

Is it not strange that the' purpose of life 
of Cardinal MeCloskey, as expressed in 
the oath, is not now to elevate and amelior­
ate the condition of his lellow-cpizens. but 
to do all in his pow ir to increase the mem 
hership of the Roman Catholic Church, 
and stamp upon it the same alien character 
«d devotion, the same alien power that he 
himself ■worships.’' To this end. he do 
pounces the instruction of youth by the 
State, who would be taught the true prin­
ciples ot patriotism aud political freedom 
at the s tart of life, and who would grow up 
to muuhood to exhibit devotion to them in 
practice. The function of a church is to 
instruct in religion: and to this no one 
-would object. But the Roman Catholic 
Church is battling lor the youth the State 
is teaching, in order to pervert the young 
mind first with devotion to the most holy 
Roman lord, the Pope, and his successors, 
anil to treat devotion to country as of 
secondary and inferior concern. The 
Roman Catholic Chureh lias, therefore, in 
this a purely political aim to accomplish; 
because the Pope, being an alien, has no 
t ight to issue a decree molesting or in any 
way governing the perfect political free 
dom of American citizens.

The oath of Cardinal MeCloskey shows 
him prepared to carry out the Pope's de­
crees. lias  the Pope intermeddled with 
our political affairs! What is at the bottom 
ot the action of the Catholic bishops at 
New York and Cincinnati, as regaras the 
public schools! It is said tha t the late 
Legislature of Ohio, wbicu was Democratic, 
was the worst that ever met in th a t State.
Yei, for certain privileges granted by that 
Democratic Legislature, the Roman Catholic 
authorities have undertaken to control the 
foreign Catholic, ignorant vote, t<* endeavor 
to perpetur'e  the power ot the Democratic

Cost o f ( liuri-h-Coing.
Probably not many New Yorkers fully 

comprehend how large is the amount of 
money which is annually spent in maiu 
taining preaching and supporting the 
churches in this city. The eosr of church- 
going is becoming a m atter of no aural! 
concern to those who are religiously in­
clined. The price o l 'a  pew in many cases 
e.uials. ;t it decs not exceed, the annual 
ionise reut ot a family; and even a single 
silting is often so expensive as to put an 
eligible place beyond the reach of a man ot 
moderate means In some churches all or 
nearly all of the pews are sold and a certain 
percentage of ground rent is paid annually 
by the owners, in somo a portion of the 
[iews are sold and the n-mainder are rented. 
In otLer* a fixed valuation is placed on 
each pew, vbich the holder is required 
pay. while in others still the  valuation 
fixed and the pews are sold a t auction, at 
premium, to the highest bidder. Iu many 
churches the system of sub iettiDg is in use 
that is, if a pew bolder does not wish 
occupy an entire pew he leases a part of it, 
Iu some cases a pew holder who wishes 
dispose ol a portion of his pew is compelled 
to sell a t a pro rata estimate. Where no 
restriction of t his sort is made the practice 
of sub letting becomes a m atter of epecuL 
tion anil a source of pecuniary profit to the 
pew holders. In  churches where unsold 
and tmrented pews are found many persons 
are present seeking free seats from Sunday 
to Sunday, who never pay a cent for the 
support of the church.

