R E L I G I O U S  M O N O P O L Y .

The refusal of the authorities to allow 
Moody and Sankey to hold religious 
meetings at Eton, in England, appears 
strangely inconsistent with the progressive 
ideas of the nineteenth century. At the 
last moment these gentlemen were notified 
by the governors of the college that they 
could not hold service there, and they ac­
cordingly repaired to Windsor, showing 
deference to the faculty, and conducted a 
meeting at the town hall in the latter 
named place, near Eton. It appears the 
Eton boys went to hear them, and the 
Bishop of Chichester expressed dis­
pleasure that the revivalists should be 
allowed to work so near as Windsor. Iu 
an alter-dinner speech at Ardingly, the 
bishop contrasted the weakness of the 
authorities now* with the vigor which had 
been shown in former times. •‘Then," 
says the Bishop of Chichester, of the 
established Church of England, “Moody 
and Sankey might have fallen on their 
knees before such a privilege as that re­
cently obtained by them would have been 
granted.” This was said because they 
were not driven away from the vicinity of 
Eton.

The bishop simply made himself, his 
church and the school appear ridiculous. 
If Eton were a nursery for weak-minded 
young men, it might be proper to guard 
the students, as we would guard a hyster­
ical young lady, from religious or other 
emotions. But we understand Eton to 
be a school for the education of the scions 
of aristocracy. It is filled with muscular, 
well-developed, red-faced young cubs, who 
play cricket, football, and other athletic 
games, boys who ride, row, box and fight 
with fists in the hearty way of young 
English gentlemen. Can the bishop tell 
us what harm Mr. Moody’s Bible stories 
or Mr. Sankey's sing lig, can do to 6uch 
as they ? After hearing the gospel with­
out scollops, plain as I’eter gave it when 
called trom his fi-h-nets, some of the 
Eton boys might decide not to become 
clergymen’s apprentices; but an Eton 
boy’s mind could hardly be spoiled by all 
the gospel Mr. Moody could leave in the 
town. •

Moody and Sankey have worked to. 
gether in Scotland, Ireland and England 
for tha past two years. Crowds every­
where gather to hear them. They are 
Evangelists working for no particular de­
nomination. They awaken an interest in 
the teachings of the New Testament; they> 
make converts and leave them to join what 
church they will. Moody is not an edu­
cated man according to the standard of 
college learning. He is not a clergyman. 
He is simply a man who thinks he has a 
Gospel message to deliver. When he was 
here and preached to the people in the 
Congregational and Baptist churches he 
preferred to stand outside of the pulpit* 
He wore whiskers, a business sack coat, 
and never had on so much of clerical 
uniform as a white necktie. He reads 
and holds to him his Bible as if he believed 
every word of it, and loved it. He is a 
man thoroughly in earnest, and his sue. 
eess comes from being so. He believes 
there is a burning hell and a personal 
devil; that there is a heaven and a Christ, 
and that natural men must needs change 
their hearts to avoid the one or gain the 
other. He believes that, and he speaks 
to men about it as he would speak to one 
who was walking on a railroad in front of 
an approaching train. He is so earnest 
that he startles sinners; he makes them 
look around to see where they are, and 
leaves them to do their own getting up 
and getting by taking any side switch off 
from a wicked way they choose. Now ' 
Moody’s preaching never hurt any one in 
New Orleans, and we can not see why he 
should be run out of Eton. There is no 
patent right to religion. If a man 
is not blasphemous, coarse, and in 
no way interferes with the local 
government or the institutions of a 
land there is no reason why he should not 
preach until he is hoarse, it he so chooses, 
wherever he is invited to speak. Ser­
geant Bates is allowed to carry the Amer­
ican flag wherever he will. What should 
prevent the progress of Moody and his 
New Testament ? His practice is differ­
ent from that of preaching in a States 
prison. No one need hear him if other­
wise inclined, and be certainly should 
have a chance to speak.

It is possible the bishops of the Estab­
lished Church are jealous of the American

An interest has been awakened in 
the minds of farmers on the subject, and it 
will not be long before the judicious and 
practical ideas of the Fruit Growers’ Asso­
ciation will be fully realized in the way ot 
abundant crop* of fruits and vegetables 
offered in the markets at reduced prices.

