It the laugh went against me Dow I was

Well-disposed 
people saw they need stay no longer: ill 
disposed people dare not stay; the blue 
coated men with buttons sauntered on the 
stage iu groups, aud 1 suppose the wore' 
rowdies disappeared as they saw them. 1 
bad maiio my single speech, and lor the 
moment I was a hero.

1 believe the Mayor would have liked to 
kiss me. Burrham almost did. They over­
whelmed me with thanks and congratula­
tions. All these f received as well as 1 
conhl—somehow I did not feel at all sur­
prised—everything was as it should ho.
1 scarcely thought of leaving the stage my­
self, till, to my surprise, the Mayor asked 
me to go home with him to dinner.

Then I remembered that we were not to 
spend the rest of our lives in Castle Garden,
J blundered out something about Miss 
Jones, that she had no escort except me, 
and pressed into her room to tind her. A 
group of gentlemen was around her. Her 
veil was back now. Nhe was very pale, 
but very lovely. Have J said that, she was 
beautiful as heaven ? She was the queen 
of the room, modestly and pleasantly re­
ceiving their felicitations that the danger 
was over, and owning that she had been 
very much frightened, “until," she said, 
“my iriend, Mr. Carter, was fortunate 
enough to guess that I was here.

S uction  1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly con­
vened, That the following persons, Arthur 
Oliver, R. T. Hubbard, P. Michel, YV. M. 
Ribiusou, Jack Wharton, Thomas E. 
Haynes and their present aDd future as­
sociates, successors and assigns be and tkev 
are hereby constituted and declared to be 
from and alter - the passage of this act a 
body corporate and politic iu fact aud in 
name, by the style and title of the Louis­
iana Telegraph Company, and by that 
name they and their successors shall be 
persons in law capable of sueiDg and being 
sued, pleading and being impleaded, an­
swering and being answered, and defen­
ding and being defended in all courts 
and places whatsoever, and that they 
and their successors may have a corn 
mou seal, and may change aud alter 
the same at pleasure, and also that they 
aud their successors by the same 
name and style shall be in law capable of 
holdiug, purchasing and conveying any 
estate, real and personal, for the use of

Be it further enacted, etc., That 
for the purpose of canyiog the foregoing 
section into effect the Louisiana Telegraph 
Company, their successors and assigns, are 
hereby granted the right of way, and shall 
be and hereby are authorized, at auy time 
after the passage of this act. to erect posts 
m the ground two hundred feet apart, more 
or less, as may be deemed advantageous, 
upon which to string wires in the usual way 
ol constructiug such lines for telegraphing 
purposes, over all lauds, highways or navi­
gable waters owned by the State, and for 
the purposes of this act" to carry into effect

branches.

Sec. 12. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
if any person or persons shall willfully do 
or cause to be done any aet or acts what­
soever whereby any building, construction, 
posts, wires or works of said company, or 
any machine, engine or structure, or any 
matter or thing appertaining t® said tele­
graphic line or lines, light of way. privi 
leges, franchises or appurtenances, shall be 
stopped, obstructed, impaired, weakened, 
injured, thrown down, rut or destroyed, the 
person so offending shall be deemed guilty 
of a misdemeanor, and shall forfeit and 
pay to said company double the amouat of

H. Remiclf, A. E. Buck and Charles Ap­
pleby, or their assigns, and such other per­
sons’ as may hereafter be associated with 
them, their" successors and assigns, shall 
constitute a body corporate, and are hereby 
incorporated under the name of the Car­
rollton and Kennerville Railroad Company, 
and by that name shall have perpetual suc­
cession for the purpose ot building and 
maintaining a passenger and freight rail­
road as hereinafter described, with such in­
cidental powers and privileges as may be 
necessary for constructing, repairing and 
working the same.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
the capital stock of said company shall be 
eight hundred thousand dollars, represent­
ed by eight thousand shares of one hun­
dred "dollars each, with liberty to increase 
the same in the manner provided by la w.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the domicilo of the company shall be in the

shall own at least twenty-five shares of the 
capital stock of Ibe company, and all pow­
ers of the company shall be vested in said 
board of directors—a majority of tee board 
being necessary to form a quorum, and de 
ciaion of said majority shall be a valid 
corporate act, and the following incorpora­
tors shall constitute the first board of direc­
tors, to wit: Joeepli Reiser.
