(tew* from the Interior,
From the Columbia Herald, June 19:
An unfortunate affray occurred in this 

parish last week between two brothers 
whose names we suppress, both of wfiom 
are sober, industrious, hard working men 
who have lived and wo-ked together for 
years in perfect amity, anil w ho had a mi* 
understanding about a very trifling matter, 
which finally culminated in bloodshed, one 
using a knife, and the other attempting to 
use a gun. These two are the only survi 
vors ot a once large, prosperous and happy 
family.

From the Union Record, Jane 25:
About eleven o’clock Wednesday night 

the citizens of Farmersyille were awakened 
by the cry of fire! lire" tire’ll and a general 
rush made for the scene of disaster.

The tire when first discovered, was Inside 
of D. E. Laupheimer’s store. The front 
door was immediately broken open and a 
fruitless effort made to extinguish the 
flames, which extended about ten feet 
lengthwise the shelving on tne right-hand 
side, and just above the couuter. It had not 
at that time reached either the floor or 
ceiling. The flames rapidly spread and but 
little time was given lor preserving goods 
by carrying them out. Mr. Willis Cooper’* 
store house on the right and Dr. Manning’s 
drug store on the left were on fire in a 
few moments. The fire continued down 
that block and consumed the warehouse of 
H. Brown St Co., the livery stable of John 
M. Defee and the postoffice: in the meantime 
it crossed the street and made a conflagra­
tion of It. R. lavlor’s tin shop; from thence 
it moved to the store house ot Henry Brown 
& Co., and then to the law offiee of J. A. 
Ramsey, Esq. Many things were saved 
from each one of these houses, by the un­
tiring and courageous efforts made by every 
body in attendance. The hardest work was 
done in watering the north end of W. P. 
Smith’s store. By the industry and intre­
pidity exercised at this point the Are was 
checked.

Such a scene as was presented no one can 
conceive except those who have witnessed 
a lire in town. The streets were full of 
>eople hurrying to and tro, emptying the 
loroe* threatened, while many of them 
were excitedly crying aloud. It wa* truly 
an appalling scene and a severe ordeal for 
onr town, and especially the men who have 
Worked hard almost a lifetime in accumu­
lating property in order that their tatter 
day* might be spent in comfort. The total 
los* will approximate $40,009.

It was doubtlcs* the work of an incen 
diary. Mr. Laupheimer’s only clerk left 
town Wednesday to be away all night, and 
Mr. Laupheimer closed the store up about 
dark, leaving everything in perfect order. 
■Several persons passed hi* store near ten 
o’clock and the appearance was a* usual. 
The general impression seems to be that a 
burglary was committed and the house 
fired on the inside as above mentioned, in 
order to cover up the dee.d of theft. It it 
had been fired without human agency, the 
fire would hare originated iu one spot and 
it would have reached the floor and ceiling 
before spreading far across.

From the Shreveport Times, June 29:
On Friday last an accident occurred about 

180 miles above Shreveport by which a 
human life wa» suddenly and terribly 
crushed out of existence. Mr. Thomas M. 
Dixson, of this place, ha* been employed 
for some time in the service of the govern­
ment in connection with the raft cleaning 
department. On the morning or the fatal 
accident he was felling timber and had cut 
_ tree nearly through: the tree in tailing 
caught on another near by. and swinging 
round, struck the unfortunate man upon the 
head, felling him to the ground, the trunk of 
the tree resting across his body and killing 
him instantly. Some fellow-workmen who 
were working at a short distance ran 
up but too late to be of any service. The 
tree had to be cut across to extricate the 
body of the deceased, when a horrible 
spectacle was witnessed._ Life was extinct 
and nothing but a sickening mass of blood 
snd crushed bones remained to show what, 
only a few minntes previous, was a breath­
ing and working man. Tne head was com­
pletely mashed, the eyes being forced out 
of their sockets and the brains soattere J on 
the ground. The features were almost in­
distinguishable, while several ribs were 
broken into small fragments.

A skiff was procured and the body 
brought to Shreveport early Sunday morn­
ing, when an inquest was held, a verdict 
being rendered in accordance with the facts.

Mr. Dixson was about thirty years of age; 
he was a native of Texas, but for the last 
fifteen years had resided in this oity with 
his relations and triends.

The remains were deposited in the ceme­
tery on Sunday, the funeral being attended 
by a large number of friends and acquain­
tances.

The Rifle.
The telegraph bas given the news in fall 

of the victory of the American rifle team.

While the glorious achievement* of 
Uolonel Giidersleeve and his team are 
theme* of jubilant comment, rifle shooting 
in general form* a staple subject of convei- 
eation. Our New Orleans riflemen are put­
ting forth their energies. Sharing in our 
national pride they wish to prepare them­
selves so as to participate in future honors’ 
The New Orleans Rifle Club initiates the 
movement. At their last meeting it was de­
emed that regular practice shooting should be 
held every Wednesday evening at the Mag" 
nofia Garden. On Saturday next, theglori" 
ous fourth, under auspices of the club’ 
there will be a contest for several valuable 
prizes. Shooting will begin at 8 A. M., and 
conclude at 6:39 P. M. Any ene will be en. 
titled to enter under club rule*. The first 
prize :s a valuable and splendid medal 
presented to Colonel J. M. G. Parker. Ir is 
known an the Parker medal. The work­
manship is of the highest order of the 
jeweler’s art. The piD, pendants and medal 
are of the finest gold. The weight is two 
ounces. The design is a crescent, surmount­
ing a pair of crossed rifles, and to these 
p- ndants is a beautifully chased gold medal, 
with raised rim. On the face of the cres­
cent are the ini. ial* N R. C. On the medal, 
in black enamel, are engraven the words, 
“Parker Medal.” Beneath the inscription 
appear the eagle and national shield. Tha 
goblet and cup* are of goiid silver and of 
elegant finish. The prizes are now on ex­
hibition at Eyrich’s store on Canal street.

The Crescent City Rifle Ciub are in no 
way behind their older rivals. The club 
now numbers a hundred and titty members, 
and includes in its rank* some of the best 
shots in the country. Arrangements have 
lately bet-a perfected for tha erection ot 
club building* and a shooting park. The 
site elioseu is the old Davidson property, in 
rear of the Fair Grounds, and fronting on 
Bayou St. John. The property, which 
measures 399 yards front by a depth of 1209 
yards, is secured by a lease of ten years. 
Yesterday at. bull-past six o’clock, a com­
mittee of the club visited the grounds, acd 
and the plans of the buildings and targets 
have beee ratified.
