fha day came Heated States are vleing 
trititoeach otberlor opportunities to compete 
Congress las Indorsed it. and the United

delegates. Since The last rebel opposition 
to the oath Was shown to be founded on a 
concealment of the acknowledged error of 
the State* department in forwarding the 
.roa-clad oatlr instead of its substitute, that 
direction is removed. All states and cities 
•ml towna of thia continent will meet the 
representatives of the Old World ia the 
City of Brotherly Love.

Marked 
I*y the deposition of the progress ofeiviliza* 
tion in science, art and industry, and sane*

• tinned by the hallowed memories that give 
it birth, should take place in the (Quaker 
City, where the representatives of the 
thirteen feeble colonies pledged themselves 
to bang together la the face of The certainty 
•f banging separately if they failed.

It is good to be young and ardent in these
• days; to have the blood stirred by tales of 
’he early struggles and the ambition fired 
by the prophesies of the future. These 
tatherings of generations of tbe nation are 
the more harmonious that they have at last 
tome to be spontaneous. Each celebration

that »e have had has been more successful 
tb»u the preceding one. more hearty and 
more patriotic, and when, m her turn. 
Charleston, now one of the mosf prosper­
ous cities of the East, sends out her invita­
tions the responre wiJi be so universe! that 
only tbe national fete day can overshadow 
it.

These are consecration* ot laurels won— 
of toil and sulicring and death rewarded 
by deserved success. Hut wueu, one year 
from tc-day, the orator clothes :n glowing 
words his jiaiets of the heroes of othcr 
ilaj «, one small band should not he forgot­
ten. They shed no blood but their own 
they fell long after the hope ot victory had 
passed from them, end there were no 
laurels to mingle with tbo cypress. Vie 
tims of delusion, treachery and pride 
story was to'd by t’ueir Joes, their property 
confiscated, and their names declared 
famous. In the city they loved, and 
whoso liberty they perished, there is but 
one who bears the name of anr of tin 
T Ley died lor liberty before tbe blood 
CrispUH Attacks Jeddened the stones 
King street, or the taxed tea was dung imo 
the sea at HosSod. or rotted in the cello 
of Charleston. On October “ >, J709. ti 
Lo uisianiane. w ho had shed no blood, r 
laled no oaths, broken no allegiance, but 
from love of country had defied the uniie 
p ower of France and Spain, were shot 
death by the order of the Irish commander 
in the service of .Spain.

The story of their hopeless struggle an 
the troubles that caused .t is a long one* 
No historian ol' theirs has told if. no friend 
bus softened theur faults or extolled the 
virtues. The official reports of their execu 
Honors, their own memorials for justice, the 
acts of their ccuneii. public proclamations 
and records of court martial are almost a 
the mateiia! which the researches of M 
tin, Monette, I-orstall and Gayarre have 
brought to light. Their greatest ciime was 
the love of liberty which should endear 
them to us. There is but iittle reference to 
this, but enough to show that it was com 
mou talk m the colony, that both the {Span 
ish and French governors believed it to be 
the ultimate object of the conspiracy, anil 
that the last act was on attempt fo rally the 
neopie with that cry

Briefly told, the history A this: For 
many years Louisiana had been a burden to 
France. She had cost more than JiiO.OOO.OdO; 
a debt of $7,000,00!) was liimg about her 
neck: lief products w ere inferior; her pec 
pie poor and loaded with boundless privat6 
debt, ftfhen Louis XV.. perhaps gho most 
despicable cf all tba creatures monarchy 
has ever corrupted, who was without 
“cither the tenderness ol » woman's heart, 
the pri de of a King or the courage of a 
man," lost Canada, ho consummated the 
sacrifice by a gift of Louisiana to Spain 
That country took it to oblige France. The 
gift was made November T, 17d2. and ac­
cepted ten days later. It was a surprise to 
Spain, and received with reluctance, 
but had been determined by Louis 
nearly a year before and announced 
to Kerlerec. Aubrv wat the French Gov­
ernor at the time of the transfer, and 
inclination and circumstances caused him 
to play the most contemptible part ot all in 
the seven years that followed. The first 
reception ot the news in the colony aroused 
them to petition the King for a revocation 
of the gift. Twice did Jean Alilhot cioss 
the ocean to leg lor Lis people, and each 
time in rain. The petitions and memorials 
he carried were disregarded or unread, and 
even the tears of Bienville, as tbe aged 
founder of Louisiana, whose life the 
strength of labor and sorrow had prolonged 
beyond the allotted four score years, knelt 
at the feet of the minister whose policy had 
alienated his people; though they moved 
his heart they did not alter his will. France 
Was sick of Louisiana, and the decree of ces­
sion to Spain could not ba revoked. Milhet- 
without seeing the face of the King, ro' 
turned to Louisiana to join in the conspira­
cy, behold the death of his broi’uer and Lo 
exiled by his executioner.

