Chamber 'af Commerce.
The regular monthly meeting of the 

Chamber of Commerce occurred last eve. 
king. Colonel J. M. Sandidge in the chair.

The reading of the minutes of the previ­
ous meeting was dispensed with.

Reports of committees being in order, 
professor Forshey read the following:

The committee appointed by the Chamber, 
at ite June meeting, to report on the matter 
of the extension of telegraphic storm signals 
on the North American continent, reported 
the following preambles and resolutions: 

W hereas. The construction of lines cf 
telegraphic communication throughout the 
interior of the United States and territories 
and Biitish North America has resulted in 
the establishment, by the Signal Corps oi 
the United States army, of a system ot 
meteorologir reports called storm signals, 
which has in a few years become invalua­
ble to commerce as to agriculture and to 
the whole movements of human industry; 
and.

and travel by this route are of great im­
portance to New Orleans, and should be 
encouraged in every way.

Third—The harbormaster's exaction of 
three cents per ton is evidently illegal, for 
the same reason, b- iug a “duty ot tonnage’’ 
forbidden to bo levied by a State without 
the consent ot Congress. The decision in 
Cannon's case seems to dispose of this, as 
well as the decision in the case of the port 
wardens, 6 Wallace, p. 31.

Fourth—The port warden’s charge of $5, 
“service or no service.” was declared illegal 
for the same reason, in case of Steamship 
Company vs. Port Wardens, 6 Wallace, y. 
31, above alluded to.

As far as these illegal exactions by har­
bormasters and port wardens are con 
cerned, it seems to your committee that the 
Governor of the State, who appoints these 
officers, and who is specially charged, as' 
chief executive, with the orevention of 
offenses aud illegal acts, might be properly 
appealed to. It' be should prove unable or 
unwilling to pnt u stop to such exactions, 
it would seem that the courts might be 
successfully called upon to interfere.

resort in that special matter.

If any annoyance is still experienced 
from this source, we ran only recommend 
that the parties who are annoyed apply to 
tbe police authorities for assistance, or, it 
neea be, to the civil courts.

Second—The city wharf and levee duty of 
fifteen cents per ton wai declared illegal by 
the Supreme Conrt of tbe United States in 
Cannon vs. New Orleans, 20 Wallace, 579, 
if levied on all vessels arriving at this port; 
it being considered a “duty of tonnage,” 
which no State or municipality created by 
a State can levy without the consent of 
Congress. The court in -rendering the de­
cision declared, however, that the city 
could probably require a reasonable com­
pensation for tbe ex)iense ot building and 
maintaining her wharves. In accordance 
with this suggestion, on the nineteenth of 
January last, tbe Council adopted the ordi­
nance fixing *nd regulating the charges for 
wharfage, levee and other lacilities by the 
city of New Orleans to commerce. * The 
point of tbe decision in Cannon’s case 
seems to have been that tbe wharf duty 
of so much per tonnage was levied by the 
oity on all vessels that came to the port, 
whether they occupied a wbarl or not.

The above ordinance attempts ,o con­
form to the decision, and at the same time 
levy a charge ot filteen cents per ton on 
all vessels engaged in the gulf trade which 
use the city wharves. We do not under­
take to say that this ordinance is also 
illegal.

It the amount be unreasonable it seems 
that the Common Council should be ap­
pealed to.

Tbe Responsibility of Mexico lor Cor­
tina’s Crimes.

When it transpired that the Mexican gov 
eminent had relieved Cortina from bis com 
uuand at Matamoras, aod ordered him to 
report in person at the capital—which order 
he refused to obey—an admission was made 
by the higher Mexican authorities of their 
responsibility for his actions, which had 
been repeatedly denied by the Mexican 
minister at Washington. The following 
letter to the Chicago Tribune was Written 
before the erre&t of Cortina, but refers to 
this matter:

It was in the summer of !873. The Mex­
ican Border Commission had made their 
first report to Congress in the December 
preceding, and tbe commissioners were 
present in Washington arranging the 
vouchers, and the testimony, in the claims 
which they bad heard. Minister Nelson had 
been recalled from Mexico, and Itnrbide, 
the child heir to the Mexican throne, it 
there shall ever again be a throne in 
Mexico, in the line ol his fathers, was stop 
ping with Nelson h re. John W. Foster, of 
Indiana, chairman of tbe Republican State 
Committee of that State, and Morton's 
active manager in hia last senatorial 
campaign, had been sent to repre­
sent us at the ba Is of the Montezumas. 
Shortly before this time, tbe members 
of the Mexican Border Commission were 
assembled with M. Mariscal. Mexican Min­
ister to this country, in the office of tbe 
Secretary of .State. One of the special 
purposes for which the meeting had been 
called was to consider the responsibility of 
the Mexican government for the acts of the 
Mexican General J. N. Cortina. The evi­
dence taken b.y ibe Border Commission 
seemed to sustain their charge that Cortina 
was the chief of the robber bandits which 
make the depredations in the country of 
the lower Rio Grande. The conversation, 
as it was repeated to me" by a person who 
was present, was something as follows:

