Tho Tetter was published in 
the St. Louis papers, and may result in 
good. Her description of her husband is 
plain:

Mr Keye. ts about five feet eight and a 
halt inches high, hair getting gray, although 
originally black; mustache also getting 
very gray: his beard not long, full shaved 
on tlio sides *»f his face, but covering the 
lower portion and chin; half cut short and 
thin on top; stooped in the shoulders; nei 
ther stout nor very slender in person; looked 
delicate in the face; his health had lately 
failed him; was suffering from bronchial 
Affection: his eyes gray-blue; his complexion 
dark rather than fair. 1 have a conviction 
that my husband left under a very mistaken 
Idea, that my letter may dispel, therefore, I 
pray you, in the name of Ood and human­
ity. to deliver it if possible. Perhaps if he 
raw it advertised he might get it. My bus- 
band is fifty-seven year, of age, and is 
quick and aotivein hi. step and motion. He 
is a Free Mason of high standing, and be 
longs to the order ot Knight* Templar. Or­
leans Comniandery of this eity. He is a 
quiet, domestic man, and has hitherto been 
& good husband and father.

A  D e s p e r a d o  A r r e s t e d .

On the sixth of May. Captain A F. Wild 
residing on the Chalmetto battle ground, 
St. Bernard parish, was savagely assaulted 
on the levee, by a person who was 
stranger to him.' The man held a paper in 
hi* left hand and asked the captain if he 
waa Mr. Wild. The moment an answer 
was given the man raised a large knife and 
stabbed Wild in bis breast, bnt a pocket 
book stayed the blade. Wild clinohed his 
assailant, and both men rolled from the 
levee to the river, but during the time the 
stranger continued working with his knife, 
catting Wild in half a dozen places. One 
cut laid his cheek bare) and another slit his 
tongue. The transaction waa witnessed by 
some children and a woman, who called for 
assistance. The stranger, supposing that 
Wild was dead, atid be was nearly right in 
so thinking, fled to the swamp. A number 
of citizens soon gathered, and the assassin 
was captured. He was taken before a jus 
tice of the peace and committed for trial1 
but he obtained a bondsman in $1000. He 
disappeared immediately afterward, and 
when his case was called did not appear.

The attack was so deadly and under such 
singular circumstances as to create consid­
erable speculation. The fellow gave his 
name as J. W. Ward, but was not very well 
known in the parish, although it was easy 
enough for him to obtain a bondsman. He 
refused to make any explanation concerning 
his bloody Work. Toe moment that it be­
came- known that Ward had disappeared 
letters were sent to track him, and he was 
tracked. He went to Omaha, St. Louisand 
to Texas, but our police headquarters heard 
of hint constantly. Last Saturday he ar­
rived here from Texas, and Captain Cain, 
having a thorough knowledge of the case, 
was instructed to find him. Ward kept 
quiet until yesterday, when he ventured to 
walk the streets, probaoly supposing that 
his appearance had changed sufficiently to 
disguise him. Captain Cain sighted him 
near the Customhouse and by making a de 
tour got up to him without trouble. The 
detective was unwilling to give Ward 
single chance for tight or escape, so placed 
a revolvej under his eyes and ordered 
him to throw up his hands. The 
fellow, seeing that be was in * bad fix 
quietly obeyed and Was taken to police 

! headquarters. He denied being Ward, or 
having had anything to do with Wild, say 
ing that his name is Charles Howard. 
Although there was but little doubt about 
bis being the man, several persons who 
knew him by sight were requested to look 
at him, and they readily identified him.

There has been considerable speculation 
as toWard's reason for assassinating Wild 
and one theory is that he was hired by Un 
known parties to kill Wild for his action in 
preventing certain cotton claimants 
swindling the government, but of course 
such things can seldom be proved—at least 
not made Sufficiently clear to convict the 
cowardly persons who stab in the dark.

W h a t  'a L ig h t n in g  S t r o k e  f  •  L i k e .
Mr. A. Castle, whose experience in being 

struck by lightning we alluded to last week, 
has told us all about it, and we are content 
to take his word for it. As the storm came 
up he put his team in the barn and sat 
down in the door teeing the inside. The 
stroke of lightning which killed his horses 
snd prostrated him did its work too Bwiftly 
to give him the slightest warning of its 
coming. His first remembrance upon re­
turning to consciousness was of hearing his 
daughter, who had run down from the 
house, about twenty-five rods distant, ex­
claim, “Oh, father is dead!'1 Upon opening 
bis eyes, the whole air and sky seemed to 
be in a blaze. He also became conscious 
of the most intense suffering, and 
especially Jin the lower limbs. He 
says the pain was like that of a burn, 
and that he could not have suffered 
more for the hour that followed if he 
had been held in the ilames. His 
wife and daughter, upon seeing that he 
was still alive, desired to remove him to 
the house, but he begged to be left where 
he was and not to be disturbed, as he felt 
that he could live but a few minutes, and 
that he might as well die there as to be put 
to the needless torture of removal. As he 
seemed to gain strength, however, he was 
soon taken to the house and made as com­
fortable as possible, but eight or ten hours 
elapsed before he was able to move either 
of his lower limbs. The left hip and leg 
seemed to be more affected than the right, 
and the symptoms for a time indicated that 
the bones were injured. But theee have 
passed away, and only n slight lameness 
now remains. The right lung has been 
very sore ever since the occurrence, bnt 
this may have been ceased by an injury re­
ceived ia Calling. The mark of the light­
ning is apparent from the ahouldera to the 
calfot the right leg, ia the shape oil abroad, 
irregular atrip from which the skin was 
peeled off as though it had been scalded.—