Inquiries have been tnade recently as 
to the cost of church-going in va'rious 
prominent churches in this city and Brook 
lvn; and o f the churches visited by 
Tribune reporter all but one either sell 
let their pews. The exception is the Brook 
lyn Tabernacle, the central Presbyterian 
church of tha t city. In this church the 
voluntary plan is pursued. No seats are 
sold: and none are rented, and no valuation 
is placed on any pew. The members o'f the 
church and congregation are assigned seats 
on application to the trustees. Each one 
agrees to pay according to his ability, and 
in case the judgment of any one appears to 
the trustees to be defective on this point 
they do not hesitate to assist him in de­
ciding. ThN Tabernacle has between 600 
and 700 pews, which vary in size on ac 
count of the shape c f  the building, and it 
seats over -1000 people. The amount of 
money voluntarily given in this church is 
known only to the trustees. The largest 
chureh in New York is Mr. Hepworrk’. 
the Church of the Disciples. Its seating ca 
pacity is \!.i00. The number of pews is :S:*.r>, 
of which about 200 are neither sold nor 
rented. All the pews have a fixed valua 
tion, which varies from $1200 to $00. The 
pew owners pay an annual ground rent of 
twelve per cent on the valuation, while those 
who reut pews pay eighteen per cent on tho 
valuation. Tho entire amount obtained 
each year is about $14,000. If the entire 
church were occupied, the amount would bo 
$20,000. Eighteen pews are valued at$J200 
each, while the smallest and least eligible 
pews are valued a t $20 each. In this 
church there is no sub letting. The rents of 
the pews of Plymouth Church in Brooklyn 
are larger tbau those of anv other 
which was visited. About 2000 sittings are 
sold annually, and in addition, there are 
about >00 iree seats. A renting price is set 
on each pew, tho rents amounting to $12,022. 
The pews are sold a t public auction at large 
premiums. At tho last sule the highest 
premium paid for a single pew was $672. 
Below this the pews went for $550, $525, 
$520, $52.5, $:>20, etc., the lowest premium 
paid being $10. Tho sum total realized for 
the present year, including premiums, was 
$71.10.5. The premiums in chairs a t tbolast 
rental were $810. A part of a pew, in 
many cases, is re let, but a t a rate in pro­
portion to the cost of the entire pew. Ihe 
average cost of u sitting to those who hold 
pews in Plymouth Church is about $25 per 
annum. .

All the pews of Grace Chureh, New York, 
are sold. When the church was built, in 
187 I. the selling price was, in the segregate, 
$125,000. The number of pews is 208. They 
are subject to a ground rent of twelve per 
cent on their valuation. The highest rent 
paid is $ 108; tho lowest, $6. The church is 
endowed, and much of its support is de­
rived from the profits of leases ol down­
town property. The amount ot ground rents 
is $11,260. If a pew owner wishes to cl is 
pose of his pew for any reason, a  ready 
sale is always fouud, and the prices paid 
are largely iu advance of valuations, 
which were assessed nearly thirty  years 
ago. Pews have been sold for ‘ $2.50 a 
year in the temporary absence of their 
owners. Ttiere are about 100 free seats 
;n the church, and (scats are provided 
every .Sunday for about 200 persons outside 
of the regular congregation. The system at 
St. Paul's Methodist Episcopal Church com 
bines both selling aud renting. Pew own­
ers pay twelve per cent ground rent on the 

aluation, while the assessment of those 
who rent pews is nineteen per cent of the 
valuation. The church has a seating capacity 
of about 1200. There are 128 pews on the 
ground floor, two thirds of which are sold; 
some are rented, while the remainder are 
unoccupied, and so nominally free. The 
gallery contains sixty-two pews, a few of 
wh-ch are sold. The assessed valuations 
vary from $1500 to  $200. Sub letting is 
carried on to  a  considerable extent, but 
speculation iu this m atter is not allowed.
The entire amount raised from the pews for

The pews of Madison Square Presbv 
teriau Church. 225 in number, are all sold 
The valuations were assessed in 1853. and, 
theretore. are not the proper basis for a 
relative comparison with the revenue trom 
rentals in new er, up town churches. The 
values of pews on tlie ground floor range 
between $175 and $1300. those in theca l 
lery from $500 to $7,5. The ground rent is 
twelve per cent of the valuation, la  cases 
ot removal and for other causes, pews are 
sometimes resold. In a recent sale in this 
church the price was twenty five per cent 
greater than the original valuation. The 
plan of sub letting is followed hero without 
any restrictions, and a t times as much as 
$100 has been paid lor a single sitting.
The annual amount of ground rents is about

The revenue of the Broadway Taber 
nacle (Congregational) is very large Since 
the beginning of Dr. Taylor s pastorate, 
three years ago, it has increased f^om 
$15,06*0 to $38,1X10. There are 308 pews iu 
the church, and all are rented with tho ex ­
ception of a small number in the gallery.
The highest pew rent is $325; the lowest 
$50. No premiums are p iid , and there is 
no sale of pews a t auction. The church 
seats 1540. The average cost of a  sitting 
is about $25 a year, and the average cost of 
a pew is $125. The Calvary Baptist Church, 
in 1 wenty third street, between Fifth and