The association has spared neither pains 
nor money to make this exhibition worthy 
of the great enterprise.

The Southern Express Company ha* is­
sued orders to its agents to receive and for­
ward promptly, tree of charge, all packages 
of fruits and vegetables, green, dried or 
canned, and wines, cordials, plants and 
flowers ot thirty pounds and under from 
July 5 to July 11, 1875, addressed to “Fruit 
Growers’ Association oi the Gulf States.” 
Arrangements are being made by which 
persons visiting the exhibition can return 
home free, upon their tickets being counter­
signed by the secretary of the association. 
Contributions will bs received up to the 
morning of the fourteenth of July. The 
floral department will be under the charge 
of a special committee of ladies.

While tbe immediate attention of the as­
sociation is given to the products ot the 
Gulf States, arrangements are being made 
to provide special premiums for wines, pn* 
served fruits, vegetables, etc., produced in 
other States.

Falk C ulture in Louisiana,
Editor Refchlican:

Iu answer to your inquiries about silk 
culture in Louisiana, 1 have concluded to 
give you a statement, because I refer to 
some facts which it will be interesting to 
remember.

There was great excitement all over the 
country on the subject in former times, and 
about the year 1831 a mania prevailed for 
the production of the morns rnulticaulis, the 
variety of mulberry suited for the pro­
duction of the silk worm. There were a 
number of associations formed, but none of 
which seemed to have arrived at any prac­
tical result. One of our old citizens by the 
name ot L. Gamier spent a fortune in the 
attempt that be trade, and to use his own 
words, to endow Louisiana with the silk 
culture.

It is very generally alleged that our cli­
mate and soil is very favorable for the cul­
ture, aDd the saying is probably based upon 
tbe similarity existing with countries where 
the industry largely prevails. We enjoy, 
in fact, many ad vantages, and perhaps as 
few drawbacks as in any country in the 
world. If the attempts hare not succeeded 
here it is entirely due to the inexperience 
and faults ot the parties.

It is now a matter of history that an epi­
demic prevailed a few years ago in the silk 
producing countries, which threatened the 
annihilation of the silk worms. Recourse 
was had to foreign countries for the supply 
of a new race by tbe importation of eggs, a 
large proportion of which was obtained 
from the U nittd States, principally 
from California, and some from Louis­
iana. I am informed by an old 
resident who has a place at Covington 
on the Tehefuncta river that he has ob­
tained $10 per ounce for eggs sent to Italy. 
He obtained at our last State fair a 
premium for the production of the finest 
cocoons; they were of large size and of a 
beautiful color. He considers that our 
climate is extremely favorable for tbe pro 
duction of the silk worm, and also the soil 
for the growth cf the trees. One of the 
difficulties he speaks of is the preservation 
of the eggs from one season to another on 
account of the warm weather in winter, 
which causes the eggs to hatch before the 
time. To obviate he had sent them to 
New York and Canada, which succeeded to 
his entire satisfaction. He says he had 
made as much as four crops, under favor­
able circumstances, and that two crops 
may always be depended npon.

The proper varieties o! mulberry, he says, 
are the mount rnulticaulis. for the feedingt 
and afterward the white mulberry, the 
leaves of which afford more substance. lie 
thinks the wild mulberry of the eountry 
not so good, producing smaller cocoons. 
One of the difficulties he would anticipate 
here is the want of skilled labor for wind, 
ing. and the higher price here than in Italy.

In regard to the production of the trees 
here I can assure you there is no better 
country. Tbe tree is easily propagated by 
cuttings and grows rapidly. For the feed* 
ing of several crop# the tender leaves for 
the yonng worms can always be obtained 
by trimmiDg the trees down to near the 
ground late in the spring, at various times,

, They may be planted a few feet apart in 
rows and kept down by pruning, which 
would give the greatest amount of leaves re­
latively to tne extent of ground planted.

It is to my personal knowledge that in 
other places in Louisiana, and particularly ' 
on tbe Mississippi fiver, amateur# ̂ have 
been quite successful.