Believe the stories of tha trench gov­
ernors and «ther writer * of their time, and 
Louisiana Was indeed a pitiable place. They 
condemn ber as settled by a set ot repro­
bates "infected with tun spirit of Repub­
licanism" which prunes the thorns from this 
criticism. They declare her torn by in 
testino dissensions, half constantly arrayed 
against tbo other, and making counter ac 
mentions of shameless crimes. Jler gar 
risons are cowardly and dissolute soldiery; 
she is a prey to rapacity; tributary to the 
Indian tribea and threatened by the 
English and is without resources or morals- 
D'Abadie called the colony a chaos of 
iniquity and fraud. Aubry knew no dif­
ference between the past and the present.
De Roseau speaks of the existence of every 
variety ol misery, abjection of the men, 
prostitution of the women, corruption and 
trading of clliccrs. enslaving ol' soldiers, 
plunder by the governors, drunkenness, 
brawls and duels. Kerlerec wrote from the 
Bastilo to L'lloa: "From the bottom of my 
heart I pity you for having been sent to 
such a country."

Grant that this picture was a true one, 
the debt of woe was duo to her ru’ers 
They came with no other object than a 
rapid fortune and speedy return. Their 
misgovernment had made tbo people what 
they were, and the sin was not atoned for 
by delivering them over to new masters, 
aliens in birth, strangers iu language aud 
hereditary foes by sentiment and e<Iuc3 
(ion. AN hat was to beecme of the seven 
millions of debt France, by the nniortn- 
nate advios ©f Bienville and ba'mon. had 
given them, which passed at a value of only 
twenty -five per cent • Louisian* was in a 
starving condition. Not a man of note but 
wa» in debt. How was thia load to ba 
thrown off when Spain would not allow her 
tobacco to interfere with that of Havana, 
and her indigo could not compete with that 
of Guatemala ? The colonists nursed theif 
hopes of aid for France and loyal love of 
the King. The French, with all their faalts, 
are strongest in their love of country, and 
only when this was repelled by extortion, 
violence, fraud and neglect, did the colo­
nists of Louisiana think of liberty.

There was time enough for the colonists 
to prepare. L'lloa. the first Spanish Gov. 
ernor. did not come lor three years and four 
months after the cession, and thousrh Aubry 
had worked well for his masters, the poo- 
pie were as sullen as the storm that beat on 
the city ae he landed. He did not dare to 
assume the government; ho ruled through 
the French Governor Aubry. In happier 
times L'lloa might have been honored as a 
wise and loved as a beneficent ruler, lie 
was a student of great learning, an olfioer 
of discretion and experience, a charming 
companion «t bis fireside, and impressed 
with the necessity of a benevolent policy.
But the people were prepared for a mon­
ster of oppreeeion, and tortured every act 
of hi* into the works of a tyrant. Not one 
word of approval could he obtain, and 
even Aubry. in his letters to the French 
govern ment. condemns fc:®. bfit. with the

liopo ol Spanish gold, trusts that L'lloa is J an address to tbe King, full of adulation
pleased wish bisifforts in bebalt of Spain. 
At the same time denouncing the revolu- 
! ioniste be pronounces L'lloa arbitrary, nn. 
reasonable, and unlit to govern.