One of the commissioners—“Mr. Secretary, 
there can be no possible doubt that General 
Juan N. Cortina is a full general in tbe 
Mexican army on halt pay and under wait­
ing orders. By far the greater portion of 
the Mexican raiders in the Rio GraDde 
country are nnder his immediate command. 
The evidence is incontrovertible that sol­
diers, wearing the uniform of his command, 
go to the banks of the river at the fording 
places to receive the stolen herds of horses 
and cattle which the Mexican bandits have 
collected on the Texau side and driven 
down to the river. The testimony in one 
case taken by the commission shows that 
Cortina himself has been often seen to 
cross the river and to enter Texas, and 
there to lift the calves into his own wagon 
aud to «.rive back to Mexico, the mothers 
of the calves following. All of this is 
printed in the eviden ce accompanying the 
repirt.”

It was here urged that Cortina was an 
old-time friend of Juarez, that he was a 
man of great influence a» a politician in all 
of the Mexican border States; that be had 
much to do with securing those States for 
Juarez; and that the latter, while conscious 
that Cortina at times had committed indis­
cretions along the border, had forgiven him, 
on account ot hia valuable political and per­
sonal services.

The Mexican minister, Mariscal, preserved 
a diplomatic silence throughout this con­
versation. At the elose. he said that Gen­
eral Cortina was not in the service of 
Mexico, on half pay or under waiting 
orders, and that the Mexican government 
in the diplomatic correspondence had fre­
quently so asserted.

Cortina’s record, a» given in the report of 
the border commission, shows that he is. 
beyond doubt, the person who has con­
trolled, more than any other one person, 
the raiding incursions upon our soil. Tue 
commissiouers, in the course ot their report, 
present evidence upon the subject, of which 
the following extract* are illustrations. The 
commissioners say:

Tha Mexican ba&k of the Rio Grande 
Bravo is occupied by numbers of ranches, 
furnishing a convenient rendezvous for 
these marauders, from whence they carry 
on openly their operations, often leading to 
conflicts. Pursuit to the river banks, in 
many cases, hat been mocked at; tbe in­
effectual efforts of eustoms officer* and in­
spectors have been jeered at, and this region 
made to suffer from the continual scourge 
of th^e thieves. The butcher* of the 
frontier towns, the stock holders, and in 
many cases, tbe head* of the various 
ranches on the Mexican aide, have partici­
pated in the profits, encouraged the work, 
and protected the offenders. Tbe Mexican 
local authorities, as a rule, civil’ and 
military, have been eognizant of these 
outrages, and have, with one or two honor­
able exceptions^ protected the offenders, 
defeated with technical objections at­
tempts at recovery of the stolen property, 
assisted in maintaining tbe band* of 
thieves, or openly and directly have dealt 
in the plunder, or appropriated it to their 
personal uses. In all cases coming before 
these corrupt officials, thoroughly acquaint­
ed by personal and official notification and 
public notoriety of this serious and con­
tinual breach of international rights, they 
have either protected the criminal and 
shared with him the property stolen, or else 
have confessed an inability to check the 
outrage* and punish tbe offender*.

“The local authorities of Matamoras, Mier, 
Bagdad, Camargo and other frontier Mexi­
can towns, have been repeatedly notified of 
these complications; the United States and 
Mexican military antbqricie* have corre­
sponded thereon: the supreme government 
of Mexico has been duly apprised of the 
state of the border by earnest correspond­
ence of the United States civil and military 
officers, transmitted through the American 
minister, and in the opinion of the commit 
eionere, with the exception of the tardy re 
call of General Juan N. Cortina, in March, 
1872, no step tending toward an amicable 
and honest vindication of the Mexican 

has been taken. While to evince 
er good faith and earnest desire for the 

enforcement of the laws, the State of Texas 
has lately organized and maintained a 
system of cattle and bide inspections, in 
which undertaking she is ably seconded by 
the Stock Raisers’ Association of Western 
Texas. Private parties hare appointed 
local agents to protect their interests, the 
local pres* has appealed ineffectually to 
the reason of the Mexicans, and called in 
vain for the execution of the laws.

“That the action of the local Mexican 
anthoritiea ha* been characterized by du­
plicity, connivance at fraud, or a complete 
subserviency to a corrupt military rule, 
there seems to be but very little room left 
f<T doubt; while the record of the military 
authorities of Mexico occupying the fron­
tier, especially the regime of General Juan 
Nepomucene Cortina from 1870 to 1872, is 
one which calls for immediate action on the 
part ot the Mexioan government in disavow 
mg the acts, disgracing tbe offenders, and 
effecting with the victims of these high­
handed outrages such an adjustment of 
their claims as impartial justice requires.