Sixth avenues, has a seating capacity of 
800 There are in the church I3C pews, the 
rents of which range from $200 to $20 per 
annum. T hayearly  income Irmn the pews 
amounts to PCVXIO. Nearly all the pews 
are rented. W*the Church of the Messiah 
(Unitarian) the rents paid on both sold and 
rented j*e vs are fiftten per cent ot the val- 
u s'ion is $1500. The church will seat about 
1000. The entire smnuDt ol pew rente for 
the present year is $20,000.

The income of Trinity Church is largely 
derived from endowments, and the amount 
of pew rents is correspondingly small. The 
number of pews is 139, of which the Trinity 
corporation owns 103. and private individ­
uals thirty-six. The amount of ground 
rents (laid by those owning pews for the 
year 1874-5 is $419; the rents of hired pews 
are $1025. The church will seat in pews, 
882; on benches in aisles, 141; on settees. 
100. Fifteen hundred persona can he ac­
commodated.—,Yeir York Tribune.

Life in the Cloisters.
Charles Warren Stoddard in one of hie 

interesting letters to the  San Francisco 
Chronicle, from Florence, gives a beautiful 
description of an old Italian monastery. 
Speaking of the location of the monastery, 
ho says:

Winding among the hills we dropped at 
last into the sweer Yal d'Ema. We are but 
three miles from Florence, yet we seeiu to 
be in another part of the world. Out ot this 
happy valley runs a great island. The little 
Etna, a brawling brook, skirts it on one 
side. The whole top of the island is cov­
ered with the walls and towers ot the splen­
did monastery which we have conn out to 
visit. I t  looks like a small fortified city— 
there are cities in Italy no larger. VVe 
count the peaked roots 'and the tail chim­
neys of many houses that tower above the 
great monastery wall. These are the sepa­
rate cells of the monks. At a stone m  Ii 
down by the main road, surmounted 
by a statue of Nan Lorenzo, wo halt. 
There are nine malformed beggars waiting 
to receive us. Eaeh of the nine makes a 
lesperate effort to  reach the hell rope bt- 
fore his rival, and the consequence is that 
tho bell is nearly jerked trom its diminutive 
towi r. A gardener approaches, admits us. 
drives off the swarm of beggars as if they 
had been so many enormous Hies, and we 
begin ascending the hill. The monasterv is 
still a quarter ot a mile distant. T- o road 
we just left is the road to Rome. We may 
dyive to  Naples on it if we choose, and find 
it in excellent repair all the way. The gat 
den about us is the nursery of the monas­
tery. and the very air is heavy with the 
aromatic breath ol all manner of herbs aud 
liowers. There is another gate to enter, and 
beyond it a great paved court, where wo 
alight and find ourselves in the chaste em­
brace of a respectful and unobtrusive guide. 
He belongs to the establishment. Without 
him we could scarcely find our wav into 
any part of the building, for there are bolts 
and bars and gates to be passed, many of 
them before we have seen one half of the 
wonderful old place.

We thread long corridors; enter one court 
after another; pass through chapels and 
chambers and come out on the other sido 
into cloisters tha t are silent, though they 
are not deserted, for the monks who are 
moving about in them pass one another with 
a meek obeisance, but without other greet­
ing. Uertosa was erected in 1341. From 
time to time it has been enriched by the 
handiwork of some of the great masters, 
la  tho cryps there are monuments by Dona- 
tiilo; a young warrior who reclines in full 
armor and a  cardinal who seems to  be 
peacefully sleeping, with his head buried 
id a downy pillow and his calm face the 
picture of u tte r repose. The chapels are 
numerous and interesting. You a re  led 
from one into another and down into a 
third aud out by another entrance, so that 
you are thoroughly confused by the time 
you have made the complete circuit. If 
you have ever been into an old house 
that has been added to  again and again, a 
wing here, an extra room there, to accom 
modate an increasing family, if these 
additions have all been made without fol­
lowing any plan whatever, but have been 
fitted on where it was most convenient; and 
it you will imagine each one of these many 
chambers, of all sizes and shapes, to  be a 
little church, complete in itself, with altars, 
choir, pictures aud decorations, you will 
comprehend just how odd and how surpris­
ing are the old monastic churches of Italy. 
The cloisters are always a  feature, also—an 
ipen square oi any siza which is found con­