The leaders of the people are stated by 
Gayarre to have been the first citizens of 
the colony, aud twelve of them are promi­
nent in his pages. The master spirit was 
the Attorney Genera! ot the King. Nicholas 
Chauvin do Lafreniere. Him the historian, 
following the Spanish authorities, styles a 
plebeian: and so he was, if among those who 
break the way through the wilderness for 
the march ol civilization, the son of oDe of 
four brothers who came with axon shoulder 
but were unable to write their names, may 
bo called so. England’s nobility mark tbe 
axes their ancestors carried witu .Saxon 
blood, but otherwise their attainments are 
equaled by men who came with Bienville 
from Canada. Lalreniero sprang from the 
loins of labor, but be was the first man of 
tfio village, his rank second only to the 
Governor, his education the best that F'ranee 
could afford, bis presence so commanding 
that bis Jamiiiar title was Louis XIV., his 
strong brain controlling ail around bite 
and ho had the eloquence of a tribune of 
the people. Appointed Attorney General a 
month after the session, he and his com 
patriots must have known it could not 
be rescinded, but they used the hope as the 
lever to move the people, i’ierro Marquis, 
a captain of the Swiss troops, was the only 
one who publicly proclaimed liberty, Put 
he only did it when O’Reilly was ascending 
tbe river. Joseph Villeie, who commanded 
the German coast; Jean Baptiste de Noyan, 
uephew to Bienville; Joseph Milhet and 
Pierre Caresse. wealthy merchants, were 
the others whose acts cost them their lives. 
With them were Balthasar de Masau, 
Jerome Doueet, a lawyer, Jean Sliihet and 
Hardy do Boisblanc, who escaped death, 
but were condemned to imprisonment and 
banishment. At the bottom of the con­
spiracy was Foucault, the intendant com­
missary, a man false to every pledge, secret 
and cowardly treacherous, betraying alter­
nately his King and his associates, and only 
true to his love of gain. With poetical 
justice his secretary played the spy and his 
disclosures ruined his master.

All of thesejnen were deeply In debt, so 
»ays the Spanish prosecutor Del Rey, and 
he charges them heavily with epithets. If

and complaint, and beseeching that the flag 
of France might still wave over them_ 
,Marquis stood ready with 1000 armed men 
under his white cockade to enforce the de­
cree of the Council.

The revolution was accomplished. With­
out shedding a drop of blood the colonists 
had maintained their allegiance to France, 
and with exhibitions of the most intense 
emotion again and again saluted its tUg. 
Iu the light of all the facts before, them 
there seemed no wrong done by their hands. 
They knew of the cession, but Ulioa had 
never heeded the terms of the letter ot Lnui3 
XV. It was not. indeed, binding upon him, 
hut the people thought it was. Ulloa’sown 
letter did not aoc-oid with his conduct; he 
never took formal possession, nor did the 
people ever swear allegiance to him or his 
King. He paid the expenses of the govern­
ment, but that was the affair of the officials, 
and when the crisis came the people left 
them to take care of it themselves.

In the meantime the leaders wei! knew 
t bat France would never concern herself 
again with the colony, nor wouid Spain 
yield the sovereignty she iiad assum­
ed. While professing love for Lruis. 
worship of the flag and unconquer­
able allegiance, they were recre.tlv 
negotiating with the English commander 
at Pensacola for protection and pre­
paring tbe minds of the people for a re. 
public. There :s sufficient evidence of this. 
Forstall found enough in the archives of 
Paris to authorize him to say that the pro­
ject was to establish a republic similar to 
that of Switzerland aud a bank under the 
name of the ••Mont de Piete." and that a 
form ot government had been prepared, 
which Marquis burned just before his ar­
rest. L'lloa states that “one plan was to 
tranrdbrm th- lo'ony into a republic, unler 
the protection of England; but seeing that 
they could cot obtain from he: the ussist- 
neo they w ished for. they came to tbe de­

termination to rise without it. and to 
tramp!'- under foot the orders of their sov­
ereign." Our fathers of the revolution did 
no more. Three millions of people a decade 
later succeeded where the 13 000 Louisian­
ians lulled. They accomplished their pur­
pose in driving away l'lloa ;n a French 
vessel, and afterwards forced the frigate 
that brought him fo retire also.

For a few months the colonists were un-

portant of Catholic disabilities were not re­
moved by ir, and in the same way there are 
no doubt some advocates ot women suffrage 
who say that they will noc be satisfied un 
til married women have votes. But this 
has not been the attitude of the bnlk of the 
women's suffrage party either ia or out of 
Parliament. We ask for woman suffrage 
because we believe that women have a 
practical grievance, and suffer practical 
hardship iu consequence of rfieii want of 
representation. I need not go into particu­
lars; every one who knows the subject 
knows that there are many laws which are 
especially injurious to women.