“The establishment ol tne free zone,per se, 
militated against the commercial interests of 
tbe United States; and when followed up 
by the appointment of Brigadier General 
Juan N. Cortina to the command of the line 
ot the Bravo, in 1870, where he remained in 
command until March, 1872, the torror of 
the residents of the Texan frontier, and the 
aider and participant in a series of lawless 
acts, the action of tbe Mexioan authorities 
in this regard can only be interpreted as a 
direct blow at the commerce ot our West­
ern frontier; and the maintenance of a 
military force there, under the leadership 
of a commander whose career for murder, 
arson and robbery finds no parallel in the 
annals of crime, and whose retention in the 
command of tbe northern frontier of Mex­
ico puts in evidence the inability of the 
Mexican government to cope with this out­
law and hia followers, or else his assignment 
to this position by his government for the 
performance ol a work which had for its 
object the annihilation ~of the commercial 
and industrial interests of our Southwest­
ern frontier.”

can government has feared him too much 
to attempt to control him.

The Mexican government ha* claimed 
that any attempt to arrest Cortina would 
lead to a revolution. This is undoubtedly 
true. The northern sections of Mexico are 
inhabited by people who are too lazy to 
work, and whose sole means of support are 
gotten by plundering their neighbors across 
the river. Of course, any movement on 
the par: of their own government to eut oft 
their regular means ot support would eall 
out a pronouuced rebellion. The great 
droves of cattle in Texas have offered a 
constant field for the richest plunder for 
these thieves. Aided by the renegade 
Mexicans who claim to be American citi­
zens, and who live in Texas, these thieves 
have been eo long successful that it will be 
no light task to suppress them.

One result of the movement upon Mexico, 
it is believed, will be, that if this govern­
ment does not acquire more, it will, at 
least, acquire th© entire control of the Rio 
Grande river. This will be one of the im­
perative demand* made npon the Mexioan 
government, in satisfaction for the out­
rages, and ae a guarantee that they will be 
put to an end.

The grand lecturer of the Grand Lodge 

of Free and Accepted Masons of Massa­
chusetts, J. N. Conna, in an address be­
fore Widow’s Son Lodge No. I, on “Legiti­
macy of Colored Mason* in the United 
States,'’ on Thursday evening, mad# the 
followihg statement: •

The introduction of Masonry among the 
colored men in this country was by this in­
itiation, passing and raising ot thirteen 
colored men into the traveling lodge at­
tached to General Gage’s army, stationed 
at Boston, Massachusetts, on the sixth of 
March, 1775. On the twenty-ninth of Sep­
tember, 1784, Frederick Charles, Duke of 
Cumberland, acting grand master of the 
Grand Lodge of England, granted a war­
rant lor the constituting of African Lodge 
No. 459. In 1792 Prince Hall, the master 
of the said lodge, instituted Hiram Lodge 
in Philadelphia. In 1797 he also instituted 
St. John's Lodge in Providence. In the 
vear 1800 Prince Hall died, and John T. 
.Tilton was elected master. In 1808 the 
African Grand Lodge was formed in Bos­
ton with the above named lodges. In 1827 
the Grand Lodge of Pennsylvania waa in­
stituted, and in 1847 the National Grand 
Lodge waa formed.

form plan for such organization, with our 
obligation to mature and submit such a 
plan tor adoption.

Second—That we would willingly and 
cordially g"wp the hand offered to ua by 
onr brethren aoroea the Atlantic, and pledge 
to them our readiness to co-operate with 
them in ell laudable efforts to secure lor 
productive industry its just reward, to 
restore honest dealing in all commercial 
transactions, and to advance the moral, 
intellectual aud material interests of tbe 
masses of the people.

Third—That having examined the detail* 
ot the plan otathe co-operative societies of 
Greant Britain, as presented.by their de­
putation to the United States, popularly

tured seven prisoners on the fifteenth of 
June. On tbfl same day a column of Cata-t 
lanes, in combination with the battalion of 
Baza surprised the encampment of Cecilio 
Gonzales in the Lomas de Vargas and killed 
lour insurgents. The column of Leon had 
an encounter with another small band of 
insurgents June 15, and billed three of their 
number. The insurgents in these encoun­
ters are estimated to have hail seventeen 
killed, and to have lost seventy prisoner* 
and thirty-one horses, In this Cuban war 
the horse is an it^iortant animal and takes 
a prominent place in all army reports. 
More horses have been reported captured 
and killed than have ever existed in the 
island of Cuba.