venient, surrounded on the four sides bv a 
corridor, with arches between the pillars.
A low wall about as high as the knee tuds 
betweeu the pillars; and the only entrances 
to the grass plot, the fountains or the well 
in the centre ot the cloisters are the four 
open gateways in the centre ot eaeh of the 
sides. Here the monks walk up and down 
meditating, reading their offices or taking a 
pious constitutional.

I t  would be impossible to exaggerate the 
richness or the splendid effect of the mo­
nastic chapels. To the unaccustomed eye 
they seem unreal. One does not consider 
the value, the priceless value of such orna­
mentation. Pavements tha t delight you 
with the subdued harmony of color and the 
exquisite beauty of the pattern, are wrought 
of porphyry, jasper, and verd antique. The 
great carved columns are of alabaster. The 
altar is one mass of jewels; even diamonds 
are sometimes set in those altars. The 
candle-stick and other ornaments are of 
gold, silver, or bronze, richly jeweled. The 
chojr stools are of carved wood, the work of 
artists who spent years upon them. At 
Certosa, in the light of the great chapel, we 
saw two or three of the monks a t prayer. 
They are very old now—near on to ninety 
years. There are but twelve o f them 
left, though the monastery is capable 
ot accommodating four of five times 
as many. These old Carthusians rock to 
and fro on their sandaled feet a» they 
wander about the cloisters. They are clad 
in white woolen robes, and most of them 
have long, white, patriarchal beards. They 
fit into the cloister niches like so many 
eurious old statues. The place would be 
quite dreary without them, and with them 

has ju s t sense of life enough to make it 
seem like a dream. The fountain plashes 
lazily out in the centre of the large cloister; 
on one side there are graves of monks, and 
on the other a patch of artichokes. The 
etieet is odd enough, and yet one never 
feels exactly like smiling there, VVe were 
shown through the suite of rooms once 
occupied by Pope Pius VI. when banished 
lroiu Rome by the French, and then we 
• andered into the refectory, where we saw 
he long table with the twelve plates set 

out on it. a good distance apart. Here on 
Sundays the monks meet one another 
and break bread together. But their 
diet is so light you would think it was a 
hoarding school instead of a world-famous 
monastery tha t once sheltered a Pope. A 
long row of rather small doors open out of 
the great cloister. Each door is numbered. 
These doors open into the little houses of 
the monks, and there is a  house for each 
one. You enter into a  cosv room with a 
cubby-hole in the wall through which, by 
means of an outer door, lood and drink 
are passed in to the mocks when 
they have retired to  the seclusion of 
their own cells. There is a table th a t 
swings down from the wall on hinges, and 
a chair, a small cupboard over the table, 
half a dozen holy pictures, and two doors; 
one door leads into the Bleeping room, 
where there is nothing bat a  hard cot and 
more holy pictures; the other opens on to a 
narrow balcony overhanging a small gar- 
deu and commanding a  fine view of the 
valley of Etna. Every monk takes care 
of his own house and his own garden 
There is no necessity of their ever 
leaving their solitary homes, or of 
their ever communicating with any one in 
this life, provided the little locker in the 
wall is ^g u larly  supplied with bread and 
salt and wine. VVe lounged about the place 
after this; played we were monks, and 
handed invisible provisions in to  eaeh other 
through the small hole in the wall; went 
down into the garden where pots of thyme 
and scented herbs were set about in the 
angles of the paths: it was quite like play­
ing a t housekeeping. There were plenty of 
gilly flowers and not a few weeds growing 
in the garden tha t we were adm itted to, 
tor the monk who lived there now lies in 
the cloister with the artichokes. He passed 
out of his solemn life into a life which is, I 
trust, more cheerful, years and years ago.
VVe had yet to settle'the Spezeria. D oan  
on the lower hill, a little off the edge of the 
hiL. are the salerooms of the monastery.
As we approached this part of the extensive 
building our nostrils were sainted with a 
combination of perfumes tha t was almost 
intoxicating. I t  was quite like a  first claes