•A certain number of women wi-b to 
study medicine: a much larger number of 
women wish to be attended in sickness by 
persons of their own sex; and yet every 
door into the pr> fission is kept resolutely 
closed in the face of women. Such a state 
of things would be absolutely impossible if 
women were represented lit Parliament. 
And. thou, again in ti e matter of education, 
what is being done? I most gratefully ac

they had not tho self sacrificing spirit of j disturbed. but a reaction set iu. T he few 
the more euccessfu! patriots of the later 
revolution: if they did not equal John 
Hancock'* “bombard Boston and make me 
a beggar," or Samuel Adams with hi* gift 
of ali he had—sixty hogsheads of Tobago 
rum—or Charles Carroll when he added 
Carrollton to his signature, it may be re­
membered they gave all they had—their 
lives. If the people were less virtuous and 
thrifty than those of New England it was 
because corrupt Governors, Parisian morals 
and luxury, want of love of home and an 
e vil element forced by the law upon them 
bad made them different. They were in 
debt, say the Spanish; they aro miserable, 
ay the French governors; we are aban­

doned, said the people themselves. And of 
the men who went out to David in the cave 
of Adullam, the Bible says: “And every 
on e that was ia distress, and every one that 
was in debt, and every one that was dis- 
ontc-nted. gathered themselves unto him 

and there were with him about 80(> men."

representatives of Spain who had been al­
io wed to remain soon found that ths tickle 
people no longer frowned, but greeted them 
as friends. Aubry, who had been power­
less to prevent tba outbreak, and though 
the nominal Governor by wi6h of L'lloa, 
and the actual ruler by demand of the 
colonists, could enforce no obedience, now 
found his authority respected once more. 
They began to believe that the return of 
Milhet showed that no hope was to come 
from France. Another petition had no ef­
fect. The English commander refused his 
aid. bpain recalled L'lloa from his refuge 
of Havana, and it was known a new corn- 
man der with a powerful force wouid soon 
take possession ia earnest. The people be­
came aghast at what they had done, and 
fell away from the revolutionists. In 
short time L’lloa might have returned aud 
been received with open arms. A new 
terror took possession of the people. They 
did not now dread the inevitable transter,

ment, and the rellf to be hanged the next 
day The circumstance of the lack of a 
hangman respited the victims one day 
more, and they were then shot. On the 
same day all the records and printed docu­
ments O’Reilly could gather were publicly 
burned. The King's printer, Brand, would 
have suffered with the others if he had not 
proved be was compelled by law to print 
what the King's commissary ordered. As 
his execution would have deprived O'Reilly 
of the services of the only one of his craft 
ia the colony, his plea was allowed.

October 26, 186!'. then consummated the 
act ot weakness of Louis XV. in the death 
of six of Louisiana’s citizens and perpetual 
banishment of seven others. Eight days 
more would have made the day of the sacri­
fice the anniversary of the disgraceful ces' 
sion. and given the tragedy a more poetical 
ending. But it was not Spanish policy to 
harrass the tuimls of its victims with too 
long intervals between condemnation and 
death, and the Irish commander tirmiy be 
lieved he was in strict accordance with the 
traditions of his master. Aubry loads 
O'Reilly with praise lor his moderation in 
executing so few. but says he believed Lis 
instructions limited his punishment to ban­
ishment. That Charles of Spain regarded it 
differently is shown by his pardon of tbe 
six who were deprived of rheir liberty 
though left with their lives, and his refusal 
to receive O'Reilly at court wueu he 
turned to Spain.

One sentence from Lafreniere'* aidrcsst** 
the Council, which was intended for mote

offense at each attempt at a bene­
ficial cine. The smuggling practiced
injured the colony and oppressed 
the consumer, hut Lis commercial ordi­
nance against it roused ali classes against 
him at the instigation of the importers. Ho 
and his wife were ostracised and then ac­
cused of haughty exclusiveness. The sum- 
miug up of the charges included many 
things, evil and good, that had always ex. 
Isted without comment or cavil. Some of 
them weie that he had continued the privi­
leges of trading granted by D'Abadie, that 
he had closed tho passes, interfered with 
the pilots, issued commercial decrees 
through Aubry, sent the citizens to mines, 
sequestered goods, created a new tribunal, 
abolis bed the Superior Council, intended to 
import foreign negroes, removed a brick­
yard where putrid matter had collected, 
freed imprisoned Germans for an English­
man s $1 j  per head, made tha Arcadians 
slaves, remained. away from French 
churches, violated tho ecclesiastical laws of 
tho colony by having his own chaplain say 
mass and perform the marriage ceremony, 
sent lepers te the Baiize, forced the colonists 
to go six miles out of town to whip their 
slaves to please his wife, married without 
the consent ot Father Dagobert. whereby 
timorous people were religiously alarmed, 
raised negroes to the condi tion of freedmen 
and sent to Havana for » nurse for his 
child. His personal charactor was summed 
up as inordinately avaricious, a horrible 
antipat by to humanity, a natural disposition 
to evil deeds, intolerable haughtiness, and 
desiring to starve the people and feed vam­
pires with their blood.