drug store; the innumerable jars and hot 
ties; the customers waiting their turn at 
the counter, where a clerk was kept busy 
putting up prescriptions and dealing out 
the dainties peculiar to the place. And one 
may enter the Spezeria by a side entrance, 
and there be served with the drugs and 
medicines that are so necessary to  human 
happiness—or one would think they were, 
judging from the enormous consumption ot 
the same. VVe were a t once served with a 
small glass of Chartieuse, aud then the 
curiosities of the plac-e were temptingly ilia 
played. <»uaint bottles rested in exquisite 
wicker work; botflies that were diviued in 
the centre like thp two halves of a pear that 
had been cut down through the middle; aud 
having two necks. One side of this double 
bottle contains Chartreuse, the other alkei- 
mes. There were bottles in ttie form of 
i-roesee; bottles shaped like turtles, lizards, 
■lowers, Cinderella's slipper, and of fitrv 
other patterns. There were little buudles 
of sweet smelling sticks hound round with 
wbqis of straw, and having bit* of straw 
still sticking to them.

VVomua Mulfrngp Judicially Recognized.
The question whether women are entitled 

to vote under the fourteenth and fifteenth 
amendments has now been passed upon ju ­
dicially in three different cases, aud iu all 
three it has been decided against the claim.
•This is as it should be. If women are ever 
to  vote in those parts of the country where 
they are now excluded from the polls, it 
must he bv fair and open admission, not by 
trickery. Every candid person, of whatever 
opinion as to the propriety of admitting 
women to tho polls, kuows tha t those 
amendments were not adopted by the coun­
try  tor any such purpose or w ith' any such 
intention To say that the country adopted 
them wi'.huut knowing its own mind, and 
without loreseeing tlieir effect is after ' 
the exhaustive di-cussion that preceded 
their passage, simply silly; aud to ■ 
say ttiat after adoption they can j 
be twisted to a  new and unheard j 
unheard of meaning and effect, is as fair as • 
to say tha t after a man has signed a note 
for $1000 the “one’’ can he read “ ten,” and 
lie lie held to pay accordingly. It is d if­
ficult to see how an honest judge could 
decide the question otherwise; and those 
who first opposed the amendments on the 
express ground th a t they did not enfran­
chise Women, and al'terwurd turned tuund 
and claimed that they did, have—very 
properly—had their labor tor tlieir pains.
Iu fact, no one would be so sure to  rue the 
results of a favorable decision as these 
very persons. Woman suffrage can only 
come to stay when public opinion is pre­

Spencer, 
against the judges of election, was elabor­
ately examined by the Supreme Court of 
the District of Columbia—one of the ablest 
of United States courts, consisting of five 
judges instead of one or two—and the full 
bench reudered a unanimous opinion that, 
while tlie constitution recognize# the right 
of suffrage as existing iu women, it does

The motion to adm it them 
as voters tor members of Parliament was 
again tnade within a few weeks past, and 
more votes were given for the measure 
than eight years ago were given against if, 
while the adverse majority this time, in­
stead of over seventy, was but thirty-five.
In Michigan, last lull, despite discourage­
ment and blundering, 40,000 men went to 
the polls and voted to open the ballot-box 
for their mothers, wives, sisters and daugh 
ters. The organization ot a “ young men's 
woman suffrage league” in New York, its 
persistent activity aud rapid growth are 
also signs ot the times; and another is fur­
nished by tho fact tha t when a deputation 
from this league lately appeared before the 
assembled judiciary committee, they found 
no serious opposition to  their views, and a 
feeling favorable fo the movement among 
most of tlie politicians who yearly gathered 
a t Albany. The time has passed when 
jests or sneers can dispose of the subject.
Thoughtful people must address themselves 
to its earnest consideration; for if woman’s 
enfranchisement is to be prevented it will 
have to ho by an earnestness and persis- 
sistence of opposition a t least equal to those 
wherewith it is urged.—jVcir York Merca 
tile Journal,