L'lloa’s opinion of tho people was not 
more favorable, characterizing them as 
provokingly unjust and unreasonable,, 
though ho is sparing o f epithets, and is con­
tent in general With quoting the accounts 
of tho French governors. His time was 
spent in scientific research, patiently await­
ing the arrival of troops and money from 
Havana, and he seemed to have had no 
suspicion that the volcano be knew smoul­
dering under him was on tho eve of an 
eruption.

October “J, l*6d, the explosion took 
place. The German coast was disaffected 
solely for lack of pay. and by means of this 
want Villere controlled them In the interest 
ot tho conspiracy. L’lloa sent $1,500 for 
their relief. It was never allowed to reach 
them, but was seized by authority of Vil­
lere. Two nights later the guns at the 
Tcbon pitoulas gate were spiked.

The 
Superior Council deliberated, listened to 
the impassioned words of Lefreniere, elim­
inated the lukewarm members, and adopted

Marquis and Joseph 
Milhet descended tho river, and carryin 
with them the acquiescence of the people, 
returned with assurances ot the suave 
O'Reilly's freedom Jrorn prejudice, and 
strong hopes that :beir past faults should 
be forgotten.

August if the fleet anchored in front of 
the city, and the next day formal posset 
sion was taken, with the most imposin 
ceremonies O'Reilly could command. On 
the nineteenth ho asked for information of 
the revolution of Aubry. who had a vol 
uminous document, containing the minutest 
details, ready for him tha next day, 
August Vi. nine ot the leaders, asseni 
bling at O'Reilh's house on his invita 
tion. were arrested and imprisoned. Three 
others were arrested in the Town Hall. Vil 
ierehad prepared for flight, but relying on 
Aubry 'a representations. Lad remained, and 
was almost frenzied by tha catastrophe. 
Confined on board a Spanish frigate, he 
saw his wife driven from him and in en 
deavor.ng to reach her perished on the 
bayonets of bis guard. The evidence that 
he ceased to live was his bloody shirt flung 
to his wife. Foucault was guarded bv his 
own secretary, who was relied on to do that 
duty faithfully, as he “had always disap­
proved the conduct of his superior.” It 
would be difficult to find anything to ap­
prove in it. lie wa9 dishonest in office, a 
fraudulent debtor, with a falsa tongue for 
his King and a treacherous heart for his 
friends. Giving the house of his mistress 
for a rendezvous to the conspirators, he 
was plotting himself to clear his skirts in 
the event of failure. Urging them on ia 
their course, he wrote of them to France 
that they were bad fellows, loaded with 
debt, bankrupts, thieves and detestable in­
cendiaries. Banishment saved thia mean­
est life, and rewarded his miserable *buf- 
ifing.

Aubry was not much better. A French­
man, he prostrated himseif before L'lloa 
and O'Reilly and protested that “no one 
ever loved and venerated the Spanish na­
tion more than I do.” Too weak to prevent 
the outbreak, ue dared only file a feeble 
protest, yet became a bully when the re­
action set in. He induced the conspirators 
to trust to Spanish clemency, but was at 
the same time preparing the evidence that 
made clemency impossible. “A dozen of 
firebrands" is his term for the unfortunate 
victims, and he hope, that L'lloa wi’.i testify 
to his good conduct. It appears that his 
hopes were well founded, for Gayarre 
states Spain paid him $3000. He. too, feared 
treachery as he justly should, for he writes 
that he could not trust his own secretary.

The trial lasted a month, conducted on 
the peculiar system of Spanish jurispru­
dence of solitary confinement, combined 
with daily inquisition.
